BLAND'S AMENDMENTS.
Mr. Bland sent to the desk and had read

the result I have rot that confidence which
some gentlemen have who either know
more than I do or less than I do.

It 13 a very serious and Important
experiment in the history of the country
which had to be tried in obedience to the
wish of the people. I hope It may turn out
advantageously to the people in every way.

It
will be found that this underlies our pres-
ent condition; that it is the main cause of
the misfortunes which have happened and
which will happen to us in the coming win-
ter. However much any such misfortune
might prove of party advantage, I sincerely
hope that they may not prove as great as
those who are wiser than I anticipate. "
(Applause.)

Mr. Tracey, who followed, expressed his
gratitude to the gentlemen who had in-
trusted him with a certain amount of labor
during thj discussion of the bill. He re-
garded the vote which was about to be
taken as the culminating event In a long
struggle for sound money, and the Ameri-
can people had finally and In decided terms
expressed their belief that nothing but an
absolutely sound currency should be issued
by the United States government. "Our
friends on the side opposed to this bill," said
Mr. Tracey, "have claimed that we havi
been following tho directions given U3 by
one of the Senators from Ohio (Mr. Sher-
man.)

In the midst of the applause the sharp,
shrill voice of Mr. Wilson, of Washington,
yelled: "Cuckoo, cuckoo," and the House,
amid a perfect pandemonium of mingled
laughter and applause, was brought to its
senses by the strong voice of the Speaker.
Mr. Wilson's ejaculation was an echo of
Mr. Morgan's remark in the Senate the
other day that when the clock at the White
House struck cuckoos In the chamber stuck
their heads out of their boxes.

Mr. Wilson, of West Virginia, closed the
debate. Which side was right the future
alone could determine. "1 now," ha con-
cluded, "demand a vote upon the bill."

Mr. Bland's motion to recommit the bill
with instructions to report back a free-coina- ge

amendment took precedence, and it
wan ttrst voted upon. The motion was
lost 1CJ to 173.

After the vote on the Bland substitute
was announced, Mr. Bryan. asked unani-
mous consent to be allowed to make a
statement in explanation of the conduct
of tho silver men. This was granted.
"When the previous question was demand-
ed," he began, "some of us believed that
those who favored this bill should take all
the responsibility for Its passage. We felt
Justified in exercising every right given us
by parliamentary law. We desired to com-
pel the friends of this bill to use every in-

strument to force a vote, in order that no
one could ever say that we had acquiesced
In what was about to be done. I was on
my feet, 1 thought, in time to make a dil-
atory motion when the Speaker put the
motion on the demand for the previous
question. Bat I have no criticism to make.
We were too weak to call for the yeas and
nays, and we could not longer e3?lay

action In this body. I hope," said he, In
conclusion, "that the results of this meas-
ure will be better than we believe they
will bo. But if we are right and you are
wrong, I want you that a day of reckon-
ing will come. And I here register the pre-
diction that the American people will never
agree to the action you have taken." A
roar of applause followed Mr. Bryan's
speech.

500,000 Tooplo Either Participated in
the Obsequies or Rareil Their Heads

as the IMer Passed Py.,

50,000 IN THE PROCESSION

Streets So Jammed and Crowded
that Many Women Fainted.

Mis3 Howard and Preston Harrison
Overcome at the Church The Exer-

cises Scenes aud Incidents.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
CHICAGO, Nov. L-- With pomp and cir-

cumstance and wealth of honors befitting
the obsequies of a king the remains of Chi-
cago's late Mayor were laid to rest to-d- ay

and left alone in the quiet of Graceland
Cemetery. Not In the palmy days of his
greatest triumphs did the great mars of
people whose applause was so dear to hl3
heart pay him so heartfelt a tribute as they
did to-d- ay as he took hl3 last journey-throug-

the busy streets amid the palaces
of trade, past the splendid residences, over
the broad boulevards of that Chicago ho
loved so well. More than fifty thousand
men walked with slow step, keeping to the
solemn measure of the funeral dirge, and
probably ten timea that number of men and
women stood with bared and bowed heads
while his bier went on its melancholy way.

