Mr. Colbert Retires Entirely from
the Gay World of the Police.

Captain Dawson Not in the Swim—Cap-
tain Campbell’'s Debut—Crusade

When the Board of Safety came from
without its star chamber session yesterday

To
the police it is well known that scores of
these pernicious dives are being operated
in the central portion of the elity, nightly
doing their share toward enlarging the
numbers of abandoned women and girls.

FIGHTING THE WOLF

Workingmen Proceeding in Their
Efforts to Prevent Want.

Committees Report that Good Has Al-
readyv Been Done—Some Prae-

tical Suggestions Made.

From the attendance at the workingmen's
meetings being held in the Criminal Court
room it is very evident that they belleve
that “God helps him who helps himself.™
L.ast night both the lower floor and the
gallery of the room were well filled with
workingmen who were alive to the condi-
tion that confronts them. The unanimous
sentiment of the meeting, as that of last
week, was that a way to earn money, and
not charity, was what they desired. D. F.
Kennedy, who presided over the meeting,
voleced the sentiment of the enure audience
when he said, “You have all llved long

‘enough to learn how things are done here.

The best way to popularize a thing is to
make it popular, and cur object is to, if
we can, arouse the people of this city
to a true understanding of the impending
conditions. When you bring this home to
the conscience of our people I think you
will find a hearty response to the needs.
We have made a good start, and the peo-
ple are awalkened to the gituation. We
don't want charity; we want a way to
earn our bread by our strong right arms,
If it muset at last be charity then let it
be so, but until it must be we want an op-
Fortunity to work. The people are under-
standing this, and they are in sympathy
with our endeavors. When a panic comes
upon us men with money begin what
they call ‘retrenching.” The stringency hes
touched them, and they say they must con-
tract their efforts and their investments.
They must ‘retrench’ and reduce the force
of their employes. It is this very retrench-
Inent that gives impetus to the panic and
weakens the aiready weakened condition.
Let us try to induce men not to retrench:
let us try to induce them to at least retain
their accustomed activity, if not increase it.”

All the committees appoluted at last
week's mesting made reporis, save the com-
mittee appointed to visit the Council, and
as the Council does not meet till next Mon-
day night this cornmittee was unable to per-
form its duty until that time. The commit-
tees all reported that they had been received
with courtesy and in Kindness, and woe
slvén encouragement in the work under-
taken. The substance of the Mayor's reply
was given in yestrday's Journal. The com-
mittee appointed to eall upon the Doard of
Public Warks said the board held a special
meeting to give them an audlence Monday
afternoon. The board expressed approvil
of the proposed plans, and promised to push
10 completion as much of the public work
as it was possible to do, and, if necessary,
would adopt the system of working in re-
lays, giving as many men as possible some
employvment. The members of the board
said they had no idea that there was as
many idle men as the committee represented
there was. They promised to supply home
workingmen with employment in pyeference
to outsiders, so far as it was possible to do
80, and also promised to stipulate in futura
contracts that home labor should be em-
ployed. The board ¢f Public Safety re-
ceived the men with courtesy and offered to
do all in their power to assist in ths accom-
plishment of the purposes sought to be ac-
complished by the committee, though thelr
power to employ men was very limited,

The committee appointed to visit rental
agents reported that all the leading agents
had informed them that they were making
efforts to have the landlords reduce the
rents upon cottages and the class of houses
occupied by workingmen. One agency, that
of Alex. Metzger, informed the committee
that they had already made a slight ro-
duction in the rents of small properties.
The committee of fifteen appointed to walt
upen the Commercial Club and the Board
of Trade reported that the subject would
& brought before both organizations at
their meetings next weelk, Mr. Kennedy
saldl he had talked with Secretary Fortune
and President Lilly, of the Commercial
Club, and both had said that they had
given the subject consideration, and, while
they could not speak for the club, they
said they thought the club would undoubt-
edly do something to relieve the distress,
The commitiee appointed to visit the chat-
tel-mortgage sharks and instaliment houses
said both had promised to be lenient wilh
their patrons.

