A joint resolution passed donating
abandoned cannon to the Grand Army en-
campment to be held at Pittsburg in 1594,
An important joint resolution which be-
came a law provides for an international
pgreement for the marking and removal of
derelicts and wrecks in the ocean. One of
a numhber of joint resolutions passed ten-
ders the acknowledgments of the United
Fiates to the foreign governments who par-
ticipated in the world's fair at Chicago.
Another restores to the Mormon Church in
Utah money amnd property that has been in
the b recaiver since 1837:; another
fixes the qualification of voters on the Cher-
okee Strip, Oklahoma; another authorizes
the State of Wisconsin to place in the Cap-
ftol a statue of Pere Marquette; another au-
thorizes the board of commissioners of
Chickamauga National Park to allow States
and associntions building monuments on the
battie field to use materials in the park.
One of the acts passed extends the time for
completing the work on the eleventh census
until pec. 21, 1883, and authorizes the Pres-
ident to direet the work performed by the
Commissioner of Labor. Another provided
for certain urgent deficiencies, the colnage
of subsidiary coins, to pay clerks to mem-
bers of the House and repairs to the Ford
Theater building In Washington.

A joint resolution making former laws in
Oklahoma relating to town sites applicable
to the Cherokee Strip town sites was
passed. Several joint resolutions provided
for the commemoration of the one hun-
dredth anniversary of the laying of the
corner-stone of the CCapitol building in
Washington. A joint resolution provided
for the payvment of mileage to the Sen-
ators and members and others made avail-
able the appropriations of the last Con-
gress for the regular session at the extra
session. An act passed making the law re-
pealing the timber culture laws applicable
to a little strip of the Sioux reservation in
Nebraska,

Two laws were passed providing for the
times and places of holding eourts in South
Dakota and in Idaho and Wyoming. Two
acts passed providing for revenue cutters,
one on the great lakes and the other on
the New England coast. The last act
gigned by the President was the joint reso-
lution relating to the Chicago Museum, and
allowing the articles presented to it to be
disposed of free of duty.

OQur Daniel Takes an Optimistic View
of Things In General.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 3.—"The adjourn-
ment of this long-to-be-remembered session
of Congress brings with it a great sense

of relief.”

Senator Voorhees had been asked by a
reporter for an interview, and it was with
the above statement he began. Continuing,
he sald: “We met amidst the crash of
business disasters, bank failures and all
the distressful incidents of one of the worst
financial panics ever known in this or any
other country; we adjourn with quiet busi-
ness circeles and a fair degree of restored
confidence prevailing in all parts of the
country. It will, of course, take time for
the various business pursuits to fully re-
cover from the overwhelming finaneial
shock and depression which have afflicted
the country for the last six months, but
the signs of healthy Improvement are now
visible on every hand and good omens for
the employment of labor come from all
quarters.”

—The statement
has been made and not denied that since
the developing process bogan in the Indiana
fleld In the summe® of 1856 the supply has
not falled in any quarter that showed pay-
ing wells at the start or since. Wells come
and go, but are sunk boside them
and the stratum continues to yield the
valaable fue! In quantities scarcely less
in volume or pressure than did the pioneer
gushers.

With the construction of the Chicago pipe
line, lzid to supply fuel ‘o the world's fair
city, many bolieved it meant the early ex-
hausticn of Indiana's great Weasure. The
Legislature and courts were appealed to to
prevent the taking of gas out of the State,
and to forbid the use of pumps to force the
transportation by artificial pressure. Not-
withstanding legislative enactmants the Chi-
cago line went in, and Indiana gas is now
being burned In Chicago, The result shows
that the people were unnecessarily alarmed.
Ther: is not as much gas being consumed in
Chicago as tho'e is in Kokomo, The pumps
along the line buave been abandoned as use-
less and wunnec ssary aoppllances, and the
fluid goes to the groat cliy without extra
pressure.

The Origin of Starching.

President Cleveland Issues the Usual
Procilnmation in Few Words.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 3.—The President
to-day issued the following Thanksgiving

proclamation:

“While the American people should every
day remember with praise and thanksgiving
the divine goodness and mercy which have
followed them since their beginning as a
Nation, it is fitting that one day in each
vear should be especially devoted to the
contemplation of the blessing we have re-
ceived from the hand of God, and to the
grateful acknowledgment of His loving
Kindness,

“Therefore, I, Grover Cleveland, Presi-
dent of the United States, do hereby desig-
nate and set apart Thursday, the thirtieth
day of the present month of November, as
a day of thanksgiving and praise, to be
kept and obsafved by all the people of our
land. On that day let us forego our ordil-
nary work and employments and assemble
in our usual places of worship, where we
may recall {LIF that God has done for us,
and where, from grateful hearts, our united
tribute of praise and song may reach the
throne of grace. Let the reunion of Kin-
dred and the soolal meeting of friends lend
cheer and enjovment to the duty, and let
generous gifts of charity for the relief of
the poor and needy prove the sincerity of
our thanksgiving.

