Gerber hurt
his ankle near the end of the first half
and Downs did brilliant work in-his place.
In the second half Huddleson took Nelson
Olin's place, he being ruled off for rough
playing. Somerviile, of Butler, gave good
gatisfaction as referee, but Horten, the
physical director at Wabash, was critl-
cised by the Purdue team for alleged
partiality as umpire.

PRINCETON'S REVENGE.

The “Tigers™ Defeat the Pennsylvans
ians by n Score of 4 to 0,
PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 4—-On Manheim
fleld, in the presence of twenty thousand
people, Princeton this afternoon secured re-
venge on Pennsylvania for the latter's de-
feat of them a year ago. It was unques-
tionably the hardest fought battle that has
ever taken place in this city, and, while the
“Tigers” prevented Pennsyvania from scor-
ing, they were only able to secure a single
touchdown. The heavy rain of the early
morning made the field wet and slippery.
The raln, however, ceased about half past
10 o'clock, and a short time later the gates
were thrown open to the public. Until long
after the game was started the crowd Kept
on coming, and at 2 o'clock, the hour set
for the beginning of the game, it was esti-
mated that fully twenty thousand people

DISASIER IN SPAIN

From 300 to 1,000 Persons Killed
at Santander by an Explosion.

Steamship J.oaded with Dynamite Blown
to Atoms While at a Quay and
the City Set on Fire.

CIVIL GOVERNOR MANGLED

And Many Other Officials and
Guards Killed or Injured.

Other Vesseis Sunk and Their Crews
Drowned and a Railroad Train De-
molished—General Foreign News.

MADRID, Nov. 4 — The steamer Volo,
loaded with dynamite, blew up, near San-
tander, last night. Many persons were
killed. The Volo, which had just arrived
from Cardiff, caught fire from s=ome un-

known ecause., The officials of Santander
were unaware that the Volo was loaded

with dynamite, for they sent all the fire
department to the scene, the Governor of
the province, the chief municipal officers

and many of the leading citizens superin.
tending the efforts to subdue the fire on
board the steamer. Suddenly there were
cries of alarm from those working about
the Volo. The news spread with rapidity
that the ship was loaded with dynamite,
and that the fames were rapidly approach-
ing the terrible cargo. Before the crowd
had time to rush backward there was a
dull roar, followed by a fearful burst of
flame and a deafening explosion which
blew the quay into fragments, set fire to
a number of adjacent houses and which
smashed the windows in every house for
miles around. The explosion did an enor-
mous amount of damage. Many citizens
were Killed, including several representa-
tives of the municipal and provincial gov-
ernments, who were watching the efforta
made by the firemen to extinguish the
fire. Among the prominent people believed
to have been blown to atoms by the explo-
slon is the Governor of the province, who
was last seen in the front rank of those
fighting the fire. Many others who were
upon the wharf a moment before the dyna-
mite blew the ship and wharf into splinters
are missing. The inhabitants were so dazed
by the explosion and by the rapid spread
of the flames from house to hous: that for
a long time afterwards they appeared to be
utterly unable to make any attempt to
check the further spread of the fire, which,
as this dispatch was sent, was still eating
nouse after house and threatening destruc-
tion of the entire city. All towns and vil-
lages in the neighborhood of Santander
have sent their fire engines to the scene,
and a strong and combined efiort is being
made to save property. The town of San-
tander is situated on a headland and has
a large port in the Bay of Biscay. It is
the terminus of a rallway from Madrid.

Further details received here from San-
tander say that in addition to the officers
reported killed, the president of the provin-
cial Council and the colonel and chief
officers of the civic guard of Santander
were seriously wounded by the explosion.
It Is al=o announced here that the whole
ity is likely to be destroyed and a large
number of its population of over 30,00
veople will be rendered homeless., - A dread-
ful panic prevails upon all sides,

Private telegrams received here say that
aver a thousand people met their death
by the fire and explosion. In addition, a
transatlantic steamer was burned and forty

of her erew met death on board of her.
All those on board the tug boat along side

the fated steamer, as well as the officers
an! crew of the transatlantic liner Al-
phonso II, were kllled by the explosion.
*he body of the civil governor, who was

directing the operations on the quay, has
Deen recovered, as well as the boaies of a
number of the officials. Among the re-
ported Killed is the Marquis Pombo,

