United States minister
Eaker was on board the Costa I Ilea at the
time. The passenger about whom ths trou-
ble arose la Poilcarpo Uonllla, who recent-
ly ltd the revolution in Honduras, but was
defeated by General Vasiucz. He then tied
to Nicaragua, and with thre; hundred of
his adherents joined the army of President
Sacasa, who;was engajfed in an attempt to
quell the revolution. Bonilla had decided to
leave Nicaragua in order to relieve the gov-
ernment from all responsibility of harbor-
ing him. He, therefore, sailed from (Toron-
to for Guatemala on Nov. 4 on the Costa
Rica. American Minister Baker and more
than one hundred others were his fellow-passenge- rs.

They arrived on Monday at
Amapala, a port of entry of Honduras on
the Pacific coast, and in the afternoon Co

of the Port VUlila demanded that
Captain Dow should surrender Eonilla.
When this request was refused a threat
was made o sink the ship, and it was as-

serted that President Vasquez had given
strict orders to that effect. An olhcial pro-

Muncle Doctors Curry Tlielr DIs-ii&rreeme- ntN

Into the. Public Schools.

MUNCIE, Ind., Nov. 7. The petty fight
between Muncle physicians, which origi-
nated with the discovery of the late small-
pox epidemic, is still on, and has finally
broken out Jn the public schools. Innocent
people are being made to suffer, and good
citizens In general are Indignant. The
trouble began when the first cases of small-
pox were discovered by Dr. Jackson, city
health officer. The disease had been treated
by others for several weeks as chlckenpox.
Some of the physicians alleged that Dr.
Jackson was too young a man and of not
enough experience to cope with the disease.
His work, as well as that of the State
board, has been continuously and severely
criticised by some of the doctors. The pub-
lic schools were opened yesterday, and all
pupils were compelled to. have certificates
of vaccination. It had been determined that
some of Muncie's doctors, without regard
to the medical board, had issued certificates
without their being vaccinated. These phy-
sicians were spotted, as it was expected
they would issue certificates to children.
The teachers in each school were told to
examine the arm of each child holding a
certificate issued by these men, nnd, as a
result, several children were sent home.
Drs. Puckett, Bunch, Bohannan, Ros3,
Jones and others are now very angry, and
threaten to bring suit for damages, as
they claim it was a discrimination against
them. Physicians were placed at each school
building to examine each child. To-da- y Dr.
Jackson announced that all children would
hereafter bo admitted, but If any were
found with a certificate and not vaccinated
the physician will be prosecuted.

Ilawaiians Will Get Neither An-

nexation Nor a Protectorate.

President Cleveland Will Try to Carry
Out a Neutral Policy, with Pro-

tection When Necessary.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 7. A rumor has
been in circulation that the instructions to
Minister Willis recently sent to Hawaii in-

cluded authority to restore Queen Liliuoka?
lard to the throne, and that Willis had al-

ready taken steps In that direction. These
rumors probably grew out of the fact that
the Cabinet held a very lengthy session to-

day and It was understood that the Ha-
waiian question was the subject under dis-

cussion. This session, however, could have
no reference to the instructions already
given Minister Willi3, but concerned the
recommendations which the President
would make to Congrcc3 on the subject. In
the nature of things the Minister could not
restore the Queen. He can disavow all acts
of Minister Stevens, the landing of the
marines and the support which this govern-
ment gave ths provisional government, but
nothing more. The restoration of the Queen,
it is understood, is a matter that this gov-

ernment would leave to the people of the
islands, and any form of government the
people might adopt by a vote of those now
authorized to use the ballot on the islands.
The difficulties which a policy of favoritism
for one side or the other would incur are
well understood here. A policy of neutrali-
ty with such protection as was necessary to
all parties seems to be the ainv'cf the ad-

ministration, and as this would include the
supporters of the Queen, as welk as those
of the provisional government, It j may be
construed as friendliness to her and be re-
garded by the opponents of monarchy as an

1effort toward restoration.
High officials In the administration said

to-nig- ht that there was absolutely no au-

thority for the statement that Minister
Willis had bee-- Instructed to restore the
Queen. Secretary Gresham, when ap-

proached on the subject, said that instruc-
tions to ministers could not be discussed.
It is understood that Mr. Blount, late spe-
cial commissioner to Hawaii, has been sent
for, and will bo here In a few days in con-
sultation with the State Department. While
Mr. Blount was still in Hawaii he pub-
lished a statement from Secretary Gresham
that the United States had no further in-
terest in the Islands than any other power.
This was taken in the Islands as a notifica-
tion that sliould an effort be made to re-
store the Queen the United States would
not int fere.

A gentleman long resident in the islands
says that people there have come to under-
stand that It is the purpose of this admin-
istration tn go back over all the steps taken
by the last administration and undo all that
was done by Minister Stevens, whose acts
have been repudiated by the present ad-
ministration. Residents in Hawaii are not
prnared to believe that this gov?rnment
will take steps to restore the Quen. It
is said that even if the United Stat- - ma-
rines were to land with the purpose of at-
tempting it they would be forcibly resisted.
It is not Iielieved that the natives would
take aiy steps to restore the Queen with-
out being led by white men. It 13 alleged
that the British residents in the Islands are
the only persons that would so lead the
natives. It is not denied that should the
United States refuse all overtures to an-
nexation or a protectorate the Inclination
of Hawaii would be to look to Great Brit-
ain, were it not for the existence of a
convention between Great Britain and
France made in 1843, mutually pledging
themselves not to annex any portion of the
islands or in any way to assume a pro-
tectorate over them. The policy of the
Kritlsh residents Is, therefore, to set up a
government strontrly favorable to them-
selves and antagonistic to the United States.
The Canadian Pacific railroad runs a line
of steamers to Australia via the islands.
These steamers carry freight to points in
the United States cheaper than the rate
direct ever roads in the United States via

Francisco. The IirltlIi have larero
property Interests in the islands, and the
British government always alms to se-
cure political control where its citizens
have commercial interests. The gentleman
mentioned also asserts that w?re an ef-
fort made to restore the Queen the senti-
ment in the inlands would hold the United
.States government morally responsible for
the resulting bloodshed. The existing prov-frnme- nt

is determined, he pays, to main-
tain itself until it Is demonstrated that no
assistance is to be looked for from this gov-
ernment. When that is shown there "are
no grounds for looking to Great Britain or
France for the reason stated above. Ger-
many would bo the next resource--. The
friends of the present government in
Hawaii, this gentleman consider, have
given up all Idea of any measure of annex-
ation o- - protectorate, and fofl that Secre-
tary Gresham has givm sufficient expres-
sion to this determination to warrant the
cessation of all attempts at negotiation
looking to that end.
