A. Crandall, of the Memorial Baptist
Church, of Chicago, a very earnest and
eloquent Christian Fndeavorer; Rev. D. R.
Lucas, Rev Dr. Rondthaler, both of this
city; Miss Kate H. Haus, Mr. S. L. Mer- -
shon, Mr. V. II. McClain, president of the
Missouri Christian Endeavor Union, and
Mrs. Esther Tuttle Pritchard, of Kokomo.
The principal addresses wiii be given by
Dr. Crandall and Dr. Clark.

of lSa2, and 9,09 J through passsngers, a to-
tal of 40,927 for the six months ending Oct.
31, 1S92; increase this year, 10S.435 local pas-
sengers and 51.0C6 passengers of connecting
roads, making the total increase of local
and foreign passengers this year 159,442.

A number of locomotive engineers were
yesterday in conversation regarding the re-
cent rear-en-d collisions cn the Columbus &
Hocking Valley road and the Chicago fc

Reck Island, and among the number were
two engineers who run on roads where
electric headlights have been put in use on
night express locomotives. One of the num-
ber remarked that in either of the cases
named, or in twenty ho might name in the
last three months, had the locomotive of
the second train been equipped with an elec-
tric headlight such accidents and loss of
life and property could not have occurred.

Suicide of "Curly" Williams, a Well-Know- n

Female Drunkard.

fn the midst of the most squalid poverty
and abject misery, incident to the unsavory
character of the place, a woman lay dying
last night. At No. 7 North Liberty street
Annie Smith, a character perhaps better
known to the police than any other person
In Indianapolis, swallowed an immense
quantity of morphine and stretched herself
upon the single ragged coverlet of a rickety
bed to die. The woman took tho drug about
6 o'clock, but her condition was not discov-
ered until an hour hater. The unkept little
room belonged to a woman named Allen,
who claimed that she did not know how
the victim got into it, and expressed great
indignation that the City Dispensary phy-
sicians entertained the thought of allow-
ing the woman to die there.

Annie Smith, known to the police as
"Curley" Williams, Is nearly forty years
old, and it is safe to predict that for the
past ten years not a month has passed that
she did not spend one night or more In the
police station. Whisky was her ruin. Her
maiden name was Annie Williams, and it
Is said that before she took to drink she
was a woman of prepossessing appearance.
Her first husband's name was Sherer, a
well-to-d- o grain buyer, of West Indianapo-
lis, who kept his wife in elegant style until
she disgraced him by getting arrested and
fined for being drunk. After she broke with
Sherer the .woman became the companion
of a well-know- n theatrical man of this city,
long since dead, and was again kept in lux-
ury. The older members . of the police de-
partment remember her during her career
with this man. She possessed a head of
short curly hair, from which she derived
the name "Curley." It was tho custom of
her lover to dress hT in an elaborate suit
of men's clothes, and then, under the gui.se
of a fresh young man, she would accom-
pany him into the saloori3 and re-
sorts. Gradually she sank to the
leVel of the common drunkard and
was deserted by her wealthy ad-
mirer, lur name figured in the murder
trial of the late William Merrick, who was
handed for butchering hU wife. Merrick,
it is remembered, attempted to prove that
the woman with whom he was seen riding
in the direction of Fall creek, on the fatal
night, was "Curley Williams." For the past
three or four years the unfortunate woman
bad been particularly unlucky in escaping
the notice of tl'e police. One night when
she war, arrested and locked up she set
lire to the frame work of her cell ami the
station house was In Imminent danger of
burning The r.tht turnkey discovered the
names in time to save the structure. Later
during tho fame night the miserable in- -
mat? of the cell tore her blanket into
shreds and attempted to hang herself. SS'e
was cut down uiuoncious and black in the
face. Although thoroughly sin-harden- ed it
seemed that the victim wasi not entirely
loU to decency. When arrested, she in-
variably wept bitter te.irs of wo and her
emotion usually threw her into a state
that necessitated tho administration of
medicines. The name of Annie Smith or
"Carley" Williams was a familiar on to
both :olice and rounders, and there was
little respct or sympathy shown for her
"itiable conditions of life. She is said to
nave a husband who is employed in the
Central chair factory.

NEW RAILWAY DEALS

The Leliijrli Valley and the N. Y.,
N. II. & II. to Exchange Traffic.

Contract Also Entered Into by the
Former and the Pennsylvania Com-

pany Uiff Four Lines Inspected.

The officers of the Lehigh Valley Rail-

road Company yesterday announced that
they had completed arang:ement3 with the
New York. New Haven & Hartford for an
interchange of business. This gives to the
Lehigh Valley an outlet into New England
for Its coal and other business. It also
gives to It such business as the New York,
New Haven & Hartford road can turn over,
which, it Is generally thought, will be con-

siderable. Coupled with this deal is the
Pennsylvania Railroad Company, which. It
is said, has also made a close traffic con-

tract with the Lehigh Valley company for
interchange of business to points only ac-

cessible by the latter company. Late yes-

terday afternoon the Lehigh Valley officials
sent out a joint tariff from the mines in
this State to all points on the New York,
New Haven & Hartford road and Its
branches, which cover Conectlcut, Rhode
Island and part of Massachusetts. The ex-Chan- ge

of business will be made via Jersey
City and the Harlem river. The agreement
i3 to go into effect immediately.

Who Controls the I'. fc T. II.?
In financial and higher railroad circles

there is a question as to what syndicate is
causing such an upheaval in the interests
of the Evansville & Terre Haute. It is not
known whether it is a syndicate backed by
H. II. Porter and others, who own the Chi-

cago & Eastern Illinois, or whether it Is a
eyndicate backed by the Standard Oil Com-

pany. The latter certainly controls a good
deal of the stock. A prominent railroad
man of Terre Haute, in an interview pub-

lished In the Terre Haute Gazette, ridicules
the idea of it being a fight between H. H.
Porter and D. J. Mackey, and then goes on
to'say: "II. H. Porter is president of the
board of directors of the C. & E. I., and
virtually owns the line. He is president of
the Illinois Steel Company, which Is con-
sidered the biggest concern of the kind in
the world, is a heavy stockholder in the
Chicago &. Northwestern, the Chicago &
Rock Island fnd a half dozen other lines.
He Is a director of the Hock Isiand. Be-
sides this, Mr. Porter 13 in any number of
enterprises in Chicago, among them being
the First National Dank, which building he
owns. He is considered one of the few ex-
tremely rich men of Chicago, although it
Is utterly impossible to estimate his for-
tune. It Is a well-know- n fact among the
railroad people that the C. & E. I. is Mr.
Porter's pet. It is the smallest of his rail-
road interests, and pays perhaps smaller in-
terest, but he devotes more attention to it
than any other, and takes more pride In it.
The Chicago & Eastern Illinois to-d- ay Is
better equipped than any line of its size in
the country. Its coaches and engines are
superior to anything run into Terre Haute.
