CLEANING GLASGOW'S STREETS,

A System That Might Well Be Fol-
lowed Out Elsewhere.
Chicago Journal. '

An article in Paving and Municipal En-
gireering contains a brief description by
H. Gib=on of the way in which the
city of Glasgow is kept clean, and it would
be well for our officials to examine into the
svstem, of which the writer speaks in the
highest terms. So far as the sireets are
cor cerned a2 member of the Glasgow street-
cleaning department said that it was a mere

matter of sweeping and gathering up. This
werk I8 pursued with such thorouchness
that it leaves lhttle to be desired. All rub-

bish, garbage and manura s taken to
cleansing stations, of which there are three
in the cityv. Each load of the stuff is
welghed and the time of its arrival (s
marked down, so that the record will show
whether 2 wagon has been over or under-

{ loaded, and whether its trips have been
; made at proper intervals.
[.et us suppose now that a wagon has

| come in with a mosaic of ashes, offal and

the miscellaneous houszhold rubbish that is
gatherad from galvanized iron receptacies
in Glasgow and from utterly Inexcusable
wooden boxes in Chieago. One load is
dumped near an opening which leads to a
large revolving sereen that is made of metal
perforated with holes about an fnch and
a
immense revolving coffée roaster. When the
refuse reaches this screen the dust and
astes and particles of coal and cinder pass
through and fall vpon a board set at an in-
cline.

RECORD OF OUTRAGE.
