THE HELL OF SAGHALIN.

A New Home for Russian Exlles in
the North Pacifie.

New York Tribune,

A few months ago the political and diplo-
matic world of Kurops was surprised by
the announcement from St. Petersburg that
the deportation of prisoners to Siberia was
to end next vex. Numerous eulogiums in
consequence wers spoken and printed upon
the Czar and his counselors, and the an-
nouncement was hailed as an evidence of a
great reform movement in Russia. But
the d=light and satisfaction of those inter-
ested in human progress was premnature.
Siberia, it is trus, is to cease to be the
penal colony of the Russias, but a land
even more terribie to exile is to take its
place. The reasons fo the change were
madoe public a few days ago in a northern
CaDital.

l'ew people, not students of gsography,
prcbably recall the Island of Saghalin, Tara-
kal. 1t lies in the Pacific ocean, north of
Japun, and Jforms the most eastern pos-
session of the White Czar. It is not entirely
unknown to the “eriminal” world of Rus-
sla, for it has besen the home of exiles whose
hopes of seeing their country practically
ended when they landed on its shores. But
it will soon be a name familiar to the world,
as it is to become the home of the future
exiles,

The change has been contemplated, it ap-
pears, for some time by the Russian gov-
ernment. The completion of the great Asi-
atic lina of railway through the immense
province will open up a new country to
trade. and Russian merchants already
count upon gaining great wealth in that di-
rection. The government hopes to direct
Russian emigration to Siberia when the
railroad is in operation, and develop a
mighty Asiatic empire. As an aid to these
plans the stain is to be taken from the
name Siberia. Russian merchants and vol-
untary settlers in Siberia have convinced
the government, according to Russian pa-
pers. that this ean only be done by ceas-
ing to deport criminals and political exiles
there., and establishing another penal col-
ony. Saghalin in the future wiil be, there-
fore. the name with which the Russian po-
lice will conjure.

The climate, according to =muthentic w::l-
ters. is more severe than any part of Si-
beria. The island is known among Siber-
jans as the “Hell of Saghalin"—an ex-
pression which says volumes in the mouth
of an expatriated Russian who knows the
terrors of the far east. Up to the present
time only the eriminals with the worst rec-
ords have been sent to Saghalin. An anony-
mous writer in the Odesskii Listock re-
cently gave a harrowing picture of the con-
ditions on the island. From no place do so
many try to escape—but few ever succaed.
The runaways are known as ‘“Brodjagan.”
Despite the accounts of terrible suffering
and hardship brought back by unsuccessful
furitives, the Saghalin “Brodjagan” in-
crease in numbers every year. The hard-
ships of Siberian fugitives are described as
mild in comparison. Surrounded on all
aides by the ocean, with the nearest land
hundreds of miles distant, escape from the
place is almost impossible.

“iBut despite this,"” says the writer, “men
are willing to risk quick death in the waves
rather than the terrors of the island. As a
rule, the Brodjagan try to escape in bands
numbering from three to ten. Those who
try to make away in the summer, as a
rule, take up their ‘abode’ In the Tajgd, an
almost impenetrable forest., As long as the
olothing and provisions last they are com-
paratively happy there despite their trials.
But when the clothing is torn to shreds,
when the provisions are gone and when
hunger and the bites of poisonous insects
have weakened the poor fugitives they soon
die. A few reach the coast, where most of
them are recaptured and taken back to the
places of toPture and torment. Those who
choose the winter for flight fare probably
the worst of all. In December the channel
is frozen, and this fact lures many to de-
struction. They travel only by night, con-
cealing themselves in deep ice holes in the
daytime in a temperature which cannot be
described. Put words fail to picture the ter-
ror and misery and suffering of these fu-
gitives,

“Among the remarkable prisoners now on
the island is Sofie Bluehztein, known as ‘the
golden hkand.' She s a eriminal genius of
tihhe flrst order. Despite the fact that she
has heen in solitary confinement for years,
gshe has been able to organize a band of
criminals which has commitied many atro-
ewous murders. Although possessing the
eriminal instinet in o high degree, she is
not free from the weaknesses of her sox.
FHer guards report that in some unknown
way she succeeds in getting rouge with
which she paintg her cheeks, She also colors
her evebrows, curls Lher hair daily, and ar-
renges her naturally homely garments at-
tractively. When she consents w talk of
her eventful life she never forgets the ‘Shah
of Persia, who cost her so much money.'
When ‘the golden hand’ was still young
and hbeautiful, and comparatively rich—the
result of her unscrupulous life—she declied
o stenl the most beautiful diamonds of his
Majesty, who was traveling through Rus-
gia toward Persta a*t the time. She followed
him from place to place, occupying always
a special car in the train, and endeavored
in every way to get into conversation witn
the Shah. But her efforts were vain. She
never got near to the Shah, and was obliged
to return home after spending 10,000 rubles
in pursuit of his Majesty's gems., She re-
calls the expense to this day, with sorrow.”

Cleveland Is Now Heady to Tell Cone-
gress What to Do About the Tarifi.

This is what Mr. Cleveland says now.
Anyway, it is the substance of what he said
to a member of Chalrman Wilson's commit-
tee on ways and means. The President's
triumph in ecarrying through the uncondi-
tional repeal bill has segt his pace regarding
the taviff. It won't be what Chairman Wil-
son wante, nor will it be what the commit-
tee will report. but what Mr. Cleveland de-
termines to have, that will go through, if
anything goes. He wouldn’t cry if nothing
went through.

