Seven Attempts in the Last Week,
Some of Them Successful.

Tho Example Set by One Suicide Seems
to Be Followed Some of

the Capes.

An unaccountable mania for suicide
seemed to pervade the city during the last
week or ten days, and scarcely a day
passed but one or more persons, weary of
life from some cause or other, attempted
or was successful in crossing to the great
unknown. The suicides and attempted sui-

cides are not confined to one class, 'though
they seem to be more prevalent in the
lower element of society and among aban-
doned women. The causes are varied, and
In some instances are only arrived at by
conjecture. Whether some are prompted
to seek surcease of sorrow by the example
of others or not can only be surmised, but
such would seem to be the case at this
time. Brooding over real or fancied trou-
bles Is responsible for the most of them,
and in many cases the trouble Is caused
by too much confidence In a lover who has
proven recreant to the trust reposed In
him. Nearly all the cases are among the
weaker sex, and but one la reported of a
young man who hurried himself prema-
turely into the other world.

During the past week seven cases of sui-
cide or attempts have been reported, and
three of these occurred upon the same
day. The papers of the date of Nov. 11

contained accounts of two unsuccessful at-
tempts at self-destructi- on and one case
where the person had succeeded In her at-
tempt. All of them were women and two
of them were caused by unfaithful lovers.
Dora Robbins, aged twenty-tw- o 3rears, re-
siding on East Washington street, did not
desire to live with the knowledge that her
lover had proven untrue, and succeeded In
hurrying up death, who comes too soon
to most-mortals- . Sadie Sprague, also resld-sldln- g

on East Washington street,
aged twenty-thre- e years, made two
unsuccessful attempts to end her life,
and Hattie MIddaugh, aged twenty-fiv- e

years, residing on Morris street, endeavored
to swallow enough morphine and chloro-
form to take her from this vale of tears.
The cause given was despondency, but no
reason was alleged - for the despondency.
During the week Maud White, a courtesan
residing on West Market street, was suc-
cessful In her attempt to relieve herself of
tho burden of living. In her case it was
said her manner of life caused despondency
which led to the suicide. Curley Williams,
a wholly abandoned woman, forty years of
age, took morphine and died in a house on
North Liberty street- - She was a drunk-
ard, and it is supposed that she became
despondent over her state of existence and,
hopeless of reform, ended her miserable ex-
istence rather than endure it longer. Min-
nie Pierce took her own life on Saturday,
Nor. 4, and it Is supposed that despondency
over love affairs led her to commit the act
of self-destructi- on. She was a married
woman and had an infant child, which was
left in the care of a sister. The last and
one of the most deplorable cases was that
of young Robert Reynolds, who committed
suicide last Saturday morning, just after
arising from bed, by firing a bullet into his
bratn. It seems that he feared he would
become insane, and the only theory upon
which the suicide can be accounted for istemporary aberration of the mind.

Itealize They Are Not in Accord
with Their Constituents,

More Revolutions and Conspiracies
' General Cortina Imprisoned.

MATAMORAS, Mexico, Nov. 12. A great
sensation has been created here by the
telegraphic announcement from the City of
Mexicothat Gen. Juan G. Cortina, one of
the greatest revolutionary leaders of Mex-

ico, has been arrested and imprisoned, in
the San Juan de Ulloa prison by order of
President Dlas for attempting to incite an-

other revolutionary uprising against the
government. The city of Matamoras is
General Cortlna'a old home and stamping
ground. Twenty-fiv- e years ago he was the
most desperate and greatly feared man in
Mexico. Ho ruled the Rio Grande border
country from Laredo to the mouth of the
river, and; was in the revolutionary business
as a means of gaining a livelihood. His
influence was so great that he could - In-

augurate a powerful revolutionary move-
ment against the Mexican government by
a single pronuclamento with his signature
attached. His exploits during the civil war
caused the United States to lose many thou-
sand of dollars. When President Diaz's
revolution ended in success General Cor-
tina was summoned to the City of Mexico,
nhere he has been kept in constant sur-
veillance by President Diaz ever since to
prevent him from inciting further revolu-
tions. He made his home in the capital,
where ho was furnished with a pension
sufficient to live in good style, but his ev-
ery movement haa been closely watched
by President Diaz's agents for the last
fifteen or twenty years.

