INDICTED OFFICIALS

Railway Men Aceused of Violating
the Interestate Commerce Act.

Test Case at Kansas City That May Re-

sult in Many More Indietments—

Rates Cut by the C. & E. L

The cases charging violation of the inter-
state-commerce law against Milton Knight,
of St. Louis, general traffic manager; =.
B. Knight, of St. Louls, general freight

agent, and H. B. McClellan, of New York
city, general Eastern agent of the Wabash

rallroad, were taken up, yesterday, in the
United States District Court, before Judge
Phillips, at Kansas City. The Wabash offi-
cials were indicted last April by a federal
grand jury, at the instigation of Frank
Kretchmaer, of Chicago, special agent of
the Interstate-Commerce Commission. The

special act for which the officials were in-
dicted, as set forth in the indictment, was
charging the Doggett Dry Goods Company,
of Kansas City, 2107 less than the regular
rate on a shipment of goods to Kansas

City from New York city. The rallroad
officials deny any violation of the law and

claim that they acted as agents for the
connecting lines which originally accepted
the shipment in New York. Wells Blod-
gett, the general solicitor for the Wabash
rallroad, introduced a demurrer to the in-
dictments, He argued the case at length
and was followed by District Attorney
Neal, on behalf of the government. If the
demurrer is sustained the defendants will
be discharged, but if overruled, the cases
will go before a jury and be tried on their
merits. The case is a test one and should
the defendants be convicted many more
Indictments will follow against the officials
pf other roads who are accused of c¢penly
viclating the law.

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WAS IT INSOLVENT?

Closing Arguments in the Iron
Hall Receivership Case.

Dividend for Concordia Shareholders—
Judge Stubbs Knocks Out the
Garbage Ordinance.

The entire time of Judge Winters, in
Room 1 of the Superior Court, is stiil oc-
cupied with hearing argument in the Iron
Hall case, The morning yesterday was oc-
cupied by Mr. Baker, of the law firm of
Baker & Daniels. The trend of his argu-
ment was to prove that the order was an
insurance company, pure and simple, and
to show that it was hopelessly insolvent.
He was interrupted in the course of his
argument by ex-Judge Howe, who asked
if they were endeavoring to show that the
order was insolvent at the time of the ap-
pointment of the receiver, or if it was at
the present time they were charging In-
solvency, Mr. Baker replied that they con-

tended that the order was hopelessly in-
volved at the time of the appointment,

and that the condition had continued to

grow worse every day since that time.

In the afternoon Smiley N. Chambers

took the floor and consumed the entire
afternoon in his argument. The gist of

his remarks was to the effact that the
order was not Insolvent at the time of the
appointment of the receiver, and hence the
appoinment was not authorized. He argued
that the court had no right to say that the
order could not meet its liabllitles which
had not yet matured when they did ma-
ture. He did not pretend to be a financier,
and would not say that he could tell how
the order could meet its obligations, but it
had done so for eleven years, and it was
not the province of the court to apply its
own financial ideas and say that according
to them the order could not live. He laid
great stress upon the allegations that the
order was bound to pay no specific sum,
and hence could not be insolvent, as it was
not bound to pay any larger amount than

the funds on hand would enable it to pay.
The argument will probably consume two
more days, and special findings of facts

will be submitted to the court by bhoth
sides.

GARBAGE ORDINANCE INVALID.

Judge Stabbs Declares It in No Wise
Binding.

The garbage ordinance was declared in-
valid by Judge Stubbs yesterday morning.
The decision was rendered in the case
against George Henderson for removing
without license, garbage from the premises
at No., T1 North Iilinois street., There was
no dispute as to the evidence, it being ad-
mitted that the defendant had removed the
garbage, he basing his defense upon the al-

leged invalldity of the ordinance requiring
a license,

Judge Stubbs said the only thing to con-

gider was whether, under the charter,the eity
had the right to enact such an ordinance,
and if it had, where the power to enact
was vested. He held that the power tg§ én-
act the ordinance was in the city and vest-
ed in the Council. The ordinance was held
invalid for an inherent defect. The title
of the ordinance recited that it was en-
acted for the purpose of ‘“regulating the
collecting, Keeping, storing, handling and
the removal by contract of kitchen garbage,
etc.”” The title was comprehensive enough,
but the body of the ordinance did not em-
brace the field covered in the title. In the
body of the ordinance there was no pro-
vision for the removal of the garbage by
contract or otherwise, As the ordinance re-
quired the collection and removal of the
garbage, Judge Stubbs held that the right
to have it removed must rest with the in-
dividual, and he discharged the defendant
and held the ordinance invalid.

RECEIVER'S REPORT.

Concordia Stockholders to Recelve n
20 FPer Cent. Dividend.

The Union Trust Company, as receiver
for the Concordia No. 4 Savings and Loan
Association, yesierday made a report to the
court and asked permission to declare and
pay a dividend of 25 per cent. The receiver
reports the collection from Gust Roseberg
of §1,774.69, the share of the association in
the estate of August Smith., This fund, it
alleges, constitutes the whole of the assets
and as all of the sharcholders have proved
their claims, amounting in all to $5,262 11,
it asks that it be permitied to pay the divi-
dend to all the shareholders except the
Bank of Commerce, with a claim for $766.04,
and Gust Roseberg, with a claim of $384.50
The former is withheld because it is now
before the court upon an interlocutorv or-
der, and upon the latter the receiver says
it is not yet ready to report. The court

ordered the payment of the dividend in
accordance with the recommendations,
