COUNTY UOXD CASES.

Decision .of Interest lo 31nnlelp.nl
Authorities' nml Lawyers.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
WASHINGTON. Nov. li.--A decision has

Just been made by the Supreme Court of
the United States which i3 of great impor-
tance to county and municipal authorities
and Investors In Indiana, and the grounds
upon which it is based will be perused with
interest by all lawyers. The decision was
rendered by Associate Justice Jackson, and
represents the position of the entire bench.
It is the bond case of Daniel T. Hedges et
al., appellants, versus the County of Dixon,
Nebraska, and was on app2al from the
United States Circuit Court of that State.

The question presented to the court here
was whether parties holding the greater
part of a s?rles of bonds Issued by a county
in excess of the limit fixed by the Constitu-
tion of the State, and which for that reason
aro not enforcible at law, can invoke the
aid of a court of equity to afford them re-

lief by first ascertaining the extent of such
excess or settling the amount of bonds
which the county could lawfully have issued,
and then pioceeding to scale down the issue
to the limit thus ascertained, and to de-

clare such excess only to be void, and there-
upon decree the residue of such bonds good
and valid, and enforce payment of such res-
idue, with interest, against the county. Or,
in other words, can the holders of bonds
issued by a county in excess of its authority
by an offer to surrender and cancel so much
of such bonds as may upon Inquiry be fouyd
to exceed the limit authorized by law Investa court of equity with jurisdiction not only
to ascertain the amount of such excess, butto declare the residue of such bonds valid
and enforce the payment thereof against the
county?

The appellants held an issue of nearly
J87.0C0 of the Dixon county bonds, issued for
donation to the Covington, Columbus &
Black Hills Railroad Company, on Jan. 1,
ISTtJ. The bonds issued were authorized by
an election at the hands of the voters of
the county. Subsequently it was found thatthe Issue was in excess of the legal issueto itha extent of 10 per cent, on the as-
sessed valuation of property. The com-
plainants ort'ered to surrender for cancel-
lation the 10 per cent, excess, but theccunty rafused, and complainant then held
that the refusal had cured any infirmity
la the bond. and that the county was in
equity bound to recognize as valid the res-
idue. The county demurred, and the lowar
court sustained the demurrer.- -

The Supreme Court here decides that ifany equltabie claim arises in favor of the
holders, of the bonds issued under such cir-
cumstances it must bo against the railroadcompany from whom the bonds were pur-
chased, as the company was the recipient
of the legal consideration realized upon
negotiation of th? bonds. It hold3 "further
that the Constitution of the State having
prescribed the amount which the county
might donate, that provision operated as
an absolute limitation upon - the power of
the county to exceed that amount, and that
it Ui well settled that no recitals in the
bonds or indorsements thereon could estop
the county from setting up their invalidity,
baspd upon a want of constitutional au-
thority to Issue the same. Still further
the court holds that recitals In bonds Is-

sued under legislative authority may estop
the - municipality from disputing- - their au-
thority against a bona fide holder for value,
but when the municipal bonds are issuad
in violation of a constitutional provision
no such estoppel can arise by reason of any
recital contained in the bonds. Therefore,
thejdecllon of the lower court against the
citin ottho bondholders is affirmed, with
costs upon the appellant.

WASHINGTON. Nov. ll.-- One of the

liveliest fights for principles the country
has seen for many years will be witnessed
when the new tariff bill comes before the
House. It is the intention of the majority
of the committed on ways and means to
abolish tho feature of the McKinley tariff
law which pays a bounty of 2 cents a pound
to the susrar-crowe- rs cf this country. It
will be proven by record testimony that
this act will be worse than robbery. Since
the McKinley tariff law went into effect
several millions of dollars have been In-

vested in susar mills in Nebraska, Cali-
fornia, Utah end a number of other sec- -,

tlons of the country. The farmers about
those suar mills have purchased Imple-
ments with which to plant sugar beet seed
and harvest the product. A great army of
men and women have been educated in the
culture of sugar beets and their manu-
facture Into sugar. All of thi3 Invest-
ment and study has been upon the promise
of the h.w and the pledge of Congress and
the administration of the government that
this encouragement in the production of
beet sugar would be maintained, as it has
been for many years In France and Ger-
many and is there at present maintained,
until the industry in this country had se-

cured a sufficient footing to enable it to
stand alone.

From Louisiana come statements
through her Itepresentatlves In Congress
that enormous outlays have been made by
the cane sugar producers of that State
under the promises made In the bounty
law. Oid and run-dow- n cane sugar planta-
tions have been carefully gone over by
skilled repairers of worn out soil and car-
penters and machinists, who have put theplantations in line condition of productive-
ness, while the buildings and machinery
r.re in good repair. It is stated that not
one-four- th of tne expenditures in any of
the; sugar-producin- g States, made since the
McKiniey law went Into effect, have been
returned to the investors by profits and
bounty.

