one of the papers, the Hawaiian Star, prints
this sentence for several days at the head
of its editorial column in bold type, under
the heading: "Good Cheer from Cleveland."
It says: "The policy of the United States
towards Hawaii, so far as it concerns the
status of the provisional government,
appears in the expressive clause
of the letter of credence
borne by Minister Willis from
President Cleveland to President Dole, 'he
will constantly endeavor to advance the
Interests and prosperity of both govern-
ments and so render himself acceptable to
your Excellency. It must appear to the
most casual thinker that Minister Willis
cannot advance the interest and prosperity
of the provisional government in a way
that will be acceptable to its President
without maintaining a formal policy
towards it. Certainly such instructions as
he is bound by are incompatible with a
policy on the part of the great Republic of
restoring the dethroned Queen to power by
force or otherwise."

The Star, in commenting on the Royalist
party, says: "The brains and strategy of
the party, it is needless to say, are supplied
by British subjects, whose hatred of
Yankees inspires their zeal quite as much
as does the wish to keep the islands for
such contingencies as may favor British
Jurisdiction here. As Minister Willis stays
In Honolulu and studies the recent history
of Hawaii he will recognize in the British
minister an able and Intrepid foe of Amer-
ican progress and a firm friend of the lost
cause."

WILL SOT SURRENDER.

Vie tvb of Men Who Knorr Members of
the Provisional Government.

SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 18. Charles R.
Bishop, one of the largest property owners
and leading citizens of the Hawaiian Isl-
ands, waa among the Hawallans who await-
ed news from Honolulu with great anxi-
ety, and when he boarded the steamer Aus-
tralia, upon her arrival here this morning,
he was soon in consultation with ex-Con- sul

Severance. "I am uncertain what effect the
disclosure of the United States govern-
ment's intentions will have," said Mr.
Bishop. "The royalists have all along been
confident that matters would take a turn
in their favor, and claimed to have good
reason for their confidence. The provisional
government is made up of men of charac-
ter, spirit and courage, and. In an Issue of
arms, if there is no outside Interference,
they certainly would be able to take care
of themselves. Of course, if the United
States 'uses force a different phase might
be placed on affairs. Nevertheless, the pro-
visional government will not surrender the
ground already secured without exhausting
every reasonable method of sustaining itsposition."

Gen. Alfred S. Hartwell, who came from
Honolulu on the previous steamer, and who
is in close touch with the provisional gov-
ernment, received letters, to-da- y, describ-
ing the situation1 there. "The publication in
Honolulu of Minister Willis's instructions
will, I am satisfied, consolidate the mem-
bers and adherents of the provisional gov-
ernment as nothing else could do," said
General Hartwell. "The strain of anxiety
and uncertainty in Hawaii must be severe,
but I find it difficult to believe that the
matter will reach the emergency of arms.
I cannot for a moment believe any officer
in the United States navy will bring himself
to fire upon the Americans in Honolulu,
and I believe that when the facts are laid
before President Cleveland he will see to
it that no action shall be taken wrhlch may
precipitate an International conflict."

General Hartwell Is an old friend of Atto-
rney-general Olney, and he expressed his
confidence that Mr. Olney would advise
President Cleveland in such a manner as to
prevent serious complications. I rely on
him," he continued, "to advise President
Cleveland that no hostilo action on thepart of the United States against the ex-
isting government of the Hawaiian Islands
will be admitted by the rule of Internation-
al law. It would be most unfair to have
action taken by the United States without
the opportunity being given to the provis-
ional government to controvert ex parte
statements concerning the matter of its
Initiation. The establishment of the pro-
visional government was not a revolution-
ary act, but was essential to prevent Im-
pending anarchy."

All the passengers who arrived on the
steamer Australia from Honolulu to-d- ay

expressed the greatest surprise when in
formed of the nature of Secretary Gresh-am- 's

letter, and several refused at first to
believe that such a letter had . been writ-
ten. Among the passengers was Dr. L. W.
Taylor, a physician of Washington, who is
returning from a pleasure trip to the
islands. He said: "My stay on the islands
was about a month, and 1 had exceptional
opportunities of meeting the best informed
people there. I found the Intelligent and
educated element strongly in favor of an-
nexation to the United States, with a small
exception. This annexation sentiment pre-
vailed among the educated men of the na-
tive race to whom I talked. Among theignorant and superstitious Kanakas there
Is, of course, a sort of traditional awe of
royalty, and It Is from this class only, or
chiefly, that the ex-Que- en gets support in
her aspirations to recover the
throne. Among the educated and
property-ownin-g classes, there Is no re-
spect for her pretensions. Of course, there
has been much speculating regarding the
policy to be presented by Minister Willis.
Gresham's letter to the President, which
has stirred up so much talk in this coun-
try, has not ben published or heard of
there, so that the Hawaiians are entirely
In the dark as to the policy of the Cleve-
land administration. From what I learned
on the Islands I think it would be impossi-
ble for the Que-m- , if reinstated, to retain
the throne, unless constantly backed up by
the power of the United States. The feel-lr- g

is very strong against a return to the
monarchy. If the Queen were restored and
the United States should then stand aside
she could not retain the reins. I found
that tho men at the head of affairs there
have the respect and confidence of the bus-
iness community and educated people gen-
erally. The provisional government has
given a wise and economical administration,
and everybody knows it."

