A meeting of the full committee will
be called for that day, as it 1S necessary
that the bill be spread before the entire
committee and a formal vote taken on its
adoption before the measure is given to
the public. The Democratic members are
now devoting most of their time in con-
ference, attempting to discover, with the
ald of Assistant Secretary of the Treasury
Hamlin and other treasury officials, the
exact amount of revenue that will be

yielded by the various schedules under the
revision contemplated by the committee,
This Involves detailed calculations, and un-
til this labor is ended no final action can
be taken on any reports of the subcommit-
tees. The Income tax provision is still held

abeyance until the amount of revenue
ikely - ¢ e raised under the
pther provisions of the bill is
ascertained, ough there seems to
be no doubt offits final adoption. This
will greatly relieve the subcommittee on in-
ternal revenues, and render it unlikely that
there will be any increase on any of the
articles embraced in the internal revenue
gcheduie, except whisky. The tax on beer
and all grades of tobacco will be probably
sllowed to remain, though s=mall increase
of the whisky tax is quite probable.

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QUEER STATE OF AFFAIRS.

Toledo Robbed by Officials Who Were
Responsible to No One.

TOLEDO, 0., Nov. 20.—A startling condi-
tion of affairs has been brought to light
in this city by the board of revision, comn-
posed of the Mayor, solicitor and president
of the Council, The report of their Inves-
tigation of the various municipal depart-
ments discloses the fact that the cily *has
for a number of years been practically
without a head. Each department has been
conducted in a manner satisfactory to its
chief and collections have been turned into
the city treasury whenever the custodians
of the various funds saw fit. No record of
receipts or disbursements exists whereby to
ascertain the amount of the leakage, which,
it is claimed. has existed for years. Many
of the city officials have been in the habit
of paying themselves their own salaries and
depositing the city runds to their own per-
sonal credit in various banks. Supplies have
been paid for on presentations of claims
without question as to whether the goods
have becn delievered o» not, and in many
instances bills for the same suoplies have
been paid two or more times. Every clerk
in the city department has exercised the
privilege of ordering whatever he wanted
and these have been pald for in some in-
stances six months before the delivery of
the goods. As but few of the officers kept
even a petty cash account it has been im-
possible for the board eof revision to check
accounts even for a month. The board
ciaims that the loss to the city througn the
makeshift methods In vogue has been hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars annually. A
city controller will be appointed and rigid
Investigations follow.

LIFE INSURANCE ESFPIONAGE.

How the Companies Protect Them-

selves Aguiast the Moral Hazaed,

Boston Commercial Bulletin.

The questiom of moral hazard receives
more attention from the life infurance coms-
panices than is generally supposed. Every
person applying for a poliey has his record
and modes of life thoroughly looked up by
two or three mercentile agencies, and if
there is anything that will not pass muster
he fizids his application rejected. Men whom
the general community look upon as mod-
els have found themselves unable to get
insurance because of practices which they
thought hidden from the sight of day, but
which the sharp-eyed detective discovered.

After a man has passed this ordeal, how-
ever, the company should honestly assume
the burden of the risk for good or ill and
not try to throw the party over if he be-
comes impaired and llkely to prove a loss
to the company. Yet this Is sald to be just
what the big life companies do. They di-
vide the coungry up in secticns, over each
of which is placed a man—nominally an in-
spector, really a detective—whose business
it is to transmit information rzgarding the
physical character of the parties insured by
his company. When he meets a policy
holder who is ig shaky health and whom
he considers a bad risk, he notifies the
home office, and, curiously enough, this
party gets no notice when his premium is
due.

Of course the object is to have the policy
lapse from the omission of the assured to
pay the premium, and naturally, dr_-;neni‘.mg
upen the notice from the company's office,
he will be very apt to forget that he has a
premium due on a certain day. Again, the
New York law provides that if & lapsed
party does not apply within six months for
the paid-up policy to which the amount of
his reserve entitles him, the rescrve may be
scooped by the company, ;ynd as many peo-
ple neglect to so apply within the limited
time, it is s=aid, that the companies make
quite a snug sum out of it

If it is trve, as stated, that some life coms-
panles make a practice of thus throwing
over their risks just at the time when the
assured neecds the protection of life insur-
ance the most, it is a reprehensible practice,
and the agents representing these coms-
panies had better ceass extolling themselves
on everv occaslor &s belng devoted to the
holy and beneficent calling of protecting the
poor, defenseless and bereaved.

ROSCOE CONKLING'S NEPHEW.
.

He Is Engaged in Fighting Tonmmany
Fravds—A Man of Couragze.

