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THEY HATE BRITONS

French Canadians Attempt to Vent
Their Dislike in a New Form.

Three Law Students Arrested While
About to Blow Up the Admiral Nelson
Monument at Montreal.

MONTREAL, Quebec, Nov. 20.—Shortly
after 3 o'clock this morning, three French
Canadian law students, Honore Mercier,
son of the ex-Premier of Quebec, Paul De
Martieny and Alphonse Pellard were ar-
rested while trying to blow up the historic
monument to Engiland’s great naval hero,
Admiral Nelson, which stands at the top
of Jacques Cartier square, at the entrance
of the City Hall. The police had received
private information a few hours before
that a plot was on foot to blow up the
monument with dynamite and secreted
themse!ves in the neighborhood to await
the arrival of the trio of con-
spiretors. The young men aflected
indifference when seized, one
of them loudly declaring that “the thing
had no right there, anyway, and should be
made mincemeat of.,” They were taken to
the Central Station and locked up, after
giving their names, as already mentioned.
On the person of Paul De Martigny was
found a dynamite cartridge nearly a foot
long and about thirty feet of ¥use,

To-day the prisoners were brought up be-
fore Judge Des Noyers, in his private of-
fice, and when they were charged with the
¢rime they entered a formal plea of not
gullty. There Is no section of the criminal
code dealing specifically with an attempt
to blow up a monument, but Judge Des
Noyers suites that the ome headed “at-
tempts to destroy property” will cover their
case. The three young men vary in age
from eighteen to twenty, and belong to

good families. They are all law students.
Young i Martiguy is the son gt Dr. Al
L. De Martigny, young Pelland the brother
of Mr. J. O. Pellund, advocate, and young
Mercier 18 the son of the ex-Yremier, woo
is out of town at present. The accused
were admitted to bail in securities for a
large amount, their friends being willing
to put up any quantity of money to have
themn lberated. Their trial was postponed

There is littie doubt the young men were
incited to attempt the outrage by the flerce

articles which have been published In
Frencn papers here durmug the past few
pontas agaiast tire menummeat. Thelr innate

hatred of everything Dritish was fired and
they determined that the statue of the hero
of Trafalgar should bite tne dust. There
is a great deal of suppressed excitement
turougaout tae city this evening, and while
the French papers make light of the aifair,
tnere s plenty of bad pbiood on both sides,
which needs but a spark to rekindle the
racial flames which it was hoped had died
out some time aguo.

Judge Des Noyers, in an interview, said:
“1 beiieve this act is the resuit of the news-
puner polemics over the removal of the Neol-
son monument. It has had the effect of in-
ducing these young men to foolishly attempt
to remave the monument by dynamite, 1
¢m certain that the French Canadian popu-
lation will condemn this act, though [ am
sati=fied that the majorily of them would
Nike to see it removed. They think there is
no sense in having such a monument on a
square which bears the name of Jacques
Cartlers Square. .

PLENTY OF IDLE MEN

Lehigh Valley Officials Say the
Strike Will Soon Be Over.

Many Unemployed Engineers, Firemen
and Brakemen Reported to Be Ap-
plying for Positions on the Road.

STATEMENTS FROM STRIKERS

Detectives Aileged to Have Offered
to Destroy Property.

Appeal from Telegraph Operators—Sit-
unation at Rochoester, Buffalo and
Other Main Points,

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 20.—Acting Gen-
eral Manager Theodore Voorhees returned
to-night from Bethlehem, where he has been
in consuliation with President Wilbur, of
the Lehigh Valley railroad. Mr. Vocrhees
said that President Wilbur was confident
that the present difficulties would not last
more than two or three days, as plenty of
unemployved workmen were to be had. It
was for the purpose of securing the most
competent that Mr. Voorhees went to Beth<
lehem to-day. He said that two carloads of
engineers, firemen and trainmen from here
and Jersey City left Philadelphia for Beth-
lehem about 8 o'clock. Mr. Voorhees also
sald: “We have moved some coal trains
from Mauch Chunk to Bethlechem. Trains
are also running in the Wyoming valley,
but no freight is being handled. We have
four crews at work in the East Buffalo
yards, and all our telegraph offices are
open. Out of about five hundred telegraph
operators on the system but thirty-two have
struck.

