DRIVES TO.WitriE 1Y DEBTS.

The Origin of "La Dame aux Camelias j
Written in Ehrht Days. (

Alexandre Dumas flls nas been retting
forth some interesting reminiscences of his
early life recollections especially notable,
as they concern his dramatic debut.

"I fell among the dramatic authors," he
says, "in an even more remarkable way
tran my father. He, at least, felt driven
by an irresistible impulse which was
awakened by accident. While at his desk
one day in the Palais Royal in the office
of the secretary of the Duke of Orleans--he

found a volume of French history by
Auquetil, opened at a certain place. Three
months later his piece, "Henry III and Ilia
Ccurt," had been accepted by the Theatre
Francaise, and the great success of the
piece decided the author to enter on a
literary career. --v

"With me it was different. Before "La
Dame aux Camelias" I had produced noth-
ing which could lead to the bedef that I
vas called to be a dramatic author! I felt
no more1 leaning towards tne theater than
towards other branches of literature. 1
really did not know whether I had a gen-

uine talent as a writer or not. About this
time that Is, soon after the revolution of
the year 1S4S I was sufficiently aware of
my small amount of fancy and power of
observation to say to myself that If my
novel "La Dame aux Camelias" thisyouthful book written rapidly in a bach-
elor's room3 at St. Germain-h- ad ben ac-
cepted by the public with special favor,
it was due to the fact that one could
recognize on every page the genuineness
of a twenty-year-ol- d heart."Why and wherefore did I become an
author? Mon Dieul- - Perhaps to imitate papa!
On the school benches I had naturally saidto myself that, as an author's son, it was
also my duty to spoil paper and when fif-te- in

years old I wrote verses. And then I
wroto more verses after 1 had left school
to pass away the time, so to speak, with-
out attaching more importance to them
than to the cigars which I smoked, and for
which my father paid. Later, when I had
the means to pay lor my own cigars, I
broke myself of the habit of smoking. What
I made best of all in those day3 was, tospeak honestly, debts.

"In the beginning that went well enough,"
continues Dumas. "I had just left college,
was still young, had simple t&stfs, livedmodestly, at lirot pJcne and later with my
father, and accompanied him on ills travels.Thus I was with him in Spain at the timeof the marriage of the Infanta to the Dukeof Montpensier. My father --.vorked heworked, in fact, always wrote long letters,giving his Impressions, filled with fancyand humor. As for me, I wandered aboutin the hunt of adventure, and plucked hereand there memories tjnong the pleasantest
of my youth. .We had as traveling com-
panions August Maqust. the painters LouisBoulanger and Eugene Giraud, and Des-baroli- es,

who then had begun to read hisdestiny in his hand. From Spain we wan-
dered to Africa, and visited Algiers andTunis. I was at that time a thoroughtraveler, and with my father had visited thebanks of the Rhine and Italy. In short, Ilived much wdth him and went wdth him toBelgium, wdiero he settled for a time afterthe revolution cf 1818. In the first years
after my student days I wrote novels, asprvibusly I had written verses, to keenmyself busy and to do as others did. My
novels had at least the excuse that thevbrought me in a little money but It wasvery little.

"In the meantime my expenses had In-
creased greatly. By an casy-golnt- r. attract-
ive kind of life, divided between the thea-ter, good dinners and long journeys, I b-u- l
pile-- d up a good-size- d debt. One beautifulmorning, upon awaker.lng. I calculated thatI had 50,00-- ) francs liabilities. Then I wentto my iatner a pa described my situation tohim."'es, my friend,' he replied, 'that Isvery simple. You must simply work andpay the things.'

"He sat at his desk, the pen in his hand,
and continued with that smile on his lips
the giant's work which he had carried on
so many years. That was a lesson for me.
On that day I saw clearly that the moment
had come to renounce the useless and pur-
poseless life which I had led up to thattime. I saw that my father had suggested
the best means to get me out of my embar-rassment. It was time for me to take my
place in the ranks of the workmen, themore so as I knew that I should work my-
self out of these ranks finally, if I really
possessed talent.

