Cheeks Sent to County Treasurer
Holt Are Strangely Missing.

A Scheme of the State Democratic Com-

mittee to Oust Postmaster Thomp-
son Looms Up on the Horizon.

Checks aggregating or more, mailed
to County Treasurer Holt, have been lost,
and a strong effort Is now being made to
locate them. The parties sending these
checks to Mr. Holt are Fahnley & Mc-Cre- a,

C. E. Thornton, H. If. Bevlile, D. B.
Shldeler and William Krauss. The check
sent by Fahnley & McCrea alone amounts
to more than $2,000. None of these checks
has been presented to the banks for pay-
ment, and It Is evident that they have been
rr.l?lald somewhere. The county treasurer
thinks the checks have been mislaid In the
postofllce, but It is more probable that they
are lying somewhere in a bunch of mall or
In a drawer in the treasurer's office.

On the day the taxes became delinquent
there was an immense rush at the treasur-
er's office, and the quantity of mall received
was enormous. Several thousands of let-
ters were received at this time, and It would
have been impossible for the force in the
treasurer's, office to have opened them at
the time and to have attended their duties
at the counter.

Postmaster Thompson shows that it would
have been almost Impossible for the letters
to have been mislaid In the postofflce If
they were plainly addressed to the county
treasurer, and he thinks the treasurer will
find the letters in a drawer somewhere
about his office If he Investigates. As the
letters are not registered there is no record
In the postofflce of their receipt or delivery.
Had the letters been stolen, which Is high-
ly Improbable, the checks would have been
presented at the banks. The publicity to
the matter will, of course, prevent any of
them from being negotiable now. When
the senders received no receipt from Mr.
Holt they be?ran to make Inquiries.

Mr. Holt claims that he sent a batch of
receipts to Henry Albertt.hart on Nov. 8,

but that the postofflce returned the letter
on Nov. 22. He says Albertshart has lived
here many years, has been employed at
the postofflce, and there U no excuse for
the nondeliverance of the letter. Inquiry at
the postofflce showed that Albertshart had
left instructions to have none of his mall
delivered at the courthouse, where he Is
employed, and that the carrier who car-
ries In the district where Albertsharfs resi-
dence is was off on his furlough at the time.
The substitute was probablv unable to find
the residence address, as Albertsharfs mail
had before been delivered at the courthouse.

"The fact of it is," said Postmaster
Thompson last night, "these fellows are
wild with Indignation over the dilatory
action of Cleveland in the postofflce affairs
here, and they are almost desperate.

Her Career as a Society Belle at the Na-

tional Capital, and Her Many
Ifatrmonial Ventures.

NEW YORK, Nov. 2 L While the audi-
ence in the Academy of Music waited until
nearly a quarter of 9 o'clock, last night,
for the curtain to be .rung up on the first
act of "In Old Kentucky," Mis3 Bettlna
Girard, who plays the leading woman's
part In the piece, lay almost at death's
door In her room In the Gedney House from
an overdose of chloral. During this wait
at the theater Mis3 Laura Burt was hur-
riedly dressing to replace Miss Girard, who,
according to a rumor which quickly spread
to uptown theatrical resorts, had attempted
to commit suicide. The actress herself sub-
sequently admitted having taken the drug,
but, while she did not say that she had
intended to end her life, she expressed re-,gr- et

that a doctor had been sent for, giv-
ing as the cause of her weariness of this
world her latest matrimonial venture with
actor Harrison J. 'Wolfe. Miss Girard, In
some respects, is one of the best known
actresses on the stage. In fact, her career
Is too well known for the peace of the re-

spectable members of her family. The play
In which Miss Girard appears, "In Uid Ken-
tucky," has a conventional dot In which
virtue and true love triumph over villainy
and vice, and the character In which she
appears is that of an innocent mountain
girl who does all sorts of brave things and
sacrifices much for the one man she truly
loves. Yet "Miss" Girard has been married
for no one seems to know how many times,

More Than Two-Tiiirt- l3 of the Farms
Are Held Without Incumbrance.

