Harry Crawford's Brief.

In the United States Court, Edward
Hawkins, receiver of the Indianapolis Na-
tional Bank, yesterday, filed suit against
the stockholders of the institution for the
following amounts: Schuyler Colfax, $12,500;

Pauw, $3,000; Theodore P. Haughey, $45,000;
Harvey Sattenvhite, $7,500; Harriet E. Sat-terwhi- te,

$2,000; James H. Woodburn, $3,000.
In his petition to the court the receiver sets
forth the fact that, on Aug. 3, he took pos-
session of the assets of the insolvent bank
and is now, under the direction of the Con-

troller of the Currency, administering said
trust. The complaint alleges that the capi-
tal stock of said bank consisted of three
hundred shares of stock and that the as-

sets are insufficient to pay the indebtedness
thereof; that on Oct. 23 the Controller de-

cided that an assessment upon the capital
stock was necessary for that purpose and
in order to pay the liabilities of said bank-
ing association made an assessment upon
all the shares of the capital stock of 100 per
cent. It was ordered that the stockholders
pay the same before Nov. 25, and of which
the defendants had due notice.

Secretary of State Myers Says lie
Has Some Discretionary Powers.

Acting on His Own Responsibility in the
Roby Matter 3Ir. Smith on tho

Duties of Auditor of State.

And now comes the Secretary of State,
Capt. W. Tt. Myers, and, complaining of
the Journal, the Attorney-genera- l, the
Governor and the public generally for tho
position in which he has been placed un-
wittingly in the Roby squabble, and says:
"I am the Secretary of State, and I'll be
confounded If I propose to be considered a
novice In this, or any other matter. I am
of the opinion, with all due respect to the
opinion of the Attorney-genera- l, that I oc-

cupy a position, and not merely a place, in
the estimation of the people of this State,
and I don't propose to be 'played horse
with. I do not understand that my office 13

purely ministerial, and I certainly do have
a right to question any article brought
here for filing, as to the capital stock under
which any associators proiose to file, in jus-
tice to the Interests of the State. Of course,
my office Is a source of revenue to the
State, and no matter whether the Roby
people file under a J1.200 capital stock or a
$12,000 capital stock I get $1.20 out of it as
my fee just the same. I think by virtue of
my disinterestedness. If nothing els?, I
should have some say in the matter as to
whether a corporation should be made to
certify whether the amount of capital stock
named in Its articles Is correct or not.

Early yesterday evening Tomlinson Hall
was lighted and the floor cleared for an-
other of the disgraceful masked balls that
have, from time to time been given in ihrX
hall. It was but a few hours till the time-honor-ed

air, "After the Ball' was heard
on every side, and the song had a peculiar
significance at the time. The graphic ac-
count of the "Ideal" ball of last Thursday
night, published in tho Journal Sunday,
morning, had given warning of the char
acter and sinful tendencies of these balla
and Superintendent Powell visited the ball
in person last night to see that the bounds,
of propriety were not overstepped. Ia
speaking of tho affair last night he saidt

This is my first experience in a ball ofi
this kind. The character of these balls hav-
ing been brought to my notice I intend td
see that a repetition of them is not pcrV
mitted." In addition to Superintendent
Powell there were present la the hall
last night detectives Dougherty, McGuIT,
Wilson and Chief Splann. The patrolmen oil
the district, and Sergeant Lowe were also
in the hall a portion of the time, and tha
presence of the ofllcers had a very salu
tarj' effect. The man In the ticket cilice sell
tickets to all comers w ho had the necessary
price of admission "and the man at the door
passed all males with tickets and all of tha
other sex who applied for admission. From
the outstart the omcers began to eject from
the hall all women of questionable charac-
ter. This was done quietly and without
demonstration, but not without being ob-

served by those present, and the word was
passed around that any person found as-
sociating with women of ill repute .would
be promptly arrested. Before half past 9
o'clock the ofllcers had, in spite of their
masks, recognized several of the demi mond
and required theni to leave the hall, ani
others learning of this left voluntarily with-
out disclosing their identity.

From 9:30 o'clock on there was a steady
drain from the hall, and at the end of every
dance several couples would leave. Tha
thinning out of the crowd was very notice-
able, and as the oflicers were seen circu-
lating about the hall It wa3 supposed that
the departures were due to their orders.
This was the case, however, in but few in-
stances. The oiliccrs were simply proent
to see that improper characters, when
known, were not allowed to associate with
and contaminate the Innocent young girls
who attended the ball, and whose ignorance
prevented their seeing what was very ap-Xar- ent

to older and nvjre experienced
persons. The drain was so continual that
by 10:20 o'clock there were not more thantwenty couples in the hall, and the man-
agers of tho ball ordered the musicians to
play "Home, Sweet Home," and tho ball
was dismissed.

