Rules to Govern Professional and Semi-
Professional Riding.

CLEVELAND, O., Nov. 21.—The League
of American Wheelmen racing board here
to-day degided that horse assistance In
record riding is unnaturzl, artificial and not
conduclive to the best interest of the sport.
The board's decision was in the form of a
recommendation to the General Assembly,
and It will undoubtedly be adopted by that
body. The board also recommended a
standard of distances for racing and rec-
ords—one-fourth, one-third, one-half, two-
thirds, three-fourths, one mile and upward,
at distances of one mile and not to recog-
nize fractions over a mile. A rule which
was long discussed for the ]);rutv:tiun of
pure amateurs was formulated, and will be
presented to the General Assembly for adop-
tion. It provides for a separate class 1o
be known as class B, in which all semi-
professionals will be compeiled to ride
semi-professional, Including the men who
ride for bicycle manufacturers and those
who recelvo salaries or riding expenses
from some one other than themselves,

STAY-AT-HOME VOTERS

A Statistician’s Seientific Analy-
sis of the Eleetion Returns.

Demoeratie Defeat in 1896—The House
Will Choose—Dissatisfied Voters
Number About 4,000,000,

Washington Special to St. Louls Globe-
Democrat.

A scientific study of election statistics
was the rather unusual subject of Prof.
Frederick C. \ aite’s lecture before the
students of Columbian University. Prof.
Waite is the statistician who did a good
deal of expert work on the census. A year
ago, when the times were just beginning to
pinch, he sajd:

“The total net private Indebtedness of the
American people equaled in 1830 but $6,750,-
000,000; in September, 1852, it amounted to
$19,700,000,000, an increase of $12,000,000,000 in
the short period of twelve years.

“These mute figures tell the tale. Our
manufacturing and mining industries have
been stimulated under the intoxicating in-
fluence of protection, while our farmers
have been compelled to borrow to meet def-
leits, Our land values have bzen bolstered
up by booms and ruthless real-estate spec-
ulation all over the West and South. Rall-
roads have been built to forestall compet-
ftors, to raise the value of land and to
build cities where nona were needed. Bonds
and watered stocks have been ruthlessly
floated for the purpose of wrecking valua-
ble properties until now the liabilities of
the railroad companies equal fully 80 per
cent.,, or $5,000,000,000 more than thelr total
assets."

On the basis of such figuring Professor
Waite predicted the shrinkage which has
since come, To-night, dealing with the
elections of two weeks ago, he said:

“Another ‘tidal wave' of disapproval has
been recorded at the polls. Let us analyze
the returns in the light of sixty years of
election statistics. From my statictical
chart, comparing the political complexion
of elections for twenty vears with those
of forty years previous, you will see that,
during the last twenty years, and also the
twenty years ending with the breaking up
of the Whig party, the Democrats carried
every alternate presidential election, and
i’et were u}'.\'ays c_ig__»l'v_:tlud at the interven-

£ presidential election.

“To the Demccrats 1836 and 1876 brought
victories at the polls; 1810 and 1880 defeats;
1844 and 1884 victories; 1848 and 1538 defeats;
1852 and 1R2 victories. Moreover, you no-
tice that during both periods the Demo-
crats carried every off congressional elsc-
tlon except the one durilng the Mexican

War.
A POLITICAL PENDULUM.

“A year ago In a lecture at Johns Hop-
kins University, having thus pointed out
in detall that the election pendulum swings
the mantle of supremacy from party to
party with mathematical regularity when-
ever there is no great issue between the
political partles, I sald: ‘There is nothing

surprising to the statisticlan in the Cleve-
land vote. The Republican farmers
have not become Democrats., This year |
add that the Democrats have not voted the
Republican ticket, but have merely allowed
the election to go by default.

“Since the Republican vote for Harrison
in 1888 equaled a larger per cent. of the
total number of legal voters in New York
than the greatest Democratic vote ever
polled, it is fair to szsume that of the vo-
ters not aflillated with the lesser partles
one-half are Republicans and the other half
are Democrats. Thereiore, by subtracting
from the Republican half the Republican
vote in 15883, and from the Democratic half
the Democratic vote, we find that 19,000
Republicans and 210,000 Democrats did not
vote, if we assume that those voting cast
their own party ticket with the exception of
say, 5,000 Democrats,

“Mr. Depew, however, claims that 150,000
Democrats voted the Republican ticket. If
80, by deducting that 150,000 Democrats from
the ZI15.000 Democratz who did not vole the
Democratic ticket we have left 65,000, the
number who did not vote at all. The total
number not voting was 400,00, Subtracting
tha 65,000 Democrats we have left 335,000,
the number of Republicans not voting.

“Hence it is in orlder for Mr. Depew to
explain why he thinks that 335,000 Republi-
cans deemed their ticket unworthy of being
voted, while all but 65,000 of the Democrats
marched in solld eclumns to the polls,

“To show that the Republican farmer did
not vote for Cleveland | analvzed the elec-
tion returns, town by town, throughout the
rural districts of New York, and discovered
that the rural vote for Cleveland was even
less in 1882 than in 1888 In every agricultural
county of the Empire State. So great was
the decrease that it more than offset the
Cleveland gains in New York city, Luffalo
and the cities of the Interior. In Ohlo it
was just the same. Clevelund's vote was
less in 3852 than in 1888 in the rural town-
ships of azll the agricultural countles,

THE STAY-AT-HOMES,

“Hence, the only reasonable conelusion is
that Iast year the dissatisiied Republican
farmers and this year these and others dls-
satisfled Republicans and discontented Dem-
ocratic laborers by the hundreds of thou-
sands have jolned the stay-at-home voters,
Last year the stay-at-home vote In Pennsyl-
vania numbered 270,000, this year 530,000:
in New Yeork 200,00 last year, this yvear
400,000; in Virginia 75,000 last wyear, this
year 150,00; ian Chilcago ,060 last year,
this year, 180,000 In Nebraska 40,000 in
1888, this year 120600, It is the stay-at-
home party which has mads such phenome-
enal galns, while, without an Important cx-
ception in any State which has had an
election, there has been a decreasge in the
vote of the Republican, Democratic and all
otlier partiez excepl one,

“The People's party has made Insignifi-
cant galns In some of the States, large
guins in one, and apparent losses in a few
on account of the doing away with fusion,
Maryland has not cast for the Democratic
State candidates such a small per cent,
of her full vote within twenty-live years.
In Pennsylvanula the Democratic party has
not polled such a small vote for half a
century.

“Tne astonishing features of
elections are the same as
vear, when 1,000,000 Republican farmers
siald at home, whiie their Populist breth-
ren cast 1,2,631 votes on the sirength of
visionary promises. Altbough many of
thosa promises have been proven to be
worthy of as little consideration as those
giving utterance to them are worthy of
support, yet the Populists have hLeld thelr
vote remarkably well, even in those States
wihere they were successful Isst year only
becaase of the aid of the Democruats,

“Census and registration statisties dis-
close the fact that the States having elec-
tions this year have furnished their full
qi ota of 6,000,000 =tay-at-home voters., Ful-
lv 4,000,830 of these are utterly
with thelr own party. They and the FPopu-
lists are the two potent and ever-increasing
armles of discontent. Plans are being laid
to unite these f{orces un'ler hanner.
Their utter lack of leaders of ability seems
to be the only obstacie,
