Fulfortrs Brother Talks of the Matter
Warrauts Obtained by the Loii
Distance Telephone Company.

William Martland, another employe of
th3 Long Distance Telephone Company,
Is being shadowed l-- the detectives, and
when caught will be charged with the
fame offense. J. W. Fulford, a brother of
E. D. Fulford, 13 In the city, and Is also con-
nected with the Long Distance company.
Mr. Fulford was seen last night at the
Circle Park Hotel and asked as to the
charges against his brother. He denied
them vigorously, and said:

"My brother simply paid those vouchers.
He did not make them out. His clerk,
Martland, did that part of the work each
day and turned them in to my brother
every night. The. truth of the matter Is, I
doubt if there was any forgery about It or
even any los.i to the company. I think
there is simply some confusion through
the carelessness of clerks. I believe my
brother is thoroughly honest. He has been
with this company for the last seven years
and worked up to his present position from
an ordinary laborer. To show the public
that he has not acted like a guilty man, I
can say that he waited around the Grand
Hotel all last week to see what the com-
pany Intended to do about the alleged
charges. He knew that ho was suspected
because Mr. Moyster, the company's audi-
tor, had been complaining of his accounts.
He remained here until Saturday, and noth-
ing was done. Then he wrote Moyster a
letter telling him that he was going to his
home at Rochester, N. Y., but would come,
back here when he was wanted. The letter
was sent to Moyster at the DenUon Hotel.
I do not understand why It was necessary
to arrest him in Syracuse, because he was
on his way home, and Moyster knew it.My brother is Innocent of this charK. andwill have no trouble in proving himself
clear."

J. W. Fulford will remain In Indianapolis
until tho arrival of tho officer with his
brther, and will then attempt to secure his
release.

IlEQUISITIOV ISSUED.
Chnrge Made In the Affidavit Sar-prif- tc

Anion;? Hi Friends.
The Governor yesterday issued a requisi-

tion on the Governor of New York for Eli-
jah D. Fulford, charged with forgery in
this State, and now held under arrest at
Syracuse. The specific charge upon which
the requisition is granted is the forgery
of a receipt for the board of himself and
W. It. Holland, of Greenlleld, Ind., amount-
ing to upon which he collected the
money from the Long Distance Telephone
Company. The Governor granted the requi
sition on a warrant Issued by Police Judge
Stubbs. Detective Ben Thornton left for
Syracuse' yesterday afternoon to get him.

While in this city Mr. Fulford stopped
at the Grand Hotel, as has been men
tioned, and was known as an unassuming
gentleman, who always paid his bills
promptly and lived very quietly. He was
well liked by everybody, and when his ar-
rest wa.3 made public no one was more
surprised or pained to hear of the dlfH-cul- ty

into which he had fallen than was
Manager Elliott, of the Grand, who had a
very pleasant acquaintance with him as
one of the guests of the hotel, and as such
felt a certain interest in the man. Propri-
etor Taggart, of the Grand, says that Ful-
ford left his address when he left, and sur-
rounded his going with no mysteries.

Manager Frank Samuels, of tho Postal
Telegraph, was another person who felt a
sincere regret that Fulford had become In
volved. Mr. Samuel3 said last night: "I
reported his shooting match with Elliott
last fall one year ago, and knew him as
a genial fellow and a crack shot. I dined
with him at the Grand, where he had agreat lot, perhaps tl,M worth, of fine guns.
He Is a thorough telegraph man and all
that, but when one of these companies get
after a man his name is 'Dennis.' While
he was here this la--st time 1 asked him
to go shooting, but he paid that he hadgotten into trouble, and that it was im
possible for him to go. He said at the time
that he had purchased his own teams in
the construction of the long line to this
city and had charged the company Just the
same rates as they had been in the habit
of paying when teams were hired. The dif-
ficulty he had found in hiring teams was
that often they secured balky horses, and
the work was correspondingly hindered on
that account. He said that the superintend
ent of the company had known about It
thi3 long time, but some who were higher
In authority had found It out, and were
trying to give him trouble, and that he
did not care a d n for all that they could
do."

