defunct American Casualty as can be se-
cured, and the stockholders of that wrecked
concern are the special objects of appeal
by the promoters, the plea being that they
can, by putting up their cash for this new
company, recoup themselves for their losses
by the old. The principal people engaged
In this movement are General Slocum, Col.
Beecher, of Beecher, Schenck & Co., Jas.
W. Nye and Mr. Wiley, late superintendent
of the New York department of the wreck.
The proposition Is to Incorporate the com-
pany under the laws of the State of New
York, with $500,000 capital and $250,0j0 sur-
plus.

Although the showing Is not quite so bad
as in the case of the collapsed American
Casualty Company, the agents of the latter,
Beecher, Schenck & Co., do not seem to
have made an overbrilliant success of their
connection with the management of the
Assurance Lloyds. According to the report
of Mr. W. D. Whiting, the actuary, it seems
that the agents took over 5100.0CO out' of
the Lloyds for expenses this year, up to
Dec. 30, and paid $130,0" 0 In losses out of

In this connection a now phase of the
dealings of this firm in insurance enter-
prises came to light in New York a few
days ago. According to the story told,
Beecher, Schenck & Co., some time ago,
made a determined attempt to get control
of the Fidelity and Casualty Company, with
offices at No. 110 Broadway. It Is said that
Mr. Beecher went to Director George F.
Seward while William M. Rlchard3 was
president of the company, and from Mr.
Seward obtained the names of a number
of stockholders who were willing to part
with their holdings. These stockholders, so
the story ran, were unfriendly to Mr. Sew-
ard's reported aspirations to the presidency
of the . concern, and by enabling Beecher,
Schenck & Co. to get their stock Mr. Sew-
ard was also enabled to get rid of his op-
ponents. But Beecher, Schenck & Co. were
unable to secure shares enough to give them
control of the company, because at the last
moment Mr. Seward declined to furnish
enough stock from his holdings to make
up the deficit between the requisite ma-
jority and the amount secured by Beecher,
Schenck & Co. They, however, succeeded
In securing, at from $200 to $3" per share,
903 shares out of the 2,500 capital stock of
the Fidelity and Casualty Company, but
needed 1.251 to give them the desired con-
trol. In the fight to get control of the com-
pany they were bitterly opposed by Mr.
Seward, both" before and after he became
president of the company. Matters remained
at practically a standstill, and there was
some question as to what had become of
the stock held by Beecher, Schenck & Co.
This question was particularly raise 1 at
the time of the failure of the American
Casualty Company. It now appears that
the securities were hypothecated with a
well-know- n banking house in New York as
collateral for a loan made to Beecher,
Schenck & Co.. and that the latter, just at
the time of the collapse of the American
Casualty Company, rinding that they could
not meet their obligations, relinquished the
stock to the people from whom they ob-
tained the loan, viz., Lathrop, Smith &
Oliphant, of New York.
