His Life Story Is That of a 3Ian of Ster-
ling Worth Hon. James G. Black,

First Prohibition Candidate.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
GREENCASTLK, Ind.. Dec. lS.-- Dr. Alex-

ander Martin, ex-presid- of DePauw Uni-
versity, died here to-d- ay of pleuro-pneumo-nl- a.

after an illness of about one week.
On Thursday, Dec. 7. Dr. Martin went to
Greentleld to officiate at the wedding1 of
two of his former pupils, and while there he
contracted a very severe cold. As soon as
be reached home he was taken sick with
pneumonia and gradually grew worse until
his dsath at 3 o'clock this morning.
He had continued his work as prof?ssor of
mental and moral science until taken ill,
and was forced to take to his bed. He was
about seventy-tw- o years old. The funeral
will take place Monday morning. In the
m?antlme all. exercises at the university
have b?err discontinued.

iDr. Martin was a native of North Britain.
He was born in Nairn, a picturesque old
vilage, in 1812, and received most of
his education at Invergordon, Scotland.
On coming to this country he entered Alle-
ghany College in western Pennsylvania and
graduated with the highest honor of his
class in about one year. He then took
charge of the West Virginia Academy and
continued there until elected professor of
Greek in his alma mater, and this post he
occupied for more than ten years. During
the war he resigned and was stationed
for three years at Fourth-stree- t Church,
Wheeling-- . In charge of the chief Meth-
odist congregation of that city. At the
same time he was president of the
West Virginia branch of the "Christain
Commission," and had charge of the fdck
and wounded in the hospitals from Har-
per's Ferry to the Ohio, and from Maryland
to Kentucky. Many Indiana soldiers' re-

member with gratitude his services and
the ministrations of those connected with
him. At the close of the war he was called
to organize the West Virginia University,
and in less than eiht years raised it in
point of buildings, faculty, collections, stu-
dents an t graduates alongside of the older
colleges of the country. lib; reputation for
having sympathized with the Union cause
made his dismissal inevitable when the
Southern element, became predominant In
thf directory.

"Thence he was called to the presidency
of Indiana Asbury University. His advent
here seems to have been a particularly
fortunate one at that Juncture. He came
a stranger, though warmly recommended
by Iishops Janes, Foster and Cowman,
and by others who knew him as a teacher,
scholar and executive ofllcer. He had
served with them as chairman of the
commute on "foreign correspond-
ence," in the General Conference at
Chicago, and as chairman of the committee
on "education" at Brooklyn. The Methodist
Church is mainly Indebted to him for the
organization of its Educational Society.
From the first he presided over the desti-
nies of Asbury University with a stern, un-
yielding control that was ever highly com-
mended bv the directors, but was never
popular with the students. It perhaps need-
ed just such a man to maintain the high
moral standard that Indiana Methodists
demanded for their State institution. He
was rigid In his ideas as to what standard
the curriculum should be maintained at,
and when a graduate once had his diploma
delivered to him in the well-rernember- ed

end impressive manner that Dr. Martin
employed in his Iatln address, it was an
honor to be proud of and never forgotten.
Dr. Martin took hold of the univer-
sity as president In 1ST. having
taken the mental science chair the
year previous. From they until he
presided over the destiniefe of the institu-
tion. At that time he resigned voluntarily
to give way to a younger man In J. P. D.
John, still retaining his chair In mental
and moral science. To him is largely due
the credit for interesting the late Wash-
ington C. DePauw in Asbury, which re-
sulted in a munificent endowment and the
change of name. Dr. Martin went through
every conference in Indiana with his elo-
quent appeals, and stimulated the pride of
Indiana Methodists into subscribing to the
fund which Mr. DePauw pledged himself
to double. In a few months S'JO.OOO was
raised and the institution became a univer-
sity In fact as well as name. He saw the
corps of Instructors grow from a hamlful
of poorly paid teachers to a powerful, dig-
nified and competent faculty of more
than sixty members. His fame was
not confined to the boundaries of
this State, but he was known
as a prominent educator and sterling ex-
pounder of Methodism throughout the coun-
try'. IIIs name was prominently mentioned
for the high office of bishop in the ecumeni-
cal conference at Iondon. and again at the
last quadrennial conference at Omaha.

The degree of D. D. was conferred upon
him by the Ohio Wesleyan University and
the degree of L.L.. D. by his nlma mater.

In June, 1ST3, he was united in marriage
with Caroline C. Hursey. of Clarksburg,
W. Va., and to them were born five chil-r're- n,

James V.. John Chas. A.. Edwin
T- - and Anna Martin Whltted. James V.
Martin and Anna Martin Whltted have
preceded Dr. Martin to their rest. The re-

mainder of the family are now in the city.

The Wizard Once 3Iorc Establishes His
Champion Honors by Winning the

NEW YORK. Dec. 1C The largest crowd
of the week assembled at Madison-squar- e

Garden concert hall to-nl- ht to see the
closing game in the great Sehaefer-Slosson-Iv- es

tournament. Schaefer and Ives played,
and the game was the final and decisive oris
of the contest.

The game was not begun until S:4T o'clock,
and the audience became extremely impa-ti?- nt

before the men appaared. William
Moulton. as in most of the games during
the w?ek, was the referee. Schaefer won
the bank and chose the spot ball. He was
successful on the break, and seemed to have
fallen Into his stroke almost immediately,
although he only contrived' to pick up
twelve, missing on a round-the-tab- le carom.

Stevens, of Hawaii, spoke on the Hawaiian
question this afternoon before the Middlesex
Club, a Republican organization. Mr.

"For more than sixty years," he said, "all
our, great statesmen have seen the great
commercial value of the Hawaiian Islands
to the United States. Only the pigmies
among our public men assert the counter
proposition.
