SPEECH BY GLADSTONE,

The Premier Bravely Repels an At
inck on the DBritish Navy.
LONDON, Dec, 19—The great Liberal
Jeader, the Rt Hon, Wm. E. Gladstone,
Prime Minister of England, won another
parilamentary victory to-day, after fight-
ing at the head of his followers In a most
gallant manner, What was practically a
vote of censure was moved by Lord George
Hamilton, in connection with the alleged
wenkness of the British navy as compared
with the combined mnavies of HRussia and

France, and, after an exciting debate, the
motion was rejected and Mr. Gladstone's
amendment to the effect that the House
had confilence that the government would
pay adequate attention to the navy, was
adopted without a division, causing much
enthusiasm in the Liberal ranks. Mr.
Gladstone’'s followers hope and believe that
this victory in the House of Commons will
be followed by another victory at Ac-
erington this week, where the Liberal can-
didate for that seat has raised the banner
of a rebuke to the Lords for the rejection
of the home-rule bill, and if the Liberals
gecure a greatly increased majority it is
thought that Mr. Gladstone may determin
to dissolve Parliament. "
There was a large attendance of mem-

bers of Parliament, and the galleries were
thronged with people anxious to hear the
long-expectad naval debate which has been
brought about by the newspaper scare
which started after the visit of the En-
glish newspaper correspondents to Toulon
at the time of the visit of the Russian
squadron to that port. Prior to the open-
ing of the debate, Mr. Gladstone obtained
a suspension of the midnight rule, in or-
der that the great naval debate should be
finished to-night. It begun when Lord
George Hamilton moved Immediate consid-
eration of a motion to make a considerable
addition to the strength of the Britsh navy
end asked the government to state its
intentions iIn regard to the navy. Lord
George Hamllton then blamed the govern-
ment for the present situation of affairs;
but, continuing, he urged them to utilize
the time which was still available. The
gpeaker insisted that his motion was not
fuspired by party objections, and dwelled
eloquently on the necessity of losing sight
of party politics in an effort to increase the
strength of the British fleet.

Mr. Gladstone, who was greeted with
cheers, moved an amendment 1o the effect
that it was the primary duty of the re-
sponsible Ministers of the crown to make
adequate provisions for the defense of the
empire, and that the House relies upon them
to submit fitting proposals n due time.
Continuing, Mr. Gladstone urged that the
motion could not be regard«d as a non-
partisan motion, as it was practically a
vote of censure against the government,
and especially against himself. The object
of Lord George Hamilton's motion, Mr.

Gladstone [nsisted, was to overturn the
government.

COMPARED WITH OTHER NAVIES.

The Premler then preceded to dwell upon
what he classed as being an important point
in England’s favor, saying that a first-class
war ship could be completed In England in
three years' time; but, he added, in France
it took four and a half years to complete
a first-class battle ship. The admiralty, Mr.
Gladstone assured the House, was now In-
quiring Into the means of shortening even

these three years, and it would be reducing

the proceedings of the House to the level
of a farce for the House to call apon the
government to make a statement upon such
& vast question for the navy in the three
days remaining before Christmas. It would
be dangerous and irregular, Mr. Gladstone
also sald, to call the House to form judg-
ment regarding the naval question upon a
change of debate or a speech of which all
the statements were contested.

Mr. Gladstone sald that the motion be-
fore the House was at complete variance
with Lord George Hamilton's own course,
when, as First Lord of the Admiralty, he
was asked to make a premature statement
of the plans which had been presented to
the government. The pres:ant government
intended to adhere to the old system of
annual plans, and premature statements
should only be made in a moment of emer-
gency and danger, which did not exist at
the present time. England, the Premler in-
gisted. had nineteen first-class war ships.
France and Russia combined had only four-
teen. and in batile ships of all classes
Great Britain was far ahead of the two
countries mentioned. Continuing, amid the
cheers of his supporters, Mr. Gladstone
stated that elght of the Russlan and
French war ships were of the wooden
type, which England had discarded as
IneMicient. Great Britain, the Liberal lead-
er continued, had 527,000 tons of fightin
ships, wihile France and Russia comblnes
had only 315,000 tons of similar vessels, In
addition, he added, in every class the Brit-
fsh war ships were larger and more pows-
erful than those of France and Russla,
Therefore, the Premier assured the House,
It would be absurd to describe the present
time as being a time of danger. If Eng-
jJand built no more battle ships until 18]
Russia and France would have elght more
battle ships than Great Britain, but the
tonnage of the British battie ships in 1897
would still be greater than the combined
tonnage of the Russlan anl French battle
ships then afloat.

