A SHIPffEECK E I) OREW

Fonr Days on the Rocks with
Scant Food and Clothing.

Saved from a Reef-Fa- st Schooner by
Ono of tho Sailors Who Swam

Through Shark-Infeste- d Waters.

NEW YORK, Dec. 26. Four days on the
rocks with scanty clothing and scantier
food, drenched by the spray from the waves
which were rapidly beating their schooner
to pieces a couple of ships lengths away.
Such is the story of shipwreck and i rlva-tio- n

told by the six men who formed the
crew of the schooner Mllford, which tailed
from Mobile to Kingston, Jamaica, on Nov.
IS. The steamship Neptune to-d- ay arrived
with five of the crew. The men are: Laurits
Larsen, John Svenson, Axel Dahl, John
Ceasser, and the steward, an American,
whose name was unknown to the "rest of
the survivors. Captain Weld remained be-

hind at Green Island to look after what is
left of the wreck and cargo.

The Mllford was a three-maste- d schooner
of 300 tons. She arrived oft Salt creek Dec.
3. She was then about eight miles from
Green Island, the nearest harbor. That
night the vessel encountered a heavy tquall
which became a gale, and in half r.n hour
the Mllford was pounding on the ede cf a
reef. The crew lowered the only boat they
had, but were forced to return to tho
schooner as they could not reach the fhore
through the heavy surf. As they hoisted
the boat to the davits a heavy tea "smashed
It to splinters and the men were dashed
about the deck. Svensen was severely in-

jured on the right shoulder. Shortly after-War- d

the vessel sprang a leak, anl It
soon became evident that she would go to
pieces. With the appearance of daylight
the crew had a chance to see what were the
best means of saving themselves. Larsen
decided to try and swim to the rocks near
by. The water was infested with shark??,
but he plunged into the waves and reached
the rocks in safety. He made fast th end
of a line and then the work of getting other
men ashore began. They all made the dan-
gerous passage in safety. They brought
some food and water ashore, but only Just
enough to keep them from dying of starva-
tion. The crew remained on the rocks until
the following Thursday. They were without
any kind of shelter. The storm had abated
by Thursday afternoon and the natives
came out in a canoe and took them ashore.

Stenmer Probably Lout.
NEW YORK, Dec. 25. The agents of the

German tank steamship, the Burgermelster
Petersen, admit to-da- y that they fear she
has been lost. Nothing has been heard of
her since she was reported on Dec. 10 in
a disabled condition. The Lancastrian Prince
reported passing the Petersen on that date.
Her rudder had been carried away and a
temporary one rigged. This was in latitude
47.3, longitude 44.32. Captain Burger, of the
Petersen, asked to be taken in tow. Tho
Lancastrian Prince waa short of coal and
refused.

Unusnal Step by Receivers of the
Northern Pacific Road.

An Extraordinary Order Obtained from
Judge Jenkins, of the United

States Court,

NO STRIKE TO BE PERMITTED

Employes Caift Combine or Con-

spire to Quit the Company,

Neither Can the Labor Organizations
Assist tho Men Initial Move To-

wards Reducing Wages.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., Dec 26. A conflict
is on between the receivers of the Northern
Pacific railroad and its employes, includ-
ing all the engineers, conductors, firemen,
trainmen, switchmen, and so on. The new
schedule of wages, adopted by the receiv-
ers, which Implies a cut of 5 to 10 per cent
in the employes' pay, was rejected by the
employes' representatives. A conference
was held in St. Paul with General Man-
ager Kendrick yesterday, and the prospects
are that on Jan. 1, when the new schedule
is to go Into effect, 3.D0O men employed all
along tho road will quit work. This out-
come of the controversy was foreseen by
the receivers, for as early as Dec, 19 they
applied for and obtained from Judge Jenk-
ins, of tbe United States Court, of this city,
an order authorizing and directing them to
put into operation the new schedule of
wage, and restraining the employes and
their unions from "combining and conspir-
ing to quit, with, or without notice, the
service of the road with the object of crip-
pling or embarrassing ita operation, and
generally from interfering with tho officers
and agents of tho receivers or their em-

ployes in any manner by actual violence,
intimidation, threats or otherwise," This
injunction was held back until to-da- y, the
receivers having expected to arrive at an
amicable agreement When they found
such an agreement impossible, they tele-
graphed to their agents, attorneys all along
the line to have the injunction served by
the United States marshals on the proper
men, and to make the injunction generally
known.

