MORE JAIL HISTORY.

A Month When It Held No City Prison-
ers, and the Reason Thereof.

To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:

Those were interesting reminlsceaces of
the old jail which appeared in the Journal
recently, but they were all of the sorrow-
ful class. There is a brighter chapter,
hardly suspected by the present generation,
and almost wholly fargotten hy the few
who remain that were eye-witnesses to it
It will seem almost incredible that there
ever was a period of more than a month

during which there was not 2 single occu-
pant of that jail under charge of having vio-
lated any city ordinance, though at that
time it served as the city lockup and en-
tertained the whole of the motley crew

which now find crowded accommodation at
the city =tation house and the work house.
This period was from June 12, 1855, to late

in July. At one time the entire number was
reduced to three, who were awaiting irial

for larceny, but which increased to five on
the same charge early in July.
As this is too incredible a condition to be

left to the testimony of the few old men
whose memory might mislead them, I sub-
mit the following from those who Knew
what they were talking about, and wnose
credibility cannot be called in questicn. The
Indianapolis Sentinel of June 15, 1855, said,
editorially: *“The temperance law, so [ar,
has been universally and faithfully ob-
served.”” The local editor, the same day,
said: “The new liquor law has knocked
pollce items into a cocked hat. Not a single
ftem is to be obtained now on account of
John Barleycorn.” On the 20th, the same
paper said, referring to the popularity of
the law: *““That the people of Indiana de-
sire and will have a reasonable snd consti-
tutional law for the suppression of the evils
of intemperance none are blind enough to
deny." ecurring ‘o the workings of the
law again on tﬁe 28th of June, It said:
“During the past fifteen days there has not
heen a single commitment to the county
jail for the violation of the city ordingnces,
and In the way of arrests by the city police
there is little or nothing doing.”

The Indianapolis Locomotive «f June 23,
said: “There has not been a single ar-
rest or commitment to prison since June 12,
The Mayor sits quietly in his officlal chair
and the night watch Jdoze on the store
boxes.” Four weeks later, July 21, the io-
comotive =aid: *““The temperananre law has
nearly abolished rioting, drunkenness and
rowdying, and the taxpayers are reducing
expenses’’ (referring to the fact that the
night watch had been reduced one-half.)

The Indianapolis Journal, of July 24, re-
ferring to the same fact, said: ‘““The reduc-
tion of the night watch was on account of
the diminution of disturbance and drunk-
enness from the enforcement of the prohib-
itory law.”” Aug. 20, the Journal said: *““The
law diminished crime, reduced drunkenness,
saved money and emptied jalls, until the
Supreme Court took hold of it."”” The Indi-
anapolis Evening Republican, of June 29,
sald: *“Rummies no longer perambulate
the streets making night hideous, and the
watchmen have little to do."”

There remain only a few who were eve
witnesses to that empty jall for mnare than
a month, not one of whom, under the most
searching cross-examination, will contradict
the above statements of the only papers
then published in the city. That new jail
is something to be proud of. it is beauti-
ful in its architectural construction, a mon-
ument to the social conditions which make
it and the work housa and the police sta-
tion a necessity; while its internal appoint-
ments for the comfort of the inmates,
speak well for our Christian civilization,
which provides such good accommodations
for those who are entertained there, while
their wives and children are o abundantly
provided for by our noble organized
charities. Now and then yvou meet
a skinflint taxpayer who grunts un-
der the burden which such wonu-
ments cost. They should remember that the
saloon tax alone will pay the whole cost In
a few vears, and that is a tax which no-
body feels. It is collected in small driblets
from the drinking men and women of the
elty who pay it voluntarily, no matter
whether or not the children have :hoes or
clothes or food. If they have not, our
Christlan charities supply them. The whole
speaks volumes for our Christianity as well
as our shrewd business sense. We could
return to that month's histery, if we wanted
to, but that would leave our liberal invest-
ments for monuments all wasted, not to
sprak of leaving our organized charities
with but little if :\r;.\'lhlln_ui to call out the
virtue of glving to the ldestitute.

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ONE SORT OF ANARCHISTS.

Madmen or Followers of Madmen's
Visionary Theories.

John Gllmer Speed, in the Outlook.

In the talks I have had with professed
Anarchists, I have found two Kinds of men.
The majority are weak-headed people, of
nervous temperament, incapable of correct
thinking. They have become Anarchilsts
because they happened to be thrown under
the Influence of stronger men who were Aa-
archists. We find men similar to these In
all political parties and also in all churches.
They have not the faintest conception why
they are so zealous, but they are, and that
is all there is about it. They bhelong to
that great body that Carlyle, with angry
impatience, was fond of calllng fools. This
class of Anarchists would not be dangerous
in themselves, but the zeal of a fool will
g0 very far when directed by a madman
with a purpose. The other and smaller
class is compoged of men who have pon-
deredd much on problems too hard for them,
until thelr brains have become addled. Take
an uneducated man without much mental
force and let him try to think out, unatded,
a theory of government through which all
suffering, all crime, all unhappiness, all
injustice, would be ellminated, and he (=
sure tc make a mess of it. He knows
next to nothing of the historv of nations
and peoples, and men, and of the eXH ri:
ences of the past. He has nothing to guide
him except his own crude notions But
with this sorry equipment he formulates a
fh.--nr)‘ that is to resenerate the world,
The effort made a madman of him., and
the unwillingness on the part of society to
aceart his ldeas confirmsg him In his in-
sarity. He meets some of the Incapables
just alluded to, and in a ittle while there
I= a new group of Anarchisis. By some
reculiar attraction these men of addled
minds enme in econtast with each other
anl there is a bond of sympathy which
unites  them in oppositon to all consti-
tuted authority. As a matter of fact
cach group differs from each other as much
as all of them differ from the establi=hed
governeients, If by any chance they should
eéver be able to overturn society they would
surely then turn upon one another with the
same mad ferocity which is thelr present
characteristic in common, but which is
now directed against accepted law,

