The Bobber Tariff.
To the Editor of the Indianapolis Journal:

Our free-trad- e friends say that "protec-
tion is robbery." and they therefore call tho
McKinley law "the robber tariff." Now,
in order to consummate a felony of that
kind there must be a robber and the robbed.
Who is this monster who is forcibly reliev-
ing hl3 victims of their own? Why, it is
tho malignant and thieving American man-

ufacturer. He Is the rascally chap who
makes the wage earner and the consumer
"stand and deliver." And how docs the
wdeked manufacturer accomplish his villain-
ous purpose? Easy enough. He has Con-
gress to pass a law placing a duty of say
50 per cent, on the kind of goods he manu-
factures, which amount he add3 to the price
of his productions. This increased price he
compells the poor consumer to pay, and
complacently puts it In his ponderous pock-
et, as a part of his profits. And this is the
kind of exaggerated nonsense that is being
talked by Democratic orators from Cleve-
land down to Bynum.

Ananias has something of a reputation as
a prevaricator, but he would hardly be able
to "hold a candle" to one of our modem
free-trad- e fallacists. The McKinley law
added about 2S per cent- - to the dutiable
list, according to the highest Democratic
authority. But has the American manu-
facturer added 26 per cent, to the price of
his productions? Most certainly not. And
is the consumer paying one-four- th more
for his supplies than he did before the Mc-
Kinley law was enacted? Not at all. Then
who i3 paying the 26 per cent, that was
added by that odious enactment?

If some "tariff reformer" will figure out
the answer to this question he will know
more about the practical workings of a pro-
tective tariff than he ever dreamed of be-
fore. If he cannot solve this proposition let
him exercise his ingenuity on the following
conundrum. How does the foreign manu-
facturer come by the belief that he pays
tho duty? That he has such an impression
is certain, and I have always been anxious
to have some free-trad-er explain Just how
the foreigner becams possessed of such an
idea.

But these "robbers," it appears, are to
have a respite, a stay of execution, us It
were. The "reformers" have graciously
consented that the Wilson bill shall not go
Into effect until July 1804. probably on the
principle that we do not hansr a man with-
out giving him a little time for preparation.
The "robbers" should be very thankful. It
gives them an opportunity to ply their vo-

cation six months longer. You certainly
would not stop a "robbers" from robbing
all at once.

But these reformers apologize for the Wil-
son bill by that it does not entirely
destroy protection to American Industries.
That is to say they are willing that the ras-
cally manufacturer shall continue to steal
from the unfortunate consumer, but at a
less rate commit petit larceny, so to speak.

Not only manufactured good3 as a whole,
