AN INDIANA PIONEER.

Willinm J. Van Matre Suddenly Ex-
pires at His Mlddietown Home.

MIDDLETOWN, Ind., Dec. 30. — William
J. Van Matre, one of the oldest cltizens of
this community, died suddenly at his home
here yesterday., He had just partaken of a
hearty dinner, and had gone into the sitting

room, when he fell to the floor and expired
instantly. His death was due to heart fall-
ure. He was seventy-five vears old, and set-
tled In the neighborhood of Cross Roads,
three miles northeast of town, in 1827, com-

ing with his father, who was the first white
man to penetrate the wilderness that then
coversd what is now regarded as the gar-
den spot of Indlana, Mr. Van Matre was
A remarkable character. He died lenving a
large estate. During the days of the war
he gave much ald and comfort to the boys
at the front. At the close of the war he
bought the horse ridden by Gen. Tom Brady
during the war. This horse was given the
best of care and attentlion, and died only
two or three yvears ago, at the age of thir-
tv-four. Mr. Van Matre Is the last of the
original family that settled here In 1827, two
vounger brothers having passed away with-
in the past few years. Funeral services will
be held at the residence to-morrow.

MERELY A REFORM.

New Sysiem of Bookkeeping Adopted
by the Treasurer,
WASHINGTON, Dec. 30h—With the be-
ginning of the new year the office of the
United States Treasurer will begin a new
system of bookkeeping, so far as currency
notes are concerned. The new system will
save considerable time and labor, and facil-

ftate to some extent the redemption of worn
and mutilated money. Under the present
system the United Siates notes, treasury
Hnotes and gold and suver certihcates, when
received for redemption, are credited on the
books of the department according to the
series of which they are composed. This en-
tails a2 great deal of labor, wiilch s now re-
garded as unnecessary, especially in the
case of United States notes, of which there
are six different serles, Hercaflier the
amount daily received will be recorded as
a whole, and then the new certiiicates will
be issued in return as heretofore. There
is no speclal signincance attached o tne
change, and it Is said to be merely in the
direction of reform of methods.

It Varies Greatly from the American
Artic'e and Is Less Agreeable.
Richard Harding Davis, in Harper's.

If the Scotechman, who certainly seems re-
served enough In our eyes, is chilled by the
Englishman's manner, it Is evident how
much more the American must suffer before
he learns that there is something better to
ceme, and that the Englishman's manner
is his own misfortune and not his inten-
tional fault. The English say to this, when
you know them well enough to complain,
that we are too “sensitive,” and that we
are too quick to take offense. It never oc-
curs to them that it may be that they are
too brusaue. If you zay, on mounting a
coach, “I am afraid I am one too many,
I fear 1 am erowding you all,” wvou ecan
count upon their all answering, with per-
fect cheerfulness, **Yes, yvou are, but we
didn't know you were coming, and there
iIs no help for it," and it never occurs to
them that that is not perhaps the best way
of putting it. After a bit you find out that
they do not mean to be rude, or you learn
to be rude yourself, and then you gzet on
famously. 1 have had Americans come to
my rooms in London with tears of indig-
nation in their eyes, and tell of the way
they had been, as they supposed, snubbed
and insulted and neglected. *“*Why,” they
would ask, *“did they Invite me to their
house if they meant to treat me like that?
I didn't ask them to. I didn't force myself
on them. 1 only wanted a word now and
then, just to make me feel 1 was a human
being., If they had only asked me, “When
are you going away? it would have been
soinething; but to leave me standing around
in corners, and to go through whole din-
ners without a8 much as a word, without
miroducing me to anyone or recognizing
my existence—why did they ask me if they
only meant to insult me when thev got
me there? Is that English hospltality 2
And the next day 1 would meet the people
with whom he had been staying and they
wonld gay: “We have had soch a nice com-
patriot of vours with us, such a well-in-
formed young man: [ hope he wili stop
with us for the shooting.” As far as they
knew they had done all that eivility re-
quired, all they would have given their
nelghbors, or have expected from their own
people. But they did not know that we
are not used to being walked over rough-
ghod, that we affect interest even if we do
not feel it, and that we tell social fibs §f
it is going to make some one else feel more
comfortavle. It is as if the Americah had
boxed with gloves all his life. and then met
a man who struck with his bare fists; and
it naturaily hurts. And the most pathetic
part of the whole thing is that they do
not know how much better than their own
the breeding of the Aerican really s,
It f{g ke the line in the International
Enisode, whers the American woman
points out to her friend that their English
visitors not only dress badly, but so badly
that thev wili not appreciate how weil
dressed the Americans are. 1 have seen a
whole roomful of Englishmen it still when
a woman came into her own drawing-room,
and then loock compassionately at the
Amerioans nresent because they stood un.
They nrobably thoupzht we were following
out the rales of some hoolkk on etiguette,
and could not ¥now that we were simply
more comfortable gstandinz when a woman
wne standine than we would bhave heen
gitting down. And it will not do to say
in renly to this that these Englishmen of
whom 1 speank were not of the bhettar sart,
and that 1 should not judge by the middle
clags, 1 am not judging of the middle
classez, It was the best butter,” as the
March hare says.
