Freight Traflic Last Week.

Heavy Shipments of Grain Eastward
Owing to Low Rates, Which Will
Likely Be Restored To-Day.

For the first time since July the train
recorgls show af large a tonnage moving as
in corresponding weeks of last year, in the

week endirg Dec. 30 there being 475 more |

loaded  cars forwarded at

Indianapolis than in the corresponding
week of 1862. This Increase, however,
comes entirely from incgeaszed shipments of
grain, shippers desiring to take advantage
of the low rates of a few days past, and
freight men will be surprised if the coming
week does not show a heavy falling off in
east-bound business, as to-day, if all lines
live up to their agreements, rates east-
bound will be restored to the basis of 25
cents per 10 pounds, Chicago to New York,
Indianapolis business taking
that rate. Shipments of lumber
large, much of it being hard woods, to be
exported, and veneering. Shipments of live
stock last week were the lightest in any
week of the last three months, West-
bound business is light, but there is some
prospect of an early improvemert. The re-
duced rates which went into effect on Sat-
urday may increase the business some-
what, but the principal increase locked for
is from the starting up of a number of
the iron Industries of Ohio and Pennsvl-
vania. There is Iitle to say that s en-
couraging as regards loeal traflic. One
would have to go back a number ¢f vears
to find a week in which so little was doing
about the city frelght depots as In the week
ending Dee. 30, and, In fact, the same could
be said of tho- business of the entire month
of December, and, with but one exception,
the Vandalia, fewer men are employed in
offices, on the platforms and in the local
yards than at any time in the last ten
yvears, Changes in handling the business
of the Vandalla necessitate their keeping
up their full complement of men.

against her by her husband, Willilam H.
Irvine, formerly of Marion, Ind. Irvine
not only lost his case, but the custody of
the beautiful mnc-;n*ur-ul-.l Flessie, their
only child, goes to the mother. The Judge,
in commentiing on Irvine's shooting of
banker C. E. Montgomery, which occurred
in a hotel at Lincoln, Neb.,, a year ago,
denounced it as a brutal murder, saying
Montgomery had never been p..iu-n timz to
explain or defend himself before Irvine
shm him down.

“No one but a coward would have been
of sucn an act,” he said. He also
severely criticised the manner in which
Irvine got the Omaha confession of gullt
from his wife., He believed that Mrs, Ir-
vine’'s actions at the Wellington Hos=l,
Chicago, in the famous interviews between
hersclf and husband, after she had gone to
Chicago with Montgomery, showed her in-
nocence, as she refused to admit her guilg,
even when threatened with death. In con-
ciusion, it was heid that the charges
against the woman had not beeén proven,
but that her charge of cruelty against her
husband had but"l fully subQLu;lh.lUl The
court granted her a decree on that grounadq,
and awarded her the custody of thc.-. nine-
year-old daughter, with all costs of the
sult.t The amount of alimony and attor-
nevs' fees will be decided on next Tuesday.

Thizs case has many features that go to
make it the most sensational divorce suit
ever triad in Utah. X»r, and Mrs., Irvine
came here from Omaha about four years
agn. About three years prior to that they
had moved to Omaha from Marion, where
Irvine met and married his wife ten years
ago. Addie Smith's girthood had passed in
Wabash, where she still has relatives. The
family removed to Marion about fifteen
vears ago, where Mrs, 1rvine's brother, Wil-
liam C. Smith, sister, Mrs. William Hogan,
and bher mother, Mrs. D. E. Wilson, still
reside, and are among the best people of
that city. Irvine inherited considerable prop-
erty, and, after going to Omaha, he went in
business with C. E. Montgomery and con-
siderably increased his fortune. In her tes-
timony Mrs. Irvine testified that their life
in Omaha was far from happy, and Irvine
threatened to leave her, They decided to
go to Utah and begin all over. There they
got on little better, Mrs. Irvine was a
good-looking, voluptuous blonde of fine fig-
ure and bright, impulkive disposition. One
day, at a summer resort hotel, she was
weeping, when Montgomery came along
and began 10 sympathize with her. He
said her husband didn't love her, Mont-
gomery took her boat-riding, and after-
wards she saw him frequently. Her hus-
band forbade her having anything to do
with Montgomery, and she dld not tell
him of their confidential relations. She
told of repeated cruelties on the part of
her husband, and they were about to sep-
arate. Irvine had become one of the proml-
nent men in Utah, and was exceedingly
popular in the clubs,

Mrs. Irvine planned to pay a visit to her
relatives in Marion, and telepraphed word of
her plans to Montgomery. he banker met
her at Omaha and accompanied her on the
train to Chicago. He gave her a card with
a HAetitious namegand sent her to Grace
Hotel, in Chicago,” where she registered the
false name and took a room already en-
gaged by Montgomery, his being next with
a door between, Mra, Irvine had her
daughter with her, and Montgomery spent
the evening with her at the hotel, coming
to her room after little Flossie had been
put to bed.

Irvine had dogged her footsteps, learned
of the oacurrence, and hastened on to Chi-
cago in a Trantic state of mind. His wife
wired him falsely she had stopped at the
Grand Pacific. He wired for a confirmation,
and the hotel people denjed she was there.
He then sent her a message to meet him
at the Wellington, which she did.
