CHICAGO MARKETS UP

Wheat Gained 11-2¢ in Spite of
Heavy Selling by Bears.

All Indieations Pointed to Strength in
Cercals, and Also Provisions,
Before the Close.

“CHICAGO, Jan. #—Wheat gained 1%c to-
day on large exports, a decrease in the
stocks of flour, encouraging cables and
good buying. Corn gained 8%c¢ and oats
about as much. Provisions closed with a
marked addition to prices and at the highest
quotations of the day.

Wheat started firm with May 4c higher
at 66%¢c. New York sent large selling or-
ders early and Henry Champlin and Pard-
ridge and Leeming sold heavily. The resuit
was a loss of 3c. Prices held steady at the
decline for about an hour. A reaction set
in with the encouraging cable advices and
prices began to advance. Liverpool was
quoted steadier, and a private Paris catle-
gram said that the market there was very
firm. Chicago receipts were under the es-
timate and only forty-five cars are ex-

pected for to-morrow. Minneapolis and Du-
Iuth together reported 360 cars, compared
with 278 on the corresponding day last
yvear. New York reported exports of 252,000
bushels of wheat and 43,000 packages of
flour, and from the four principal Atlantic
ports, including New York, the clearances
amounted to over 500,000 bushels. Another
influence that added strength to the market

was the decrease in stocks of flour. Public
stocks of flour in this country on Jan. 1,
as compared with those on Dec, 1, decreased
234,000 barrels. At the marked advance in
prices there were some realizing sales,
causing a temporary reaction, but the firm-
ness of the continental cables forced prices
up again and May closed 14¢ above the bot-
tom figures of the day and but igc from the
top. May opened at 653;¢, lost 3z¢, advanced
%e, then %ce, reacted Y%e and advanced “ge,
to close at 667%ec.

Corn was firmer in sympathy with wheat
and owing to the indications of a decrease
in the movement. May opened %c¢ higher at
I8N6e, declined e with wheat’s early slump,
advanced %c when wheat firmed up and
closed at the top figures of the day, ®4c.

Oats were firmer, influenced By the
strength in wheat and corn. Recelpts were
one car under the estimate and the esti-
mate for to-morrow's receipts was light.
