Peoria, Dccatnr & Evansville in
the Hands of Receivers '

On the Application of Mr. Mackey--

In the Toils of a Money Shark Tow--c

Bass Feud Burglar's Sentence,

The Peoria, Decatur & Evansville railroad
and all the lines owned, leased or operated
by that company were yesterday placed in
the hands of Erastus P. Huston and E. O.
Hopkins, of Evansville, as receivers. Judge
Woods, of the federal court, made the ap-

pointments upon application of D. J.
Mackey, of Evansville, president of the
company. The Central Trust Company, of
New York, is the defendant In the suit, and
Messrs Stems and Horton, of Peoria, the
railroad company's solicitors, and Bluford
Wilson, of SprlnsfleM. 111., represented Pres-
ident Mackey here yesterday. Tho latter
took the opportunity to deny recent charges
against him In connection with the road's
management

It is asserted in President Mackey' a com-
plaint that the company Is unable to meet
its outstanding obligations which amount to
$1,138,703, and Include Interest on the first
mortgage bonds due Jan. 1. These bonds
amount to $1,207,000, and are held by the
Central Trust Company, together with a
deed of trust securing their payment. The
Interest due March 1 on these bonds will bo
$41,100. It Is maintained that all ' Interests
can best be guarded by the appointment of
receivers. The charge that President
Mackey has borrowed large sums of money
from the road is denied in the complaint, as
Is also the statement recently made In a cir-
cular issued by the chairman of the board
of directors of the - Evansville & Terre
Haute railway that the Peoria, Decatur &
Evansville Company had borrowed over
$W0,000 from the first mentioned road.: This
statement the complaint says has tended to
Injure the road's credit and hasten. suit3 on
overdue claims.

Judge Woods directs Messrs. Huston and
Hopkins to take charge of and operate the
road with power to redeem all securities
and to borrow money if necessary. Each
receiver gave bond In the sum of $25,000.
The same action was taken at Springfield,
III., Tuesday, but the announcement was not
made until yesterday, so that the orders for
the appointments might be made public in
both districts at the same time.

The Peoria, Becatur & Evansville rood
runs from the last-nam- ed point to Pekln,
111., and was a part of the Mackey system,
having been bought by Mr. Mackey about
nine years ago. i

The exact bonded Indebtedness of the
road consists of $l,2S7,00O first mortgage
bonds, issued l&So, on the line from Pekln to
Mattoon; $1,470,000 first mortgage bonds, is-
sued on the line from Mattoon to Evans-
ville, known as the Evansville division, and
$2.OSS,O0O second mortgage bonds. Issued in
1SS0, on the entire line; also $$00,000 floating
Indebtedness.

MUST SERVE HIS TIME.
Snpreme Conrt Refused to Give Tovr

a Tiexr Trial.
The Tows and the Basses have occupied

the time and attention of both federal and
county courts to an exceptionally: large ex-
tent during the past three or four years.
The criminal history of Indiana contains a
voluminous chapter of their misdeeds. The
feud which existed between the two families
has been the subject of much newspaper
attention and columns have been written
about it Tho celebrated fight on a Monon
train at Greencastle Junction, wnich result-
ed in Curtis Bass throwing Tow from the
fast-movin- g train and in which several per-
sons were shot, is well remembered. The
chief actors in thl3 feud seemed to employ
themselves almost altogether In trying to
either drag one another Into the courts or
doing each other bodily harm. They, were
connected by marriage.
'Bass was convicted in the Lawrence, Cir-

cuit Court of assault and battery with In-

tent to commit murder, and sentenced to
four years In prison. Motion for a new
trial was overruled and an appeal was takento the Supreme Court to reverse this judg-
ment and remand the case for trial. Itbeing charged that the indictment was in-
sufficient.

The court holds In an opinion yesterday
affirming the action of the Lawrence Cir-
cuit Court, that the indictment was sound
and that the evidence tends so strongly to
support the verdict of the jury that It can-
not be disturbed on the further claim by
Pass that the evidence was not strong
enough to support the verdict Tow was
killed about a year after the assault upon
him by Curtis Pass, his slayer being Daw-
son Moore, marshal of the town of Mltcnell,
and who is now, Wke Bass, serving a termat Jeffersonvi lie.

