P. Haughey was first called. He was not
present, but Mr. Duncan entered a plea of
not gulity In each count of the Indictment
Schuyler C. Haughey was next called and
& similar plea was made by Mr. Duncan.
The attorneys for the other defendants, ex-
cept R. B. F. Peirce, took the same action.
Duncan and Smith, appearing for E. E.
Rexford, and Ferdinand Winter, who rep-
resents Mr. Peirce, did not arrive until

CHANGE IN THE FARE

Greater Variety of Edibles to Be
Dispensed at the Food Market.

Still No Agreement on the Garfield Park
Work—Over a Thousand Families
Now on the Books.

The rellef committee of the Commercial
Club yesterday agreed on a new lst of ra-
tlors to Le dispensed from the food market.
The new bill of fare is of a more palatable
varfety than has heretofore been furnished.
The club hps from the start Intended
changing the rations, and will substitute
the new list of provisions for the old some
time during this week. The following sup-
plies will be glven out to families of four
and five persons: Ten pounds of corn meal,
tweive pounds of potatoes, two pounds of
beans or six pounds of hominy, one quart
of molasses, two pounds of pickled pork,
four pounds of fresh pork, one-half pound
of lard, six loaves of bread or eight pounds
of flour, one-hall pound of coffee, one pound
of sugar, ones-half pound of salt, one cake

of soap. The cost of this outlay of pro-
visions is placed at $1.

Conferred with the Board.
Yesterday afternoon AMeszre. Kramer and
Meyer, of the Board of Public Works, con-
sulted with the relief committee on the
subject of providing work for the unem-
ployed patrons of the food market. The
board members desired to Kknow whether

or not the club would furnish enough labor

to represent 10009 of the relief fund, pro-
vided the city would put into operation
at ocnce the contemplated Garfield Park
work. This question has before been pre-
sented to the committee, and the reply has
imvariably been that the Commercial Club
has no right to dictate as to the specific
expenditure of the funds in its charge. It
was explained to the representatives of
the l' that the c¢lub would furnish all
the la¥or at its command, but did not think
it advisable to agree to the proposed plan.
One of the objectlionable features advanced
was that it would be unfalr to ask men
living in the northeast part of Indianapo-
2 1o walk ten miles in going to and from
thelr work, It was shown that the major
portion of the eries for work emanate
from that section which is too remote from
the park to admit of the thought of walk-
inz. The board members were advised
to secure gtreet-railway transportation for
a hundred men a day, and left the com-
mittee with the intention of looking into
the suggestion.

Carrying 1,107 Famlilies,

The managerment of the food market now
accounts with 1,107 families which
comprise between four and filve thousand
persons, dally dependent on the
market for food. It is estimated that the
number of patrons at the market increases
two hundred ecach day. The pian to supply
footwear to the needy s 'ooked on by the
relief committee with faror, and it Is now
proposed to Inauguratr a boot and shoe
store in connection with the food market.
It is not proposed to furnish new leather,
but to collect a large assortment of boots
and that have been worn and cast
0if. The committee expects to secure the
gervices of several unemployved cobiblers who
will be kept busy repalring the shoes do-

mated. It I8 requestad that any person hav-
ing nn old pair of boots or ghoes lo con-
tribute, wiil either notify the relief mmmiat-
teas by postal card or leave the articles At

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WAS A HIGH ROLLER

Solicitor for the German-Amer-

ican Association in Trouble,

S. J. Warner, of This City, Collects
Money from Seymour Shareholders
Which He Fails to Pay Over.

8. J. Warner, a solicitor for the German
American Building and Loan Associatlon,
of this city, has been discharged by the
assoclation on account of complaints from
shareholders of crooked dealings on the
part of Warner. For several months past
he has been located at Seymour, from
which place the complaints come.

G. W. Brown, secretary of the associa-
tion, was seen last night and asked about
the discharge of Warner. He =aid the first
complaint to the home office of the asso-
ciation was received a few days ago in a
confidential letter from a resident of Sey-
mour, in which it was stated that Warner
had been collecting money from share-
holders. According to the rules of the as-
soclation the treasurer of the local board
at Seymour was the only one entitled to
receive that money. A meeting of the
board of directors was called, and C. N.
Thompson, attorney for the association,
was sent to Seymour to investigate: It
was learned there that Warner had col-
lected &00 from each of two men as pay-
ment for paid-up stock, and had not sent
the money in. He had afterwards given the
two men security for the amount. Yester-
day Alr., Brown received a letter from a
man named Vogel, stating that he had paid
Warner $1% for paid-up certiflcates. War-
ner had sent in the application as for run-
ning stock, and given Vogel a certificate
for running stock. Vogel did not discover
the difference till called upon to pay an in-
staliment upon his stock. Mr. Brown says
there may have been similar transactions
for small amounts, but that any payments

made to Warner were not authorized by
the company, and the shareholders will
have to seek their own redress. Warner's
f?tm“y reside at No. 41 Highland Place, this
city.

