Intellectual faculties, broadening the mind
and enlightening the conscience, why fill it
with figures representing the altitude of the
six highest mountains in the world or the
average depth of lakes and oceans? There
is reason to suspect that those who ask this
class of questions are Inspired by teachers,
who propound them to pupils to inspire in
them a spirit of inquiry. The purpose is
most commendable, but why not direct the
inquiry to something which will be useful
when ,the object of it is attained?

As the years pass which bear us further
from the period of Abraham Lincoln his
character and his achievements attract
more attention. During the past few years
an increasing number of meetings have
been held in different parts of the country
on the anniversary" of his birth to recall
his virtues.

The hero of the Chicago incident Is H.

PInglr, of Marion, Ind. He is an old
soldier, and has been something of a
traveler and wanderer. In 1S57, while In a
hunting excursion about thirty miles from
Smyrna, in Asia Minor, he came across a
rough-roc- k statue on a hillside. With a
wanderer's instinct it occurred to him to
cut his name in the stone, which he pro-

ceeded to do with his pocket knife till it
read, "11. Ilingler." Having amused him-

self sufficiently he resumed his tramp and
never gave the matter another thought.

Year.1 afterward the stone was discovered
by some parsons with Mr. Pickwick's anti-

quarian tastes. The Inscription, somewhat
dimmed by the elements, could not be
mat'e out. The stone was taken up and
removed. Casts were made of it and
sent to archaeological societlrs. One of
these came into possession of the Art In-

stitute, of Chicago, and was highly prized
because of the mystery surrounding the
unreadable inscription. Various theories
were advanced as to the meaning of the
cabalistic letters, but all agreed that It was
very ancient and very important.

It remained for th2 man who carved the
inscription to Interpret it. On Thursday
Mr. Itlngler was strolling through the Art
Institute, seeing what was to be seen,
when in the course of his wanderings he
found himself in front of the carved stone.
It was the second time he had encountered
it. Something made him pause to examine
it. Not being an archaeologist or savant
he did not regard it from a scientific stand-
point, yet something about It held his at-

tention. As he gazed at the dim inscrip-

tion the fog began to lift. First it was a
suggestion, then a suspicion, then a hazy
memory, and Anally a certainty. It was
the very stone he had encountered in Asia
Minor. in 1S57, and the inscription was his
name. He so declared in tones so excited
as soon to draw a number of persons to
the spot, including some of the officers of
the institute. Obtaining permission to prove
his assertion Mr. Itlngler soon traced out
the letters of hl3 name to the entire satis-

faction of all present. Instead of being a
message from the remote past relating to
the building of the pyramids, the flood, or
some scriptural event, it was plain "II.
Rlngler."

The incident has its remarkable as well
as Its amusing aspects. It Is very funny
to think of scientists and savants puz-

zling over such a matter; but how wonder-

ful to think of Mr. Ilingler's second acci-

dental encounter with the stone, or an
original east of it, after a lapse of nearly
forty years, under such different circum-

stances from those In which he first saw it.
Such incidents make one feel that the
world is very small.

ItAPID-FIU- E GUNS AND THE MILLEN-
NIUM.

The Universal Peace Society will hear
with interest the opinion of Dr. Gatllng,
inventor of the Gatllng gun, that the recent
developments in rapid-fir- e guns, wdth the
still greater improvements promised In that
line, all tend In the direction of peace. The
next European war, he thinks, will prob-

ably b3 the last, as the enormous destruc-

tive forces wddch will be let loose will sicken
the world of war and armies will refuse to
light. This view of the utility cf firearms
has tho ciorit of novelty, coming as It does,
from one whose life has been given up to

the making of devices to increase their de-

structive powers. Inventors of guns have
not been looked upon as agents of evil, ex-

actly; but neither, on the other hand,
have they been regarded as bene-

factors of their race. The general view has
been that they were merely endeavoring to
meet a demand for a weapon of war In

keeping with other improved modern ma-

chinery, and were not responsible for the
use to which their work might be put. With
this new light thrown upon their calling it
will become necessary to look at- these con-tlem- en

from a new standpoint. When an
inventor is bringing to his aid every scien-

tific device to add to the destructive effects
of any variety of gun, from a pocket pistol
to the iifty-to- n cannon of a battle-shi- p, he
must henceforth be clashed with philanthro-
pists. What he is trying to do is to hasten
peace and the millennium. That Is, when
his improved guns are turned on the enemy

tho latter will Le swept from the face of the
earth, and so great will be the alarm of the
survivors that none can then be tempted to
go to war. It is true that this may seera

somewhat like making a solitude and call-

ing it peace, but evidently this is not the
idea which Dr. Catling has in mind. Ills
theory is that after one trial of the new in-

struments of warfare both parties to the
conflict will be so terrified that all except
the victims on the field will draw off and
forever after keep out of range of such de-

structive forces. Tho poet who rather
doubtfully "trusts that somehow good will
be the final goil of 111," might have sung
even in a more cheerful strain had he but
lived long enough to take a lesson in op-

timism of . the gun-maker- s. Had he but
studied into the purposes of these workers
he might not have found it necessary to
ask
"Ah, when shall all men's good
Be each man's rule, and universal pence
Lie like a shaft of light across the land?"
He would have known that it would be
when lirearms had reached a state of de-

structive perfection, and he would have
celebrated the labors of the Inventor as al-

truism of the highest degree. The least the
Universal Peace Society can do is to elect
the gun men as members of that order.

