denburg- gate and along Unter den Lindento tho Imperial castle. The Emperor In-
tended to welcome Prince Bismarck Inperson at tho railroad station, but at thelast moment was obliged to send his re-grets to the Prince, as he was obliged tomeet the King of Saxony at another sta-
tion at exactly the same hour that thePrince was to arrive in Berlin.

All the streets through which Prince Bis-
marck was to pass were handsomely dec-
orated and the windows of the houses be-gan to fill with people long before thehour set for the arrival of the Prince'strain in Berlin, While the crowds on Un-
ter den Linden were waiting the arrivalof the Prince they suddenly saw Emperor
William, attended by a single ald-de-cam- p,

returning from a ride in the Thiergarten,
the largest park near th& town, and to thewest of the Brandenburg gate. This wasat about U o'clock, and as the Emperor
rode quickly towards the fechloss or royal
palace ho was frantically cheered by thepeople, who seemed determined to showhim how heartily they appreciated tho factthat he had become reconciled to Princa
Bismarck. The reception accorded to thaEmpeior upon this occasion was entirely
unprecedented and evidently delighted hint,
for he smiled and saluted on all sides.

Shortly before noon the crowd about theLehrte station was most dense and re-
markable, from the fact that In front of
tlw station as well as upon the platform
was a large assemblage of distinguished
officers and public officials, nil dressed ingorgeous uniforms and all assembled thereby special order of Emperor William, who
had directed, that all the oflicers of the
headquarters staff, the chiefs of the civil
and. military cabinets and other similar of-
ficers should attend the reception, of Prince
Bismarck in full uniform. In addition
there were representatives from nearly ev-
ery society In and about Berlin and a
large force of municipal officers and stu-
dents. Shortly after noon. Prince Henry
of Prussia, brother of Emperor William,
surrounded by a large and brilliant staff,
rode up to the station, where he was hear-
tily cheered. The railroad station was
most tastefully decorated with flags, flow-ei- v,

evergreeivs and bunting, and red. car-
pets were laid on the platform and down
the steps leading from the station. Around
tha neighborhood of t'i depot a strong
force of military and poliea guarded every
point and kept spaces clear for tho most
distinguished officials.

THE PRINCE S ARRIVAL.
Promptly at 1 o'clock the train bearing

Prince Bismarck and his party entered the
station, and as It slowed up at the plat-
form the Prince was seen at the window of
his carriage, and was loudly cheered by
those who recognized him. This cheering
was the signal for an Outburst of applause
which, being taken up by the crowds out-
side the station, seemed to be carried
throughout Berlin, as it was taken up and
carried along from street to street, through
Unter den Linden to the palace Itself,
where the storms of cheering gave notice
that he of blood and iron had once more
set foot within the capital of the empire
he had done so much to create.

When the train had come to a standstill
Prince Bismarck came upon the platform,-wher- e

he was met by Prince Henry and the
assembled officers. Prince Henry extended
a most cordial greeting to Bismarck, and
the latter shook hands with many or the
distinguished oflicers present, several of
whom, especially the veterans, were affect-
ed considerably at this meeting with the
Iron Chancellor once more. After an inter-
val, during which a number of most com-
plimentary little speeches were made,
Princo Bismarck was escorted by Prince
Henry to one of the Imperial carriages
which was in waiting-- at ths entrance of
the station. As the Prince emerged from
the building and was recognized by the
people a storm of "hochs" and "hurrahs"
arose from the crowd, until it assumed, a
deafening, roaring sound which could be
heard for miles and miles. No man could
help but feel proud at such a welcome and
at such evidence of a strong hold upon the
hearts of the people. Prince Bismarck was
the first to enter the Imperial carriage, and
ho took a seat cn the right of Prince Henry
of Prussia, who followed him into the va--

hlcle. Then, the way being led by a de-
tachment of cuirassiers, their brilliant ac-
coutrements and armor glittering and
clashing mo3t musically as they proceeded,
the Prince started for the palace followed
by another detachment of cuirassiers. The
carriage and the cavalry started at a slow
trot, most enthusiastically cheered by tha
crowds lining the streets.

