MR. CHAMBERLAIN EXPLAINS.

His Real Estate Deals in Texas—
Charges of Fraud Denied.

NEW YORK, Feb. 1.—Humphrey R,
Chamberlain, who was arrested yesterday
on a Supreme Court warrant charging him
with fraud in obtalning $,17 from Joseph
E. Paisiey, of this city, for one hundred
shares of stock of the Fort Worth Park
Place Land Company, made the following

statement this afternoon:

“The allegations of fraud and deceit are
absolutely untrue and not founded on the
facts, but a perversion of them. In the
sprtnt of 1590 the Chamberlain Investment
Company, in connection with Hon. Robert
MeCart, William Copps and Henry B. Tol-
land, of Fort Worth, purchased of a Mr.
Van Zandt, resident of the First Na-
tional Bank, €9 acres of land In the sub-
urbs of Fort Worth, paving therefor £188.-
240.60, of which $49.880.60 was cash and the
balance In five years, $4,590 annually. For

urely local reasons the title was taken by
fessrs. McCart and Copps, and they
ave the notes to Mr, Van Zandt, he hav-
ng a prejudice, we are told, against ac-
cepting corporation notes. No mention
of a corporation was made for them at
that itime.

“A company was incorpomated under Col-
orado laws to take over and operate this
property. I believe the directors were Mr,
McCart, H. W, Gallant and T. B. Ball-
ridge, of Fort Worth; H. B. Chamberlain,
F. J. Chamberlain, A, W. Chamberlain and
F. B. Gibson, of Denver. It was declded
to issue the entire capital stock, five thou-
sand shares, in payment for the knd, sub-
Ject to the mortgage, which was done.
Later the shares were issued to the parties
in interest in purchase as follows: Cham-
berlain Investment Company, 2,188 shares:
H. W. Gallant, 312 shares, for Messrs. Me-
Cart and Copps; 258 shares were placed
in .the hands of H. W, Gallant, trustee for
the time being, as they were negotiating to
sell a part of the land to the ecity. At the
time a deed was given to the company for
439 acres and declaration of trust showing
it to be held in trust for vhe Fort Worth
Fark Plage Land Company until it was
thought wise to put the deed on record.

“The company was advised of the sale of
forty acres of the land to the city for a
park, but some complications arose which
finally prevented the consummation of the
plan. Meanwhile we may have reported
the verbal information we had received to
some extent. The land was not salable,
as we expected, and interest became due.
Mr. Van Zandt forebore foreclosure and the
company stlll continued the possession and
ownership, through the deed and declara-
tion of trust, regularly ving taxes, ete,

“While I was in Fort Q\?orlh In July last 1
had a consultation with Mr. McCart looking
toward securing from Mr. Van Zandt to
each of the shareholders to whom shares
had been sold (330,000 in all) the proportion
of land thelr purchase would bear to the
whole subject to a prorate incumbrance in
cass of foreclosure. This would give for
each $.000 invested about ten acres, sub-
Jeet to an incumbrance of $350 per acre,
each shareholder holding his land in =se-
curity. This proposal was accepted by Mr.
Van Zandt

“During my absence last month in Eng-
land the parties in interest at Fort Worth
completed such an arrangement with AMr.
Van Zandt that the land was deeded back
to him, three yvears' interest being In ar-
rears, and the shareholders are now con-
sidering the proposgal to receive rh his
own proportion of the land and the incum-
brance of which he had notice when he
bought the stock. There hus been no time
when the Park Place Land Company did
not have possession and title to this land
under the deed of trust, or when the rights
of anyv shareholder were Imperiled for an
instant. I have never promised advance in
value, but have told my honest bellef,
which s very different from the surety
claim. The advance in value from Its cost,
about ¥ per acre, to the price at which
the shares were sold, 280, came far from
putting through the entire length of the
land an electric railway, hutlﬁing motor
works and other Improvements costing al-
together about 5,000,000,

KANBAS CITY, Mo.,, Feb. 1.—The hear-
ing of J. W. McNamara, an ex-priest of
the Catholic Church, Whe is charged with
having slandered Mother Vineent, Bishop
Hogan and Father Lilly, and of having
cireulated foul and obscene literature, was
begun in Justice Nichols's Court, at Inde-
pendence, this morning.

