To tho Editor of th Indianapolis Journal:

Abraham Lincoln, after his nomination
for the presidency In 1300, was requested
I a biographer to give him a statement
of his early life, but, recollecting, no doubt,
the miserable, floorless, doorless, window-les- s

log hut where he was born, in Hardin
county, Kentucky, and where he spent tho
first seven years of his boyhood, then being
removed to a still worse habitation in
Spencer county, Indiana, where he re-
mained until 1S20, he replied. "You can
find tho whole of my history in a single
line of Gray's Elogy, 'The short and sim-
ple annals of the poor.'

Whatever may have been the surround-
ings of his early life, it goes without say-
ing that there Is but one name more prom-
inent in American history than that of
Lincoln, and as we have consecrated the
22d day of February as a holiday la

of Washington, who patriotic-
ally established our liberties and createdour t'nited States, why not set apart the
12th day of the same month in honor cf
the man who preserved our Fnlon? 1 make
this suggestion because of the approaching
eighty-fift-h anniversary of his birth, which
will be generally observed. The reputation
of Lincoln has grown wonderfully in thepreceding third of a century, though It Is
a fact that the rebels hurled at. him themost approbrious epithets which the lan-
guage afforded during our civil war, and
these elegrading falsehoods were often
taken' up and retailed by their Northernsympathizers, but they failed to materially
Impair the confidence of the loyal people.
His best friends were often slow to compre-
hend and appreciate his great ability. I in-

nace Co. Other Court News.

In the Circuit Court, yesterday. Judge
Brown sustained the petition of the Iro-
quois Furnace Company as to the owner
ship of f! tons of pig Iron sold under con-
tract to the Premier Steel Company pre
vious to the appointment of a receiver.
The claim of damages and preferences was
denied. The amount of Iron In litigation
was part of the contract for two hundred
and twenty-fiv- e thousand dollars' worth of
material bought of the Iroquois people
shortly before tho Indianapolis concern
failed.

Judge Brown, in granting the petition. In
timated that the manager of the Indianap
olis plant misrepresented the financial con
dition pf the company In order that ex
tensive credit could be had. It was al
leged that the manager took the agent of
the Iroquois company through the works,
and after showing him the plant assured
him that there was no mortgage on tne
establishment, when, in fact there was a
fifty-thousa- nd --dollar mortgage in existence.
The court was of the opinion that had the
Itoquois company t)een in, possession or the
real facts of the Premier Steel Company's
crippled condition the contract would not
have been made. The claim for damages
because of the detention of the material
was not allowed.

His AVlfe Receives bnt Little Property

Hnlk to Mrs. Orme.
The will of Peter Smock, a wealthy citi-

zen of Perry township, who died some
weeks ago, is to bo filed for probate by
attorney II.

I liave seen what shocks my friends of

the Senate. I am shocked, not at the de-
sign, but at them. On one side of the
medal is a well-cla- d Columbus thanking
God for discovering land. On the other
side stands a nude male figure supposed to
typify America in all tho virility of youth.
Not unlike the Apollo Belvedere hi pose
and freedom, it would excite no more crit-
icism among educated men and women.
That it has created a hubbub at the Cap-
itol puts the critics cn the same plane as
the old woman of Norwich.

As an art lover and a world's fair med-
alist I protest against this grotesque per-
formance of a few men armed with a little
brief authority. The world's fair- - medal is
not for a day, but for all time. It is not
awarded to babies and sucklingv, nor to
tho old women of Norwich, nor to their
counterparts in the Senate. It is awarded
to men and women who have won reward
by their brains, and who want that medal
to represent the genius of an American ar-
tist, and not the commonplace drivel of an
artisan.

If the St. Gaudens design be rejected or
tampered with It will be an unhappy oay
for tho prudes of the Senate. If Mr. St.
Gaudens consents to change it I for one
want the original design, many casts of
which have already been matle. As all
but eight thousand of these medals go to
foreign countries it is unnecessary to add
that seventeen thousand exhibitors will
make the same demand as 1, and there la
no reason to believe that all the American
medalists will not be of the same way of
thinking.

Is it not time that this government saved
itself from such burlesuues on morality by
establishing a. national art commission
made up of experts who do not mistake
pruriency for virtue? lloni soit qui mal y
pense.
