Corn
went down with wheat and closed c ower
for May, also making a new low-pric- e rec-
ord. May oats closed c lower. May pork
lost 50c, May lard .13c and May ribs .22c.

Wheat started with a loss of c for May,
at C3Uc The day's news was bearish and
the bulls had apparently sought cover. The
foreign market3 were weak and lower. The
Northwestern receipts were heavy. Minne-
apolis and Duluth reported 333 cars, com-
pared with 98 on the corresponding day
last year. The weather was mild, with
nothing particularly chilly In sight The
London Mark Lane Express said that En-
glish wheats were generally 8d per quarter
(equal to 2c per bushel) lower, and that there
was no demand for foreign wheat. The clear-
ances of wheat and flour from the four
principal Atlantic ports were only ISO.OOO

bushels. The decline was attended by a
few reactions. Captain Phillips and Far-drid- ge

bought on the first decline, but when
their wants were supplied prices went down
again. Valentine, P. D. Armour & Co.'s
principal broker, was one of the conspicu-
ous sellers, and there was free liquidation.

Pure Ilrcd Stuck.
Philadelphia Record.

The breeds are th result of hundreds ofyears' patient work. It was half a century
before Bakewell completed his experiments
with the Cotswold sheep, and since his
time that breed has not only been improved
but has also been made the foundation
upon which tho best mutton breeds of thepresent day have been produced. Every
farmer knows how rapidly the trotting
horses have increased their speed since
the days of Hambletonian, and yet Ham-bletonl- an

himself was the result of many
years breeding. When the great Boston
and Fashion met for supremacy the race
horse of that time was considered at its
supremacy, and pedigrees could be traced
far beyond Godolphln Arabian, yet a son
of Boston lowered the record of four miles
to a point that was marvelous. Lexington,
who performed this feat, became the source
from which the best race horses of our
time came. These results were due to the
selection of the best for breeding purposes.

When a farmer has a flock or herd of
mongrels it will pay him to grade up his
stock by tho use of pure-bre-d sires, but
his aim should always be to procure some-
thing better. If he has pure breeds he
must strictly adhere to them. The moment
he attempts to cross one pure-bre-d lot
with the use of males of some other breed
he make3 the first downward step. He ob-
literates pedigrees, and the tendency 13
then back to the mongrels. This may be
particularly noticed with those who often
attempt to Improve their flocks of poultry
by crossing two breeds that are entirely
unlike. The result usually ends, in two or
three seasons, in a flock of mongrels pos-
sessing no uniformity whatever. The same
will happen with animals. If a thorough-
bred race horse and a trotter are crossed
tho value of the progeny is less than It
would be if its parents were both from the
same breed, and from the best strains of
that breed.

Everv breed has been bred on certain
lines. The shorthorn Is Intended to pro-
duce beef in preference to milk vid butter.
The Holsteln is a milk and butwr produc-
ing animal. Cross the two breeds and the
result will be an animal that is not equal
to the shorthorn for beef or to the Hol-
steln for milk and butter. Both breeds
have been lost in the experiment, so far as
their dominant qualities are concerned, and
nothing has been gained. The reason is
that long years of patient breeding for
certain characteristics have rendered them
fixed and inherent in the breed. But breed
the mongrel with the use of the pure-bre- d

male, and while the progeny will not equal
the pure breed, yet it will far excel its
mongrel parent, and by grading still furth-
er there is a persistent improvement. t The
farmer can thus effect a constant Increase
in quality, and add to the value of hl3
stock every year.

Choice of Soils.
Country Gentleman.

In selecting farms and gardens in new
places, purchasers often make the mistake
of giving preference to light, sandy soils,
which can be worked with less labor than
clay, and never become muddy. But such
light soils, although good for some special
crops, possess much less strength than
others, and are enriched at more expense,
and while a clay soil will retain for years
the manure that Is washed Into It. a sandy
soll'can never be permanently enriched.

Some years ago a gentleman called on the
late Mr. Barry for advice, whose extensive
nurseries had Riven him an excellent op-
portunity for testing the value of hi3 pre-
vious wide knowledge on the subject. Mr.
Barry, in order to convey his estimate of
the value of each, said: "If you can give
$100 an acre for the sandy ground, you
may well afford to pay $2tX) an acre for
the clayey loam. Underdraln it and manure
it, and your Improvement is permanent;
but the fertility is soon worked out of the
sand." These views have been strunlv
confirmed to us by our cultivation of both
kinds of soil.

This subject was thoroughly, discussed
some time ago at a meeting of the Fruit-
growers' Association, of Ontario, when Mr.
Race said that on visiting the exhibitions
of the finest fruit, he found the best were
grown on a clay loam that had been ed;

and In many cases where sam-
ples were found that came In competition
with the best, they were found to begrown on underdrained clay.

Mr. Pattison said that on clay the fer-
tility is not easily exhausted, and can be
kept up with a moderate supply of manure,
while on sand it is feed, feed, feed all the
time. A great many orchards do not bear
upon sand; this is nothing less than soil
exhaustion. The clay will retain all the
fertility you can supply it with. He said
that grapes, pears, plums, apples, quinces
and red and black currants can be grown
profitably on clay or clay loam, which, of
course, must be well underdrained if
needed.

The plantain weed was called by the In-
dians "the white man's footstep." as it was
most abundant in or near hard-trodde- n

paths, and not much elsewhere. It Is es-
pecially abundant In places where ioultry
is kept. Some entomologists claim that an
insect parasite destroys It In the field, but
the parasite is itself destroyed around
man's dwelling by poultry A further rea-
son why plantain does not grow in fit-Id- s

is that it Is a plant hardy enough when
grown alone, but easily smothered when'
growing surrounded by clover or other
plants It usually does not Infest clover
fields unless its seed is mixed with that of
the clover.

Oilcloth when soiled should be washed
with a soft cloth in lukewarm water, with-
out soap, but It should never be scrubbed.

The chamois used for rubbing silver can
be washed a oftn ns necessary in warm
water, in which enough soap is dissolved
to make a lather, and then rinsed in luke-
warm water.
