COLUMBIA CITY, Ind.. Feb. 10 The

grand jury of this county has returned
twenty indictments against James end
Thompson Arnold, of South Whitley, and
Jesse Arnold, of North Manchester. Sher-
iff McNabb went to South Whitley to-da- y

and arrested Thompson Arnold. Jesse Ar-
nold will not be arrested at present, ow-
ing to the serious illness of .is wife. He
was the president of the First National
Bank of North Manchester, which failed
last fall, and was also at the head of the
bank and mill company at South Whitley.
The grand Jury is still at work on the in-
vestigation, and it is beiievl more indict-
ments will be returned. Fully two hun-
dred farmers, who lost both their money
and wheat, have appeared and testified.

B. McGuire, cf the general executive com-
mittee, took the opportunity to call on him
and confer, with a view to settling the
troubl? with the Beer Drivers Union. Pres-de- nt

Walnwright refused to have anything
to do with him. saying that he did not in-
tend to hold any conference with the rep-
resentatives of any labor organization un-
til the boycott was raised. President Waln-
wright said that he had been told by indi-
vidual brewers throughout the country, es-
pecially at Chicago and Milwaukee, that
they would throw the Beer Drivers' Union
overboard as soon as the present contracts
with it had expired. Mr. McGuire says
that the fight against the boycotted beer
will be extended throughout the country.

Arrcwt of an Alleged Swindler.
BOSTON, Mass.. Feb. 10. John W. Lake,

for whom the police of Boston have been
looking since last August, has been arrest-
ed In Chicago. He is wanted on the charge
of conspiring to defraud various banking
concerns of this city. On July 11, ISitf, the
swindling operations of a trio of conspira-
tors were exposed by inspectors Houghton
and Gerraughty. Two of the men were ar-
rested and afterward convicted, while the
third one, alleged to be Lake, made his
escape by jumping out of a window. The
man was arrested in Chicago on a charge
of assault and battery at that place, and
he will be delivered to the Massachusetts
officers upon the presentation of the requisi-
tion papers.

Temperance War nt Falrmount.
MARION, Ind.. Feb. 10. The temperance

war at Falrmount, in which dynamite has
more than once played an important part,
still continues. Last night, before the busi-
ness houses had all closed, the front part
of the News olfice was shattered by an ex-

plosion of what is supposed to have been
a dynamite cartridge. The editor. Jack
Stivers, has been an ardent supporter of
the temperance cause, and has twice been
arrested at the instance of the saloon ele-
ment. Both cases were dismissed by the
prosecuting attorney. The attempt to de-
stroy his property is, therefore, naturally
attributed to the same element.

Stone Will ot Attempt Suicide.
JEFFERSONVILLE, Ind., Feb. 10.-J- ohn

Spencer, of Washington, the attorney of
"Bud" Stone, the sextuple murderer con-
fined in the Prison South, who is to be
hanged at that place Feb. 15. is in the city
In consultation with his client. His busi-
ness is to make arrangements prior to
Stone's execution. Warden Patten will not
place a death watch on Stone until a day
or two before the hanging, as he saya he
has no fear at all that Stone will do him-
self any injury. It was reported a few-day-s

since that the murderer had attempted
suicide, but the prison authorities emphat-
ically deny the report,

Latent from Hawaii.
SAN FRANCISCO, Feb. 10. The steamer

Australia arrived this evening from Hono-
lulu. The correspondent of the Associated
Press, writing under date of the 3d inst.,
says:

"There are Indications that serious dis-
sensions may occur between the American
League and the Annexationist Club rival
factions of the American party. The Amer-
ican League has adopted resolutions affirm-
ing allegiance to the provisional govern-
ment, to the end that the Islands may be
annexed to the United States. The resolu-
tion suggests if annexation is hopeless that
a protectorate would be acceptable.

"In reply to President Dole's demand for
an apology from foreign diplomates, the
Japanese consul, Mr. Fuji, expressed his re-
grets for not attending the provisional gov-
ernment's celebration Jan. 17. The French
and Portuguese commissioners also s?nt
regrets, basing their action on the anoma-
lous condition of affairs here. British Min-
ister Woodhouse simply expressed regret
for not accepting the invitation.

