CITY OF SALVADOR, Feb. 13. A battle
took place at Tegucigalpa, to-da- y, between
the forces commanded by General Ortiz
and those of Vasquez. General Ortiz suc-
ceeded in opening a breach In the defenses
of the city. The number of wounded on
both sides Is large, although the total is not
yet definitely known. There were over one
hundred killed. During the battle there
was a hand-to-han- d fight between the regi-
ments of infantry. General Ortiz claims
the victory, and says the road to Teguci-
galpa is now open. The telegrams to
Amalpa, however, say the city is still In
possession of Vasquez.

GUATEMALA CITY, Feb. 13. The troops
of Honduras under General Vlllega have
again defeated the rebel forces under Bo-nlll- a,

A large quantity of arms was cap-

ture!. After the battle General Velleta
marched towards Tegucigalpa to relieve
Vasouez.

Anarchist Breton, Who Threw the
1 1 t lid in a. Cufe, Fonil of Notoriety.
PARIS, Feb. ll-T- he Anarchist waiter

who threw a bomb into a cafe situated be-

neath the Hotel Terminus, opposite the St.
Lazare railroad station, behaves with the
most cynical effrontery When asked If he
had ever before appeared In a police court
the prisoner sneerlngly remarked: "It Is
not my custom to frequent such places." In
answer to further questions Breton said
that he had fired his revolver at the police
because, ln chasing him after he had thrown
the bomb, they drew their swords against
him. The prisoner was here interrupted by
one of the policemen, who exclaimed: "You
fired at us when we were the persons pro
tecting you from being torn to pieces by
the people." To this Breton replied: "That
proves that the people are a. wretched lot.
In any case, whether I die now or two
months later, does not mutter a straw to
me." The prisoner then resumed a coarse,
chaffing tone, and seemed 10 glory in the
notoriety which he had earned by his des-
perate conduct of last night.

It is now estimated that twenty or more
people were Injured by Breton's bomb, and
that five people were wounded by the re-

volver shots which he firedl while being
pursued by or struggling with the police.
Among the injured persons in the cafe
were M. Reck, a prominent architect, who
is wounded in the arnH and legs, and a
man named Vanheer, who has eight bullet
wounds in his leg. Another man, named
Michael, is wounded by pieces of shells.
Crowds of people visited the neighborhood
of the cafo to-da- y, and the police have
their hands full in keeping back the cu-

rious. The interior of the cafe resembles
a place swc;t by a cyclone, andf was the
center of attraction to Parisians to-da- y.

The missiles inclosed ln the bomb, accord-
ing to M. Glrard, were small pieces of lead,
which had been cut to the riht size with
a pair of scissors. Premier Caslmlr-Perie- r
visited the wounded in the hospital this af-
ternoon, and was much pleased to hear
that none of them Is likely to .succumb.

M. Girard, director of. the Paris labora-
tory, after making an examination of the
scene of the explosion and of the fragments
of the bomb, says that the missile was
made out of a small round meat box evi-
dently made in England, where it is sus-
pected the bomb itself was made. The lat-
ter, according to M. Girard, contained 2uO

grammes of chlorate of potassium and
picric acid arranged in a manner similar
to that of the bomb thrown by Vaillant
into the Chamber of Deputies.

During the course of the examination of
the prisoner M. Meyer suspected the ac
curacy of the prisoner's statements and
said: "I believe you are lying." Breton
glanced angrily at the judge when the lat-
ter made this remark and gave a second
and then a third name, but the judge still
Insisted that he did not believe him and
ordered the police to Inquire into the prison-
er's antecedents. Breton then became very
violent, and when M. Meyer asked him his
motive for committing the crime Breton re-
plied: "I did it simply to give warning to
the bourgeolse government, which Is so cal-
lous to the poor. You have captured me,
but others will --succeed better than I."
After being subjected to examination for
two hours Breton was returned to Mazas
prison.

Policeman Polsson, who was wounded by
Breton when the officer attempted to ar-
rest him after the bomb explosion, was
visited by a reporter in the hospital to-da- y.

