FIGHTING TO CLEAR OAKS

The Prisoner Takes the Stand in
His Own Behalf at Lebanon. -

Charley Bnrnett Lays in Wait for a
Muneie Janitor Death of Chap-Iai- n

Strouse Other Items.

KOKOMO. Ind., Feb. 13. Calvin Arm-

strong, the defaulting Tipton county deputy
treasurer, who was sentenced here yester-
day to three years for embezzling $43,000 of
the public funds, broke Jail last night and
is now a fugitive. His trial closed Saturday,
lasting nearly three weeks. Monday after-
noon the prisoner sawed off a two-inc-h bar
of his cell on the second story of the Jail,
and, sliding down to the first floor, secreted
himself behind the cage at the far end of
the corridor, taking a section of the bar
two inches in diameter and two feet long
with him to use as a weapon. He remained
there until the sheriff came in to feed the
prisoners, and when that officer went up-

stairs with the supper Cal and a tramp,
indicted for stoning a train, made a rush
for the open door, brandishing the iron bar
wdth a determination to kill who ever at-
tempted to stop them. The officer upstairs
did not hear them, and by a combination of
singular circumstances the noted embezzler
escaped unnoticed.

The moat remarkable feature was the fact
that the escape is alleged not to have been
discovered until this morning, giving the
fugitive full twelve hours the start of hl3
pursuers. At the moment of the escape the
other inmates of the Jan Informed the off-
icer that Cal was sick and asleep on his cot.
Knowing he was feeling badly over his con-

viction and sentence, the sheriff says he
took the statement for the truth and made
no further investigation. Another astounding
feature is Cal's getting out of town without
being recognized. The streets were filled
with people and his face was familiar to
everybody. Getting outside the Jail, the two
men ran to the river bridge, where they
separated, Armstrong going south and the
tramp in the opposite direction. Neither has
been heard of since.

This is Armstrong's ttird attempt to break
Jail. Two effort3 were made at Tipton. To-

day Watson Pitzer, son of Dr. Pitzer, one
of the most prominent residents of Tipton,
was arrested as young Armstrong's accom-
plice. He is charged with giving hi3 sport-
ing associate the saw used in escaping, and
also a roll of money. Last Saturday even-
ing Pitzer visited Armstrong in his cell, and
it is believed he handed him $100 and the
saw. The Tipton county people, whose
money the gay young deputy treasurer had
squandered on the race track and in gam-
bling rooms, are furious over the escape.
They were Indignant over the mild sentence
given the embezzler, and the escape has in-

tensified the feeling to the lynching point.
A liberal reward is offered for his capture,
lie is twenty-fou- r years old, weighs 150

pounds, ha3 very dark hair, large brown
mustache, large steel-gra- y eyes, fair com-
plexion, white, regular Ueth, wore a black
cutaway coat, derby hat, wide-collare-d,

heavy ulster of dark brown Irish frieze
cloth. He walk3 with his head erect and
has a haughty air. It is believed that Arm-
strong is headed for Mexico, as he Jiaa
sporting friends there.

sylvania Anthracite Colliery.

Were at Work Propping: Up the Trim-bliiifr.Ko- of

When a Cave-I- n Occured

and Crushed Them to Death.

ALL WERE MARRIED BUT TWO

Eleven Widows and Thirty-Si- x

Children Throw n on Charity.

Wall of Debris 400 Feet Thick Between
the Shaft and the Bodies of the Vi-

ctimsThe Efforts at Itescue.

WILKESBARUE, Pa,, Feb. 13. The min-
ing town of Plymouth is in mourning to-

night over a cave-l-n that occurred! in the
Gaylord colliery this morning. Thirteen
men, all citizens of that town, lost their
lives while in the discharge of their duties.
Their names are mine foreman Thomas Pie-to- n,