Teople thronged to see his remains as
they lay in state this morning. The Una
extended down the steps on the Clark-stre- et

side to Washington, along Washing-
ton street to Lasalle and to the great en-
trance to the hall on Iasalle street, from
where those who had viewed the body wera
passing. Almost one hundred people a min-
ute passed the bier during the early hours
of the morninsr, and when the police re-
fused entrance to the people at 9:30 o'clock
the line In the street was as long as be-

fore. The crowd was just like that of yes-
terdaymade up of all classes of peopleuyet
all apparently deeply grieving.

At 9 o'clock the thoroughfares around tho
City Hall were so packed with people that
vehicular tralTlc was impossible. Ten
o'clock saw a vast multitude as far as the
eye could reach and the adjacent buildings
from which a view of the street might be
had packed with people. Every window was
filled and hundreds of persons sat upon tho
copings of the buildings far above the
street. There was an ample corps of jollce-me- n,

but they were not thrown out upon
the street until the throng had become so
great that It could with difficulty be
handled. Captain Byrne, who had charge of
the rollce, had three hundred picked men
under hlrn twelve companies and they
managed to clear the streets upon which
tho procession was to pass. The people
were not so jtractable as on yesterday
when the remains were brought to the City
Hall to lie In state. They were Inclined to
resent being thrown back where they
could see nothing. Many of them had been
there for several hours waiting in the long
lines to see the remains and had reached
the Clark-stre- et entrance only to find that
further entrance had been .shut off. They
were not Inclined to give up their last op-
portunity of 1 ooKing upon the casket. The
olhccrii went quietly about their duty, how-
ever, and without any undue show of force
they managed to clear the Lasalle-strc- et

side.
The start from the City Hall was not

made at the time set, and many of the
people had to stand In the crush for nearly
iwo hours. There was no getting out; The
people in the background refused to fall
back further, and to penetrate the heavy
lines was an impossibility. A number of
women fainted and the police officers could
do nothing but carry them to the steps of
the City Hall, which had been kept clear.
So one was seriously injured in the crush.

THK FUNEUAL CAB.
At about la oVloek the magnificent fu-neral- car,

drawn by four coal black horses,
covered with heavy funeral drapings of
black silk, rolled up to the entrance. A
more magnilicent car can hardly be Imag-
ined. Surmounted by lifelike Images, great
golden carriage, lamps, magnificent drap-
ings of rieh black, the woodwork touched
up gorgeously with gold, the hearse was an
impressive object. Soon lhind it was led
the late Mayor's favorite horse, saddled
and bridled as though waiting for Its mas-
ter. The only indication that he might not
appear and mount into the saddle was a
single bit of crepe which fell from the bri-
dle.

The casket rested in th City Hall until
10::;0 o'clock, when undertaker Jorlaa
placed the black covering of the glass
plate. No word was spoken as It was plac ed
in position, but away in the distance earn'?
the notes of the hymn from a chorus of
twenty children. "Best Came" were th
words of the svmg. The elcht eaptalns of
poii e took their places in front of the cas
ket and eight captains of tbe fire depart-
ment tenderly lifted it from the black bier
and stood like statues holding It until tin
honorary pallbearers, the city oihVials and
the Mayor's associates In his oilier had
taken their places before it. In front o(
the entram e the al lermanie guard oi" honor
was drawn up in open onlfT before t!d
door of the funeral car. Slowly the march
was taken up. The honorary pallbearers,
heads of the city departments and th
Mayor's own retinue lined up on cither
side. The ilower-decke- d casket came into,
the view of the people. Hats were doffed,
and a multitude stood uncovered and in
respectful silence while down the fiiuht of
stone steps the liremen bore their burden.
In a moment it was hidden among the dra-
peries of the funeral car, and only the
word of command was needed for the fu-

neral march to be taken up. Then came a
long delay. The crowd overllowed in among
the waiting carriages. Women fainted in
the crush, and more than one was lorri
through the lines of the procession to (h
steps of the City Hall.