AFTER A FRANCHISE

Citizens’ Company Asks Haugville
to Give It One for Forty Years.

Much-Needed Eleetrie Line Held Up as
& Prize—Plans of the Broad
Ripple Company.

Last night's meeting of the Board of
Trustees of Haughville was full of interest.
The Citizens’ Street-railway Company pre-
sented an ordinance that would grant them
a franchise of foriy years in all. In 1887
a franchise of thirty years was granted the
old Johnson company and the present coms-

pany does not believe that their title is per-
fect under this old franchise, Nothing is
mentioned about the granting of transfers.
The new ordinance says that passengers
ghall be carried to the intersection of Wash-

ington and Illinois streets. The one thing
gained by Haughville in case the ordinance
should be passed will be the much-sought-
after electric line. The new ordinance pro-
vides that the electric system shall be in
use within six months. The time schedule
of the cars will not be changed, the old

thirty-minute limit still being used. Still
another feature about the ordinance is
that the company offers to furnish power
for lights in private concerns. This is im-
possible, as tQe Indianapolis Light and
Power Company has an exclusive franchise

of ten years. After the reading of the
ordinance President Patterson called for
opinions from a number of Haughville's
most prominent citizens. The speakers on
the one side thought that Haughville could
not be independent in this matter, and
that the ordinance, after an amendment as
to the granting of transfers should be made,
ought to be passed. The speakers for the
other side thought that Haughville could do
as it pleased. The matter was temporarily
settled by the board voting that the presi-
dent of the board should communicate with
President Mason to the effect that Haugh-
ville is willing to grant the company the
franchize to use the electric system if such
change be made within three months. If
accepted the matter will be settled by make-
ing such amendment to the old franchise.

The Ewart Manufacturing Company has
leng desired the lot upon which stands the
“town hall.” It has offered to exchange a
lot on Germania avenue for this one, and
also offers to remove the buildings and
place all in working order without cost to
the town. The board passed the ordinance
granting the exchange. The Indianapolis
Light and Power Company was allowed its
bill of 3170.556 for the month of October.
Other bills to the amount cf $14.60 were al-
lowed, The board authorized the clerk to
notify H. B. Fatout to prepare a descrip-
tion of Clark’s additions Nos. 1 and 2. The
inhabitants in these additions are :njoying
all the privileges that Haughville offers
them without the town being benefited by
taxes, This step was taken in order to
get the samae,

BROAD RIPPLE AGAIN,

Another Company Forming to Duild
It=Trafliec Arrangement.

Once more it is claimed that thee will be
an electric line constructed between this
city and BEroad Ripnle, and it is asserted
that the company which will build the line
will file its articles of association in a few
days. The principal stockholders v'll be R.
T. McDonald, of Fort Wayne; Spencer Ir-
win, of Philadelphia, and B. W. Clay. Be-
sides these, Dr. Robert C. Light and others
interested in the original Broad Ripple line
wiil have stock. The articles of association,
it Is =aid, have been signed by all the in-
corporators, and the only delay is caused
by the neglect of McDonald to designate the
number of shares which ha would take. If
the line is bullt the company will come into
the city over the Citizens Street-railroad
Company’s tracks, the Jatter company hav-
ing agreed to permit the Broad Ripple com-
pany to use their tracks from the city limits
or transfer passengers to the Citizens' com-
pany’'s caes, the traflic arrangements to be
settled by arbitration.

If the road is constructed it will be com-
pleted by early spring. The route has
not vet been decided upon, and it is probn-
ble that it may not be the route originally
proposed, down Central avenue. The prop-
erty owners along Alabama street and
Washington boulevard asce anxlous to have
the line constructed by that route, and if
the County Commissioners can be induced
to build a bridge over Fall creek it is possi-
ble that this will be the route.