THE PEN WILL GO.

Passed by Congress to
rinted Instend of Written.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 3.—There is a pros-
pect that in the near future a printing press
will form a part of the clerical equipment
of the Capitol. It will, in all probability,
be made necessary by the action of the Sen-
ate yesterday in agreeing to the House res-
olution providing for printing instead of
writing enrolled and engrossed bills. The
American Congress has been slow in intro-
ducing this innovation, and considerable
doubt is expressed now as to the expe-
diency of the proposed change. Several
Sanators have expressed the opinion that it
will be found impracticable to supply the
large appropriation bills, which come in at
the close of sessions, in printed form, and
are of the oninion that the change will
prove inadvisable on this account. Senator
Cockrell, who has tu:ke-n an especial inter-
est in having the bills printed instead of
written, says he is assured that the print-
ing office can set the type and print any
of these bills within four hours after they
are received. It is believed, however, that
at such times n small press and force of
printers will be necessary in the Capitol
building. The proposed change is consid-
ered desirable by all if it can be made to
operate as desired. It is hoth’.-_\'ucl that it
will prevent many mistakes which are now
often made in the enrollment of bills,
which is often done in great haste towards
the close of sessions.

The Congress of the U'nited States is one
of last lezal executive bodies to use
type instead of the pen in preparing bills
at this stage. The English Parliament
made the change over forty years ago.
=ome reminiscent inieresi attacnes to the
change because of the fact that during his
ervice in the Senate Charles Sumner ad-
e tel it. mnd the lnst resolution ever in-
troduced by him in the Senate was one di-
socting the committee on enrolled bills to
investigate and report upon the expediency
of printing enrolied and engrossed bills.

A LITTLE TARIFF BILL.

Mr Carath Wants a Drawbnek on Bot-
tles Exported with Whisky.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 3.—Renreseatative
Asher Caruth, who represents the wholesale
liquor district of Loulsville, introduced a lit-
tle tariff bill to-day which is intended to
help one of the chief industries of his bail-
iwick, and is of interest to the glass indus-
try of Indiana. The bl fixes the imhort
duty on glass bottlés and demijohns of a
capacity of a quart or more at 1 cent per
pound; less than a quart and not under a
pint at 1} cents per pound, and vials at 50
cents per gross, as now. It also provides
that if these articles are exported filled
there shaill be a drawback equal to the im-
port duty. The change in the above from
the present law only relates to the provi-
gijon for a drawback. The law now does
not provide a drawback on bottles exported.
The introduction of the proposition at this

GERMANY REACHING OTUT.

Trying to Steal Our Markets by Sup-
plying Inferior Machinery.
Snecial to the Indianapolis Journal,
WASHINGTON, Nov, 3.—0fficial informa-
tion comes from Germany to the effect that
the Germans ara seeking a foreign trade
for their machinery, for the first time.
Heretofore the demand for agricultural im-
plements, engines, machinery of all kinds
for manufactories and contrivances which
enter into the Industries, has becn suf-
ficient In Germany to absorb the supply.
with the exception, of dourse, of a fow
rare articles like those produced by Krupp
and great ship builders. The Germans,
however, have been imitating the Ameri-
cans in the production of machines until
the mills of that country are supplied with
all of the improvements that are to be
found in the United States, and further-
more, they find an overproduction, Strange,
but the Germans in thelr effortg to secure an
export trade for thelr machinery are not
turning their faces toward our country.
They are manufacturing so many Imitations
of American products lil.l they do not care

1

te place them in competition with the gen- |

uine article; but the Germans ares coming
more directly inte competition with Ameri-
can manufacturers than if they were to
comnie to our own soil.
South and Central Amecrica and numerous
out-of-the-way portiows of the world,
Africa and Japan, with their products, It
is reported that the German exhibits at the
world's fair were the first of the kind ever
made away from home, and that they mean
an aggressive future in the contest for an
export trade. American manufacturers of
everything in the line of iron, steel, glass
and woodwork will find Germany a sharp
competitor wherever they may go in the
future.