It has been ascertained that the dynamite-
loaded steamer which caused this terrible
destruction was the Cabo Muchicaco, be-
longing to Bilbao, and not the British
steamer Volo, as at first reported. The
authorities of Santander are highly cen-
stired on all =sides for ullowing the steamer
to violate the port regulations, which forbid

the discharge of explosives at the quay
side. On the other hand, it is claimed
that the authorities were not awvare of

the dangerous nature of the steamer's car-
go or they certainly would not have been
s0 fooihardy as to venture on board of her

and to allow thousands of people around
her while she was on fire.
Every nossible assistance has now been

sent to Santander, where hundreds of doe-

tors are already at work. A number of
temporary hosnitals have been erected iIn
buildings untouched by the flames and

there the doctors and their assistants are
doing evervthing possible in this dire ex-
tremity. The troops sent to the =pot are
also rendering great service in blowing up
buildings across the pathway of the flames

aryl the district s=till lilr'.‘:lt';'lll.‘-! with con-
flagration. All the inhabitants of the
neighborhood of Santander have thrown

openn their houses for the reception of the
wounded and homeless,

No definite estimate of the loss of life
has been received un to the hour this di=-
patch was sent, but there has yet been no
denial of the statements made In private
and other dispatches to the effect that the
death list will be figured by the thousand
instead of by the hundreds.

The Queen Regent as soon as she learned
of the extent of the disaster at Santander,
expressed a desire to go there, but the gov-
ernment dissuaded her and sent the Minis-
ter of Finance to represent the government
and do g!l in his power to relieve the suf-
ferers. The Minister, who has property re-
lations in Santander, started for that place
to-night. He was accompanied by the Sen-
ators and members of the Chamber of
Deputies, from the Santander district.

It is now officially
dead will number over three hundred. The
number of missing and injured is enormous,
Many of the injured are dying owing to the
want of prompt medical assistance. Twen-
ty-seven civic guards and all members of
the police foree but two were Killed, Among
the other victimg are the civic governor, the
colonel of a regiment, three naval officers,
the head port pilot and the judge fiscal. A
majority of the passengers of a train whicn

arrival at the moment of the explosion
were also killed, It appears that the steam-
er which cxploded carried five hundred

packages of dynamite, although the oflicers
only declared twenty, which were landed
at the beginning of the fire.

The Strike Wil Continune.
LONDON, Nov. 4-—The conference be-

tween the mine owners and the delegates of
the striking miners was concluded here this
afternoon. No szttlement was arrived at
and it is understood that negotiations will
not be resumed and that the strike will
centinue, The result of this ending of the
cenference has caused much excitement and

disappointment in many circles. A large
crowd of people, which was outside the
place where the conference was held awalit-
ing news of the negotiations, expressed
considerable disapprobation when it became
I'nown that the strike must continue for it
means high prices for coai and more mis-
cry for many suffering families.

Delacroix, the painter, was walking out
one day in Paris with a friend of his, when
he fell into a brown study.

“1 can't get a certain shade of yellow,” re-
plied the artist.

Just then a cab drove past.

“The very thing,” the painter gasped out.
“Stop! Stop!”

“l am engaged,” the cabby replied, with-
out stopping.

Delacroix started in pursuit, and at a
steep place in the Rue des Martyrs overtook
the cab. Opening the door, he sald in tones
of entreaty to the passenger inside:

“Do please tell your driver to ston; 1
want your complexion for a pzinting on
which I am ot work. There is a color
merchant close at hand. 1 shall not de-
tain vou above five minutes, and In ac-
knowledgment of the service vou render me
I will vresent you with a sketch of my
picture."

The bargain was struck; Delacroix got his
yellow and a few months later the “‘fare”
received a sketeh of his “Assassination of
the Archbishop of Liege.”

Another artist celebrated in his day as a
successfiul painter of portraits while mak-
ing a counterfeit presentment of a lady per-
ceived that when he came to draw the
inouth she tried to render it smaller by con-
tracting her lips.

“Pray do not trouble yourself so much,
madam.” he exclaimed. “If vou like I will
draw your face without any mouth at all."”

A somewhat eccentric individual was the
Flemish painter Craasbeck, of whom it is
told that once, fearing that his wife had
ceased to love him, and anxious to dis-
cover if his fears were founded on fact, he
resolved upon an extraordinary test. He
tore his blouse from his chest and painted
just above hig heart a very vivid represen-
tation of a wound. He then painted his
lips and cheeks so that they presented a
ghastly aspect, vered his palette knife
and his garments with ?u)w of red paint,
gave a shriek and fell to the floor as if
dead. The test was successful., Madame
Craasheck, hearing the shriek, rushed into
the room, and, supposing that her husband
had been killed or Kkiiled himself, gave
way to what was to the supposed victim on
the floor a series of very gr dfying out-
bursts of grief. What the lady said when
her lord and master sat up and informed
her that he was only shamming, history does
not record; but if she falled to go from one
extreme to the other and give him a round
gcolding she certainly mis=ad a great op-
portunity and showed herseif a woman of
marveious self-control.