No man ever came out of the ring with
pluck superior to the President's. He feels
not only that he will win over all comers,
but that he will be backed by the country
against the Chicago platform, if necessary;
over party pledges of every description and
his own declarations. As for combinations,
“let them combine and I'll smash them as I
did the silver combinations,” sayvs the Presi-
dent. He i8 not yet quite sure what this
bill will be that is going through, but he is
mlghtg sure what it will not be. This is
what he is giving persons to understand to
whom he talks in and out of Congress.

When Congress meets in regular session
one month from now, no doubt will be en-
tertained wmbout Mr. Cleveland's purpose.
An observer of half a century’s experience
gives it as his opinion that Congress, after
pondering the lesson of the extra session,
will come back prepared to submit. The
tariff, he predicts, will be tha AleKinley law
modified in certain respects, else Senator
Quay is mistaken, and he's in a position to
make a good guess. “Do you mind,” said a
veteran, ‘“‘that it was the high tarlff men,
the very architects of the McKinley law,
who stood by Cleveland most resclutely,
and who saved the day for him. John Sher-
man forbore the right moment: if he had
not done so, compromise would have car-
ried. 1t's a stronz combination that will
trnke charge of the new tariff bill when Con-
gress comes back."

Had not the fair broken up, the President
would go to Chicago for a week, and most
take Mre. Cleveand along, for she
did want to see the fair. As it is, he may
lght out somewhere for a few dayvs for a
good time, and for the rest and recuperation
the President will need when the Congress

OUR PUBLIC NUISANCES.,

Careless Habits and Bad Manners of
the People Should Be Reformed,
Elizabeth Cady Stanton, in the Independent

But to take up the nuisances ia the or
der of their obtrusiveness, let us begis
with the papers, which are most easily dis
posed of, though most glaring in oppear
snce, They are an element of danger, oo
tlowing about, they frighten horses ané
carry diseases from one neighborhood ¢
another, We fumigate letters from vr-szwrlé
that have had contagious diseases on boa
and then leot rs from hosplitals, asye
lums, jails, prisons, tenement houses and
the slums of our city sport with the winds
from the four points of the compass, Each
mistress of a house should see that all re-
fuse papers in her domain are burned on
her premises, either in the range, the fur-
nace, on the pavement in her back yard,
or in the gutter in front. They should
never be thrown into the ash barrel to be
blown through the streets as soon as the
ashes are emptiedl. Women should teach
the men of tneir families to do the same
in their places of business, and not allow
their janitors to sweep out bushels of paper
to litter up the streets, as is often the case
Just after they have been nicely cleaned.
If we have city ordinances forbidding peo-
ple to throw refuse into the streets, they
ghould be printed in large letters and posted
in all public places.

Returning from Europe some years ago,
I was more than ever impressed with the
flithy streets of our metropolis ard the
caseless habits of our people in public cone
veyances. In London and Paris vou never
see papers thrown into the streets, and
even in the third-class cars in England,
not a scrap of paper or a crumb of anye-
thing is ever thrown on the floor. 1 have
noticed foreigners eating their lunch on

‘a train and admired the care with which

they gathered up the crumbs in a napkin,
and returned all to their baskets. In Amer-
ica well-dressed men and women shake nap-
kin, basket and all on the floor, Foreigners
returning from the exposition, while exe-
prassing unbeounded praise of the magnifi-
cent bulldings, park and the lake, the vasied
and wonderful exhibits, manifest the great-
est surprise at the filthy condition of the
city and the habits of the people within the
fair grounds. A lady remonstrating with a
picnic party for thrpwing their refuse on the
grass in front of the public buildings, told
ma that one of the party exclaimed with
susrprise, “Why what could we do? Thea
lady replied, “Put it back in your basket,
or throw it into the lake, or burn it on the
shore, but do not deface the entrance to
this beautiful butldlqg.“

In these minor civic duties our people
have no training. Ouf children are brought
up like vandals. In parks and horticultural
gardens they pick the flowers, break limbs
from the shrubs and deface the statuary.
On Monday morning Central Park and the
museum are covered here and there with
papers and the debris of picnic parties af-
ter their Sunday jollifications, in spite of
the stringent ordinances against such
abuses: and most men and women act as
if they had no responsibility in the matter,
In London and Paris order and decency
prevail in all public places; in their parks,
depots and halls of legislation you seldom
see anyone expectorate even on the side-
walk: cuspidors are not seen anywhere in
Europe, while in all our hptels. and in the
magnificant Capitol at Washington, they
meet the eye at every turn like so many
china peck measures. Well, what can we
do? say the natives. Cure yourself of the
bad habit, and if stern necessity compels
vou now and then to expectorate use your
handkerchief and hide it In your pocket.
Do not attributer this habit of American
men and boyvs to the climar? so long as
women are not affected in the same way,
and many gentlemen rise superior to the

vailing custom.
Drlen answer to the appeal I recently made
to Mr. Depew, president of the New York
Central, in regard to enforcing some
stringent measures against all these nuls-
ances on our cars, he replied:

“The subject which you present has
worried me more than almost any other
connected with the rallroad business; I
shall certainly give it renewed attention.”

With this promise we need not be sur-
prised if, in due time, a special car be
provided for cuspldors and expectorators,
28 we now have for those who smoke and
chew tobacco.

Here is a sphere in which women might
exercise their home patriotism to great
advantage. If they will begin to clean up
the entire continent, we may safely leave
the Bering straits difficulty, the annexation
of Hawaii and Canada to our statesmen.
The moral effect on our children in being
trained to habits of decency and order
would manifest itself in zll relaidions of
life., Merely changing street commissioners
will not do the radical educational work
needed.