OPINIONS OF HAWAIIAN'S

Gresliam and His Master. Scored
by the New York Sun.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 12. Unless he has
met with some delay United States Minister
Willis has now been in Honolulu a week,
and It is not Improbable that he has carried
Into effect the instructions he took with
him and which have been so well kept a
secret on this side of the Pacific. If he has
done so, the steamer which left Honolulu,
yesterday will bring the news of the con-
sequent events and will reach an outlet to
the rest of the world with It on next Satur-
day.

Whatever recourse the administration
may have determined upon to secure the
restoration of Queen Liliuokalani, it is very
evident that Secretary Gresham does not
expect that extreme measures will have to
be resorted to. The course proposed to be
pursued seems to be to request the present
government, in the name of the United
States, to give way quietly to the restora-
tion of . the Queen. The Hawaiians in this
city are very' firm in tneir conviction that the
government will refuse to yield to any such
gentle persuasion as that. They assert their
earnest belief that It will require at least
a show of force to induce them to resign
the reins of authority. Cut this opinion Is
not unanimous among those familiar with
affairs in the islands. It is pointed out how
long and severe a strain there has been on
the members of the provisional government
In the uncertainty that has beset their posi-
tion. The manner and purpose of their
creation, It is pointed out, shows how de-

pendent they feel upon the United States.
The absolute disapproval of them by this
government will be announced to them by
Mlnlster Willis. Whatever outcry of public
sentiment there is here in sympathy with
them and against their deposition, they
will be asolutely cut off from; all they have
is virtually dependent upon good order and
maintenance of law In the country.

Any sort of assurance from Minister Wil-
lis that the moral influences of the United
States government would be exerted to
maintain a stable government by the Quesn
and to restrain It from such vagaries and
excesses as that of the constitution she
sought to have adopted in January last
might tempt the members of the provisional
government to step aside and trust to the
United States to preserve their Interests in
its own way. This is what President Cleve-
land and Secretary Gresham hope for,
though what assurances they have author-
ized Minister Willis to give as to future in-

fluence by this government in the islands
is not known.

Representative O'Nell, of Massachusetts,
has laid before Secretary Gresham an ap-

peal from a Boston house having interests
in the islands, which shows that all those
acquainted with the conditions have not
so hopeful a belief as to the outcome of the
effort to restore the Queen as the Presi-
dent and his Secretary- - The dispatch reads
as follows:

"Please call on proper officials and re-
quest, on behalf of yOur constituents hold-
ing property in Honolulu and throughout
the kingdom, that Instructions be sent to
the United States minister there to protect
the same. We believe there is great dan-
ger of bloodshed and destruction to proper-
ty. Have telegraphed Senator Hoar these
facts.

"The announcement of the Cleveland pol- -.

Icy respecting Hawaii has come. It is not
the American policy. It is not the policy of
the United States government or of the peo-
ple of this Republic. It is not yet, thank God,
the policy of the Democratic party. It is
neither more nor less that the personal de-
termination of an executive officer, charged
with temporary power, to use that power
to enforce a personal conclusion and to com-
mit this country to his personal conclusion
regardless of consequences in infamy or
blood.

"Stripped of every special plea and spe-
cious pretext surrounding the essential fact,
what is the purpose which Mr. Cleveland
now declares through the so-call-ed report
of his too subservient Secretary of State?
To crush the life out of a young republic,
already recognized by us as arf indeiendent
and responsible government; to employ the
armed power as well as the moral influence
of the United States to thrust back upon a
civilized people, American in their instincts
and habits and aspirations, a barbarous
monarchy, in the person of a vile and ridic-
ulous person whom they have driven from
the throne; to undo the work of a revolu-
tion which made Hawaii a republic, by
means of a counter revolution, by coup
d'etat planned in the White House at Wash-
ington, and secretly but deliberately ordered
by a President of the United States?

"Never before has an American executive
undertaken to stamp out republicanism andto set up a monarchy in any part of the
world. Never before, we believe, has an

Mrs. Emery was impressed
to do so, and there she found the three let-
ters, of the existence of which she had been
entirely lgdorant.