The great bulk of sugar which comes to
the United fctates under free trade or a
duty is produced in the Sandwich Islands,
where cooley labor can be had for one-four- th

the amount winch our producers
must pay labor. This is the secret of the
opposition of Claus Spree kcls to the an-
nexation of the Sandwich Islands to the
United States. Under our alien laws he
would noL be permitted to work hia thou-
sand.- of Chinamen and Malays upon his
far-o- il sugar plantations. Claus Sprocket
frankly admits that he can make more
rroht in working cooley laborers on the
Sandwich Islands than he could from the
present sugar bounty if he had to hire
American laborers.

Abla statesmen not alone -- from the Re-
publican party will show when the tariff bill
comes before the House' that all of these
preparations for the production of beet and
cane sugar in the United States were made
not only with the understanding that the
present bounty should be retained until the
outlays were returned and the industry h;:d
secured sufficient footing to compete with
European producers, but with the distinct
promise in law. The record will be pro-
duced showing that this promise was made
by members of the committees in Congress
and those who spoke upon the Moor when
the subject was under discussion. The law
itself, which Induced the great investments
and preparations, is regarded as sufficient
promise to hold the government to its con-
tract.
The Associated Press reporter says the new

Democratic tariff bill will probably be made
public at a much, earlier dte than has gen-
erally been anticipated. The notes of ap-
prehension which have been sounded since
the late election have warned the resolute
tariff reformers of lhf party that the
chances of party success and discipline de-
pend upon boldness and promptitude in de-
fining a policy and all haste consistent v;ith
deliberation is being made by the Demo-
cratic members to complete the bill and
give It to the country. It is already deli-nitel- y

settled that the committee will not
wait for the approval of a, caucus before
presenting the measure to the people. While
some of the Democratic members of the
committee think that the bill might be
strengthened in the House by first gaining
the approval of the party caucus, the ma-
jority feel that the submission of the bill
to caucus would only lead to interminable
wrangling and possibly create a party dis-
sension which might seriously embarrass
the measure in it3 consideration later in the
House. Dcsides the Democratic leaders con-
tend that the party has sulHclent confidence
in its members of the ways and means com-
mittee to be quite willing to accept as sat-
isfactory the bill prepared by them after
so many weeks of deliberation and that the
report accompanying It will be of a char-
acter strong enough to silence any fastid-
ious criticism within the party. While Mr.
Bland. Mr. Culberson r.nd others have
openlv announced their intention of oppos-
ing the free wcol schedule on the floor f
the House, they have apparently abanoni
any hope of securing a party caucus on the
tariff bill, previous to its Introduction.

EUROPE'S MGHTMAIIE

Anarchism Troubling England as
Well as the Continent.

Gladstone Denounced in the Commons
for Permitting- a Meeting of the Keds

The Spanish Agitators.

LONDON, Nov. 14. There was an ex-

citing- discussion of anarchy and the rights
of Englishmen to assemble and commem-
orate thedeath of th3 Chicago Anarchists,
in the House of Commons this afternoon.
The discussion was on3 of the most lively
witnessed In the Hous? for a long time
pa3t. and it led to the Gladstone govern-
ment being roumlly denounced for permit-
ting such demonstration."?.

The excitement commenced when the
'Right Hon. Henry Asqulth, Secretary of

State for Home Affairs, replying to a
question put by Mr. Curtis Darling, de-

clared that it was inconsistent with public
interest to give an opinion as to whether
the Anarchisto now active on the conti-
nent were or wore not known to be con-

nected with tho Anarchists of Great Brit-
ain.

Mr. Darling, soon after his first ques-

tion to tha government, rose and moved
to adjourn In order to call attention to
the U3e of Trafalirar square as a meeting
place for Anarchists, who openly gloried in
the outrages at Chicago and Barcelona.
Zlr. Darling, who is a well-know- n author
and writer, as well as a clever lawyer,
during the course of his remarks said that
it was the duty of Mr. 'Asqulth. as Home
Secretary, to have satished himself as to
the objects of the meeting at Trafalgar
square before permitting it to take place.
The object of this gathering of English
Anarchists, said Mr. Darling, was plainly
announced in the newspapers some days
ahead, and was: "To commemorate th?
so-cal'- ed Anarchist martyrs of Chicago
and rersons of the same class who engaged
in similar outrage, with similar objects
in view, at Barcelona."