Claus Sprecksils, the sugar planter, who
Is so largely interested in Hawaii, was
seen at his office after the arrival of the
steamer. He stated: "My correspondence
says everything is quiet on the Islands. It
is the papers which have ; been making all
the fuss."

"Have you any Information about arms
being: landed on the islands?"

"Arms? No. How could they get any
arms without everybody knowing about it
here. Would not manifests at the custom
house show?"

"It is said that Minister Willis called on
the ex-Quee- n," was suggested.

"If he did I have not learned anything
about it," replied Spreckels, "and our agent
would be apt to let me know if that were
true. There is not anything to tell."

"What do you think would be the best
way out of the difficulties at Hawaii?"

f'l have not anything to say about it. Let
them fight it out to suit themselves. It is
all the same to me. When I went out there
last summer I told them what I wanted
and they would not have it that way. An
independent republic would have been the
best thins:. But now, I suppose, the Queen
will have to go back to the throne."

The Honolulu Bulletin, the leading royal-
ist paper of Honolulu, says, editorially,
Nov. 10: "There is one thing clear as the
sun in the present situation. The United
States distinctly repudiates the pretended
right of the provisional government of the
Hawaiian Islands to offer this country to
the United States. As the bargain thus
declared off was the sole declared motive of
the provisional government coming into be-in"- ",

, Sanford B. Dole, President of the gov-
ernment, and administering tho Depart-
ment of Foreign Affairs, is forty-eig- ht

years of age. He was born In Honolulu of
American parentage, and was educated at
Punahou College in Honolulu, taking a
finishing course at Williams College. He
studied law in Boston, was admitted to
the Massachusetts bar in 1SG9, returned
shortly afterwards to Honolulu, where he
soon became a leading practitioner, which
?)osition he held until his elevation to the
bench in 1SS7. He was elected a Represent-
ative in the Legislature of 1881 and 1SS3,

and was a leader of the opposition to the
extravagance and corruption which finally
precipitated the revolution of 18S7. He was
a member of the Executive Council of the
revolutionists of 15W7, but withdrew before
the culmination, being too conservative to
agree wholly with the radical action then
taken. After that he was appointed a
judge of the Supreme Court in 18S7, which
position he filled with the greatest credit
to himself and satisfaction to the people,
until he resigned it to assume the position
he now holds.

- Samuel M. Damon Is about forty-eig- ht

years of age, of Hawaiian birth and Amer-
ican parentage, his father. Rev. S. C. Da-
mon, having been for forty years chaplain
of the Honolulu Seaman's Chapel and ed-
itor of the Friend, the best newspaper
in the Pacific islands. Mr. Damon is the
managing partner of the banking house
of Bishop & Co., a concern of approximate-
ly $2,000,000 capital, one of the managing
trustees of the Bernlce Bishop estate, val-
ued at $1,000,000, devised in trust for the
support of a manual training school for
Hawallans: director in several corpora-
tions, and a large owner of cattle ranch
property. He was a member of the Board
of Health during 1SS8-8- 3, and Minister of
Finance during 1889-9- 0.

Capt James A. King is a Scotchman by
birth, for many years a sea captain by
profession, and a resident of the islands
for the past twenty-fiv- e years. For a
number of years he has been superintend-
ent . of the Wilder Steamship Company, a
company of $rO0.0X) capital, owning seven
steamers and doing about half of the Inter-islan- d

trade.
William O. Smith Is forty-fou- r years of

age, of Hawaiian birth and American pa-
rentage, and educated at Punahou College
and Amherst, Mass. He was successively
sheriff of the islands of Hawaii, Kaui and
Maui: was admitted to the Hawaiian bar;
was Deputy Attorney-gener- al in 1876-7- 7, and
also in lfeSD-S- l: wa3 elected a member and
took a leading part In the Legislature of
1878, 1881. 1S87-S- 8 and 1892. In addition to
practicing his profession he is an extensive
owner of sugar plantation stock, a director
lit some half dozen corporations, managing
trustee of the estate of the late King Tun- -
alllo. and conducts a large trust and In-
vestment business, managing some thirty
or more estates. His wife is of Irish birth,
and he Is a member of the Congregational
Church.