Mr. Conkiing has some of the qualities
which made his distinguished uncle, Roscoe
Conkling, a power in the early days of the
party. He ha= his uncle’s integrity, perse-
verance and devotion to Republicanism. He
has not Roscoe Conkling's brilllant powers,
nor has he those fpuits of temperament
which clouded the great Senator’s carcer.
Belng independent in fortune and having no
domestic ties, Mr. Conkling is able to de-
vote his entire time to public matters, and
for some s8ix weeks he has done that with-
out hope of reward. He took upon himself
the difficult and perhaps dangerous task of
spying out the proposcd Tammany frauds.
He worked dav and night. He ran the risk
of personal violence, and he established so
many evidences or frandulent registration of
colonization, so much deflant betrayval of
the ¢lection laws, that he has been recog-
nized as having performed service of utmost
value,

Mr. Conkling is now following up these
frands. He has compelled the grand jury
and Distriet Attorney Nicoll to take notice
of his testimony. He will probably appear
in the courts within a few weeks as the
prosecutor, or at least the chief witness, in
very many cases brought against the perpe-
trivors of these wronas, It requires courage
for a rman to do that, but courage was al-
ways a Conkling attribute. Mr. Conkling
save that he has proufs that show that the
frauds of to-day coMtemplated and perpe-
trated sre as great as they were In Tweed's
time, and that it w;‘.,'_ in contemplation to
dellver n sufiicient ffaudulent vote in this
city to have overcome any Republican ma-
jority in the State, nor was that purpose
abandonad until it was made evident upon
election day that it would be useless to at-
tempt it.

RELIGION IN THE SCHOOLS,

The Question Disenssed by the Epis-
copai Congress in New York,
Report of Congress.

Prof. Hjalmar Hjorth Boyesen, of Colum-
bla College, favored the Faribault plan, as
prcject>d by Archbishop Ireland., He said:
“T know with what feelings you regard
this experiment, but 1 must frankly say I
do not on this peoint share vour sentiment
on this suhiect. 1 believe there is no in-
iquity whatever coacealed under Archbish-
op Ireland’'s so-called Faribault plan, which
the Pope has approved, but merely a seri-
ous purpose—which, if he were a Protest-
ant, vou would applaud—to reach a large
class of Catholiec children who weare slip-
ping away from the caurch without jolning
any other. Now, instead of f{oldinz our
hands in our laps and helplessly -t»;.jr_\ri 17y
the encroachments of the Catholic Chureh,
wiy should we not in this instance follow
her examnle?

“Archbishop Ireland not only professes to
be, but is, o good and. patriotic American,
an<d he is entitled to corsideration on what-
ever subiect he may speak. It is time that
we should cease to look unon every Catho-
lic prziate as a burgiar. 1t is that attitude
of ignorant prejudice which gives to priests
the right to retaliste in kind and to nourish
the intolerant and serai-hostile splirit which
ig at present so genevally prevailing. We
must as American citizens esiablish a modus
vivendi with Cathelicism. Merely to rail
against it is puerile and will do no goord.

“1 should regerd it as a calamity if the
*atholics were in any way to gzain control
of the public schoels, as they are in a fair
way of doing In a certain great city 1 couid
name. But how are they trying to achisve
this? Not, indecd, by the Faribault plan,
but by gradually dropning on one pretext
or another the T'rot-stent teachers and snh-
stituting Catholices who have a pull with the
board of education. 1 4o not say that this
work has vet proceeded very far, but T
noticed & year and a hn'!f ago a long list of
dismissals and appointmenis of teachers
which geemed at that time to atiract no
particular attention. But what striuck me
was that all the names of those dismissed
were nearly all distinetly  Ilnglish ana
American, while nearlv all of those appcint-
ed were O'Farrells, O'Donovans, Mullicans
and Flannigans.”

Lewis beasted that he would do
it and would not take any pains to spare
kis opponent’'s feelings. The crowd wit-
nessed a fierce battie. Lewis won the first
fall, Graeco-Roman. It was conceded that
he would win the next at catch-as-catch-
can, but Ross, it was believed, had almost
a sure thing at the closing, which was to

be Cumberland. About this style Lewls
knows little, and he made up his mind to
win “both falls in one.”” When the catch-
as-catch-can bout was announced he went
a2t Ross like an infuriated buil. In a short
time he had secured the hammer-lock and
slowly but surely began to twist Ross’s
arm up over his head, causing the latter
the most excruciating agony. Ross gro:ned
with pain, but =aid nothing to indicate
that he wanted to give up the fall. Referee
Siler, therefore, remained silent, while
Lewis, with brutal slowness lowered his
man's shoulders to the floor. At the call
of fall Ross sharply criticised Referee
Siler for not having given the decision be-
fore, but all the athletes who witnessed the
encounter, including Ross's =econd, ad-
mitted that Siler could not do otherwise
than he did. Ross was so badly injured
that he refused to go into the third bout
and thereby sacrificed the prize to Lewis.