The general grievance committee says
that overtures were made to Chairman Wil-
kins, of the Lehigh Valley rallroad, to-day
by alleged detectives, who offered to burn
bridges and blow up roundhouses, They
were ofdered out of the Bingham House, In
which the committee has its headquarters,
Howard B. Johnson, accompanied by an-
other whom he introduced as Mr. Atkinson,
called on Grand Senior Chief of Conductors
Willlamson, who Is also chalrman of the
general grievance commitiee, at the hotel
this afternocn and asked for a private in-
terview with him. This was not granted.
The visitors were then ushered into Room
238, in which were seated committeemen
Thurston, Hannahan, Winkinson, Davlid,
Gossline, Wilkins, stenographer Smith and
Thomas Allen, a reporter. Both the latter
withdrew when the visitors stated that their
business was of a very private nature, but
the stenographer posted himself at the door
and took full notes of every word that
passed between the men inside. His notes
were in accordance with the following state-
ment made by John J. Hannahan, senlor
grand master of the Brotherhood of Loco-
motive Firemen:

“About 4:30 p. m., said bhe, a man whom
I recognized as having called Saturday for
the purpose of seeing Mr. Wilkins, came
into the room. When he saw it was pretty
well occupled by the committee, he wished
to withdraw, and asked for a private con-
versation with Wilkins. He was told that
he might speak openly, as all the men
present were identified with the work In
Fand. He then called for a man who was
waiting in the hall, whom he introduced as
Mr. Atkinson. I had previous.y explained
to the rest of the committee that a man
calling himself Howard B. Johns had told
me on Saturday that he was willing to as-
sist the strikers in bhis capacity as a detec-
tive, and left his card for Mr. Wilkins.
Upon entering the room the man ex-
plained that beth Mo, Swelgard and Mr.
Vecorhees had ‘turned him down,” and he
now wanted to get even. His own words
were: ‘We will do anyvthing the committee
may ask, from destroyving a bridge to blow-
ing up round-houses, The men were then
ordered from the room, after belng told
that they were going to continue this fight
according to lawful means, As he left the
door he ecalled out that he would meet us
in Buffalo.”

In speaking of his talk with Johns on
Saturday, Mr. Hannahan said: “He toid
me that he rendered valuable assistance In
defeating the Knights of Labor at their
Port Richmond strike, and was also em-
ployed against the Knights some years
ago in the New York Central strike, for
which service Lie was made assistant train-
master on the Philadelpha & Reading.”

Thomas Allen sald he recognized Johns
as the man who appeared as a witness in
a bribery case here two weeks ago, and
under oath stated that he was a detective
in the employe of one of the large agencies
of the country. Mr. Wilkins would not dis-
cuss ithe case further than to say that
Juohns was only carrying out the programme
his employers bad la!ld down for kim to fol-
low, and that if the committee had agreed
to accept the pru‘_msili-m =il bhands would
now have been under arrest.

AT BUFFALO.
Many of the Men, Including the

Switchmen, Have Not Struck.

BUFFALO, Nov. 20.—Eight yard engines
were working In the Lehligh Valley yards
at Willlams street, East Buffalo, at 2:30 this
afternoon. This was an incrcase of five
since morning. It was not expected that
the company would be able to operate so
many yvard engines to-day, but enough of
the old men signified their wiilingness to
run themn, so they were started. This caused
about two-thirds of the full complement
for yvard work to be In operation, and the
cleaning up of the yards is going abead in
goodl shape. Traveling Superintendent of
Engines Edward Mooney said to a reporter
to-day that nol a singls engine was aban-
doned on the line of the road. Only one was
cut off from a train, and that, he thought,
was due to a misunderstanding. The rest
of the engines at this end of the division are
in the vard and mundhous>. All told, there
ars about fifty cangines in the East Buffalo
vard. Not one of them is “dead.” Mr.
Mooney has kept steam up in all of them,
and =aid that he could man each with an
engineer in the morning if the cld men de-
cided to strike.

In talking with the men before they went
into the meeting thls afternocon it was
found that many did not like the prospect
of a strike. They admitted that men couid
easlly be got to take their places, and they
were reluctant to give up thelr jobs. Con-
slderable criticism of the telegraph operat-
ors is being induged in by members of other
branches of tha brotherhobd here. They
point out that the strike is on account of
the fact that the operators have struck on
the whole northern division.