"While in this mental state, when behindthe scenes of the Theatre Illstori.vae oneevening. Antony Beraud. the former di-

To tell the truth, I hrul already thought ofplacing the piece on the stage. But my

"Beraud's proposal gave me nev hope."
says the author, "i was, after all, not theonly one who thought that Marguerite
Gauthler's novel might be the foundation ofa dramatic study. The thought was at-
tractive. I accepted the offer and saw al-
readyOh. power of youthful imagination!
the possibility of paying some of my debts.
But the drerim was of short duration, for
I soon saw that I could not agree with mv
coworker. He saw in the novel tiie material
for a heavy melodrama for the theater .

wdiose direction he hoped to obtain again.
Alter endless discussions. I left the under-
taking to him on t':e condition that he siirn
his name as the sole author, and give me.
the half of the receipts.

"For fully eighteen months I heard noth-
ing more of thiV excellent plan. But one
day I received Ren.-lid'- adaptation for thestage. It seemed to mo the mv.dde-- t thing
in the world. I have kept it as a curiosity.
Then the thought came suddenly to write
the pi ee myself. It came upon mo like a
fever, ar.d in eight davs the work was com-
pleted. Proud of this work storm, but some-
what embarrassed, because I had acted con-
trary to my father's advice, I went to thecopyist with my drama, decided to make
hiin swear secrecy. I was hardly in theroom, however, when I was surprised bv
my father, who entered, manuscript in
hand, and interrupted the conversation.
There was nothing to do but acknowledge
that I had not followed his advice. My
father referred to his experience and his
reputation, and punished me most cruelly
by compelling me to read the piece to him
on the spot.

"Must I tell more?" asks the author. "In
the second act tears were in his eyes. In
the third act he cried l'ke a child. But I
was obliged to cease reading. I had an en-
gagement, and was forced to leave the
room to keep it. My father had promised
to wait to hear me read the last two acts.
"When I returned he fell on my neck. He
had been unable to commnnd his. patience,
and had read to the end. He laughed
through his tears, and prophesied a bril-
liant success for me, but al?o endless
trouble with the censor. He prophesied cor-
rectly. The piece had endless difiicult'es
to overcome before it was produced but it
received an enthusiastic reception. I was
obliged to believe so, because the greatest
stage master of those days said so. and
the public appeared to approve his dictum.
From that day 1 determined to work. But
the end of the whole story is that I owe
It to rny father that I became a dramatic
author, for by compelling me to pay for
my cigars he gave me a taste for work."

Lady Exhibitors at the Fair Un-

able to Return to Their Homes.

Four Women of IIi?li Social Position
Find Themselves in Annoying and

Embarrassing1 Positions.

Chicago Evening Journal.
Four women of high social position who

came here last May with foreign exhibits
to be placed in the Woman's Building at
Jackson Park are now., with blighted hopes
and empty pockets, bewailing the fact that
they ever came to Chicago and the world's
Coir.

Responding to alluring Invitations and in
one or two cases, it is said, to urgent re-
quests, extended in behalf of the board of
lady managers, the Countess Salazar, of
Naples, Italy; JIme. Magnusson, of Iceland,
and Mme. Korany. of Syria, came' to Chi-
cago with exhibits of the work of women
of their respective countries. The letters
they had received and whlcH they still
have in their possession stimulated enthus-
iastic hopes of the successes they would
achieve through the assistance which was
freely promised them. .Their reception to
boin with was disappointing as it was In
every instance the reverse of cordial. No
one welcomed them. Although they came
because especially Invited to do , so, no
provision whatever had been made for their
entertainment. There was not even so
much as a single person who took the
trouble to advise them as to a stooping
place. Even the placing of the exhibits
which they had secured and brought hereat great expense and labor was not only
not made easy, but, on the contrary, ren-
dered extremely dlillcult and unsatisfac-tory. The women of the board were busy
looking1 after their own concerns, and had
no time to make good promises made in the
early Hush of enterprise wher it seemed
likely that the Woman's Building would be
an mpty honor for lack of any thing of
especial interest to put into it. It was every
one for herself in a sort of grand scrabble,
and, of course, these gentle foreigners were
at a. disadvantage.

Thus it transpires that the three women
representatives of Italy, Iceland and Syria
are wishing with all their hearts that they
were many thousands of milea away. They
are. however, without the means to com-
pass their wishes, and the board of lady
managers, with everything else under the
sun to look after, and having apparently
nothing more to gain, do not consider the
distress of these strangers in anyway
their affair.