American Agriculturist.
"Xir.e-tenth- s of our farms are mortgaged

for all they are worth." This statement
has been made so often that the general
impression among all classes of people is
that it represents the facts. Nothing could !

be further from the real truth. But not
until the census of farms, homes and mcrt-gag-es

was taken. In 1SC0, was It possible to
get at the truth on this subject. These re-

turns are now sufficiently compiled to war-
rant the following startling statements.
Three-quarte- rs of all the farms in the
United States are owned free of Incum-

brance Only one-four- th of the total num-

ber of farms in the United States are mort-
gaged. Or, to express it more specifically,
out of every hundred American farms more
than seventy are fully paid for and less
than thirty are mortgaged- - The average
mortgage represents only one-thir- d the val-

ue of the farm upon which It is secured.
The total amount of farm mortgages In the
whole country Is hardly one-ten- th the total
value of all our farms. In 1SS0 nearly one-fif- th

of the mortgage indebtedness rested
on farms; but In IXh) farm mortgages rep-

resented only one-seven- th of the country's
Indebtedness on real estate. Out of every
one hundred families on American farms In
1S00, forty-seve- n owned their farms free of
mortgage, twenty owned but with Incum-

brance and thirty-tw- o hired the farms they
lived on and worked. Of those who culti-
vated their own farms 70 per cent, owned
without Incumbrance, and only 2) per cent,
had mortgages. Of the farms occupied by
tenants less than 10 per cent, were incum-
bered. Four-fifth- s of the amount of debt on
farms and homes were incurred for the
commendable purpose of buying and im-

proving the property, and a like proportion
of the numbers of farms and homes were
mortgaged fcr the same purpose.

The total real estate mortgage debt that
existed in the United States In 1SS0 is esti-
mated at two and one-ha- lf billions of dol-

lars, equally divided between lots and acre
tracts. In iS90 the total amount of such in-

cumbrance had more than domded, but
only 34 per cent, of it was on acro3 and bb

per "t'lt. on urban property. The tol
mortf'-e- s on actual farms were about Ave
hundred and twenty-fiv- e millions of dollars
In lb8), and ten years later was about eight
hundred and seventy-liv- e millions, an In-

crease of three hundred and fifty millions
of dollars In the decade. During these ten
years no less than GUO.O'j n--w farms were
created at the West and South. If only one-ha- lf

of them carried the average size mort-
gage this would readily account for the in-

crease in the total debt on farms. Mort-
gages on other acre tracts than farms i roper
were In 1SW about n.lto.cOvt.tM). or an in-

crease of JO.000.000 during the decade. The
mortgages on lots, that Is. on city and town
property, amounted to $l.,0u0.O00 at the
opening of the ninth decaue, but in 1SD0 were
estimated at nearly ?4.000.0W.M. or an in-

crease of over J2.7O0.00O.OO0 during the ten
years. The total mortgage indebtedness
in June, 1SLK, Is estimated to have been
some '..0o0.tf.J.W0. as against $2.3n0.00O.CH) m
133. an increase of $3.&fW.ni,(wO. These
figures look large, but show that the total
indebtedness on all real estate in the United
States is only about $l'2 per capita. Add to
this the per capita amount represented by
the public debts of the United States $H.6i),
of States and Territories (J.56) and of coun-
ties (2.27 a total of $20.40. and It appears
that the total public debt and all real estate
mortgages in the United States amount to
only $112 per capita. In other words. In
June. ltM. the sum of J112 from each man.
woman and child in the United States would
have paid all the mortgages in the country
and also all the national. State and couutv
debts. In France the national debt alone
exceeds $115 per capita. England's national
debt is nearly S30 a head, while the public
debts in the other Australian colonies are
$T) for each inhabitant. There are good
reasons for believing also that mortgages
in Kngland. France. Germany and Austra-
lia vastly exceed the American average of
$I2 per c iplta.