At the conclusion Superintendent Powell
said no order had been given the police
closing the ball, but added that in the
future the strictest surveillance would be
ki.pt over this class of balls, and the polica
would do their whole duty and make arrest
wherever any of the State or city laws wer
violated. He was astounded at the charac-
ter of the ball.

Occupying ' a front seat in the gallery1
were two women who sat epart from an
others in the gallery", and viewed the scena
that was presents by the gaily, and lasome instances scimtily, attired girls whirl-
ing upon the lloor below. The women wera
from two families of prominence In the city,
and wtre present for the purpose of seeing
Just what transpired at one of these balls,
with a view of arriving at some plan oc
preventing their continuance. The women
were two who have taken considerable in-
terest in all plans for saving young girls
from lives of shame, and last-nigh- t vk-weo- l

one of the greatest factors in leading girls
to such lives, their attention hiving been
called to these balls by the publication in
the Journal.

The ball last night was given by seven
young men, most any of whom can be soen
upon the streets as late as midnight any
nisht, and who were frequenters of gam-
bling houses UTjder the vHe-opc- n policy
recently pursued. It was advertised to ba
for the benetit of William Heed, the mur-
derer of special olllcer larker. who was
killed by Ret I after his return from a ba!l
in the Kast One of the managers of
the dance said they had Eiicecedei In clearlngi, which would be devoted to a de-
fense of Iteed.

IlcntlnK of the Hall.
The renting of Tomlinson Hall by tha

controller for masked balls over which tha
police are compelled to keep a surevillanca
has caused some comment. It is due to tha
controller to say that he is not responsibla
for this, as representations are made to
him that the ball will bo respectable, an!
be has no way of knowing In advance that
it will not be. Halls ore frequently given
by unions and other organizations, and tho
controller has no way of knowing th class
of persons that will patronize any particular
ball.

TrltMl to Kill llli Wife.

ed wife murder. Hattlh assaulted his wlfer
at their home on Bright street, two months
ago, with a kidfe, anJ cut her badly. It
was thought she would die, but she finally
recovered, and the murderous husband left
the city before he could be captured.

TWO MORE SUICIDES

Unknown Man Jumps Into the
Kiver at Washington Street.

Probably from Cincinnati Charles
Loner, Kecently Out of the Penitentiarj

Dies from a Dose of Morphine.

An unknown man Jumped from the Washing-

ton-street bridge over White river short-
ly after noon yesterday and was drowned
in the water below. The unfortunate un-
doubtedly contemplated suicide when he
coolly climbed upon the railing and for an
instant looked below. Without a word he
dropped off and after whirling about a
moment sank beneath the surface. The
driver of. a cart watched the fatal leap and
hastily telephoned for assistance. A half
hour later the body was recovered by boat-
men and taken to the Kregelo & Whltsett
morgue. The coroner viewed the remains,
but failed to have them identified. The
dead man is apparently about twenty-fiv- e

years old, of dark complexion and weighed
about 165 ixjunds. He was five feet, eight
inches tall and ordinarily dressed. He wore
a black derby hat, double-breaste-d sack
coat of blue chinchilla and a pair of striped
pantaloons and plaid flannel shirt. He wore
congress gaiter shoes. There was nothing
to be found on the body that would lead to
Identification except a small gold ring en-
graved on the Inside with the words, "From
Tom to Addle." The hat bore the trade
mark of Medsker. a Cincinnati h?.ticr.
Late yesterday evening the body was seen
by Thomas Wren, an employe of the I., D.
& S. ,cht works, who sant that the mail was
John W. Wilkle. The coroner s?nt for Mrs.
Wilkle. who lives on Gelsenlorff street. She
examined the remains ana, said that they
were net those of hr husband. The coroner
hopes to locate the victim's friends through
the description given.

and that is the rapid-trans- it quo&tion. With
the completion of the Kentucky-avenu- e line
the suburb will have entirely the electric
system. It was expected that this line
would have been completed yesterday, but
the bad weather has delayed the necessary-wor-k

on tne river bridge. As soon as the
Improvements at this point are made the
line will be ready for use. A Jollification
meeting was to have been held at Spencer
Hall last night over the completion of this
new. line, but the failure of its completion
and th nonappearance of a band dis-
pelled the meeting.

Hut mil' objection Is made over the stock-
yards line. The street-ca- r company laid but
one track on the Morris-stre- et bridge,
claiming that the bridsre was weak and
would not bear more than one ear. This
track is on the north ide. nd many timescars and vehicles meet on the bridge. The
street-ca- r men have always refused to re-
cede, consequently those In the wagons and
other vehicles are obliged to Lack out some-
times a distance of a hundred feet or more.
The county has built another abutment
under the south half of the bridge, and the
citizens are cbdmlng that the bridge U per-
fectly safe for two tracks now. If the com-
pany persists in using only one tra k.
trouble is expected from several other than
cool mindii.