Mr. Samuels said that Fulford had been
with the Long Distance Telephone Com
pany ever since it was started, and was
way up In the construction service, and
war a smart man; they could afford to
have no other kind of men at the head of
such wcrk. The position occupied by Mr.
Fulford. said Mr. Samuels, was one in
which It was an easy thing for a man to
get into the company for large amounts if
he chose to do so. His men were often
outside of all communication, where the
word of the man in charge had to be taken
for many things. Mr. Fulford had gone
from this city three or four days before
Mr. Samuels knew of his abrence.

He also call3 attention
to the unsightllness of the poles in the
residence districts. He further suggested
that the Citizens Street-railroa- d Company
be required to move their poles from the
center to the sides of the street. He holds
that these poles are a constant menace to
life and limb, and would not be tolerated
in any other community where public wel-
fare counts for anything. He has been in
formed that the company finds it cheaper
to put poles on the sides of the street. The
board did not discuss the communication.

The board ordered the water company to
connect water mains with the following
cisterns and charge the expense to the
city: At the intersection of McCarty and
Illinois, Alabama street and Home avenue,
Gregg and East, Walnut and New Jersey,
High and Wyoming, on the National road
west of the river. The engineer was or-
dered to prepare specifications for a 1,200-barr-el

ch;tern on Floyd street, between
Parker ar.d Pawpaw. Cisterns at Ray and
Tennessee, Meridian and Second, Elizabeth
and Patterson, Washington and California,

CouYicilr.ian Ryan called the board's at-
tention to the condition of sidewalks on
Kentucky avenue, and where they cross
railroad tracks. The street commissioner
was Instructed to investigate and have the
railroads make the necessary changes. The
board informed Secretary Smith, of the
Board of Trade, that it would consider the
matter of new walks on Kentucky avenue,
below Washington street.

The board ordered foot bridges on Cen-

step the boundary of our appropriation.

"Also, direct the placing of the iron bridge
which has been laying in the park for
months to the necessary crossing, with
specifications."

The new ordinance fixing a license tax on
vehicles has been signed by the Mayor.

BEHALF OF HIS RACE

Venerable Fred Douglass Speaks
Eloquently for the Negro.

He Sees Danger in Certain Statesmen's
Solution of the Negro Problem-South- ern

Outrages,

The venerable Fred Douglass, white- -
haired and nearing his seventy-sevent-h

birthday, held. quite a large assemblage of
colored and white people spellbound for two
hours last night at Masonic Hall. Ha stood
erect, hl3 voice was clear, and his argu-
ments were Invincible as he led out on the
conditions of the colored people in the
United States to-da- y. He said that he had
not come upon the platform to make a
showy cpeech; that he had a noble object.
and proposed to give a colored man's views
of the unhappy relations existing between
the colored people and the white people of
the South.

"Wo have had," said he, "the Southern
white man's view of it with startling em-

phasis. We have had the view of the North-
ern white man modified by the best civiliza
tion of the North, but It takes more than
two witnesses to tell the whole truth, es-

pecially where one Is deeply Interested.
Blood Is thicker than water, and you will
pardon mo if my views differ from either
of them. Tho presence of eight million in
this Itepublic, aggrieved, outside of the
government, the sport of mob violence, Is
a menace to the public peace and a shame
to tho whole Nation. Mob violence is in
creasing, and In its spread Is visiting its
vengeance on tho whites both North and
South. It Is no longer local, but national.
It la epidemic, and If allowed to go on will
encourage anarchy In all parts. Crime
breeds crime, and, like tho cholera and
other Infectious diseases, it will find its
way to the most secure abodes of men.
Not a breeze comes from tho late rebel-
lious States to us but that bears with it
the contagion of Southern conditions."

Here followed a description of the hor
rors to which the Southern negro U sub
jected without redressi