NAVY TO BE INCREASED.

Continuing with great vigor, and encour-
aged by the loud cheers of the Liberals,
Mr. Gladstone =ald that in spite of these
firures, which were sufficient, in his opin-
lon. to satiafy anybody that the country
was not in danger from any hostile move-
ment upon the part of the combined fleets
of Russia and France, the government {n-

tended to still further increaze the strength
of the British navy, and the Admiralty was
now considering the plans to bring about
this increase in the number and eMeiency
of the war ships of Great Britain. In con-
clusion the veteran Premier expressed the
Bope that the House would not give a bad
example by countenancing the motion of
the member for Ealing (Lord George Ham-
fiton), which, for the first time, would mar-
shal the forces of the party on the great
aquestion of Iimperial A‘L*rmm-. (Prolonged
cheering.)

When Mr. Gladstone finally took his seat
after this brilliant turning down of the
Conservative ex-First Lord of the Admiral-
ty it was the general opinion that the
“Grand Old Man" had won another remark-
able parllamentary victory and that he had
clearly demonstrated to the discomforture
of his enemies that “Old Man Gladstone'
was as full of fight as the voungest of them
and that he was always prepared to upset
the combinations of the oppesition by a
brilliant array of facts and figures,

The Right Hon. A. J. Balfour, the Con-
gervative leader in the House of (Commons,
who was loudly cheered from the opposition
benches when he arose to reply to Mr.
Gladstone’'s most clever handling of Lord
CGeorge Hamilton and his motion of censure,
said that Mr. Gladstone's taunt that the
opposition was tryving to make parly capl-
tal out of the subiect of the needs of the
navy and the danger to be apprehended
from a combination of the fleets of Russia
and France were untrue. Continuing, Mr.
Balfour declared that Mr. Gladstone had
not showed that he understood the danger
of the =itustion. (Cheers from the Conserva-
tives and jeers from the Liberals) In fut-
ure naval combats, sald Mr. Balfour, Great
Eritaln would bhave to fight opponents who
stake nothing on the result of the engage-
ment= while Great Britain would stalke her
all. (Theers.)

Rhode Island Woolen Mill Em-
ployes Return to Work To-Day.

Secale Signed by All but One Establish-
ment—1,000 Unemployed Men Given
10 Cents an Hour at Pittsburg.

PROVIDENCE, R. 1., Dec. 19.—With the
setting of the sun this evening the long
sirike in the woolen mills district was
brought to an end. It not only saw the
Olneyville strike, but the difficulty at the
Britlsh hoslery, the Thornton and at Far-
well’'s Central Falls mills satisfactorily set-
tled. This leaves but one mill in Provi-
dence where any trouble now prevalls, that
being the Geneva, and this trouble will be
adjusted to-morrow. The Olneyville wooien
mill strike has been the long-
est and most Dbitterly fought that
has ever taken place in the State.
It was inaugurated early In Octo-
ber, when the mill owners reduced salaries,
More than a dozen times a settlement was
expected, but each time it falled and the
strike went on. The executive committee
of the strikers walted on Treasurer King,
of the Riverside mills, at noon to-day and
five thousand people walted in Olneyville
square to hear the result. When the com-
mittee announced that Mr. King had come
to terms and adopted the Fletcher sched-
ule the operatives went wild with joy.

atives this week. Everything 18 In readi-
ness to resume operations 0-morrow.