The order of the court restraining the
Northern Pacific employes from "combin-
ing and conspiring to quit the service of
the road" la an extraordinary document.
It is the first order of its kind, it i3 said,
ever issue! in tho United States. A some-

what similar injunction was issued by a
United States court In Michigan, during tho
strike of the Toledo & Ann Arbor em-

ployes, but that injunction was issued after
the strike was in progress. Th grounds
for the issuance of the present injunction
are set forth to a long ietition of the re-

ceivers which nied Dec 18. It
appears from the ititiori, that two days
after their appointment (Aug. 17) the re-

ceivers, finding the affairs of the road in
a deplorable condition, ordered a reduc-
tion of salaries varying from 10 to 20 per
cent of all officials and employes whoso
pay per annum exceeded $1,200. That re-

duction went into effect at once and was
cheerfully accepted. About a week after-
wards (Aug. 25) the receivers ordered a
reduction of 5 per cent on all wages run-
ning from $00 to 575 and of 10 per cent, on
wages averaging from $73 to $100 per
month. This order of the receivers did not
go into effect at once. They concluded to
investigate and revise tho entire system of
wages and the different schedules of pay,

the task being imposed on the general man-
ager. At a meeting of the receivers on
Oct 28, resolutions were adopted aiso
abrogating the old schedules of pay, di-

recting the general manager to prepare a
new schedule for the engineers, trainmen
and telegraphers and ordering a reduction
of the wages of the other men as provided

for Aug. 25. The petiton says that in
the old schedules the employes were paid
for sendees not performed.

In enumerating those who are enjoined
from striking, or ordering strikes, the peti-

tion of the racolvers mentions the names of
thirty-tw- o men who have been in confer-
ence with the receivers, and asks that they
be enjoined f-o- m ordering a strike, which
the court g .s. The petitioners say that
the employes cannot carry on a strike with-

out tho pecuniary ?slstance of the different
national organizations to which they be-

long. They therefore-pra- that these or-

ganizations, through their chief officers,
such as P. M. Arthur, K. C. Clark, K. P.
Sargent. D. G. Ramsey, S. E. Wilkinson
and etm-i-- s te enjoined from ordering and
sanctio.urg tho strike. The court grants
this, and hese men are Included In the in-

junction.
A dispatch from St Paul says: The rep-

resentatives of the different organizations
of employes of trainmen on the Northern
Pacific road are in session to-nig-ht, it is
believed, discussing the question whet'er to
strike. They received the company'9 an-

swer to their protest to-da- y and imme-
diately went into executive session to con-

sider it. They refuse now, as they have all
along, to make any statement of their
grievances or their plans, so that the gen-

eral public is considerably at sea about the
matter. The injunctions against an Instan-
taneous strike, issued at Milwaukee to-d- ay

Senhor Mendonca I
hopeful and confident that the Mello fleet
will be defeated and that Peixoto' ships
will then be able to turn their attention to
the other rebel admiral, Gama, who Is la
the Rio harbor.

The cruiser New York was ordered ta
Brazil to-da- y, and at 8 .OS p. m. the nobla
war ship passed quarantine in New York
harbor, bound for Rio de Janeiro under a
full head of steam. The promptitude wltli
which the New York was made ready for
sea and the fact that the work of coaling
her was pushed 'through Christmas leads to
the conclusion that tho Secretary of thf
Navy considers her presence at Rio ct
great urgency. He eaid this morning that
no destination had been fixed for the Mian
tonomoh, but it is extremely probable that
she also will go to Rio as soon as she Is ia
readiness for the trip. It is supposed that
a fear of confusion in the Rrazlllan govern-
ment and consequent danger from violenci
is what has caused the centering of a for
mldable naval force at Rio.

ships. To-da- y the Nictheroy as suddenly
returned and reported that she had been
unable to find the two rebel ships. The
latter were said to have been slKhted bound
for the convict settlement on the Inland of
Fernando De Noronha, to the north of this
port and the object of Admiral De Mello
in making for the island was said to be
the liberation of the convicts, who were to
be enlisted in the Urazilian insurgent ma-

rine force. It is now said that the Nicthe- -
roy will here await the coming of the rebel
ships and will fight them in or about this
port.