These people  live in tenement houses
usually, and frequentiy there are Nttle col-
onfes of them. But the fact that they at-
tach much more Importance to their
Ings than any one else does induees manv
of them to make a mystery of their living
places. Pretty nearly all of them are for-
eignors—Indeed, I have never happened to
meet one who was not. I am not ;nil‘-l-i"i‘.'
to any of the various kinds of Sociallsts
but to the Anarchists who belleve ;nllf
soclety should be overturned by force
Many of the S winllsts—wven Am l""lr;t“ ‘
clalists—sympathize, (o an extent at le
with these Anarchists, though thev
that they belleve that the Anarchists
entirely wrong in the methods which
propose to use. No one could see
these misguided people without
profoundly sorry for them. They are not
the wild beasts that thev are frequently
represented to be, unless a man no longer
entirely sane is a wild beast. The strong
among them are merely mad; the weak
are merely misguided No political
crime could be greater than to pander to
this madness; no soclal erime could he
more cruel than to condemn these people
as responsible eriminals. Enlightened char-
ity has erected and supports the insane
asviums for just such unfortunates as
these, In these davs of distress, these men
and women not enjoving full equipment
[ intelligence are the worst sufferers in

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SURPRISES IN WHEAT

Yisible Showed a Small Decrease,
Holding Prices Steady.

The Leading Cereal Started with a
Slump, Firmed Up and Then De-
clined Again Before the Close.

CHICAGO, Dec. 26.—A decrease in the
visible supply of wheat turned that market

from weak to steady to-day, and May closed

but 4c below Friday's closing ftigures., Corn
closed e lower, oats 15@'4c higher, and
provisions practically unthanged. A holi-
day quletness prevafled in all the markets.

Wheat began the day weak with May 3c
off at 85'%¢c. After advancing %e it dropped
to 6%f6514c. Receipts at Chicago and in
the Northwest were heavier, and this, with
the consequent selling caused the early
slump, and tae expectation of an increase
in the visible held prices down for a time.

Lambs weak at
About Bread.

Good bread contalns mors nutritive value
than any other article In the human dletry,
and one pound of it will go further in ap-
peasing hunger and nourishing the system
than an uniimited quantity of hot pancakes
and baking-powder biscuits, or than half a
dozen pounds of the inferior bread that is
in general use. Bread of an Inferior qual-
ity 1s one of the most costly articles that
can be placed upon the table, and no
greater mistake can be made than to at-
tempt to feed people upon it, with a view
to pecuniary profit., Yet those who pro-
vide food for us apvear to be so oblivious
to this fact that the bread served at nine-
teén out of every twenty tables Is unfit to
be eaten. The same ignorance and care-
lessness that obtain in regard to bread ob-
tain in regard to meats, fruits, vegetables
and other articles of dlet—though rhaps
not in so large a measure—an al'l)eamng
the line pecuniary loss, in a greater or less
degree, follow the Imperfect preparation
of different articles of food,

Good bread 1s, in my judgment, the most
prominent factor in the solution of the
cheap food problem. Its economic wvalue
cannot be overestimated. And, however,
much the quality of food may be Improved
in other directions, it will be impossible to
furnish cholce fare at the lowest figures, or
even at as low figures as given in this ar-
ticle. without furnishing the best quality
of bread.

As soon ag the bread of a family Is raised
to the highest standard of excellence, the
standard of all the other articles of diet
begins to meve upward and the waste of
fond to diminish; and in a short time the
decreased table expenses become an item
of as great astonlshment as the improved
character of the table viands.

Soups may be broadly divided into fonr
classes—clear soups, thick soups, purees
or bisques and chowders. (lear soups ‘n-
clude all forms of bouillon or broth. Thick
consist of the clear soups boiled down to
unusual strength and thickened, Purees
have the vegetable ingredients cooked soft
and rubbed through a sieve into the soup.
Bisques are purees with fish used in place
of the vegetables, and chowders are com-
pounds of fish, fowl, flesh or vegetables,
mixed and seasoned to suit the individual
taste of the cook.

The meat from which soup is to be made
must be lean, as greasy soup s an abom-
ination. The meat should be cut from the
bone in rather small pleces, and the bone
broken. The bone gives the flavor of the
marrow to the soup. Meat and bone should
be ‘riaced in cold water, and the whole slow-
ly Yeated. It should be skimmed, as fllm
rise, to the toT. When the water just
rea hes the bolling point the vegetables
anc flavori should be added and the
whle allowed to simmer, but not to boll,
for several hours. Tte daintlest way of
flavoring the soup I8 to tie the spices in
a gauze bag and let them remain in the
water long enough to give flavor, but not
their whole strength. When the soup Is
done it should be taken from the stove,
gkimmed, partially cooled and passed
through a halr sleve. This is houillon, the
foundation of all good soup. It will keep
for a long time in a cool place.