The question of admitting as evidence cer-
tain stenographic notes of a statement madeby Tow after the assault on him by Bass,
formed a portion of the basis of a request
for a new trial. The Supreme Court held inyesterday's opinion that the great weight
of authority is where the testimony of a
deceased witness has been taken in writing
or where notes have been taken by theJudge or anyone else who can testify to their
correctness, or where the evidence has beentaken by en ofncLU shorthand reporter such
evidence or notes may be reod in evidence
on a subsequent trial between the sameparties. Another reason urged bv the at-
torneys for Bass in support of their appeal
is the fact that while the trial of Moore
was in progress the Jury in the Bass case
could hear the arguments In the room in
which they were deliberating". The opinion
of yesterday says In reply to this thatnothing is shown to Indicate tHat the appel-
lant did not have full knowledge of this factor that he made the slightest objection to It.
The Jury Is presumed to have done its duty
and nothing more, and such presumption
must continue until the contrary Is shown.

,Xo error is found In the lower court's re-fu- sil

to grant a new trial on any of thefacts disclosed. Justice Coffey wrote theopinion.

IX A MONEY SHARK'S TOILS.
One. of Lievrln Ilanm's Unnrionn Trans-

actions Bronght Into Conrt.
Louis Baum, a "money shark," whose ex-

tortions have been heretofore exposed in the
columns of the Journal, was yesterday after-
noon made defendant in a suit by one of
his victims to secure release from the tolls
of the shark. Baum. It will be remem-
bered, was connected with C. Ludwig in
a usurious transaction in which a woman
named Harrison was the victim. During the
transaction Ludwig violate! the postal
laws and was fined and sentenced to jail
by Judge Baker. The jail sentence was
afterwards remitted on Ludwig's pitiful plea
for his family. The plaintiff In the case filed
against Baum yesterday is Frederick J.
Xeltzel. He alleges that on June 5, 1S93,

he borrowed of Baum the sum of $50. At
this time he executed his note for thatamount, payable In ninety days. At the
fame time he executed two interest notes
for S9.S0 each, due In thirty and sixty days,
and all the notes were secured by a chattelmortgage. On Sept. 5 the loan wa ex-
tended for six months from that date, rind
Neitzel again executed Interest notes. This
time he executed three interest notes for

. $ each, due in thirty, sixty and ninety
days, and also two interest notes for $i.W.
each, duo In four and live months from
date. He also executed a second chattel
mortgage to secure tho payment of this
second batch of notes. Since this time
Xeltzel alleges he has paid Baum ?W.40,
more than the principal with legal interest.
He says ho has demanded that Baum re-
lease) the mortgages, and the latter has re-
fused to do so. He charges in his com-
plaint that the money shark fraudulently
inserted the word "piano" in the mort-
gages so as to make them cover that In-
strument. The plaintiff avers that he had
no knowledge of this insertion until Jan.
I. and that he had not intended the piano
to be included in the mortgage, and that
the money shark, at the time of the exe-
cution of the mortgage, knew that it was
not intended to have the plane included.
Baum came to this city from Terre Haute,
where he was proprietor of a saloon of that
class known as "barrel houses."

IH IlGLAUS OX TRIAL.

One of Them, John Slinpxon, Given n

In the Criminal Court, yesterday, John
Simpson, William Welch and Jeff David-
son were placed on trial under Indictments
for burglary and grand larceny.

P. W. Frank, proprietor of Frank's Fur-
niture Fair, at Xos. 113 to 119 East Wash-
ington street, has made an assignment to
the Indiana Trust Company for the benefit
of all his creditors. Ills store occupied
three floors of the building and he car-
ried a large general stock of furniture. Re-
cently he has filed a number of chattel

Appellnte Court Decision.
The Appellate Court yesterday affirmed

Champion was a switchman, and while at
work with an inexperienced employe he had
his hand crushed because of his compan-
ion's alleged lack of experience, the acci-
dent occurring while .they were trying to
couple cars. Champion was given a ver-
dict for $2,250 in the lower court. The rail-
road company appealed on the ground of a
refusal to instruct the jury that when a
man enters the employ of a railroad com-
pany as a yard brakeman he Impliedly as-
sumes the risks of accident caused by the
inexperience of his fellow yard brakeman in
that service. The court holds that such re-
fusal was not an error, and that the in-
structions given covered the case in every
particular. Judge Ross dissented.

last summer. The Xew York Central will
shorten Its time between New York and
Buffalo one hour, and President Newell says
the Lake Shore will shorten its time, as
compared with last season, between Buffalo
and Chicago, one hour.