WARNER AT SEYMOUR.

He Spent Money Lavishly and Went
Into Society.
Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
SEYMOUR, Ind., Jan. 18.—The stockhold-
ers of the German-American Building Asso-
clation, of Indianapolis, who reside in this
city, received a surprise this morning from
the secretary of the company. The secre-
tary, G. W. Brown, notified them that Mr.
S. J. Warner, who has been acting as the
general agent here for thdpast two years,

was no longer connected with the associa-,

tion, and enclosed a statement of their ac-
count to date. The stockholders were not
surprised at Warner's discharge, but the
statement of accounts sent were wrong,
and show that Warner had collected a large
amount of money which was not turned

into the company’'s coffers. The transac-
tions which have already been reported
amount to a large sum and yet there are
more to hear from. Warner, whose family
resides In Indianapolis, came here about
two yvears ago. He soon became a ““mash-
er”” among the fair sex, to whom he salid
he was =ingle. The young women all be-

came smitten with him, as he was dreased’

in the height of fashion, and always had
plenty of moneyv, which he spent freely,
Warner was instrumental in organizing a
home board and was quite successful in
getting stockholders. A great mauy people
wondgred how he was able to live so high.
Some time ago Warner went into the coun-
try to the residence of John Barkman, and
had him take $500 worth of paid-up stock,
for which he received the cash. Shortly
afterwards he took five more shares, giving
his check on the First National Bank in
payment, making it payable to the German
Building Association or order. This check
was indorsed by Warner and paid to him
by the Seymour National Bank. About a
week after this transaction Mr. Barkman
became uneasy and called at the IFirst Na-
tional to se= if the money had been drawn
vout. and if the check had been indorsed
by the company. The teller showed him the
check and it was seen that it had never
been out of the city. He immediately hunt-
ed up Warner and demanded the return of
the money. Warner did not have the
ready cash and the account was settled by
a note, which was indorsed by two citizens,
and the matter was hushed up.

Warner, during his stay here, frequented
gambling rooms, ¥l is said to have been
a high roller. About two weeks ago ne
was In a poker game, and, during its prog-
ress, he purchased chips to the amount of
$85. for which he gave a check upon the
bank. Early the next morning he went to
the bank and drew out all of the money
which he had on deposit. When the check
was presented at the bank, a few hours
later, it was thrown back and not paid.
The man who presented the check hunted
up Warner and (ried to make him tiake it
up, bt he refused. A suit was instituted
hefore Esquire A. J. 1. Thurston charging
Warner with obtaining goods under false
retenses. When this actio® was tazio

rarner became alarmed at the motoriety
which the suit would bring him gnd the
case was compromised by Warner giving
his note with security. This compromise
did not keep the officials from Thear-
ing of it, as 'Squire  Thurston
had already i=sued a“ subpoena
on the president of the association, Mr.
Otto Stechhan, to appear and testify as to
whether the association had received the
money which had been drawn out of the
bank by Warner. The president investi-
gated the matter and {t resulted in the dis-
charge of Warmner this week.

Warner's transactions have been irregu-
lar. A number of young school teachers
Wwera rsuaded to transfer their stock in
one nf’ethf' home bullding associations to
him. for which he gave them certificates
for 00, pald-up stock. The association in
which they had held stock had two years
more to run, and Warner pald the weekly
dues, He reported to the company at In-
dianapolis that these women had taken
stock to run seventy-two weeks.

He dis-
appeared at the time of the crime. but
turned up azain in Martinsville, where his
family had removed some months prior to
his enforced departure, and where he was
arrested by the marshal at the request of
the (Colorado authorities. The case has al-
ready bern referrad to in these columns.
Sheriff Poe went to  Martinsville last
evening, Governor Matthews having at
once honored the requisition and issued the
necessary papers. _

Were During 1893,

Custodian Tim Grifin, of the State Capi-
tol building, filed his annual report with
the Governor yesterday. The balance
hand Dec. 31, 1892 was $0,010, and the appro-
piation for 1893 and 1864 was $11,000. The ex-
penses for the past year were §10,704, leav-

ing a balance now on hand of $3.256, dis-

tributed as follows: Water fund, 32,135.46;
repair and supply fund, $1,83854; salary of
custodian, $1,250; illuminating fund,
$1,688.57; fund {or repairing roof, $§1,265.19;
miscellaneous, $1,175.24.

The pay roll last year ranged from 31,200
in February to 364130 in October. The
illuminating gas cost the State §1,000, and
the electric lighting $£9.30 a month. There
was $16,488.61 spent of the S§18,000 appro-
priated for repairing the roof. The cus-
todian sold $1.811.40 worth of lead and other
materigl, and turned the amount into the
State treasury.