Strug-ffle- s of the Revolutionists Com-
pared to the Revolt of Americans

Against British Kulc

WASHINGTON. Jan. 2. Sme of the

New England Beprcsentatives In Congress
who are most Indignant over the farcical,
unpatriotic and un-Ameri- iolicy of the
administration toward Hawaii, see In the
course of President Cleveland and Minister
Willis a simile to the conditions which ex-

isted at the' time the British attempted to
overthrow our little colony and engaged
George Washington and his forces at
Yorktowon, Bunker Hill, and one or two
other points where our forefathers drove
Kick the enemy at the point of plowshare
bayonets. We were then engaged in a
deadly struggle to place iqxm a firm foot-
ing a republic and resist the monarchical
rule of Great Britain. It seems necessary
to understand this phase of the situation
in order to comprehend the alms and strug-
gles of ths revolutionists in Hawaii. To
begin with, the principal actors in the
revolution and provisional rovernment on
the Sandwich Islands are Americans.

ditlons generally of such people. When they
fcave cone to our. Eastern manufacturing

cities they have brought the same habits,
but under the b:tter conditions which the
much higher wages received here make
possible the drink habit has fallen off or
turn:d to beer. Liquor shops nre thickest
where tenement houses are poorest and
most crowded, where home life is impos-

sible, physical comfort a stranger and
wnere hopeless wretchedness seeks a stim-

ulant to give forgetfulness. The man whose
earnings afford him palatable food and com-

fortable shelter, and has a savings bank
book or a few shares in a building associa-

tion spends neither hi money nor his time
In the dive, and removes his home, as soon

as he is alle, from such environment.
In large Hties those 'who are now dealing

intelligently with pnu:ertem. intemperance
and vice, which constitute the wretched-

ness of the slumr, have ceased to begin

their work by teaching morals. They re-

move the peojde from the slums to open

suburbs or purify them by tearing down

rickety old buildings and constructing

others. They find employment and sur-

roundings that will insure physical com-

fort, and. having the victims in their right
minds, they then begin the work of moral

uplifting. When the physical conditions in-

sure comparative Immunity from hunger

and cold, the foundation is laid for an in-

tellectual and moral superstructure.

The economic system which will insure

the highest physical conditions for the
masses in that which should command the
support of the rfeacher of ethics as an

ally.

CACTI'S FOR SPREES.
IHcasIng: for Topers Secured ly Uncle

Sum from Imllnn.
Washington Letter in Boston Transcript

The Bureau of Ethnology has forwarded
to Johns Hopkins University, for analysis, a
quantity of the hearts of a certain species
of cactus native to the Indian Territory.
These are eaten by the Kiowas and other
southern prairie tribes, producing an intox-
ication somewhat like hasheesh. Used In
moderation, they are a most powerful tonic.
Like the famous coca of Peru, they check
waste, and so stimulate bodily activity as .o
enable a man to work hard without sleep
for days together.

The Indians chew these cactus hearts and
swallow them. They Induce a condition of
exaltation. While under the influence a
man Is lifted out of himself, as it were. He
is wide awake, yet dreaming. The intellect
is not clouded, but ftimul.ted in a hlh
degree. But the most remarkable thing
about this plant is that its peculiar effect is
not followed by any reaction. On that ac-
count it should be ideally adapted for
sprees.

Persons addicted to alcohol are likely to
find It a boon. It immedrately arrests the
reaction which makes the toper so sad after
a "Jamboree," at the same time it is neither
a narcotic nor an opiate. The southern

i. Indians, with whom the eating of
the plant is a religion, regard it as a cure
for all diseases, especially for consumption.
At their sacred festivals thy remain for
days in the state of ecstacy described.

Each man consumes the cactus hearts at
the rate of about one an hour. Trie songs
and ceremonies are of a dreamy kind ap-
propriate to the method of inspiration. Ex-
perts at Johns Hopkins University will ob-
tain from the material furnished the active
principle of the plant. Thus It Is expected
that a new medicine, valuable perhaps for
mmy remedial purposes, will be added to
the pharmacopoeia. For "sobering up" It
will certainly be in great demand.

Dr. Carl Lumholtz has recently discov-
ered that four varieties of this cactus are
known to the aborigines in northern Mex-
ico. One giant kind 1j regarded by the In-
dians in that part of the country as their
greatest medicine, bIng much more power-
ful than the plant employed by the Kiowas.
They cin drink any amount of corn beer,
and this remedy will take away all ill ef-fe- et.

Those who read those portions of the city
papers relating to the Improvement of the
streets must have come to the conclusion
that while everybody is very enthusiastic
for improvement as a policy, they are op-

pose! to it wdien it comes to a practical
question cf improving the streets upon
which they live or own property. It Is like
taxation; citizen A Is heartily In favor of a
system which will impose the burden of
public expenditure upon II and C, but he is
deeply outraged when a scheme is proposed
which will compel him to contribute to the
cost of maintaining civilization. The pocket
nerve, as some one has happily expressed
it, is very sensitive when it is one's own
pocket that is threatened, but when it is
an ideal affa'r he Is enthusiastic. Looking
over the protests against a limited improve-
ment In a residence portion of the city will
be found the name of an editor who assails
the Board of Public Works several times
each week for not proceeding to improve
streets in a wholesale manner.