From the windows of the houses along"
the route followed by tho Princo' s carriagw
to the palace and from the crowd of peopla
gathered in the streets showers of flowers
were thrown into the carriage, and peopla
shouted themselves hoarse in their efforts
to welcome the Prince. But more touching
still va.s the fact that numbers' of faces
streaming with tears were to be seen among
those who pratheral to welcome Rlsmarck
back to Berlin, and many of those who
shouted the most lustily for the

did so with their handkerchiefs wet
with tears. Prince Bismarck was evidently
much move! by the popular demonstration.
and it can safely be said that no one, 'em-
peror or king, ever received a warmer wel-
come in Merlin.

AT T11K EMPnROR'S CASTLE.
When the procession readied tho gaes

of the castle Prince Bismarck and Prince
Henry of Prussia alighted and walked to-

gether down the lines of the guard of honor,
which was composed of the Garde Hus-sar- cn

and the Jaeger Garde, which were
drawn up there with bands playing and
colors flying. The guard of honor and the
escort of cuirassiers marched past the two
Princes, who afterwards entered the pal-
ace, Prince Henry conducting Prine'e BIs-rmr- ek

into the building with every mark
of respect. In the palace Emperor William
received Prince Bismarck with great dis-
tinction, surrounded by a brilliant staff of
officers of the highest rank. Tho welcome
which the Emperor extended to the lTlnce
was extremely cordial, and it was evident
that the Prince was much touched at the
heartiness in the Emneror's manner. The
three eldest sons of Emperor William were
present at the reception. At 1:43 p. m. lunch-
eon was served In the Emperor's private
rooms, where only three covers were laid
one for the Emperor, one fo-.- - the Empress
and one for Prince Bismarck. The Emperor
wore the uniform of the Hileslan Cuiras-
siers. The Magdeburg Cuirassiers, Princo
Bismarck's reciment, came to Berlin by tha
Emperor's order, especially for this occa-
sion, and a detachment of this splendid cav-
alry regiment was placed on gutird in front
of the apartments assigned to Prince Bis-
marck.

After luncheon Prince Bismarck retired
to his own room for a rest and Emperor
William went for a ride. Prince Bismarck's
arrival at the castle was followed by an
enthusiastic succession of demonstrations on
the part of the people. Thousands upoji
thousands of people packed the square in
front of the castle, singing the national an-
them, "Wacht am Rheln." and "Deutsch-lan- d

ueber Alles." The enthusiasm was so
great that the Emperor and Empress, theyoung princes and Prince Bismarck repeat-
edly appeared at a window, bowing in re-
sponse to the manifestations, which contin-
ued throughout the afternoon. At 3 o'clock
Chancellor Von Caprivl. followed by all the
Secretaries of State, called at the castle and
left their cards for Prince Bismarck.

The Imperial Princess visited Prince Bis-
marck during the afternoon, and at about
4 o'clock he drove from the castle and vis-
ited the ex-Empr- of Germany. At 6:13
p. in. Bismarck gavo a dinner at which ten
distinguished guests, including the Emperor,
Empress and King of Saxony, were present.
Soon ufter the Prince left the palace for
the railway station. Emperor William ac-
companied the and they were
escorted from the palace to the station by astrong detachment of cuirassiers and by all
tho members of tho general staff, as wellas by a number of generals. The Emperor
warmly shook Prince Bismarck's hand at
the door of the carriage which was to con-vey him back to hi3 home.

Th2 same scenes of enthusiasm on thepart of the populace which were witnessedduring the passage of the Prince from thestation to the palace upon his arrival herewere repeated during the passage of thePrince and Emperor from the palace to the
railroad station. On parting with the
Prince. Emperor William repeatedly kissed
the veteran upon both cheeks, and after thelatter had entered the railroad carriage theEmperor turned to Count Herbert von Bis-
marck and addressed a few words to him,
the first in h long while. The Emperor
then continued his conversation with Prince
Bismarck, who leaned out of the carriage
window, bare-heade- d, in order to converse
with his Majesty. This exhibition of good
feeling between the Emperor and P lines
called forth loud cheers from the persons
assembled in the depot, and then the whole
assemblage joined In singing "Deutsch ue-
ber All:s."