Heer bottles, stones
and weapons of all kinds were flying thick
and fast about MacMillan's head, when he
drew a revolver and fired two shots into
the crowd, which imme®ately dispersed,
MacMillan received some injuries, but none
of them serious. It is believed nobody in
the crowd was hurt, ;

When
they . learned that no verdict had been
reached in MeNamara™s case all show of
trouble ceased, the men Immediately start-
ing for Kansas City without making any
demonstration.

Wilson's Tariff’ Bill Passed by the
Lower House of Congress,

Only Seventeen of the Demoecratie
“Kiekers” Stoed by Their Utterances
and Voted Against the Bill,

INCOME TAX SWALLOWED

By the Almost Overwhelming Vote
of 182 Yeas to 50 Nays.

Motion to Recommit the Measure to the
Ways and Means Commitiee Re-
jeeted by 103 to 177.

SOME REMARKABLE SCENES

Thousands of People Unable to
Gain Admission to the Hall.

Galleries Packed by & Crowd Thst
Cheered at Will, and the Floor of the
Chamber Given Up to Women,

THREE CLOSING SPEECHES

Remarks of Mr. Reed, Speaker
Crisp and Chairman Wilson.

The Latter Carried on the Shoulders of
Three Enthusiasts at the Close of
His Address—Incidents of the Day.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 1.—-With all of its
destructive and unamerican, {ree-trade and
inquisitorial income tax features, the Wil-
son tariff blll passed the House at 6 o'clock
this evening on its final passage. It received
a majority of 614 votes; seventeen Demo-
crats voted against the bill and no Repub-
licans for it. Xfforts were made at the last
moment to modify the measure so as to
give some little real protection to the farm-
ers who _grow barley and the sugar in-
dustry nf this country, which is certainly
one of the most promising and greatest we
have, and then to recommit the bill to the
ways and means committee, but the free-
traders were still in the saddle, and every
attempt to mitgate the crimes which this
measure commis asnine? farm-
ers, laboring men ard manafacturers was
overwhelmingly defeated. The free-traders
fairly howled with delight when they
achieved thelr final viclory and thrust be-
hind them all doubt as to whether the biil
would finally pass the House.

As has been ropeatodly predicted by vour
correspondent, the denunclations of the bill
and income taxes by Democrats was only
hypocritical by-play. The Democrats who
have been threatening to vote against the
bill on it2 final passage fell down at the
last moment, and, like the cuckoos that
they are, supported the administration and
the great unamerican mass of the Demo-
cratic party in the House. The bill will
likely be in the hands of the Senate com-
mittee on finance until the middle or latter
part of March, although Chairman Voor-
hees announces that he does not intend to
have it under khis charge longer than four
or five weeks, It will not be finmmlly acted
on before midsumnmer. There is a4 great deal
of Democratie bluster in the Senate about
“tearing the bill all to oicces,” “making a
new measure on the Wilson lines,” and
even about “‘heating the bill,”" if the in-
come taxes are retained in it and protec-
tion to the sugar, coal and iron interests
is not provided. The very best information
attainable leads yvour correspondent to he-
lieve that, while there will be a number of
minor changss made in the bill by the
fimance committee, and several alterations
made by the Senale itselfl, income taxes
and the general free-trade and unameri-
can featurss which characterize the Wilson
bl will become law as they stamnd to-night.
There is probably ene chance in ten that
the Hill may be finally defeated. There will
be some modification if It is finally passx
into law, but there is little hope for labor
and the industries, The farmer, who, in
many sections of the country, notably the
Northwest, contributed to the success of the
party which has passed this bill. will have
to suffer under its law along with the rest
of humanity.