"A proposition to import more Chinese la-
borers has been defeated. This action is
due to the fact that the Japanese govern-
ment demanded that Importation of Chinese
should be controlled by the Japanese gov-
ernment.

"C. L. Carter, one of the provisional gov-
ernment's commissioners to this country
shortly after the revolution, has written
an open letter in reply to an article in the
North American Review by F. R. Coudert,
of New York. Among other things Mr.
Carter says: 'What would you do if your
Picsident, as commander in chief, gathered
your army and police about him in the city
of New York, after exhausting every possi-
ble method' of violating your Constitution
in Congress, and declared his intention of
promulgating a new one? If, from his at-
titude and expressions and the existence of
a great popular alarm and excitement, a
few of your leading citizens gathered
together to organize a defense and appeulcd
to your country for assistance in maintain-
ing the integrity of your institutions would
you not yourself rally to such call? Would
you blame the Russian minister for landing
men from one of his ships in the harbor to
protect Russian iiiterests, particularly if
Wall street, Broadway and Fifth avenue
belonged to Russian residents? Would you
blame the Russian minister if he1 saw
through the excitement that your President
was in . the wrong, would be defeated In
the end and unhesitatingly expressed such
an opinion? Would you not yourself be
among the ranks of loyal citizens crowding
to support your committee of public safety?
Would you not denounce any person who,
after your success, charged that the pres-
ence of Russian forces had anything to do
with the result?

"Paul Neuman, the ex-Quee- n's legal ad-
viser, a few days ago attacked and lat H.
N. Castle, editor of the Advertiser, .'with
a cane. The attack was causal by the Ad-
vertiser's caustic comments on Neujfnan and
his methods.

Girl Dynamite Plotters.
LINCOLN. 111., Feb. 10. Late this evening

much excitement was caused by the news
of an unsuccessful, though well-arrange- d,

plot to blow up the jail of Logan county,
located here, the conspiracy having for its
purpose the liberation of a notorious local
criminal under sentence of six years to
Joliet prison, and waiting removal thereto
on the morrow. The persons implicated; in
the plot are Arthur Goodpasture, Ida Shells
and Georgia Williams. Late last night
three sticks of dynamite with fuses and
caps were purchased with the intention of
being parsed Into the jail by the Shells
woman to Goodpasture, who had repeatedly
declared before and since his conviction
that he would die before he would go to
the penitentiary, having no concern as to
tho consequences for himself and a dozen
othr criminals and the sheriff's family.
Luckily for all concerned Goodpasture was
imprisoned in a cell as a precautionary
measure, it being feared that some sort
of an attempt at rescue would be made.
The jail premises were visited at midnight
last night, but the arrangement to pass
out through a window a string to which the
dynamite was to le attached and hauled
up failed. Daylight investigation showed
women's footprints around the jail and a
ladder ready for use.

During the afternoon a young man who
was in the company of the girls last niht
ami ascertained their plans told the police.
The arrest of the girls followed. The dyna-
mite was found at the home of one, and
when the prisoners were locked up the
Williams girl confessed her complicity in
the plot, and added, further, that another
attempt would have been made to-nis;- ht,

and, should it have failed, then the Shells
girl was to explode the charges from the
outs'.de and run the chances of being suc-
cessful. The excitement was intensified
when it came out that the project was
even discussed and decided upon of blow-
ing up th courthouse this afternoon dur-
ing a session of court while Goodpasture's
apol.cation for a new trial was under con-
sideration. The conspirators were, how-
ever, foiled by the motion being called
this forenoon, earlier than anticipated.

Goodpasture is the son of a Tennessee
Methodist preacher and has been charged
with various crimes, with indictments for
burglary and other crimes hanging over
him supplementary to the. one under which
he was convicted. He was the head of a
desperate band of burglars. At midnight he
left under a strong guard and handcuffed to
a pal, who also goes for six years. The
Shells woman is the fiance of Van Meter,
the West Virginia train robber sent to
Joliet last week for ten years for attempt-
ing to rob a passenger train on the Peoria,
Decatur & Evansville railroad near here
last November, when he shot a brakeman
who was defending the train. Her connec-
tion with the dynamite plot was to avenge
the punishment of her lover. She is oniy
seventeen years old and rather pretty.