Polsson said: "When Breton fired the last
two shots I was within three paces of him.
Feeling myself hit, possibly mortally. 1

sprang at the scoundrel's throat, sword In
hand. Intending to kill him. We rolled over
ln the roadway and I put the point of my
sword to his throat and was going to run
him through when the other policeman
dushed ip and seized him. Thereupon I
fainted."

M. Houllier. chief Inspector of police, is
quoted as saying that Breton displayed ex-
traordinary coolness during his examina-
tion yesterday evening. Continuing. M.
Ilculller said: "I know him by sight. I
have seen him in Pari3 or in London. It is
my belief that he has just arrived from
Ijondon. This is partly confirmed by the
fact that he was wearing English made
shirts. Moreover, when he saw me he said.
Hello. You are Houllier. When the

prisoner was measured anthrometrically he
was found to have his body scrupulously-clean-.

This and other details show that he
was not a starvinz workman, tut had a
comfortable position. He is well educated
and i3 not a mere carpenter as he pretended
to be. His linen is marked 'A. M.' We be-
lieve we shall soon establish his Identity."

Policeman Polsson. the officer who first
attempted to arrest Breton, and who is
suffering from four revolver shot wounds
inflicted by the Anarchist, has been
decorated with the cross of the Lesion of
Honor. The other policemen who assisted
in the arrest of the Anarchist will receive
as a reward for their bravery sums of
money.

At a Cabinet council to-d- ay the bomb out-
rage was discussed and attention was also
drawn to the manifestations during the
last few days at Vaillant's grave. The
Cabinet decided to forbid such manifesta-
tions as the carrying of seditious emblems
to any cemetery.

All the newspapers comment at length on
the latest bomb outrage and demand that
the government adopt the most rigorous
measures to prevent such occurrences. The
Journal des Dcbats says that the present
laws are evidently not sufficient to deal
with Anarchists, and the Fstafette say3
that the time has come to definitely organ-
ize a system of social defense.

Seditions Leu lie In.
LONDON, Feb. 13. The Pall Mall Ga-

zette states this afternoon that Anarchist
leaflets, rrlnted in London in French, are
bdng circulated freely. One leaflet an-
nounces that it3 authors threaten to de-

stroy the bourgeoisie unless their demands
are conceded, and implores thedr comrades
to execute justice upon their bourgeois ene-
mies of ail ages and of loth scx-.s- . Another
leaflet aims ugtlnst society ln England. It
Is printed in English, and urges the durab-ility of setting fire to London in a hundred
places in order to monopolize the attention
of the ijliee while the Anarchists loot thecity. The Pall Mall Gazette adds that there
is no reason why the same atnxdiles as
were perpetrabd by foreign Anarchists atChicago should nat oe."ur here so long as the
British public tolerates Anarchists who,
daily and nightly, are preaching wholesale
murder.

Z. E. Simmons and C. H. Murray. Later
Howard, in accordance with a previous un
derstanding, was given, a fifth Interest In
the concern, and the curse to the city and
State was launched as the property of How-
ard, Simmons & Co. When It began to pour
a stream of gold Into the pockets of its
owners, Morris in some way "froze out" all
his partners except Howard. The story of
how he did it Is buried in the grave of
Charles T. Howard and in the bosom of
John A. Morris.

Morris is supposed to have obtained pos
session of more than one-ha- lf of the stock
of the concern before, In 1S71, it had become
a mine richer than Golconda, a fountain of
wealth to which that of Monte Crlsto was
but a mere bagatelle. Since then he has ac
quired all that he could buy at any price, j

and its shares wera more valuable' at one
time than those of any other concern in
America. The stock of the Chemical Bank
In New York City Is alone in having been
quoted as high, possibly higher, in the mar
ket. The ruling price here for years was
$!, a share for shares.
and none was to be had at that figure, so
that the quotation was merely nominal. As
the concern has paid as high as 170 per cent.
In dividends annually, and has averaged 80

per cent, during the twenty-fou- r years of
its existence, the quotation was even below
Its actual worth.

But 1,700 per cent, would more nearly rep
resent the actual yearly dividends to John
A.. Morris and to Howard while he lived.
Their profits under the arrangement by
which they secured the assignment of the
lottery to themselves from a concern in
which they were the principal owners was
favorable beyond the dreams of avarice.

of $100,000 by John A. Morris, under theterms of the peculiar contract he held.