Thomas Jones, Richard Davis, John
Morris, James Kingdom, Thomas Morri-ma- n,

Thomas Cole, Joseph Olds, Daniel
Morgan, John Hammer, Peter McLaugh-
lin, Michael Walsh' and Thomas Leyshon
All the victims with the exception of two
leave families. One of them lost his wife
only a month ago, and four little children
survive them. Consequently the disaster
throw3 eleven widows and thirty-si- x chil-

dren on the world's charity.
The Gaylord mine 13 owned by Daniel

Edwards, one of the wealthiest operators
In the anthracite region. It is operated by
the Kingston Coal Company, of which Mr.
Edwards is the president. The best cool In
tho mine was taken out years ago. Then
it was abandoned because it "could not be
operated with profit. About three weeks
ago the company decided to resume opera-

tions, and a party of expert miners was
sent into the mine to makfi an examination.
They found matters in a bad shape. The
last man at work "in the colliery had
"robbed" the pillars supporting the roof
until they were very thin. A great many
falls hadl taken place, the passages were
blocked by the debris and the air current
was poor. Mining experts gave It as their
opinion, however, that the mine couM be
put in good condition again with a small
outlay of capital. The company decided to
go on with the work at once.

On Monday morning a large number of
expert miners carrying safety lamps en-

teral tho mine and began the work of
clearing up the old gangways and propping
the roof. They had not been at work long
until a "squeeze" came, which compelled
the men to retrace their steps. Foreman
Plcton with twelve selected miners volun-
teered to go down the shaft and see what
could be done. The descent was made at
11 o'clock last night. Picton's object was to
get as near as possible to the most dan-
gerous part where the "squeeze" was the
greatest in order to stay its progress by
beaming the roof with heavy timber. In
cases of this kind the men get as near as
possible to the cave-l-n and by insertion of
cocs and props endeavor to break off the
maps of rock overhead to a certain point,
thus relieving the prsssure on other por-
tions of the mine. It seems that in this
instance the eiforts of Picton nnd his men
did not prove a success, as the cave ex-

tended far beyond the danger line and a
much greater distance than where tlje men
expected to be safe If they retreated at the
first indication of the fall. This is shown
by the vast area of the cave-I-n.

No one is left to tell the story. The sup-
position Is that the men were busily at
work timbering when the rocky roof came
tumbling down upon their heads, crushing
them out of semblance to humanity ana
putting a wall of debris between them and
the mouth of the shaft four hundred feet
In thickness. At first there was some hope
that if the men could be reached In a rea-
sonable time they could be saved. This was
a false hope, .however. The rescuing party
had been in the mine only a short time
when they were obliged to retreat on ac-
count of further caving. A second rescu-
ing party under Superintendent James W.
Davis went down the shaft this afterfioon,
but soon came back thoroughly disheart-
ened, and at C o'clock all hope of rescuing
the men alive wa3 given up.

The news soon spread, and the wives and
children of the men in the mine who hal
assembled at the mouth of the shaft ex-tcctl- ng

any moment to see their loved ones
brought up alive, .set up a most pitiful
cry of distress. Mothers wrung their
hands and tore their hair, and little chil-
dren wept bitterly. Two of tho women
fainted and had to be carried away by
friends. Even stout-hearte- d men who had
gathered at the entrance of the mine wept
almost as bitterly as the fatherless chil-
dren.

To-day- 's disaster Is the worst that has
occurred in the anthracite region since
1S35, when twenty-tw- o men perished by a
cave-i-n in mine No. 1, of the Susquehanna
Coal Company at Nanticoke. Their bodies
were never recovered, and a monument
marks the spot where the men met their
death.

Superintendent Edward3 said to-nig- ht

that lie would take care of the women and
children whose husbands and fathers lost
their lives in to-da- y's calamltv. The mine,
it Is now believed, is a total wreck.

Notwithstanding the fact that most peo-
ple believed that the thirteen men could
not have escaped, their friends cling to a
faint hope, and ork of attempting to reach
them dead or ahve has not ben abandoned.
There was one way in which the men may
have escaped instant destruction, but only
to meet dr-at- h in a slower form by imprison-
ment and starvation. Opening from thegangway from the foot of the shaft Is
cross headings leading to an old gangway.
If the men had a few moments warning
they are possibly now in these workings,
waiting for help. The distance to this oldgangway from the part of the shaft is
about nine hundred feet through closed up
passages, which must be reopened and red

before they can be traversed.Gangs are working with feverish haste,
and it is hoped to get through soma time
to-nig-ht. If the men are not there, it isthought there was a possibility of theirhaving had time to escape in another direc-
tion into other workings, and efforts to
reach these places are also being mad.Inside Superintendent Picton, whose fonwas in charge of the missing party, says he
will not give up hope until the dead bodlisare brought up.