The funeral c ar took its place in the line,
the ei'-rh-t captains of the lire department
took their place?, four on caeh ride of tho
car. In line with them were th ci'-ch- t cap-
tains of police. Still outside thi.s line were
mounted hussar. The hussars took posi-
tion in front and In the rear of the hears?,
Kurrounding the late Mayor's horse, which
followed immediately after the hearse, fol-
lowing th'-- came the carriages containing
the City Council and ex-ci- ty otllclals.

The Bill to Repeal the Silver Act
Now a Law of the Land.

Railroaded Through the House Yester-
day Despite the Efforts of the

Blandites to Filibuster.

PASSED BY A TOTE OF 193 TO 94

Hurriedly Engrossed and Signed
by Stevenson and Crisp,

Then Rushed to the White House, Whero
President Cleveland Affixed His

Autograph at Ivlo O'clock.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 1. Silver pur-
chases by the government ceased to-da- y.

The purpose for which Mr. Cleveland called
Congress In extraordinary session was ac-

complished at 4:25 this afternoon, when he
affixed his signature to the bill to repeal
unconditionally the purchasing clause of the
Sherman law. The struggle In the House
was short. Only twenty-seve- n men could
be rallied for the last stend by the silver
leaders, Messrs. Bland and Bryan. Mr.
Bland and his colleagues, knowing that
further opposition was futile, preferred to
sacrifice the opportunity fcr a few hours'
debate offered by Mr. WHsm, in order to
force the majority to 'brh.g in the closure
and concur In the Senate amendment by
duress. But even In this they failed. Their
Fmall following might have succeeded had
they been led by experienced and skillful
parliamentary tacticians. Neither Mr. Bry-
an nor Mr. Snodgrass, his lieutenant. Is
well versed in parliamentary proceedings,
and, when thrown off their guard by a
momentary distraction, they exposed their
flank by failing to follow ono filibustering
motion with another. Speaker Crisp over-
whelmed them by putting the pending mo-
tion to order the previous question. It was
carried with a roar. The filibusters had been
caught napping, and nothing remained for
them to do except to submit. For thirty
minutes, under the rule, followed the rattle
of oratory amid the greatest confusion and
excitement. At its conclusion the vote was
taken on Mr. Bland's free coinage substi-
tute. The majority against It was 73. Then
came the final vote on concurring In the
Senate amendments. The vote stood 103 for
concurrence and 91 against. When the orig-
inal bill passed the House, Aug. 23, the
vote stood 201 to 100. so that although the
total vote to-da- y was smaller the propor-
tion was practically the same. The final
vote was taken at 2:50 p. m. The bill was
engrossed immediately, and twenty minutes
later, at 3:10, the formal announcement was
made to the Senate that Its amendments
had been agreed to by the House.

The bill was hurriedly enrolled by Chair-
man Pearson, of the committee on enrolled
bills, and at 3:30 was presented to
Speaker Crisp for his signature. A fleet-foot- ed

messenger carried it to the Senate
where It was signed two minute later by
Vice President Stevenson. Chairman Pear-
son, with the bill under hla arm, entered
a carriage waiting for him on the plaza In
front of the Capitol, and drove rapidly to
the White House. The President had been
kept duly advised of the progress" of events.
Indeed, ho manifested so much interest in
the vote In the House, that, at hU request,
a duplicate of the names of these ho had
voted for and against the concurrence was
made soon after the roll call was com-
pleted, and this list was lying on his desk
when Mr. Pe.irson arrived with the bill.
Secretary Carlisle, Attorney-gener- al Olney
and Private Secretary Thurber were pres-
ent. After felicitating with each other for
a few moments over the victory that had
been achieved, the President took up the
engrossed copy of the bill and read it
aloud. Then, picking up a quill pen, he
ariixed his autograph at 4:25. And thus
sixty-fiv-e days four hours and twenty-fiv- e

minutes after the extraordinary session
convened the remedy forltho financial dis-
tress which Mr. Cleveland demanded In his
message was applied.