The Hon. Arthur J. Balfour, the Con-
servative leader In the House of Commons,
supported Mr. Darling's motion in a speech,
during which he strongly censured the gov-
ernment" for permitting the Anarchist meet-
ing at Trafalgar square, in view of th3
fact that the Anarchists aimed at the ab-
solute destruction of existing society, and
flora the fact that the meeting, accord-
ing to Mr. Balfour, was clearly and dis-
tinctly a breach of the law.

Mr. John Burns, the labor leader, de-
fended the Trafalgar square meeting as
being a protest against the action of the

Home Secretary Asqulth, replying to the
attack of Mr. Darling, said the latter had
given the Anarchists a gratuitous i'dver-tisemen- t,

as the meeting on Trafalgar
square was inslgnilicant and not illegal,
and wad regarded as a safety valve to feel-
ings which were only dangerous when not
suppressed or watched. A motion to ad-
journ in onler to call attention to tho ufo
of Trafalgar square for the meetings was
negatived without division.

ENGLISH 3IIXK TROIDLKS.

Gladstone Will Kndcnvor to End the
lions StriiKRlp. -

LONDON, Nov. 14. In the Common
last evening Mr. Gladaton announced
that he had written to the Coal-min- e Own-

ers Federation and the Miners Federa-
tion, Inviting them to meet in a joint con-

ference, over which Lord Itosebery had con-

sented to preside, and endeavor to bring
about a settlement of the great strike. Lord
Ilosebery said the Prime .Minister would not
attempt to arbitrate the trouble, or to act
as umpire, bat would merely lend his good
olHces to assist the delegates of the two
parties. Mr. Gladstone said he thought that
thi position of affairs Justified the govern-
ment In taking this step.

Mr. Gladstone's letter to the Coal-min- e

Owners Federation and tho Miners'
Federation refers tto the misery and
suifering which the miners' strike ha3 in-

volved upon thousands of families which
have no connection with mining, and says
the prolongation of the dispute during the
winter would a.uvate the distress among
ths poor throughout the country, would
paralyse the coal industry permanently, and
would injure trade in every part of the coun-
try. The government, he says, has refrained
hitherto. from. interfering in tho dispute be-
cause it was of the opinion that a settlement
could more easily be arranged by those con-
cerned, but now, in view of the serious posi-
tion of affairs arising from the strike. It
considers it advisable to act.

Lord Kosebery has written to the repre-
sentatives of th? Coal Mine Owners' Federa-
tion and the Miners' Federation iixing Fri-
day as the time for the conference at the"
Foreign Olaee between the two parties, and
rci'juc-ftint- f each federation to send four-
teen delegates.

KILLED IN PRISON.

John Johnson Put to Death by Electric-
ity in Auburn Penitentiary.

AUBURN. N. Y.t Nov. 14. At tho State
prison, this morning, in the presence of the
usual number of witnesses, John Johnson,
a convicted murderer, paid th? penalty of
a double crime. Johnson passed a fairly
comfortable night, and was in a good mood
early when the prison chaplain came to
give him the last consolation of the church.
Ho has been all along entirely careless of
his fate, and he even asked the warden
why he did not hurry up tho affair. There
was no movement or indication of life from
the instant, the current wa3 applied, and it
was ons of the most successful executions
ever held. The body was removed to the
autopsy room and the usual autopsy re-
quired by law was made. Thera were no
unusual results dlscernable.

One day last April, while working in the
broom shop in the prison, Johnson became
unruly, and, when reprimanded by a keep-
er, grabbed a cutting knife and ran amuck.
He succeeded In killing two men, both of
whom were convicts, and severely wound ul
three others. His case was taken up to the
upper courts, and he was, of course, con-
victed.

RAILWAYS IN POLITICS.

Chicago Lines Said to Be Taking a Hand
ill the Fight for Mayor.

CHICAGO, Nov. 11- -It is gossip that the
railroads are taking an active part in the
contest for the office made vacant by the
assassination of Mayor Harrison. The com-
panies are alleged to have raised a large
campaign fund, with a view of resisting
the election of any man pledged to support
the track elevation movement. The ques-
tion of elevating railroad tracks in the
city is unusually prominent now, because
of the circumstances attending the death
of Mayor Harrison, he having maintained
a policy apparently in opposition to the
movement, and Prendergast, the murderer,
giving this as his motive for killing the
Mayor.

Attorney Trade, who is prominently men-
tioned as a Democratic candidate lor
Mayor, 13 reported to-d- ay as preparing an
article presenting a theory as to Prender-gast'- s

responsibility for his act when he
assassinated Carter Harrison. Mr. Trade's
theory is that Prendergast was sane when
he committed the deed. The cleverness with
which Prendergast sought to insure his
own safety after the deed was committed
is related as probable proof of his appre-
ciation of what he was doing.