THE SPITTING HADIT.

Strong Resolution Against It Adopted
by a City Boavd of Health.

P’hiladelphia Press.

The Board of Health, at ii{s meeting yes-
terday, adopted strong resolutions condemn-
ing the rractice of expectoration upon ine
floors of cars, and calling upon the oflicials
of both passenger and steam railways to
see that the orders whizh most of them have
issued against the habit be strictly enforced.

The subject was brought to the attention
of the board by President Ford, who said:

“Complaint has been made to me person-
ally, and doubtless to other members of the
Board of Health, of the unseemly, prefudi-
cial practice of spitting in public places, par-
ticularly on car floors. As the season is ap-
proaching when windows and doors of the
vehicles are likely to be closed most of the
tine, thus preventing proper ventilation, it
would seem particularly necessary for the
public good that the order prohibiting spit-
ting in the cars should be strictly enforced,
and 1 would suggest action with this object
in view be taken by your board. .

“It is time that the common and dis-
gusting practice of indiscriminate spitting
in public places and conveyances should be
checked, not only becavse it is uncleanly,
but particularly on acccunt of the dangers
that lurk in this form of uncleanliness. The
gputum of tuberculous persons, when inits
dried state, is a common means of convey-
ing the speecific germs of tuberculosis. Un-
der the prevailing practice, the dust-laden
air of assembling piaces and jublic con-
veyances contains particles of infectious
matter which constitute a real danger,
especially to those who have a predisposi-
tion to tuberculous disease, '

“KHveryone is intensely interested in this
subject. Pulmonary tuberculosis is toe
prevalent and fatal a disease to allow wedl-
known means of preventicn to be ignored
without earnest and emphatic protest, Self-
interest and a proper regard for the wel-
fare of others, when once aroused, should
be equal to the task of sweeping this of-
fensive and dangerous practice out of ex-
istence. Did the consclous victim of this
disease reflect for a moment upon the un-
toward consequences of his perniclcus hab-
it, he would, from motives of humanity,
avoid an act that tends to add to human
suffering.

“A distinguished English author once re-
proached Americans for tolerating the un-
seemly habit of indiscriminate spitting. It
may be mortifying to our pride to have our
peculiar weaknesses expozed, but there is a
serious side to this subject, hitherto un-
noticed, which cannot be too freguently ex-
posed to view. ‘Unrefined and vulgar' is a
mild criticlsm of an act which modern
science (eaches us may be the means of
spireading broadcast the seeds of fatal dis-
ease."

FUTURE OF ALUMINIUM,

Roofs for Houses uml-unlll for Ves-
sels Sure to Be Made of It.
St. Louis Post-Dispatch.

Aluminium, which itself possesses a high
degree of specific heat, does not really ab-
sorb heat itself, and thus is not liable to
the chief objection to fron buildings in hot
countries. But apart from light decorative
purposes, such as balconles, cupolas, finials
and verandas, it is as a roofing material
that aAluminium should be most welcome to
the builder. In plates or scales, two-thirds
lighter than copper, uncorroded by air and
undimmed even by the sulphur of London
smoke, It should make a roof fit for a
palace of romance,

The humbler elements of health and com-
fort in the house hardly less important
than its external delenses against the
weather—plipes, clsterns, taps and gutters,
now made of iron, whicn rusts, or lead,
which poisons—would be more enduring and
far more healthy If made of this light and
cleanly metal, which might also take the
place of all water-holding vessels now
made of heavy, brittie earthenware or
painted tin. An aluminium bathy is among
the probable luxuries of the next century.
But it is not as a mere accessory to come-
fort and convenlence that real development
of the new metal should He., It is for use
at sea that ts most marked quality of
lightness obviously fits it.

The marine engineer and the naval archi-
tect, who are already looking In this direc-
tion for a reduction in tae weight which is
insenarable from loss of efliciency, whether
in speed or cargo, can not neglect the possi-
bilities of a metal which, when mixed in
the proportion of 1 to 59, gives to alumin-
jum-bronze a hardness and toughness which
makes it almost as reliable as steel, and
which, 1f the proportlons ecould be reversed
end the strength preserved, would reduce
the weightis of ships and machinery alike
by two-thirds. 'That is a problem which
awalts the metaliurgista for solution. The
reduction in cost, judging by analogy, can
only be a question of time and research.

The best steel now costs § tile miore than
15 penny per pound, while a. minium Is nity
times that price. RBut aluminium exists in
far greater  quantities than iron, is more
widely distributed, and neither the limits of
time nor the history of metallurgy forhid
us to conjécture that, as the worlid has seen
its age of stone, its age of Lronze znd s
aze of iron, £o it may befor2 long have em-
barked on & new and €ven more prosperous
age of aluminium.