OfMiclals of the road here say that they
want to retain men who have been in their
service many years, and are anxious that
they shall decide to remaln with the com-
pany, instead of losing their piaces on ac-
count of the troublz in the eastern division
At the same time nothing is being left un-
done in the wey of filling their places should
this become necessary. ‘The carpenter shop
near the Lehigh Valley roundhouse, at
East Buffalo, has been fitted up to furnish
eating and sleeping accommodations for
seventy-five men. A tralned cook is in
charge of the kitchen. Not a single act of
violence has been committed here by the
Lehigh Valley men during the day.

One of the local lenders of the Brother-

hood of Engineers said to-day that he be-
lleved the stirike on the Lehigh Valley road
was the result of an attempt on the part
of the Vanderbilts to gain control of it.
It is not llke!g that Buffalo wiil be seri-
ously affected by the stirike during the first
week. The strike will be corfined to the
Lehigh for the present. When the road is
effectually tied up from end to end the
strikers hope to receive concessions and
perhaps win all they have set out to ac-
complish. If, however, the ofiicials remain
obdurate, and {if, especially, the Lehigh
business is handled by other roads, there
will be a pretext to call out men on other
lines. In that event the roads most likely
to be affected will be the New Jersey Cen-
tral and the Lackawanna & Western. In
view of the Ann Arbor-Michigan Central
decision it is doubtful whether the men on
other lines will promptly obey the call to
g0 out. In that case the court held that
it was against the law for men on one road
to go out on a strike to help the men on
another, and that such an offense was
conspiracy.
A meetinzg of the Lehigh switchmen was
held to-night., A committee of the federated
brotherhood was present. The switchmen
assured their visitors that, while they were
not with them in their scufile, they were
not against them. They promised to re-
mein neutral. The committee asked them
iIf they would join in the strike if their
help was needed. The switchmen replied
that they would answer that question def-
initely next Wednesday night, in the meun-
tt!me communicating with their grand mas-
er.

The Lehigh Valley officials say to-night
that they will make an attempt to clear
the freight blockade to-morrow. They pro-
fess to have received several hundred ap-
plications for jobs from railroad men out
of work. About sixty engineers have ap-
plied and been examined, The best of
them will be set to work to-morrow., A
large number of nonunion men are expected
from the West to-morrow, and the yard-
master hopes to man enough crews to get
some freight trains out.

Telegraphers Requested to Keep
Away from the Lehigh Valley.
ROCHESTER, Nov. 20.—The strike on
the Lehigh Valley road is belng manafed
here by T. N. Coleman, chairman, and A.
D. Thurston, deputy grand chlef, with cen-
tral headguarters at the new Ashhorne
House. A circular has been sent out by

them under date of to-day, as follows:

“To All Operators—We deem it our duty
to fully advise you of the situation on the
Lebkigh Valley system go that vou can give
us the moral and financial as=sistance to
which we are entitled. The Protherhood of
Jocomotive Engineers, Brotherhood of Lo-
comotive Firemen, Drotherhoeod of Rallroad
Trainmen, Order of Railroad Telegraphers
and Order of Railroad Conductors were au-
thorized to strike at 10 p. m. on Nov. 18,
and 9 per cent, of all the men on the sys-
tem responded to the order, completely ty-
ing up the freicht traffic. and onlvy Unlited
States mall traffie = being handled. Yon
can fully see that syvstem rederation is a
success, as above demonstrated, to tie up

anv road. It is furtper known that
this is the first test that has
been made of this plan and the

general managers of all the different lines
in the United States have planned to make
this attempt to crush out organization all
at one blow. Therefore, it i1s the duty of
every railroad employe in the East to do
everything in his power to win Iin this ef-
fort. We ask that every effort bhe made
to Keep members from applying for work
on the Lehigh Valley road in all the diiffer-
ent departments, and if you hear of anv
men coming this way fully advise them of
the strike, and, if you can, keep them
away. P'lease advise us, and the route they
are coming, that we may intercept them.
A great many of our members are in ar-
rears, and we wonld urge upon them the
Importance of remitting their dues at once,
as the expenses connected with this strug-
gle will be considerable,

“Place but little credence In the reports
of the dally papers. as they are the tools
of the wmonopely that is endeavoring to
down the honest labhorinzy man. We will
jssue from daw to day bulletins giving ihe
exact situation as it exists. Br all means

remain loval to vour obligations ana vie-
tory will surely be ours, thus paving the
way for our rights on other lines. You

will see hy the above that the other four
organizations are doing thelr part nobly,
and don't let it be siid that we have not
done ours. I"'nion or nponunion men ure
guaranteed R0 per month if they remain
loval to the cause."”