Although because of an unfortunate mar-
riage the Countess Salazar, who has a large
family of children to consider, is un-
fortunately situated financially, there is not
a woman in all Italy, it is said, of better
social position. Her father founded the
great Industrial Art Museum at Naples.
He was a most public-spirite- d nobleman
and devoted much of his life to bettering
the conditions of his countrymen. The
Countess, who has interested herself In the
work begun by her father, stands for the
modern renaissance of Italian art indus-
tries. She is commissioned by the Italian
government to look into the industries of
American women, and is a most scholarly
and charming woman. She had no thought
of coming to the world's fair, she says,
until she received letters from Mrs. Trout-ma- n,

of New York, vice president of the
t'oard of lady managers, and others in au-
thority assuring her that they would do all
in th?r power to assist her in making her
exhibit profitable. None of these promises,
she declares, was fulfilled. Being unadvised
as to a place to live she was obliged to go;
io a noiei wnero prices wtif nawsu ul
moderate. She kept on hoping for some
assistance which would enablo her to make
at lea:--t some sales, and so remained until
ner menna were exhausted.

Having given of her time and talent to
make the Woman's Euilding a success, she
thought that she would be sustained by
these whom she had aided In a series of
lectures, and in this way she would be
able to recoup herself; but in this she was
also disappointed. Thofe she had served
turned their backs on her at every point,
and. with a mortgage of' $0,000 on her cestle
which mu&t be paid in a few months, she
finds herself wdthout sufficient funda to re-
turn to her home.

CAME FROM FAR, ICELAND.
A quaint ' little figure at the various

woild's fair gatherings lias been Madam
Magnusson. of Iceland, w ith her high gold-crown- ed

cap and odd, picturesque cos-
tume. Hers was a ftrange little exhibit,
especially suited to a mus2um, but withal
of exceptional Interest. She came here with
a thousand dollars and her exhibit, hoping
to make enough out of the sale of what
she had brought to realize hrr lrng-cher-ish- ed

dream of establishing a girls' school
In Iceland. For a good many years her
home has been in England, her husband
being a professor in Cambridge Cnlversity,
and, by the way, is associated with Wil-
liam Morris, the poet, in his literary work.
Each season Madam Magnusson goes to
her native island, and for several months
conducts a schools for girls, which she has
always expected to make a permanent in-
stitution.

I alto others, JIme. Magnusson was led to
believe that she would be assisted in dis-
posing of her exhibit if she came here. In-
stead of this assistance the exhibit was
so placed that It was practically concealed
and received no attention. May Wright
rtewall and Dr. Sarah Hackett Stevenson
Interested themselves In her behalf and

She says that because of
tnis she was virtually ostracised by those
in power, and she also 13 In distress.

The other woman who wishes she had
never heard of the world's fair is Mme.
Sorabjil. a high caste Indian woman, who
wa?. by misrepresentation, it is alleged,
inveigled Into coming hero; not, however,
by any one connected with the b.ard of
lady managers. Not only 'does this poor
woman lack funds to get back to her native
land, but she has lost caste by coming here,
which is the worst of all losses to one of
her religion.

Several society women have been trying
to devlso some way of assisting these
women to fundi to enable them to get to
their homes, but the women othcially con-
nected with the world's fair do not interest
themselves in tho matter. One lady said
in speaking of the matter to-da- y: "I will
do all in my power to aid these women, not
onlv because I pity them wdth all my heart,
but also becav.se I consider it a stigmr. upon
the women of thi3 country that they should
be unassisted under the circumstances. I
really do wot see what the board of lady
managers are thinking of. These women
have Influence if they haven't money, and
the bonrd cannot afford to meet the criti-
cism that their inexcusable indifference In
a matter of this kind is certain to bring
down upon them abroad."

Andrew Carnccrio Says They Are Bene-
factors in National Prosperity.