The official figures for thirty-thre- e states,
upon which the foregoing statements are
based, were prepared for the American
Agriculturist by George K. llalmes. special
agent in charge of the division of farms,
homes and mortgages of the eleventh cen-

sus, and are given in full In the December
Issue of that maprazine, in connection with
Mr. Myrick's article. Another interesting
fact is that the number of families is prac-
tically one to a farm in mo?t States, but
for twentv-tw- o States these farm families
comprise S." per cent, of the total number
of families. In this group of States only
one-four-th of the farms were occupied by
tenants in 1SS), whereas now nearly one-thi- rd

of the farm families are tenants a
gain in the wrong direction.

Certain it is that enough has been set
forth herein most of it for the first time--to

demonstrate that the facts about farm
mortgages have been grossly distorted nnd
exaggerated. The indications now are that
the final figures will show that over two-tnir- ds

of our 4.500,000 of farms are owned
free of debt, and that all the mortgages
on actual farms In the whole United States
to-d- ay do not exceed the value of one
year's hay crop. The whole truth will be
Known when the census is completed, but
enough is now done to Indicate that the
final result will differ from the above con-

clusion? in amount rather than In propor-
tion. A revulsion in public, sentiment favor-
able to agriculture should follow a wide-
spread discussion of these facts.

GEN. RUSK'S FUNERAL

ManyWell Known Present, Includ-
ing Ex-Presid-

ent Harrison.

Remains of the Soldier-Statesma- n In-

terred at Viroqna After Simple Ex-

ercises at tlie Church.

VIROQUA, Wis.. Nov. 24.- -A great gath-
ering of people to-d- ay bared their heads
to a brisk, cold wind that blew steadily
from the west while the last earthly trib-
ute was paid to Jeremiah M. Rusk, or,

and late Sec-
retary of Agriculture under President Tlar-rlso-n.

The nt, who was very
fond of General Rusk, Journeyed from In-
dianapolis to this little village in north-
western Wisconsin, three hundred miles
northwest of Milwaukee, and followed the
remains to their last resting place, walking
with the family as one of the chief mourn-
ers. The obsequies were a fitting finale of
the simple life of Wisconsin's great com-
moner, the most picturesque character the
State has ever produced.

The bitterly cold weather did not prevent
the people of the entire surrounding country
from attending the funeral, and many thou-
sands of strangers were present, large del-
egations coming from the most distant parts
of the Northwest. Three heavy special
trains arrived during the day, the firbt
coming from Lacrosse. The second brought
Governor Peck, the judges of the Supreme
Court and a large number of other promi-
nent people from Madison, where General
Rusk spent seven yars as Governor and
a great deal of his time In other capacities
before and since. The third and largest
special came from Chicago and Milwaukee,
bringing several hundred notable people,
Including ex-Presid- Harrison,

Miller, Captain Meredith, ex-Pub- lic

Printer; Edward Willetts, Assistant
Secretary of Agriculture; Senators Philetus
Sawyer and John C. Spooner, ex-Go- v. "NV.

D. Hoard, Gen. Lucius Fairchild, Henry C.
Payne and a large delegation of the Loyal
L,exion and Masonic fraternities.

The funeral arrangements were In accord-
ance with the wishes of General Rusk. A
private and Impressive ceremony was Jield
wite yesterday afternoon at the residence, a
modest frame farm house, a mile from the
town. Reverend George Muzum, of the
Methodist Church, olhciated, the widow,
the children and a small number of rela-
tives and close friends being present. Then
the remains, resting in a handsome, but
plain cedar casket, draped with the Amer-
ican flag, and fairly buried under floral em-
blem, waq conveyed to the little Methodist
Church in town, members of the Masonic
fraternity, In whjcii. Genpral Husk stoxl
very high, acting a flstoct of honor. At
the church a delecatlon from Alexander
Lowry Post, G. A. R., all associates of the
dead soldier, stood guard while the remains
were lying in state all rlcht and the whole
of the day until the time of burial. The
little church holds cibout people, and a
continuous stream passed by the bier from
last niKht until the last moment to-da- y.