"Hut," said he, "Southern mob violence
follows its victims after death, stabs them
and burns them. No opposition is urged to
it It i3 encouraged and lauded to tho skies
in' the public prints. All the presumption
Is against the negro. The pulpit is against
him. It Is only necessary to accuse him of
the merest offenso to a whito woman to
convict him and kUl him. It Is nothing as
to his identity, nothing that he asks time
to establish his innocence, nothing that he
pleads not guilty; ho is hurried to the scaf
fold and executed. His slayers havo means
of Justifying themselves, but the negro is
dead. None can deny the essential truth of
my statement who i3 honest. The charges
as it stand3 strike. at the negro, not as an
individual, but as a class; the whole race
is tried and condemned, and I am hero to
combat the verdict that he 13 a moral mon-
ster. I havo a theory supported by facta.
Negroes have men among them capabla of
committing any crime committed, by any
other class, but I atlirm that they are not
addicted any more to crime than are other
classes. It is hard to prove a negative, es-
pecially when the victim Is dead and can
not speak. My unbelief in this charge is
founded upon what l do know of his char
acter. The testimony of a vicious mob Is
not available. Men who 'lolated tho Con
stitution of the country which they were
sworn to protect, who will cheat the negro
of his vote, are not to be depended upon
where the rights of the negro are called in
question. During the late war, when all
men of the South were away doing battle
and their wives and daughters were left in
the absolute custody of the negro there
was never an accusation brought against
him of this terrible crime for which his race
is condemned to-da- y. And since that time
he could not have so changed. It takes
longer than that for a people to fall. He
had not the time to reach the dpth of this
damnation. No, he is rising and becoming
more and more respectful of the rights of
human nature. Why not bring him in-
to court charged with these crimes?
If tho evidence Is sufficient to
convict him, why not let the character of
the person assailed be subjected to the same
investigation as his own. During the firstyears of the reconstruction, all this time no
such complaints were made against him.
His murderers were then excused on the
ground that he was conspiring against them
to burn their towns and destroy their fam-
ilies, and now we como to the real object
of tho South in subjecting the negro to
such brutalities negro domination and su-
premacy, not the cry of outraged woman-
hood. Nothing could bo better contem-
plated to drive from us all 'sympathy, and
Invite mankind to kill us at sight. This
chfxrge has created against us a tidal wave
of indignation which Is hard to combat. It
Is not, I insist, so much the crime as the
color of tho men whom they allege do it.
There was a time when legalized outrage
of colored women prevailed in tho South,
but the offenders were never visited bv
Jucttce let alone violence. It will be said
that these charges are specific, and that we
have no right to assume that men ' shoot
their fellow-me- n for no reason, but we for-
get that there i3 a corrupted and perverted
human nature among the slave-holdin- g

mcbocrats of the South. Although slavery
has been abolished, its spirit remains. Iam among tho Hst men who can trace their
lives back to tho dungeon of slavery, and
I wear upon my back the scars of the slave
driver's whip. Slavery as an institution
bted universal contempt for the negro. The
dead negro I a common jest. His right to
live is no more sacred than his risht to
vote. I frame no apologies for criminals,nor diil I ever raise a linger In one's be-
half, but I believe that even thev should
have the benefit of legal investigation, androt be condemned by mobs. If this be a
defense for crime, so be it.

"How common it is In art to see the most
exalted of the white race placed in con-
trast with the most degraded of the black.
When in Paris I saw a grand statue ofAlexander Dumas, standing in the bestpart of the city. He was a mulatto. At
the world's fair, which should have been
tho greatest exhibition of human brother-hood, we were excluded because Keutuckv
did not want us, and our presence wouldnave been an innovation on the socialfeature of the exhibition. What an im-
peachment to the almighty God It was!Has h certainly erred in placing 8,000,006
of us here? And now our right of suffrage
is called In question and attacked by someleading statesman. John J. Ingalls andJchn M. Lanj?ton. both of whom nre elo-quent men, and both of whom are oftenwrong, ara in favor of this solution. Theynre both Johns, but I believe neither la aSt. John, and both should be kept at home
as Mr. Ingalls 1, until they repent.

"To disenfranchise the negro would bthe most disgraceful and base surrender ofthe Constitution that can be Imagined.
American people are too gieat to be small!
but the comments which I have- - heard infavor of this movement have been suchthat my belief In the nobility of this Nation
has been shaken. Shall we legalize thatwhich has been partly accomplished by
violence? Shall we give back that whichcost us a half a million graves? The power
to preserve us is at the North. It is there,
ar.d there only, we may look for succor. I
believe that if you want to keep a man out
of the mud it is well to black his boots.
The colozinitlon idea Is another solutionurged. It is full of mischief, and all those
who urge it. if sensible are not sincere, and
If sincera are not sensible. It would cost
more than did the late war. We must rot
be led to look to the impossible for relief.
America is our native land, and we owe as
much to it as any other race. We are
willing and ready to pay that debt, what-
ever it may be."