WORK FOR IDLE MEN,

1,000 Employed In Pltisborg's Parks
at 10 Cents an Hour.
PITTSBURG, Dec. 19. — Between fifteen
hundred and two thousand unemployed men
called at the City Hall to-day and applied
for work in the parks at 10 cents an hour.
It was an orderly erowd, but all were anx-
lous to secure employment. The surging
crowd broke down the storm doorsg lead-
ing Into the Department of Publle Works.
Chief Clerk Benjamin made a speech, tell-
ing them there would be no orders for work
given there, bul-tu g0 to the station houses,
but the men dJdid not seem to understand
him. Then the police were called, but Su-
perintendent O'Mara would not allow force
to be used, and the officers were powerless,
The men were finally convinesd that they
could get work at the station houses, and
they quietly left. Over one thousand are at
work in the parks, and all worthy appli-
cants will be furnished with employment.
The crowd to-day was made up almost eén-
tirely of native Americans. Subscriptions
for the payment of the men are coming in
freely, and it is thought the funds will be
ample to keep them all employed until the
times Improve and the mills and factorfes

resume.

Determined to Strike.

PITTSBURG, Dec. 19.—The decision of
the miners in the river district to strike
to-morrow morning if their demands are
not acceded to does not seem to have had
any effect upon the operators. They still
declare that they do not care to operate
thelr mines with coal seliing for such low
prices at the Ohlo river cities, and think
they have sent enough coal South to pre-
vent any improvement in  prices until
spring. The miners generally, however,
seem determined to strike, though some of
them do not relish the idea of being thrown
out at this time, and may refuse to strike.
I'nless they all quit the men fear their ef-
forts will be unsuccessful, and they are
anxiously awalting the result to-morrow.

HIS LIFE AT STAKE

Mayor Harrison's Assassin Creates
a Seene in Court.

Tussle with a Bailiff—Jurymen Permit-
ted to Vote—Evidence for the De-
fense in the Monson Trial,

CHICAGO, Dec. 19.—The members of the
jury in the Prendergast case were taken out
by bajliffs to-day and allowed to vote on
a successor to the man for whose murder
they were trying the prisoner. The court
was convened and Dr. Dewey, one of the
witnesses who had been called by the State,
was put on the stand by the defense. He
testified that the prisoner appeared to be
insane, During the examination Prender-
gast created a sensation by excited objec-
tions to questions put by the attorneys
for the defense. A balliff took his arm to
force him into his seat when the prisoner
tore loose from the officer's grasp and,
quivering with rage, screamed: “‘Let go of
me. My life is at stake here. They are try-
ing to prejudice the jury.” He was finally
quieted and the examination proceeded., Dr.
Dewey proved a poor witness for the de-
fense, and stated that in his opinion Pren-
dergast knew the difference between right
and wrong at the time of the murder.

Dr. W. L. Bain testified that he thought
the prisoner insane, and stated he belleved
Prendergast thought he was doing right
when he committed the erime. Dr. F. H.
Wall, assistant county physician, also

testified that in his opinion the prisoner was
insane when he did the shooting. ~
William H, Weston, cashier of the Unity
Puilding, which is owned by Governor Ait-
geld, testified that on the afternoon of the
day on which Mayor Harrison was kilizsd
Prendergast called to see Mr. Altgeld, but
was refused permission by the witness,
who did not like the general appearance of
the caller. Several men employed on dif-
ferent papers with which Prendergast had
business dealings were called for the prose-
cution and testificd that they considered
him sanz. The defense galned a possible
point when the jury was allowed to sep-
arate for the purpose of allowing several of
its members to vote, as the jury law di-
rects that the jury shall be kept together,

THE MONSON TRIAL.

Testimony in Behnlf of Hanmbrough's
Alleged Slayer.