From Rio de Janeiro there is little or no
fresh news to be had. The adherents of
both sides claim that their opponents are
driven to the last extremity and that they
must soon give in. One thing is certain,
and that is the people are getting heartily
tired at the monotonous course of events,
and that some decided action on the part
of either President Peixoto or Adrnlral
Mello would be a positive relief to all
people interested in the Brazilian struggle,
Of course, both Bides continue the circula-
tion of rumors calculated to do as much
damage possible to tho other side. Thus
the adherents of President Peixoto lnelat
that the rebels are receiving the support of
foreign powers and that the ultimate ob-

ject of the revolution is tha
of a monarchy in RrazlU

They add that the ollicers of thf
foreign war ships at Rl de Ja-
neiro make no concealment of th
fact that they are in sympathy
with Admiral Mello and the latter is said
to be receiving supplies of money from
England, where his agents are reported
to be doing their utmost to plve promi-
nence to his side of the question In srov
emment circles. Stock Jobbing and othet
sncculative movements, it is asserted, are
also very much in support of the insurg
ents, Hnd it is claimed that the presence
of a powerful squadron of United Statei
war ships will alone cause a cessation oi
this alleged underhand foreign interference
In the affairs of Brazil. The Cnited States,

observance of the Monroe doctrine, and
that if this Is done the collaps? of th
revolution Is only a very short time.

On the other hand, the insurgents main-
tain that Peixoto is nothing more than a
military dictator, who is imping his will
upon the people of Erazll in defiance of the
popular sentiment, and in every way
against the Constitution, and in opposition
to the principles of republicanism. Far
from desiring to establish a monarchy, the
rebels Insist that they are combatting th
monarchical of one-ma- n Twer system of
government, and that If the United States
extends sympathy and moral support to
Peixoto the government of the great re-
public will b usinK Its lower to support
a dictator an 1 to oppose a popular move-
ment In Brazil. Finally, the insurgents
intdst that they should be permitted to
fight It out with the RrizIKan government,
and that if they are allowed to do so they
will soon restore peace to J 5 rail 1 nnd will
bring alout a more healthy and satis-
factory Ftate of nffairs throughout the rr-pub- llc.

The bosses, on the other
hand, profess to be well satisfied with the
conditions at present and say that they
simply cannot lose, as there are too many
men out of work and desperately anxious
to secure it to cause them to suffer any
great inconvenience.

EMPLOYES EXJOIXED.

Unnsaal Step Tnkon by Northern
I'ncffic Receivers.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., Dec. 26. The re-
ceivers of the Northern Pacific, preparing
for a strike of all their employes, applied to
Judfre Jenkins, of the United States Court,
some time ago, for an order restraining
them from declaring an Instantaneous
strike and doing any damage to the prop-
erty and interfering with the operations of
the road. The receivers had ordered a gen-
eral reduction in wages from 5 to 8 per
cent The employes objected. Negotiations
between representatives of the employes
and the receivers were in progress for three
weeks. To-da- y the negotiations were broken
off, and, the strike being imminent, the re-
ceivers have decided to make the use of
the injunction issued by Judjre Jenkins,
which, they hope, will enable them to op-
erate the road immediately with new men.
The legal document now in the hands of the
receivers comprises nearly ten thousand
words. The lnjunctional order will be served
to-nl-- ht ami to-morr-ow on all the leaders
of the Northern Pacific railroad employes
by the United States marshals o? the dis-
tricts through which the Northern Pacific
passe3.

To Settle it Miuers' Qnnrrel.
KANSAS CITY, Dec. 26.- -P. A. Penna, of

Indianapolis, vice president of the United
Mine Workers of America, has called a
convention of the Missouri and Kansas dis-
trict, to be held in Kansas City, Mo., Jan.
3. The convention will attempt to settle
a quarrel In the organization growing out
of charges being made by national officers
against M. L. Walters, president of this
division. It is charged that while he was
ccrductlnsr the Kansas strike last summer
and receiving support from the national
organization he deliberately worked to un-
dermine tho organization that suprorteil
him to fcrm a new one. There Is consider-
able bltternes: between WaJters's friends
anil his opponent?, and since the strike thelatter have seemrtl to gained control. Thequestion of organizing Kansas and Mis-
souri into separata branches will also bebi ought up.