A railroad official who recently had a con-
versation with some of the high olflcLals of
the Pennsylvania says there Is no real foun-
dation for any statement that the Pennsyl-
vania Company has its eye on the Evans-
ville & Terre Haute, and will eventually
purchase it or secure control of it. He said
the tenor of their conversation was that if,
eight months ago, they had known, or even
six months ago have thought that railways
would be in their present condition, the
company would not have hastened the deal
by which it secured control of the Cleve-
land & Marietta, the Toledo, Peoria & West-
ern and the Vandalla, but it was a fact that
six months ago the deals In each case had
gone so far as to make it dishonorable to
withhraw.

It is stated that one of the subjects which
General Manager McDoel, of the Monon,
and General Manager Green, of tne Cin-
cinnati. Hamilton & Dayton, both of whom
are now in New York, will discuss, will
be the shortening of the running time be-
tween Cincinnati and Chicago.

The attorney went direct from
the depot to the courthouse, where he filed
a mortgage for $1,000,000. The mortgage was
given by the Indianapolis & Northeastern
Railway Company to secure a loan of that
amount for a term of Jlfty years from the
Manhattan Trust Company, of New York
city. The money La to be used on the In-

dianapolis, Anderson & Muncie division or
the road. The mortgage states that the
road is to run northeast from
MuntMe through Jay county to the Ohio
State Una. Dr. S. H. Baxter Is named as
president of the company and Mr. Ilacke-dow- n

as secretary. Mr. Baxter is a well-kno- wn

banker of Lima, O., and a partner
In the railroad and land speculation of Cal-

vin S. Brice, of Ohio. When seen this even-
ing Hackedorn simply stated that he had
no news at present. When asked If this
was not tho much-talke- d of branch of the
Lake Erie & Western from Muncle to In-

dianapolis, Mr. Hackedorn osrain stated that
to had no news. He finally stated that the
company was an entirely new one, in no
way connected with the Lake Erie & West-m- i

The Garstangr Locomotive.
The new engines on the Big Four, known

as the Gars tang type, aro creating so much
talk through the excellent records they are
making with heavy trains that a descrip-
tion of the locomotive, as given by one of
the master mechanics, will be read witn
Interest. Ou Sunday a theatrical party oc-

cupying three cars and a baggage car were
hauled by these engines 2--2 miles in seven
hours and twenty minutes, making one
change of engines, and one of these en-

gines ran, with six cars attached to it, re
cently quite a distance at a speed of seven-

ty-two miles an hour, covering some
miles in forty-fiv- e seconds. The master me-

chanic says they were built by the Schen-
ectady locomotive works from specifica-
tions prepared by William Garstang, super-
intendent of motive power. Tho engines
present a plain, but symmetrical, appear-
ance, standing high on their wheels. The
cylinders have a twenty-four-lnc- h stroke,
and are 1S'2 inches in diameter. The driv-
ing wheels are C$ inches in diameter. The
rigid wheel base Is 8 feet, and the total
wheel base is 2 feet 9 inches, and of the
engine and tsnJer 4$ teet inches. The
total weight of engine In working order Is
113,600 pounds, of which 79,700 pounds rest
upon the drivers and 29,iMX pounds upon
the truck. The tender weighs o5,2K pounds
loaded, and has a capacity for 4,000 gallons
of water. The boiler Is made of steel end
carries a working rressure of ISO pounds
per square inch, with a factor of safety of
5. The boiler is of the wagon-to- p type, with
crown bar fire box, and has an extension
front; it is 53 Inches In diameter at the
smoke box end, and contains 2tiS tubes, 2
Inches in diameter and li feet 0V3 inches
long. The fire box is 8 feet long by 3 feet b
Inches wide; it is made of steel piates; the
back and side sheets are 5--1C thick, the
crown sheets sg of an inch thick, and the
flue sheet i Inch thick. The piston heads
and followers are of cast iron, and have
Dunbar packing; the piston rods are of
steel, keyed to croFsheads, and held by a
nut to piston heads: the quicks are of
Mid vale steel, tuid the crossheads of
wrought Iron, with cast steel shoes holding
brass gibs. The driving axles are mads of
Otto steel, with journals S'i Inches In di-
ameter by Wi inches long. The drivint;
boxes are of ajax metal. The- - side: and main
rods are of steel, and have an eye b?an
section with solid ends on the side rods
and front end of the main rod. Comparing
the performance of one of thopo engines
with a ten-whe- el engine in pa5senprer serv-
ice, it was found the eight-whe- el engine
consumed 9.72 pounds of coal per car mile,
and the ten-whe- el engine 11.22 pounds of
coal per car mile.