As the train drew out of the depot therewas a perfect storm of "hochs." to which
ar-plaus- e Prinee Bismarck smiled and bowed.
Count Herbert von Bismarck. Count Wil-lU- m

von Bismarck, as well as Dr. Schwen-
inger, accompanied the Prince back to
Friedrlchsruhe. Dozens of large bouquets
of Sowers were placet! in the Prince's car-
riage before it drew out of the depot. Em-
peror Wliliam was loudly cheered on leav-
ing the railroad station and on his way
back to the palace.

BERLIN. Jan. 2G. This has been a great
day for Emperor William, Bismarck and
the fatherland. The German empire
through its length and breadth hrs been
filled with an enthusiasm almost Indescrib-
able over the apparently complete recon-
ciliation between Its two most illustrious
sons. The capital has abandoned itself to
a delirium of joy at the affecting sight of
the high-spirit- ed young Kmperor and the
grizzled patriot statesman clasping hand3
with the utmost cordiality of manner and
embracing each other with a heyjtlness and
warmth whose sincerity it seemed impos-
sible to doubt. From Freldrlchsruhe to Ber-

lin there was a series of ovations to Bis-

marck at every station past which his train
bore him to the city where the greatest
triumphs of his career had been achieved.
Bejlnnuig with the episode of the presenta-
tion of flowers by the young women of the
town where Bismarck resides, continuing
with the large and excitedly cheering as-

semblages along the entire route to Berlin
and culminating In the grand reception by
the immense multitude in the capital, the
day was one which must have gratified, the

to his heart's content and
fully convinced him of his unshaken hold
upon the affections of his beloved country-
men. It was a fitting climax of his declin-
ing days and to the long number of won-

derful popular demonstrations which have
been held during hi3 illustrious career in
his especial honor. In spite of all that has
been said and done within the past few
years, it showed the aged public servant
that his name and fame were dear to the
hearts of his fellow-citizen- s, and that in
Berlin, which owes so much of her great-
ness to him, there was none w ho could out-

rival him in the estimation of its inhabi-
tants nor rob him of their unbounded love.
The Emperor, by the graciousness of his
reception to Bismarck, aroused unbounded
enthusiasm, and after their meeting every-

where that "William appeared the shouts of
approval and good will were deafening.

The widespread effect of the reconcilia-
tion cannot be doubted. Its full effect can-

not, at the present time, be appreciated. It
certainly has done a vast deal toward the
unity and strength of the empire. Bis-

marck's age precludes the likelihood of any
further active participation by him in Ger-

man politics, and, perhaps, the most reason-

able explanation that has yet been Riven
for the Emperor's initiative in restoring
the friendliest relations between himself
and the is that Oormany's
ruler recognizes the fact that IJismarck's
days are numbered, and he has canceled the
past, with all Its bitter feeling, before it is
too late. Chancellor Von Caprivl has kept
himself well in the background during this
reccDtlon, but from all that can now bo

observed the event must surely strength n
his position. Those who have been most
loudly clamoring for his downfall are dis-

concerted, and what is left of the opposi-

tion to Caprivl seems so inconsiderable as
hardly to merit serious consideration.

BF.KMN, Jan. 2t. Amid a perfect storm

of "hochs" the "man of blood and iron," the
master mind of Germany for many years,
set foot in Berlin to-da- y. He came to ce-

ment the reconciliation which has takfn
place between the Emperor and himself
after four years of bitterness. Prince Bis-

marck's reception was an ovation, such as
only Germans con give to a statesman they
love. The Prince wan evidently pleased
with the plaudits of the multitude. Since
the visit of Count Von Moltke on Tuesday
he has seemed to be a changed man, and
has been laughing and joking in his old
manner. He also has been able to take
long walks in the grounds of his castle,
and hafl personally answered a number of
the many telegTams of congratulation
which have been pouring in upon the Prince
from all quarters since the announcement
was mail that he had become reconciled
to the Emperor.