Thers are two or three features in ex-
Speaker Reed's great arraignment of the
customs provisions of the bill which should
receive careful consideration by  political
economists and those Interested i manu-
facturing, He thoroughly exploded the
Democerntie theory that the advancement
of the industries in this ecountry s due
more to invention than home interest and
protection. and he made it clear to even
the most stupid mind that free trade {s an
essential necessity td England, which can
only manufacture, and produces nothing
from the ground. He also made patent the
fact that anticipation of the “ta-~iff re-
form,” upon which the country is abhout to
enter, is the cause of the present
mercial and industrial distress, The speech
by Mr. Reed was unquestionably the great-
est of his life, It was and more
logical and fuller of eonvineing rfacts than
his friends expected, while the impression
it created in the Houvse was palnful to his
Democratic hearers, No man who has ever
spoken upon the wariffl was given a bettor
hearing.

At 12 o'clock, after a preliminary skirmish .

of an hour over the barley schedule, the
bill was reported to the House and the
closing speeches were made. Such a vast
concourse of people as assembled 1o hear
these last arguments upon the great eco-
nomic issue about to be submitted for final
arbitrament to the Representatives of the
Amerlcan people had never before been
seen within the precincts of the Nation's
legislative Capitol. Nothing like it was ever
known in the history of the oldest inhabi-
tants of the capital.

For hours before the debate began the
corridors leading to the gulleries were a
surging mass of humanity which finally
became go great that men cried out in
terror and women fainted in fright It was
estimated that over twenty thousand at-
tempted to gain admittance to the galler-
ies of the House to-day. Their seating ca-
pacity s about three thousand and every
available secat was oeccupied long before
the gavel dropped. The people were lined
against the walls and banked against the
doors, and so great did the crush become
that the members of the House secured
permission to bring their wives upon the
floor.

Shortly after the House convened, at 1l
o'clock, the crowds in the Immense gallery
on the north side of the chamber became
£0 great that there was imminent danger
that some of the people would be pressed
over the railing into the house below.
These in the corridors kept crushing into
the doorways and those still further back
pressed forward until the stairs and aisles
of the gallery were literally packed with a
mob of restless, impatient men. In one of
the alsles a fight was precipitated between
two men over the culqr question. One of
the combatants was a negro, demanding
his full rights as an American citizen, and
the other was a white man, making the
same claim. This eclaim included the right
to stand on the same square foot of terri-
tory, and, as it was too small for both men,
a race war resulted. The belligerents were
hustled from the gallery as fast as the ob-
structing human wall would permit, and
comparative quiet was soon restored.

The crowding in at the doors, however,
continued until Speaker Crisp, who had
been nervously noting the dangerous pack-
ing of people, interrupted the roll call long
enough to say that it was in the interest
of safety to human life that the doorway
should be cleared. He asked the door-
keeper of the gallery to clear out some of
those who stood in the entrances, so as to
make those already inside as comfortable
as possible without being in danger, It
was next to impossible, however, to at
once execute this order, as there was ab-
solutely no room for the ejectment of those
who had found entrance to the aisles, but
the policemen kept pressing back the peo-
ple until they had materially reduced the
danger that was so very apparent.

THE SPEECHES.

When JMr. Reed, the first speaker, arose
at last to deliver the final plea for pro-
tection the overhanging galleries were
black and dense with the spectators who
thronged them. Every inch of space on the
floor was taken. It was a brilliant, as
well as a large, assembly. Only ten of the
354 members of the IHouse were absent;
many grave and reverend Senators and
other distinguished personages were on
the floor, and in the galleries were Mre.
Cleveland, Mrs., Stevenson and other wom-
en of erminence and disgtinetion, their dress-
es flecking the landscape with color. Then
for three hours the oratory of the cham-
plons of the two economic svstems fol-
lowed—Reed, Crisp and Wilson—while their
partisans made the air vocal with their
shouts of approval. The appearance of
the Speaker of the House upon the floor
enguged in debate was in itself a remarka-
ble, as well as an unusual, thing. Each of
the speakers seemed to be in his best form,
and the speeches which they delivered to-
day will rank among the most brilllant of
their lives. When these were finished Mr.
Wilson, who spoke last, was lifted on the
shoulders of his admiring colleagues and
carried triumphantly from the hall amid a
scene of unmatched enthusiasm.