But all the tickets were not sold in any
one month rarely, if ever.

So there was a little joker devised which
was sure to keep the ratio of profits m to
the standard of 4S per cent of profit on the
face of tho scheme. Such tickets or por-
tions of tickets a3 were r.ot sold were held
by Morris & Hoyard ns their share of the
possibility or the prize drawings. Hun
dreds and probably thousands of the prize-winni- ng

tickets were held in whole or ln
part by Morris & Howard as competitors
against the oor devils who had bought the
gayly colored bits of paper at $1 or $2 the
bit according to the value of the capital
prize. All this was clear gain to Morris.

There is believed to be no record of the
whole of any capital prize being paid to
any person or set of persons since the lot
tery was inauguratea twenty-rou- r years
ago. Here and there all. over the country
persons were known to nave drawn twen
tleths. or. occasionally, tenths of the prize.
and whenever the holders of such tickets
could be fdind, Morris had the fact adver-
tised as wldery as issihle, so long as he
was permitted to advertise in the press of
the country and play on the supldity of the
masses of the country tnrougn the malls.
Morris wanted at least a part of the capi-
tal prize drawn. It was the best possible
advertisement for his swindle. So there
was no necessity for fraud ln the drawing.
An honest drawing better served his pur-
pose. Even the sending of the entire capi-
tal prize to some one person would pay
ultimately.

It is stated as a fact, however, that the
Morris gang always had a string tied to
the capital, and most of the other prizes
in the unsold fractions of tickets, and that
no ticket was sold In Its entirety If It could
be helped during the existence of the lot-
tery here. This can more readily be believed
when the scheme involved the sale of .O)

tickets Instead of 100,000, as each of
the latter was cut Into twenty parts. The
reason was that If a gambler was going to
Invest $20 in lottery tickets he would rather
have twenty chances to draw a part of the
capital prize than one chance in 100,000 to
draw the whole of It.

The result was that Morris had a certain
Chance of keeping for his ovrn pockets a
portion of every prize, large or small, and
that was the plan that was pursued with
success and to certain profit. Thus the
New York Times first grives to the public
the real reason for the division of the
scheme of lottery tickets Into twentieths.
This has been ln itself a source of a certain
Income of probably a couple of million do-
llars a year. And Morris, by hJs shrewd

German Plnnint.

CAIRO. Feb. 12. Hans Von Bulow, the
distinguished Qerman pianist, is dead.

Von Bulow was born Jan. 8, 1S20, at Dres-
den. Ho studied under BJchard Wagner
and Liszt, and was. in 1SC0, musical chief
of theaters of Saint Gall and Zurich. In
1SC4 Von Bulow settled in Berlin, and was
named In lSS piantet.of the Prince Royal.

Bulow went to Munich, where he became,
In 1SG7, director of the new Royal School
for Music and master of the chapel of the
court. He first visited the United States
la 1ST3 and afterwards became chapel master
at Hanover, later at Melnlngen and lastly
at Berlin, where his severe criticisms of the
administration of the opera caused his ap-
pointment to be revoked, and even led to
his expulsion from the building-- . The dead
pianist married, a. daughter of Liszt.

BEAUREGARD'S ARGUMENT.
Gen. G. T. Beauregard was a Creole. Like

so many of his blood, he did not object to
lotteries per se. He speciously argued that.
If properly conducted, the lottery and pol-

icy scheme might add to. the wealth of
the city and State. So, with the under-
standing that he should be allowed to
choose his associate, he agreed to take
charge of the lottery drawings, under a
condition that he and his associate were
not to be interfered .with by the president
of the company or by. the autocrat of the
concern. John A. Morris. If any sign of
fraud were discovered, the two directors
of the drawings. General Beauregard and
Gen. Jubal A. Early, wnom tne xormer
chose as his associate, were clothed with
authority to stop the drawings at once,
rerort the matter to the Attorney-genera- l,

and proceed to criminally prosecute the
offenders.