The analysis of the vote shows that 121

Democrats, 6S Republicans and 1 Topulist
f (Cannon, of California,) voted for concur

rence, and 70 Democrats, 15 Republicans
and 9 Populists against the motion. The
following members voted for tbe Bland
freo coinage substitute and also for con-
currence: Alderson, Black of Georgia,
Brookshire, Donovan, Edmunds of Virginia,
Geary, Holman, Richardson of Michigan,
Swanson, Marshall, Turpin, Post and Tyler,
while Neill.

REGISTRY FRAUDS.

Attempt to Prostitute the Ballot Box in
Camden County, New Jersey.

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 1. A morning pa-
per here to-d- ay exposes the registry frauds
In Camden county. New Jersey, and shows by
Illustrations where the voters are registered
from. These are principally stables at the
Gloucester race track and other places sa-

loons and small houses that could not pos-
sibly accommodate the number of men who
are claiming: residence in them. It Is stated
that hundreds of alleged voters are reg-
istered from the race-trac- k stables, which
are but one-stor- y sheds, and unfit for hab-
itation. Thirty-thre- e names aro put down
as living: In another old barn, while a large
number of saloons have anywhere from ten
to twenty-fiv- e alleged voters registered as
living In them. In a house of four rooms
there are thirteen names of voters on the
books. It is claimed that In numerous In-
stances the same men have been registered
from different wards, some under their own
names, others assuming fictitious ones. The
article addd: "Bogus voters are registered
from every stable In the rac?-trac- k in-clos-

some thirteen in all. The stablesere numbered, and the employes jockeys,
stable boys and laborers not otherwise reg-
isteredhave been assigned to them. Fromone stable alone thirty-nin- e names are reg-
istered. Most of these race-trac- k people
and hangers-o- n have no right to vote, asthey have no legnl residence in New Jer-
sey. Another method of fraudulent regis-
tration resorted to in Gloucester Citv is toplace nam"s on the list without definitelylocating them. For Instance, nearly a hun-
dred mon are registered from Mtroadway.
From Mersey avenue' over a hundred namesare registered."

during the present year. God has indeed
been most beneficent to our State and Na- - '
tion. And yet., unjust and ill-advis- ed con-
gressional legislation having made gold
alone a full legal-tend- er money, ha.s
so dwarfed and paralyzed business that
the bounties of providence are now denied
to hundreds of thousands of people within
the national domain who are not only with-
out employment, but also without themeans of procuring food, raiment or shel-
ter. While, therefore, the people of Ore-
gon return thanks to God for His good-
ness, I do most earnestly recommend that
they devoutly implore Him to dispose the
President and Congress of the United
States to secure restoration of silver as
full legal-tend- er money in accordance with
the puiey of the fathers of the Republic,
whereby our industries way be revival
and honest tollers of the land may pro-
cure their daily bread, not as alms, but
as the reward of their labor."

At the time of
the HonK-stea- d trouble it was naid that
the ballot was the means by which the
American people rem .died their grievances.
What would the people pay when they
elected Representatives pledged M a plat-
form and to principles, and then found that
those pledges were not binding when ihj
Representatives came to represent the
cause? It was a blow at representative
government.

General Wheeler was allowed half a min-
ute in which to reiterate his opposition to
the bill. He was followed by Mr. Springer.
Mr. Livingston said lie was unwiiiing to
submit the destiny of this grc:it pjopli to
the whims and wishes of Europe.