Andre v.- - Carnegie was the guest of honor,
Monday night, at the dinner of the Congre-
gational Club, In New York. He had been
invited to talk on the theme "The Obliga-
tions of Wealth," and 22 ladles and gentle-mr- n

were rresent to hear him. Mr. Car-
negie war. the Mrst speaker to discuss the
subject of the evening, and was introduced
by President Marples as "the king of com-
merce, a.nd probably the largest employer of
labor in this or any other land." Mr. Car-
negie said, in part:

"In speaking of wealth and Its obligations
I'vish to say something in extenuation of
that sometimes much-criticis- ed and some-
times much-abuse- d being, the millionaire. I
don't think that we are calle 1 upon to look
further ahead than the needs of our own
generation. What concerns us most Is the
condition of to-da- y, and it is thl3 condition
that produces millionaires.

"For instance. Pell invented the telephone,
and he to-da- y is a millionaire. Cunard built
r. steamship, and he to-da- y is worth mil-
lions. In Chicago there was a merchant who
began to sll dry goods. His business, owing
to Ins skill of direction, steadily increased,
and he to-d- ay la on of the greit million-
aires of the West. The presence of the mil-
lionaire i. a bench to the communit3"!jok ?t the countries that are without
millionaires. Take India, where there arc
no millionaires excer.t the Indian Prince,
and there is no country In the East where
the mass of people are In such poor condi-
tion. In Russia, where there are no mil-
lionaires except those that have been made

by the inheritance of royal wealth, the
condition of the people has excited the
criticisms of the world. In Germany,
where thre .were two millionaires-- , but
whore there is now but one, and in France,
where yu can ootint the millionaires on
your hands, the condition of the great mays
of inhabitant1.: ii an unfavorable contrast
to that of England. .

"England, which has great millionaires,
produces a race of working people whose
condition and surroundings are immensely
. nnorior to thc?e of any other country in
Europe, ard who-'- f - political rights are
clearly defined and more thoroughly re-
spected. In this country the condition of
the workingmen Is so far better than in
zv.y other civilized country, that the Ameri-
can workln:rman is able really to waste

I say waste what would serve? to keep a
workingman in Germany or France.

"The millionaire Is really n product of the
prosperity of the masses, lie is the legiti-
mate outgrowth of their material advance-
ment. "Ve have millionaires here because
the masses are prosperous. They know
something of luxury. If anyone Is agitated
alout what he fancies is an undue number
if millionaires in. thH country, I will ask
such a one to ston and" think, wdiat does
th inU'onalre get?

"I make the statement as a fact, th.t.
be a millionaire ever so miserly and selfish,
it is not possible for him to divert his
wealth from enterprises that contribute to
the prosperity cf the country. His vety
Passion to multiply his riches of necessity
enhances the prosperity of the nation.

"It is a fact undenled that that man who
recently died, and who at his death ranked
as the rirhest man of the country, had
every cent of his vast fortune, ex-vpti- ng

tr.at which was necessary ta sup-
port liiriiself and his family, invested an i
nt work night and day in the development
of the vast railroad systems of this coun-
try.

"We come now to an estimate of what is
the proper t:re of wealth. We know that
men use wealth in three ways: First,
they hoard It. Th truth that can be said,
and the only truth of tbis class. Is that
thov don't own their millions at all. Their
millions own them. There r. another use
of mcr.ev cquallv br.d by those who hoard
it, and 'that is the bequeathing of it en
inave to their chiMrcn. an 1 thereby duri-
ng thrse children, for the almighty dollar
Is a curse when left in this way to the
chiMrcn of the rich. There is another cls
of the money hoarder, who repents his fcl-I- v

upon his deathbed and leaves part of
what h h-i- s hoarded to charity. I say
there is no grace in any such gift of
money. The man who dies thus dies dis-
graced.

"I believe that the obligation that rests on
every millionaire is to guard his surplus
wealth as a Facred trust, which Is glvn
him. in order that he nny use it to el?vate
and improve the condition of his f?i low-ma- n.

I believe that mch a man should not
pay' much attention to what T call the sub-mre- ed

tmih of the population, the rotten
apples of the social orchard, degraded by
Intemperance and rendered worthless by
vice. Wo should shelter, feed and isolate
them. .

"In fulfilling his trust the millionaire
should take the poor, honest, independent,
industrious and patriotic mechanic by the
hand and lead him to the ladder cf ad-
vancement. It Is hls class nf honest
workingmen that the millionaire should
strie to raise. He who gives money to the
beggar who does not work uses his money
In 'a way that tends o increase crime an J
pauperism; and the millionaire who gives
thus unwisely is the most injurious member
of the community."