There were many affecting scents as old
veterans limped by to get a farewell look
at the familiar face, in many Instances
weeping and audibly expressing their grief
and sorrow.

General Rusk was a man of wonderful
popularity with the rmsses, and evidences
of the most genuine grief were to be seen
on all sides. He looked a very giant in his
coffin, with his long white hair and flowing
snowy beard, the face showing little or no
emaciation from his long and painful Illness.
The casket was incased In t-- burglar-proo-f
steel ca.se, which was closed shortly tefore
the burial.

The little town showed every evidence of
the great los its people had sustained in
General Rusk's death. Flags were at half-ma- st

and public buildings and factories and
nearly all the stores were draped in crepe,
and black and white bunting fluttered on
all sides. Business was entirely suspended,
and the citizens hospitably offered enter-
tainment to the thousands of strangers who
had come to join with them in the last
honors.

Immediately upon the arrival of the pres-
idential special Mr. Harrison and party
were driven to the Rusk home, where they
personally offered condolence to th? mem-
bers of the stricken household. Then they
visited the church, occupying the seats re-
served for the family and the distinguished
strangers. An Immense crowd gathered
around the little church, many of them
standing in the deep snow with bared heads
during the service, despite the intense coid
weather.

The floral offerings were; very numerous
and beautiful, and raine from al! parts of
the country. A number of large designs
were from General Rusk's ofhcial associ-
ates at Washington, from Har-
rison and family, from fellow-membe- rs of
the Cabinet, the Loyal Legion and the Ma-
son.

The public services were of an extempore
character, and were conducted by Rev. Mr.
Xuzum, of the Methodist Church, nnd Prof.
S. D. Butler, a warm personal friend of
General Rusk. Prof. Butlar was for many
years with the Wisconsin University, and
was previously a Congregational minister.
He was eighty years of age to-da- y, and
made a feeling address, a last sad tribute to
his lifelong friend. Shortly before his d?ath
General Rusk asked his wlC to send for
Prof. Butler to help bury him. A choir
rendered a number of favorite selections,
and there vers one or two solos. The re-
ligious service were followed by the
reading of the beautiful burial ser-
vice of tho Masonic Blue Lodge,
by TZ. II. Renzenberg. commander
of Wisconsin Commandery. Th2 little
church was effectively draped. There was
a large portrait of General Rusk back cf
the altar, framed, hi crepe, and a large
silk flag draped the altar the favorite "Old
Glory" so affectionately referred to by the
General in one of hia recent public ad-
dresses.

Immediately following the Impressive
service the funeral procession formed. It
was head 2d by an 'escort of Knights Tem-
plars, from Robert McCoy Commandery,
Madison, of which the General was a mem-
ber. Then came the honorary pallbearers.
The acting pallbearers came next, then the
funeral car with four black horses. Imme-
diately following the carriages containing
the family came the carriage occupied bv
ex-Pre?id- Harrison and Col. Henry Cas-so- n,

the General's private secretary- - Then
Governor Peck and staff, the 'Masonic
bodies, the military order of the Loyal Le-
gion, the G. A. R., the Odd Fellows, ana
neighbors and visiting friends. The proces-
sion was over a mile long. At the grave
the Masonic service was read by the most
worshipful master of Labelle Lod;?e, Xo.
SI. the home lodge of which tha Generalwas a member. Then the military salutewas fired and ths scene hi the eventful ca-
reer of General Rusk was at an end.

after the burial they entered carriages
and were driven to the residence, wht-r-e

they will remain until morning. The spe-
cial car will be attached to the regular
Cidcago train Saturday forenoon, reaemng
that city in the afternoon, and will go on to
lrdlana noils.