EDINBURG, Dec. 19.—Much excitement
continues to be manifested in the trial of
Alfred J. Monson. The first witness to-
day was a police constable named Camp-
bell, who testified to finding some cart-
ridges In the pocket of Lieutenant Ham-
brough's shooting. jacket. The policeman
asserted that the cartridges found were for
a twenty-bore gun and that only one
of them was Intended for use in a twelve-
bore. The shooting jacket, the constable
continued, had a stain, which looked llke
blood, on the collar. Other witnesses iden-
tified the trees and guns, etc. Mrs. Mon-
son took her u.ual seat and attentively
followed the whole proceedings.

At the conclusion of the evidence the
crown clerk read two declarations, made
by the prisoner, saying: *“I am not guilty
Of the charge, and I was not with nor in
sight of Lieutenant Hambrough, and,
therefore, cannot explain the accident. By
advice of my lawyer I decline to make any
further statement.”” The declarations con-
cluded with: “Regarding the boating inci-
dent, far from attempting to take Lieut,
Hambrough's life, I consider that I saved
him from drowning.”

The case for the prosecution has been
divided into three points. The first is the
theory regarding the manner in which the
gshot was fired. The second is the motive
of the shooting while the third is the case
against “"Scott.”

This afternoon, a witness for the defense,
Mr. Carter, a solicitor of Lesds, testified to
the various negotiations for the purchase of
the Hamurough estate. Monson declared
that the scheme was a feasible one, said the
witness, adding that Monson and Ham-
brough were always friendly and that the
tutor did not appear to exercise control over
his pupil.

Miss Heiron the governess of Monson's
children testified as to the events at Ardila-
mont house from the time “Scott” arrived
there until Lisutenant Hambhrough's death.
The witness said that all the family were
in distress at the news of the Lieutenant's
death. Lieutenant Hambrough she also
sald, once told the witness that he could
never forget Monson's kindness to him.

The pler master at Kames was the next
witness brought forward by the defense.
He said that he had loaned Lieutenant Ham-
brough a net, of which he made very awk-
ward use, and in using which he might
have capsized the boat, s frequently re-
ferred to during the trial.

“HOW WE DID ITY

Cox;fessioh of a Man Who Was a Juror
ina Railway Damage Suit.

WILKESBARRE, Pa., Dec. 19.—In the
case of Rev, Willlam Holden, now of
Brooklyn, against the Pennsylvania Ralil-
road Company for damages for the loss of
a leg caused by being run down on a cross-
ing at Cranbury, Pa., a jury returned a
verdict in favor of Holden last week for
$10,0600. A sensation was created here this
evening by the pullication of the following
card from one of the jurymen who sat on
the case:

“We stood four for the railroad and eight
for the plaintiff. Then the plaintiff®s men
sald we ought to give in because the man
had lost his leg, and suffered great pain
and was poor, while the Pennsylvania
Railroad Company was rich. A little would
not hurt and would help him. Well, we
said, the Jjudge told us the verdict must
be for the defendant if the man did not
stop at the crossing, and everyvbody who
saw it, six in all, said he did not stop. The
judge sald that was the law. They sald
to hell with the law., The laws are made
for the rich. We stayed out nearly twenty-
four hours and, seeing no signs of being
discharged, and not caring to be kept pris-
oners any longer, gave in, and that is how
we did je.”

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INGALLS AND MR. INGALLS

The Man of the Lecture Platform and
the Man ns Kansas Knew Him.
Kansas City Star.

One evening this week a crowd numbering
perhaps 1,500 or 2,000 pople gathered at an
opera house to hear John J. Inzalls, of
Kansas, deliver the first public address he
ever made In Kansas City. A tall, thin,
bony gentleman dressed in black and tufred
with gray, walked with ali the gruce his
figure could command down the stage 10
the footlights and began his discourse.
applause that greeted him wiasd nNoU ex-
traordinary: the enthusiasm that he in-
spired was of a temperate quality and a re-
spectful gquantity; there was nothing In-
decorous; nothiag uncommoan; nothing that
has not taken place at a Jozen similar en-
tertainments, nothing to stamp on the
memory of the pleased and edified audi-
ence the fact that it was listening to one
of the most unique characters on the jo-
ltical stage. The audience pald to hear
Ingalls; but they heard oaly Mr. Ingalis,
and there I8 a vast difference between Lthese
two gentlemen. Mr. Ingalls lectures; In-
galis—"old” Ingalls—as he is proudiy called
by his admirers—takes a monologue in a
dra:mn.