Riot nt Amsterdam.
AMSTERDAM, Dec. 2Q. Two thousand

unemployed workmen, organized Into a pa-
rade by Socialist agitators, marched in
procession, to-da- y, through the leading
streets, though they were repeatedly dis-
persed by the police. Finally, however, adetachment of one hundred policemen
charged with drawn sabres on the mob
The latter replied by showering stones atthe police, and several pitched battles fol-
lowed, during which a number of people on
both sides were more or less injured. ThreeSocialists and one policeman were severely
wounded.

Victor Schoplspher, n French Writer
nnd Traveler.

PARIS. Dec. 20. Senator Victor Schoel-sche- r,

who Is well known as a writer andtraveler, Is dead.
The deceased was born in 1SW4, and, dur-

ing his early life, he visited Mexico, Cuba
and the United States, where he protested
against slavery and wrote several work3
demanding the emancipation of the slaves.
In 1$!", when Under Secretary of State, he
caused the passage of the decree which
proclaimed the emancipation and franchis-
ing of the French blacks. H was expelled
from France In 1S3 for political reasons
and did not return to his native country
until 1S70.

PAUL GIBIEITS EXPERIMENTS.

The Doctor Explains Ills New Agent in
the Cure of Epilepsy.

NEW YORK, Dec. 26. As stated briefly,
last night, just one year afco, Christmas,
Dr. Paul Glbler, director of the Pasteur
Institute In this city, and president of the
New York Bacteriological Society, read a
scientific paper before the New York Coun-
ty Medical Society at the Academy of
Medicine on "A New Agent In the Cure of
Epilepsy." In this paper the Doctor pre-
sented the result of his experimental treat-
ment upon a larg number of epileptics,
some of whom had been intrusted to his
professional care by leading physicians of
New York and other cities.

Dr. Gibler, after examining the formula
of the idansfusion treatment, gave the re-

sults that had been reached In the treat-
ment of patients at Bellevue Hospital, and
also at tha Tasteur Institute. In some of
the cases pronounced benefit had been ob-
served and the Doctor expressed the be-
lief that the new agency would prove valu-
able in theraieutics. It was disclosed thattha material used had been prepared from
the vital orand of sheep, great cara hav-
ing been exercised in securing absolutepurity in the matter employed, t resh prep-
arations were necessary each day. Some
of the patients had Len subjected to this
treatment twice a day, the injections hav-
ing been made hypodermlcally, the punct-
ure b'ing in tho side. Just above the hip
joint. The aim is to 'supply the nervous
force with naturally prepared food from a
cloan, healthy animal, which will at once
assimilate with the blood and nourish, but
not stimulate, the nervous systsm. In no
case were any bod effects noticeable as a
result of the lnj?ctions, thus indicating the
purity of the organic matter employed in
the transfusion process.

Practically th? treatment Is an applica-
tion of the Brown-Sequar- d method of In-
oculation, except that no claim is set forth
that aged persons can be rejuvenated so
as to be inspired with the physical char-
acteristics of youth. Dr. Glbier also ex-
plained at the time he read his first paper
that he intended continuing the treatmsnt
of other cases "of epileptics, mid would at
some future time explain to the medical
society the results that had been reached
in the individual cass. This he did in hij
second paper, which he read nt the Acad-
emy of Medicine last nlijht, and In which
the Doctor reports the results of his treat-
ment In the course of the year, lie speci-
fies a number of cases in which the treat-
ment has been successful, and sums up
th results of the treatment of epilepsy
by his system as being especially bene-
ficial in adding to the favorable effects de-
rivable from other therapeutic agents, and
claims that by Its application in tha ma-
jority of Instances the improvement is
most satisfactory.

THE PlkEXDERGAST CASE.

Closing Speeches of Counsel Begun
The Prisoner Seemingly Tired.

CHICAGO. Dec. K. Assistant Prosecut-
ing Attorney Todd occupied most of the day
In the Prendergast case with the opening
speech for the prosecution. Mr. Todd was
followed by Mr. Essex for the defense, who
was still talking when court adjourned, and
will resume his argument to-morr- Mr.
Heron will follow for the defense, then Mr.
McUoorty for the defense, and Mr. Wade
will make the final plea for Prendergast.
The closing speech of the trial will be by
A. S. Trude for the State.