Prince Bismarck and his family break-
fasted at an ealy hour this morning at the
castle In Friedrlchsruhe, and the family
and servants were delighted when they
noticed that the Prince had donned a mili-
tary uniform for the first time in several
years. The Prince semetl pleased at his
appearance, for the handsome uniform
made him look 'like a giant when com-

pared with the frock coat of civilian attire
which he has been in the habit of wearing
recently. When Prince Bismarck left the
castle this morning he was accompanied by
Count Herbert Bismarck and Doctors
Schweniger and Chrysander. The whole
neighborhood of Frledrichsruhe turned out
to cheer the veteran statesman as he de-

parted for Berlin, and six beautiful young
girls, dressed entirely in white, presented
the Prince with a handsome laurel wreath
inscribed: "A Happy Journey." These six
young glrjs also carried baskets of flowers,
and they preceded Prince Bismarck's party
to the railroad station, strewing the road
with flowers, amid the vociferous cheering
of the immense crowds which lined the
route and did their utmost to make the
veteran statesman feel that he had a large
share of the hearts of the patriotic Ger-
mans. Prince Bismarck wore the uniform
of the Magdeburger Yellow Cuirassiers, the
corps he loved so well, and whose uni-
form he has been so frequently pictured
as wearing. Over his uniform the Prince
wore a heavy fur overcoat, and upon his
head was the traditional German army off-
icer's cap. The . Prince seemed greatlypleased with the honors extended to him,
and shook hands with many of tho.e whogathered at the station to see him off. As
the train left the depot the crowd assem-
bled broke out Into loud cries of "Auf
frohes Wiedereehen."

SCENES IX BERLIN.
The train, engine and railroad depot were

gaily decorated with flowers and bunting,
and every station alo.g the route to Ber-
lin was decorated and crowd d with peo-
ple who cheered the prince on hi? way
to the capital.

WASHINGTON, Jan. SC. The only araend-men- V

lo the tariff bill adopted by the House
to-da- y was one increasing the duty on cut
stones, unset, to 20 per cent, ad valorem,
and taking rough, uncut stones from the
free list and placing them on the dutiable
list at 13 per cent, ad valorem. The ways
and means committee, which desired to
reduce the duty on cut stones from 15 to
10 per cent., was overruled in this matter.
An attempt to place tin plate on the free
list was unsuccessful. There was to-da- y,

as on the two preceding days, considerable
open, plain-spoke- n opposition to the bill on
the Democratic side. To-morro- w the spe-
cial order extending debate three days
will be brought in and passed, but consid-
eration of the Internal revenue features of
the bill. Including the income tax, will not
begin until Monday.

That the New York Democrats do not
consider themselves bound by the action of
last night's caucus was evident as soon as
the journal was read this morning, when
Mr. Cockran . continued the filibustering
movement inaugurated yesterday by mak-
ing a point of no quorum. This compelled
a roll call, but before It was completed Mr.
Cockran changed his mind and withdrew
the point.

During tho call of committees for re-
ports Mr. Bailey reported back favorably
from the Judiciary committee his resolution
expressing it as tho sense of the commit-
tee that tho Secretary of the Treasury
had no authority under the resumption act
to usa tho proceeds of the sale of bonds
to pay the current expenses of tho govern-
ment.

forth that she had been deceived; that she
was never married to Mr. Kittson and had
no claim whatever on the estute. She has
since died, and her children do not only
make no claim, but declare that she wan
never the wife of Mr. Kittson. It is not
claimed that any marriage ceremony evef
took place, and her brother, who is seventy-e-
ight year3 old. and Father Raroux, a
Catholic priest eighty years of age, who
married her to Mr. Crevler, ako testifies
that she was never married to 7r. Kittson.
The anomaly is, therefore, presented of
these men who soured the assignment
prosecuting- - the suit In their own personal
interest. They have offered to settle, but
the children of Mr. Kittson decline to en-
tertain any proxxsition looking to that end.