When it came to voting the victory for

the measure was overwhelming. The vote

upon the income tax proposition (taken in
connection with the internal revenue
amendment) stood 182 to 30. Only twelve
Republicans voted upon this proposition—
seven for and five against. The Democirat-
e opposition amounted to forty-five. The
last effort was made by those Democrats
who are opposed to the measure, in whole
or in part, led by Mr Covert, of New
York, to recommit the bill, but the Repub-
licans refused to join in this atttempt to
scotch the measure, and it ended in dismal
failure. But thirty-six Democrats voted for
it, not even enough to secure the yveas and
nays—a record-making vote. The vote on
the final passage of the blll was a surprise.
Amid the most intense enthusiasm Demo-
craut after Democrat who had been counted
on to vote against the measure, like
Elanchard, Beltzhoover, Boatner, Cockran,
Coombs, Dunn, English, Gelssenhainer, Me-
Aleer, Ryan and others, recorded their
votes in the atHrmative,

Only seventeen Democrats of all the

boasted Democratie dpposition to the meas-

ure stood out to the end and voted against
it. As each one cast his vote it ®as greeted
by applanse, and cheers from the Repub-
lican side, Those who voted against it
were Bartleit, Campbell, Covert, Cum-
mings, Haines, Illendrix, Schermerhorn
anid Sickles of New York, Cadmus of New
Jersey, Sperry and Page of Connecticut,
Geary df California, Sibley of Pennsylva-
nia, and Davey, Meyer, Price and Rob-
ertson of lLouisiana., The majority for the
bill (64) exceeded the most sapguine expec-
tations of the Democratic members of the
ways and meaus committee, When the
Speaker announced the cheer after
cheer came from the Democratic side, and
papers, Congressional Records, and, in
fact, everything which the Democrats could
Jay their hands on, were flung bigh in the
air, and, amii a perfect pandemonium of

Mr. Reed's Speceh.

Mr. Reed rose from the center of the
Republican side amid wild cheering and
handclapping In the galleries and the
House. Mr. Reed frowned and shook his
head as though the demgnstration were
distasteful to him. He waited for the ap-
plause to ocease. Standing In the alsle,
ciad in a long Prince Albert coat, with
head erect and deflant, he looked like a
physical and intellectual giant. He began

to speak at last, slowly and deliberately,
in the volece that has become so familiar

to the people. There is an nggrps'ne-ss
in Mr. Reed's speech which cour for
more than rhetoric. He spoke to-day with

his back’ to his friends; his face to the fue
across the aisle, Save for his ringing voice
the drop of a pin could have been heard.
He sald in part:

“In this debate, which has extended over
many weeks, one remarkable result has al-
ready been reached—a result of the deepest
importance to thig country. The resull Is
that the bill before us is odlous to both
sides of the House, 1t meets with favor
nowhere and commands the respect of
neither party. On this gide we belleve that
while It pretends to be for protection it
doesa not afford it; and on the other side
they believe that while it looks toward free
trade it does not accomplish it. Those who
will vote against this I.-Ifl will dp s0 because
it opens our markets to the ' destructive
competition of foreigners, and those who
vote for it will do so with a re=servation
that they will instantly devole themselves
to a new crusade against whatever barriers
are left. Whatever speeches have been
made in defense of the bill on the other
gide, whether by gentlemen who were re-
sponsible only to thelr own constituency or
by the gentleman from West Virginis, who
ought to have been steadisd by his sense
of responsibility to the whoele couniry, have
one and all, with but rare exceptlons,
placed thelr authors uncompromisingly, ex-
cept for temporary purposes, on the side of
unrestricted free trade