As has been shown, it was business pol-
icy to have the drawing; conducted with
fairness, so as to better advertise the thing.
But even if there was reason for a "crook-
ed" drawine. there was no chance of de
tecting it. Even had there been, the fact
that Morris paid the two generals an an-
nual salary variously report at from $20.- -
000 to $30,000. they were men who would
not throw overboard so good a thing as a
means of existence ,by taking the action
they were empowered to take. But as
Morris never had even 1 cent at risk in
tho affair after the return in one year of
his original
Investment, there was no reason ror iraua,
and nrobablv none was attemnted. at least
after 1871, when the dividend reached 4S

p?r cent.
The Beauregard-Earl- y investment was a

good one for the lottery, for wdthln three
months after they took charge the sales or
tickets In the Southern States were doub
led. .

It was a further fortunate investment for
the lottery that it had General Beaure
trard ln its Interest when it made its sue
cessful attempt to have its charter incor
porated in the States new Constitution,
and so brought the crowning shame to thU
State. This atrocious proposition crystal- -
ized ell the elements of the opposition to
the lottery that for years had leen grow-
ing in strength and powr in the city and
State. Finally, when ln 1879 the company's
charter was actually repealed. Its enemies
leaped into the breach. The churches ex- -'

cept the Roman Catholic were nominally
against it and fighting it. some actively.
some most listlessly, for the ministry had
been contaminated In many instances by
the lottery contributlcns to church chs Ti
tles and building funds. It seemed that the
opposition would b? triumphant, and that
the colossal fraud, with all Its money and
Influence, must at last go down. Then it
was that General Beauregard's influence
was most effective. Morris sent him to Ba-
ton Rouge, the capital, and there he
worked with might and main. Morris's
money and Beauregard's Influence were
powerful with the creole members of the
Legislature. He changed many of them
from active enemies of the concern to itssupporters.

The worst blow the lottery ever received
prior to that which wiped it out of existence
in spite of Its proffered annual bribe to the
State of $1,2T.0.(M.0. was when Postmaster-gener-al

Wanamaker prohibited It from cir-
culating its printed matter through the
malls. This was a terrific blow to the local
postolfice as well, for in the last year that
business was transacted through the mail
the lottery company received nearly $20.0tM,-C0- 0

in iost-- notes, money orders and reg-
istered letters.

Th? Louisiana Lottery is in liquidation,
and its shareholders will receive about $700
for $1 in the distribution. It Is said. Morris,
as the known holder fT 4,200 shares and the
trustee of Howard's 2,0u0 shares, getting
ths lion's share.

The Honduras-Florid- a lottery takes its
place, with Morris as the only holder of
stock, except such shares as he shall pro
sent to politicians, newspaper owners and
cuch ethers as will help him to keep his
scheme afloat In Florida. That the stock
will be placed judiciously, everyone who
knows Morri knows perfectly well. In
Florida, thanks to the kindliness of the last
Legislature ln changing the laws of the
Stat2. will be tdtuated the John A. Morris
Kindergarten and University of Gambling.
It will stay there If money will buy a foot-bol- d

for it. for John A. Morris is prodigally
liberal with lottery money If he knows
every dollar ex?end;d will bring back two
or more, or will silence opposition that is
feared. His main ambition now Is to get
once more the right to use th? malls. To
this end he will bend all his marvelous and
wholly unscrupulous energies. His lawyers
have advised him that the anti-lotter- y jost-a- l

law is absolutely unconstitutional, be-
cause it is p.n interference with State and
personal rights guaranteed by the Consti-
tution. On this ground hs? Is preparing to
make the most vigorous fiRht of his liff.

All the masks are now removed, and John
A. Morris ns the lottery King stands re-
vealed In all his disreplitablcncss. Florida
had best beware before clasping him to her
bosom.

MAX AG IXC WORKS.

How the Thine In Done In Germany
and a. Profit Realized.

New York Evening Post.
In a recent report on German labor ques-

tions Mr. Bra gee gives some facts concern-
ing the way In which public works are
managed to the public profit. Of the forty-fou- r

largest towns in Germany twenty-nin- e

own their own gas works. The largest of
these, measured by the amount of gas
produced, nre the three for the city of Ber-
lin. In Leipslc the gas works' return an
annual sum of over l,uvn,co-- j mirks ($2v),fM,
while in Brslau the net profit 410,83
marks aiOO.UOH).