No one may pay money to hear “Ingalls.”
Out in Kansas they have heard him; at
Washington they have heard him; but no-
where else. When “Ingalls” appears, the
stage must be s=et for him; not with can-
vas flowers and painted trees, not with play
people who have come to be entertained;
the whole thing must be real; he only must
be the actor, the makebeliever, the sceaic
accessory that is made up for the occa-
sion. Those who have heard “Ingalls’” in
Kansas will recall the scene so long as
they live. And the most vivid of all the
scenes were those at the close of his sena-
torial career, while he was making his last
fight against the enemy. That was a glori-
ous fall three years ago:; all Kansas Octo-
bers are ldeal; but the October of 1880 was
probably an October that was sent out for
a pattern; every day was made for outdoor
meelm%'n: and in the towns where Ingalls
was billled, every morning saw flags and
banners waving across the main streets,
and teams by the hundreds from all points
of the compass headed for the favored vil-
lage. Special trains crowded to the alsles
salled across the pralrie ladened with Kan-
sans singing to the time of the eclank of
the ralls political hymns and hurrahing for
“Old Bill for judqe." All roads that year
followed “Ingalls,” and when he was an-
nounced to speak in a town on a certain
day that town made that day a holiday.

By 9 o'clock the Livery stables are full; by
10 o'clock a band from some neighbori
community has filled down Main sireet an
stopped to play a tune in front of the big
hotel. By noon the sidewalks are crowded
and every tavern, restaurant and boarding
house table is filled, and the floor of the
*joint" sloppy with illed beer; bands, not
one or two, but a half dozen, play the oild
well-known band tunes, In which the tuba
takes the tune, and, golng into partnership
with the base drum, leaves the poor little
dazed clarionet to mourn his premature
filght into another time. Girls in white,
with pink and blue ribbon, and town giris
in their new fall gowns, huddle in the dry-
goods store or peep from the windows of
offices; country women, with children pick-
ing at them, sit on shaded stalrways and
under trees in the courthouse yard, pass-
ing around the family lunch.

After dinner the old sold.ers
line up, and with flute and fife go through
the old-time maneuvers; gradually the seats
in the courthouse yard fill up: the canopy
over the raised platform flaps in the breeze
and the platform is embelished with an
organ. Then come the glee clubs; oue after
another gets up and sings its doggerel to
“nigger songs=,"” and the crowd roars with
each succeding raillery at the stupidity of
the Alllance. 4nen little by little the erowd
grows impatient; it finds out some way that
the hero of the day is coming on a special
train, and every locomotive whistle in the
rallroad yards is greeted with a cheer.

At last the impatience breaks out in a
nervous getting up and walking around and
talking wisge; the crowd breaks Into groups;
the glee club cannot hold the people, and
even the band cannot quist the fever of
fear that Is throbbing In the heart of
everyone; here comes a man on horseback;
he brings the news that the special train
has come: again the band starts up, the
glee clubs cut monkey shines, and the
erowd howls and hoots In gusto and satis-
faction: suddenly every one turns back-
ward; a group of strangers is walking up
the aisle. Then there is a mighty shout; it
lasts a minute, and as it goes up agaln
thera seems but one stranger, a tall man
in a light grey overcoat, a scarlet necktie
and a gray slouch hat. He walks like a
king; every movement is consciously Im-
pressive; the steel glints out of his eye In a
premeditatad smile; he mounts the stage,
the glee ciub cannot make it<elf heard: the
town orator cuts hiz Introduction short,
and then the drama begins. For two hours
five thousand peoplz are entranced: an
actor is sayving his lines; lines that he has
practiced, memorized and poiished for hours
and hours. The wmonologue closes; the
crowd sighs for more, and night drops the
curtain. It is a scene in a real drama of
history, with everything real but the hero,
who has added artistic finish to the scene.