Through the arguments of the day the
prisoner sat listless and apparently veryweary of the proceedings. which
mean life nnd death to him.
Not once did he seek to In-
terrupt Mr. Todd, even when that attorney,
in the course of his address, questioned theveracity of tho prisoner's mother and
brother. At no time did he seek to prive ad-
vice to the lawyers, as he has been very
fond of doing heretofore. Mr. Ksex con-
fined himself closely to the points of evi-
dence on the insanity question. lie said
that he believed that if Prendergast could
have pone to Washington at the time of the
Kreat interest in the silver legislation dur-
ing the special session of Congress lastsummer that he would have killed Cleve-
land. He did not have the money to get
thre, and so confined his attention towarddoing what bis impulsive delusion told himwas for the best good of tl:s local public
by killing the man who in his diseased
mind stood in his way of becoming corpor-
ation counsel.

CANNIBALS PUNISHED

Their Villages Destroyed and
Leaders Sent to Prison.

They Had Killed and Eatea Over Thirty
White MenScoldings from Cleve-

land's London Organs.

LONDON. Dec. 2C An officer of the Brit-
ish LTinboat Boomerang, writing from Syd-
ney, N. S. W., elves an account of the pun-
ishment Inflicted on the Pentecost island
cannibals for the murder of four members
of the crew of the American schooner Don
Henri last September. The cannibal also
murdered u. portion of the crew of a. French
vessel. On learning these facts the Boom-
erang and the French war ship Schorff
landed detachment of ma. rinses, who met
and defeated the cannibals in several en-
gagements and burned their villages. The
French and British commanders also cap-
tured those directly implicated in the mur-
ders, and they were all sentenced to im-
prisonment for life at the French convict
settlement at Noumea. At Pentecost island
alone over thirty white men have been mas-
sacred and robbed, and large quantities of
human bones were found, indicating that
the cannibals had had other victims.

CLEVELAND'S LONDON ORGANS.

The Post Denounces the McKlnlcy
System Case of Lose Mnjente.

LONDON, Dec 20. The Post, commenting
upon the meeting of Congress, says that
it has to consider the Question of how to
keep the government going amidst the con-
fusion and disorder due to the corruption
which professional politicians have intro-
duced into every department. The McKln-le- y

system, it adds, has killed the goose
which laid the golden eggs for the treas-
ury. The pension expenditure, it declares,
is a most scandalous item. A hundred years
ago the American politician tried to rob
the fighting man of his battles, and now
his successors have been wasting money
on any scheme, so long as there was an
excuse for maintaining taxation. The fact
that some persons hoped that the repeal of
the Shrman law would restore commercial
prosperity shows how little real knowledge
the Republic possessed. After a course of
folly and corruption unexampled in mod-
ern history. It is ludicrous to expect that a
vote of Congress will set things right. The
personal merit of President Cleveland's pol-
icy is his resolute striving to carry meas-
ures which are not able to bear immediate
fruit.

The Telegraph, in commenting on the al-
leged discovery at Abilene, Kan., of a plot
to kidnap President Cleveland's little daugh-
ter Ruth, Buya that it hopes It Is only a
story of an American writer who happened
to be short of Christmas copy. In view,
however, of similar exploits like the ab-
duction of Charlie Ross, the Telegraph adds
that it is Impossible to entirely dl.sml.ss the
story as unfounded. Those bent on money
making" have no reverence for President
Cleveland which Ls not hedged around with
divinity. The newspapers, regardless of a
sense of chivalry, call Mrs. Cleveland
"Frankie." People who tolerate this sort
of thin?, the Telegraph says, must not be
surprised if the President's daughter Is In
reality stolen.

Ovation to nn Indian M. I.
LONDON, Dec. 26. A dispatch from La-

hore, capital of the Punjab, British India,
says that Dadabhai Naorojl. the Indian
gentleman who was elected a member of
the British House of Commons In the Lib-
eral Interest, arrived at Lahore yesterday
and W!u given a most enthusiastic wel-
come. The streets were decorated with

I flags, and several triumphant arches were
; thrown across the main thoroughfares.

The procession which marched past the
popular commoner carried banners andmottoes, and took four hours to puss the
reviewing stand.