“It is evident that there is no ground for
that hope entertained by so many moderate
men that this bill, bad as it is, could be a
resting place where our manufacturing and
productive industiries, such as may survive,
can re-establish themselves and have a
sure foundation for the future free from
party bickering and party strife. Hence
also there can be no foundation for that
cry, so insidiously ralsed, that this bill
should be passed at once because uncer-
tainty is worse than any bill can possibly
be. Were this hill to pass both branches
to-day uncertainty would reign just the
same, So utterly undisputed and so distinct-
lv visibie to every human being in this aud-
ience has been our growth and progress
that whatever the future industrind system
of this country may be the past system is
a splendid monument to that successful
statesman who found the country bankrupt
and distracted and left it first on the list
of nations."”

Mr. Reed quoted at length from English
authorities showing the strength of their
confildence in the prosperity of this coun-
try. “These quotations,” he sald, "are only
reminders, for you, Mr. Speaker, and all
who hear me know that the American who
has been long enough here to know his op-
portunities has found the best place for
wages in the world. Is there any example
in the history of the world of any nation
situated like ours which has taken the step
to which we are invited? Some gentlemen
perhaps are hastening to say that ¥ngland
affords the needed example; that we have
but to turn to her history and find all that
we need by wayv of examples. Just as in
the statementa of her peolitical sconomists,
we shall find all that is necessary for ad-
vice, for guidance and instruction. Mr,
Speaker, I have looked there and I am
amazed to find how little the example of
England can teach.”

After quoting statistics to show the great
rise in wages since 1860, Mr. Reed contin-
ued: “Truth is that this very question of
rising wages is what makes a good many
men free traders. People with fixed in-
comes think that anything that raises
wages 'is Inimical to them, and manufac-
turers who have foreign markets naturally
are anxlous to have wages on the foreign
standard. 1 confess to you that this ques-
tion of wages to m# is the vital question.
To Insure our growth in civilization and
wealth we must not only have wages as
high as they are now, but constantly and
steadily Increasing. This desire of mine
for constantly increasing wages does not
have its origin iIn love for the individual,
but in love for the Nation.™

HOME MARKET THE BEST.

Mr. Reed eulogized this market as belng
the best in the world, owing to the high
wages paid here enabling workmen to pur-
chase largely of the comforts of life. “In-
stead of increasing this market,” he sald,
“hy leaving it to the steady increase of
wages, which the figures of ghe Aldrich re-
port so conclugively show, afd which have
not only received the sanction of the mem-
bers from New York., the Secretary of the
Treasury and the Democratic Bureau of
Statistics, our commitiee on ways and

Hawaiians Wanted Our Minister

But the Wounld-Be “Restorer” Declined
to Assist in the Celebration of Na-
tional Independence Day,

INCIDENT AT  HONOLULU

That Renewed the Excitement in
Government Cireles,

Secret Channel of Information Between
the Legation and Royalist Head-
quarters—Speech by Mr, Smith.

SAN FRANCISCO, Feb. 1L.—The brig W,
G. Irwin arrived from Honolulu this evene
ing bringing advices to Jan. 17, five days
later than last advices received here by tha
steamer Monowal. The following oopy=
right letter from the Associated Presg
correspondent was received under date of
Jan. 17:

Since last advices but little of importancy
has happened here. The people are prepare
ing for a grand blowout In celebration of
the anniversary of the establishment of theg
provisional government, established a yead
ago to-day. The Annexation Club and Amers
ican League have gone into the celebration
with a will and there is little doubt it wilj
be a great success.