Berlin is especially remarkable for the
extent of its municipal industries and the
financial results which It achieves. As
early as 1817 the city began to establish its
own gas works, and for a time use I all
the surplus proceeds for their extension.
In 1S;S. when the municipal funds showed
a deficit of about 3.0,0i0 marks, the sur-
plus Income of the gas works was paid into
the treasury. The practice has since been
continued, and the sum thus paid over rose
from 8VJ.WT marks ln 1SS to 2.3,59l In
1S74 and 5.320."io in 1KJ1-9- 2. In 1S73 the mu-
nicipality took over the water works
formerly belonging to an English company.
Since that time it has greatly improved the
supply and has introduced greater economy
by the system of itayment according lo th'?
amount used rather than In proportion to
the rental of the property. In lsrl-&- 2 the
water works showed a surplus of l.sw.r.VJ
marks available for general municipal pur-
poses.

A like advantageous result of municipal
management appears inline financial re-
turns of the various markets. On the other
hand, the drainage works required a sub- -

amendment by a vote of L'15 to 21:5. and by a
vote of ZVJ to 197 adopted Mr. Henry As-quit- h's

motion to omit from the bill the
House of Lords amendment requiring that
claims must be taken from insurance fund3.
to which the employers had contributed
one-thir- d, and Involving an appeal to the
law where the funds were not sufficient to
meet the claims and the employers de-
clined to cover the deficiency." The lloue
of Bonis amendments as amended were
then ntrreed to and the Houne adjourned
until Thursday, when the amendments to
the parish councils bill will be taken up.

The unexpected smallness cf the Glad-
stone majority in the votes taken to-d- iy

is explained by the fact that twenty Irish
Nationalists were absent and unpaired, and
that several Liberals voted against the gov-
ernment as a protest against any conces-
sion being granted to the peers.

Desire of the Parnellltcs.
DUBLIN, Feb. 13. At a meeting of the

National League to-d- ay Mr. John Redmond
said that the only cause for delaying the
release of the money known as the Paris
fund was the technical points raised by the
McCarthy Ites to embarrass Mr. Dillon. Con
tinuing, Mr. Redmond said that the gov-
ernment now had a great opportunity, which
it might not have again, of dissolving Par-
liament and carryinff the country. In Mr.
Redmond's opinion, the government ought
to reject the iJords' amendments, prorogue
Parliament, call a new session Immediately
and pass a new registration bill. Then,
whether the bill passed the Lords or not,
the government should appeal to the coun-
try on home rule and on the Ixrds mutila-
tion of English bills. If this was done. Mr.
Redmond believed that the Liberals would
weep th country and still have Mr. Glad-
stone as their leader.

Hold on Too Tlht for the Tollce.
QUEENSTOWN. Feb. 13. While the

steamship Pavonla, Captain Watt, bound
for Boston, was here she was boarded by
the police, who had instructions to arrest
a man in company with a lady who had
eluded the police while the steamer was in
the Mersey. "When preparing to transfer the
prisoner to the tender he refused to accom-
pany the policemen and clasped hold so
tlgtitly of the Iron fixtures of the gangway
that in spite of the efforts of the police he
succeeded in remaining on board the Pa-
vonla, which was steaming slowly seaward
with the tender fast alongside of her.
Eventually the captain of the tender In-

sisted on casting off and the police were
obliged to. leave the Pavonla without the
prisoner amid the j?ers of the passengers.

Casual! ie In Gerninny.
BERLIN, Feb. 13. At Luckenwalde, In

Brandenburg, a factory chimney was blown
down by the gale to-d- ay and crashed
through a portion of the buildings, killing
ten persons and injuring many others. A
factory chimney was also blown down at
Rinteln. In Cassel. and caused the death of
two persons and the injury of several. Much
damage was done by the storm in Hesse
and Wa'deck. The storm nt Cuxhaven was
the most violent experienced in years. The
Danish schooner Ellida was driven ashore
at that place and a boy was drowned, the
remainder of the crew were rescued. The
English bark Lake Simcoe is also ashore.
Her crew was saved.