Adverse comment has been created by
the fact that yesterday afternoon notice
was sent to the United States minister by
the provisional government that the 1Tty
of January was the national holiday and
asking him if he would honor It with pub-
lie notice and salutes from the Unied
States war ships in port. This letter of in«
vitation included two others addressed tq
the captains of the American war ships
Philadelphia and Adams asking them (o
join in the celebration. At 4 p. m. yeslers
terday a reply was received which greatly
startied the government. The substance off
Minister Willis’s reply Is unofficially given
as follows: “I have recelved your notice
of yesterday and am obliged to =ay that
the United States finds It Impossible to be
present to participate in the celebration ot
national independence as proposed by tha
provisional government of Hawail. 1 there«
fore decline to take part in such cglebra<
tions on the part of the United States of
America.” On receipt of this message the
wildest excitement prevailed in government
cireles,. They had thought that as the
Cleveland adminiztration had acknowledged
the provisional government the United
States was prepared to stand by Its gunps.

The situation at the present writing is
one in which the annexationists are stande
ing shoulder to shoulder. The royalise
guestion remains, “Cafd this strained con-
dition of affairs last?' It will be hard to
decide with both parties claiming the van-
tage. Minister Willis has undoubtedly des
cld <l against dhe Aswyiessn garty, and, om
the other hand, the American gar{»hay
decided against Minister Willis and Consul-
general Mk, The fight i sull on, and
the result may be interesting.

The old charge that the rovalists are
better posted than the annexationists was
revived yesterday, when the ex-Queen’s pa-
per, the Holomua, published the fact sev-
erel hours before it was known to the ane
mexationists that Minister Willis had re-
fused to burm powder in honor of the celes
bration of the 17th of January. Every prep
aration is now compiete for the celebration
to be continued throughout the day.
At a mass meeting hela last. night at
Union Square (formerly Palace Square), &
number of prominent speakers dellvered
addresses, Chief among thee was &
speech delivered by Walter G. Smith, can-
didate and leader of the American League
and party in Hawall

Mr. Smith, in his speech, called attene
tion to the fact that on the 17th of Janu-
ary, 179, the Freach people beheaded &
despotic king. A hundred years from thact
day here, in Hawaii, the Jast independent
sovereign on the Western Hemisphere, lost
her throne. The 17th of January has, there-
fore, gained the right to be known as one
of the world's democratic holldays. Speak-
ing of the provisional government's recent
defiance to President Cleveland in refuse
ing to surrender its power to the Queen,
Mr., Smith sald: “There is nothing more
inspiring In the annals of 1776 than the une
wavering front which you presented in your
great emergency, On one sikie was the
chief of sixty millions, and here was am’
armed body of a paltry thousand. There
was the strongest of modern powers, with
its fleels and army; here were a few lone
rocks in the ocean without a fort upon
their pinnacles and without & gun upon W
deck. There was a great government whose
President had declared that our dethroned
Queen should reign again; here was a lt-
tle band of men who sald she must pass
over their dead bodies first. There, in our
harbor were the broadsides of a possible
foe; here, on our shore, was a byttalion be-
hind its sandbugs. The odds were grear,
but the patriots of JHawail took them, and
if the American people, aroused by that
spectacle, had not placed themselves be-
tween us and harm, I feel that here, upon
this soil, would have been a Thermopylae,
not less consecrated to human Ocourage
than that which made immortal the mems
ory of three hundred Greeks.”

Mr. Smith argued that the iea of an-
nexation should not be givem up, but
every energy should be used toward that
end, He advocated government on the
American plan until some such time as Ha-
wall i# taken into the Union. He concluded
as follows: “Standing here on ground once
consecrated to the pomp of monarchy,
knowing no flag so dear as the stars and
stripes, we appeal to our counirymen to
open thelr gates to us of kindred blood.
Iut we pledge ourselves, if that cannot be
doue, to at least be worthy of the service
by the work we shall do on this soil for
the glory of American principle.”
