BERLIN, Feb. 17.—-The Reichstag was
engaged, yesterday and to-day, in the dis-
cussion of ecolonial affairs. The members
approved the addition of §60 marks to the
salary 6f Dr. Kayser, who, henceforth,
will be entitied Director of ghe Colonial De-
partment. Prince Arenberg, reporter of the
budget committee, declared that the com-
mittee had arrived at the conclusion that
the central administration was responsible
for the African troubles, and that
it must in future exercise greater judg-
ment in its choice of officials for Africa.
Herr Bebel, yvesterday, made a savage and
sarcastic attack upon the administration of
East Africa, and denounced the pretended
civilizing misgion of the colonial enthusi-
asts. Chancellor Von Caprivi, replying for
the government, appealed to the house not
to make the already hard task of the gov-
ernment still harder, assuring the members
that the government would do its best to
remedy the abuses,

Upon resuming the debate to-day the
members of the Refchstag were astonished
to find upon the table of the house speck-
mens of whips made out of rhinoceros
hide and other implements of castigation,
which, according to Herr Bebel, were used
by the German officials In East Africa to
lash unfortunate Dahomeyan woimen. Herr
Jlichter demanded a searching parliament-
ary inguiry into the Cameroons scandals
in particular and into the German colonial
system in general, which, he complained,
was purely military and ignored the eco-
nomlie Interests. Continuing, Herr Richter
urged that Germany should abandon her
ssessions in southern East Africa and

e content with retaining her northern pos-
sessions which, in his opinlon, were ample
enough for all reasonable colonial sport.

hancellor Von Caprivl, replyving to Herr
Richter and other speakers who had ad-
dressed the Hcuse on the colonial question,
gaid: “I have that amount of colonial en-

thusiasin which the dutles of my office im-
pose upon me. The present policy of the
retontion of the eonlonies necessitates a cer-
tain amoun: of militarism. Colonial enter-
prises would not succeed without bureau-
cracy, the lack of which, in Baron Weiss-
mann' s administration, may still f-:ll.lll aome
years of trouble. Under that regime money
vwas spent recklessly and the consequences
will =till give the account committee plenty
of work.” The Chancellor fully admitted
that the infusion of the trading element was
highly desirabl>, but, he added, unfortu-
nately, merchants of attalnments and m«ans
were seldom inclined to go to the colonles.
The prosperity of the colonies, according to
Chancellor Von Caprivi, wvas not attainable
by any cut-and-dried paper scheme. Each
colony required special treatment, sald the
‘Chancellor, who praised the colonizing work
of Baron Schete and Major Francels, and
paid tribute to the increasing fairness of
the conduct of the English towaris the Ger-
mans in Southwest Aflrica. ishaps, ac-
cording to the Chancellor, occurred with all
states, and It was not just to blame the
German leaders for their nonsucceas. After

THE BRANDENBURG DISASTER.

The Emperor is sending a large wreath,
which will be displayed at the funeral of the
victims of the Brandenburg disaster. The
war ship Brandenburg, which was seriously

injured by the explosion of her steam pipe,
while on a trial trip under forced draught,
vesterday, an accident which resulted In
the death of over forty men, has been towed

into the harbor, and this morning the chief
engineer, who has been missing since the
explosion, « was found dead, and, in addi-
tion, three more of the injured artificers,
bhave succumbed to their injuries, bringing
the total of Jdead up to forty-threc. Of the
wounded, one man is severely injured and
five others are suffering from sligat iIn-
Juries.

I'me Riichsanzeiger publishes an official
account of the explosion on board the war
ship. This account says that the war ship
was outside the harbor and that "all her
twelve bollers were being used. Only 1,000
horse power was being used, therefore, it
s stated, there was no forced draught,
as under forced draugit over 10,0680 horse
power would have been developed. Contin-
ning, the: Relchsanzcoiger asserts *“‘that the
accident happened through the breaking
away of the fastening apparatus for turn-
ing off the st=am of the starboard e:-

ne, and the steam from all the bollers

us found free ingress into the engine
room, which was filled with people. The
steam spread Instantancously throughout
the room, scalding every occupant, and
penetrated through the door leading w the
port éngine and thence through the stair-
ways Into the upper rooms wlhere the
electrical machinery, distiliing apparatus
and stores were situated, continuing the
work of destruction. Almost every person
bausily &t work In these rooms must have
met with Instant death, as the steam was
pouring from the bollers at a temperature
of 1806 degrees Reamur, and it is not likely
that it lost much heat in passage.

“*Nothing is. yet known of the cause of
the breakage of the apparatus for turming
off the steam in the starboard engine, and
in order to thoroughly iInvestigate the mat-
ter the Admiralty Department has dJdis-

tched s chief constructor to Kiel with
nstructions to ascertain the cause of the
dsaster.

But
such an accident as this could not probabiy
have been averted, and it is gratirying to
Jearn that In spite of the magnltude of the
disaster the admiral in command of the
squadron was sble to report that the be-
havior of the engine-room staff at the
time of the disaster must be described as
exemplary.

WOMAN SUFFRAGISTS

Atlanta Selected for Next Year's
National Convention.

Decided Sentiment Against Making

Washington a Perpetnal Meeting
Plaee—Topies of the Speakers.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 17.—The Woman
suffrage convention to-day chose Atianta,
Ga., as the next place of meeting. The del-
eégates had their photographs taken in a
group this morning. There was a large
amount of business on the programme for
iransaction to-day, and the convention im-
mediately proceeded to business after the
picture taking. The 'subject of assistance
1o the work on the part of the newspapers
of the country came up ircidentally as a
question of discussion, and in this connec-
tion letters were read from D. R. Anthony,
a newspaper man in Kansas, offering to
publish items of interest to the cause, and
a letter from Governor Walte, of Colorado,

on the subject of woman suffrage in that
State.

When the question of selecting next
year's meeting place came up some of the

delegates sald they thought some other
city than Washington should be selected.
S0 many of the conventions had been held
here that it was believed that more good
might be accomplished by meeting In some
one of the other cities in which the woman
suffrage question 1is paramount, as the
moral effect might be beneficial. Invita-
tions were extended to the convention to
meet in Washington, Cincinnati, Atlanta
and Detroit. Fifteen minutes were allowed
to the adherents of each city to present its
views. Washington found a friend in Mrs.
Lillie Devereaux Blake, who bheld that the
capital was the proper place to hold the
convention, because the lawmaking power
was here. Miss Anthony seconded Mrs.
Blake, and said that more had been accom-
plished by holding the conventions here dur-
ing the past twenty-six years than would
have been accomplished had they been held
elsewhere, The newspaper reports sent
out from this city were more elanorate and
complete than would be sent out from any
other cily, and she spoke in complimentary
terms of the work of the Associated Press
:.? sending out daily reports of the conven-

Speeches in behalf of the meeting at Cin-
cincinnati were made by Mrs., Jetf, Mrs. De-
trick, Mrs. Carrie Lane Chapman, Mrs.
Brown and Miss Laura Clay. They held
that the sentiment in favor of woman suf-
frage was greater in the West than in the
East, and that the moral effect of holding
a convention in Cincinnati was bound to be
good, and especially in the far West, where
woman suffrage had made its greatest
progress. 'The delegates who spoke fauvored
taking advantage of the provision of the
constitution which, by application, allows
the convention to meet every other vear
in some other place than Washington. One
delegate intimated that should there not be
a change in the place of meeting there
might be a split In the present national or-
ganization.

Atlanta had for its champions Miss Au-
gusta Howard, Miss Maxwell and Mr.
Catt. Miss Maxwell said that a woman's
convention was regarded in the South as a
curiosity and to brine the woman suffrage
convention to the South would bring wom-
en together from all over that section of
the South. Mr. Henry Blackwell and Rev.
Anna Shaw also thought that Atlanta was
the proper place for the next meeting. It
was the heart of the solld South, where
the convention could appeal to the men to
extend to the women the political equalities
vouchsafed to men. rederick Douglass, of
this city, also seconded the proposition to
have the convention held in Atlanta,

Favorable words for Detroit were said
by Emily B. Ketchum and Dr. MeXNaugh-
ton, but later Detroit was withdrawn, thus
parrowing down the choice to \'b.ﬂ?‘hlngtﬂn.
Cincinnatl and Atianta. Ninety-four votes
wers for Atlanta, resulting in Ly se-
lection «of the Bouthern city.

At the afternoon session of the conven-
tion Miss Catherine Spence, of Austraiia,
delivered an address, which had for itz ba-
sis the improvement and reform in political
affairs.

If the Senate Follows the House’s

President Dole May Give the American
Minister His Passports or He May
Be Reecalled by Mr. Cleveland.

He Will, It Is Reported, Vote to
Uphiold the Pfesident’s Poliey.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 17.—Within a short
timas the curtain is to be rung up on the
Hawaliian incident. It is expected that Min-
ister Willis will be recalled and this ad-
ministration left without a representative
in the couatry soon after the Senate acts
upon the report which is about to be sub-
mitted from the foresign relations commit-
tee by Chairman Morgan. The House has
already adopted a resolution indorsing the
policy of President Cleveland In opposition
to the provisional government, and it Is
expected that the Senate will take similar
action. Then there will be nothing left for
this government to do but withdraw our
diplomatic relations, as President Dole is
to promulgate a constitutional form of gov-
ernment when the Senate has followed the
lead of the House., As soon as the Senate
indorses the administration’'s Hawailan pol-
icy it i= sald that President Dole wili glve
Minister Willis his passports if the latter
is not earlier recalled. Minister Willis has
undoubtedly come out at the little end of
the horn in the controversy with President
Dole, and he cannot long remain at Hono-
lulu, in any event

The regular press report says that suffi-
cient is known of the proceedings of the
Senate Hawallan committee to-day to jus-
tify the statement that there will be two
reports, and that the division will be upon
party lines, Senator Morgan joinlag with
his Democratic colleagues in a report sus-
talning the committee end the report of
Mr. Blount in all essential particulars,

while the minority will criticise him and
gustain Mr. Stevéns. It Is prub_uhle. how-
ever, that Mr. Blount will be criticised for
the ex parte character of some of the tes-

NO QUORUM AGAIN,

Mr. Bland Still Without Enough Fol-
lowers to Pass His Bill.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 17. — Mr. Bland
made no progress with his silver seignior-
age LIl in the House to-day for lack of a

quorum of followers,

At the opening of the session this morn-
ing Mr. Wheeler moved that the Senate
amendment to the bill to require railroad
companies operating In the Territories over
a right of way granted by the government
to establish stations and depots at all
town sites on the lines of said roads estab-
lished by the Interior Department be ngn-
concurred in. The Benate amendment pro-
vided that within thirty days after the
passage of the act an election shall be held
in I. and O countles in Oklahoma for the
purpese of determining the location of the
county seats of those counties,

Mr. Hopkins, of Illinois, moved to con-
cur and a spirited debate followed., Messrs,
Wheeler and Simpson opposed the Senate
amendment on the ground that the object
of the bill was to compel the railroads to
establish stations in the town sites located
by the Interior Department. The Senate
amoendment, Mr. Simpson declared, would
give rise to county seat wars and the rall-
road would be victorious. This was a con-
test between the power of the government
and the power of the rallroad corporations.
Was the government going to protect the
people who lived in town sites located by
the Interior Department, or was it going
to turn ten thousand people over to the
tender mercles of the Rock Island railroad
and the land companies of Oklahoma?

After somé further debate by Messrs,
Wilsen of Washington, Pickler, Dunn,
Gear, Clark, Cannon and MecRae, Mr. Hop-
kins withdrew his maotion and Mr. Wheeler
demanded the previous question on his mo-
ticin to nonconcur and ask for a conference.
It was so ordered.

Rising to a personal explanation, Mr.
Burrows called attention to the fact that
in some remaks printed by his ealleague,
Mr. Gorman, the latter referred to a speech
which he (Burrows) delivered, but which
had not been printed in the Record. “If
his statement were true,” s=aid Mr. Bur-
rows, “the differcnce between him and me
would be that he prints his speeches with-
out dellvery and 1 deliver mine without
printing them." (Laughter.) However, he
continued, the specch had been printed on
the day after its delivery.

Mr. Gorman explained that he had no de-
sire to do anyv Injustice; he had examined

THE RUSSIAN THISTLE.

An Imported Nuisance That Threatens
to Invade the Whele Land.
WASHINGTON, Feb, 1T.—Hearings were
glven by

bills before Cengress for the extermination
of the Russian thistle. Governor Shortridge,
of North Dakota, was the principal speak-
er. The Secretary of Agriculture was ridi-
culed by Representative Sibley, a Demo-
crat, from Pennsylvania, because of a let-
ter written Jlast August, stating that the
weed was a blessing, because sheep would
eat it

Representative Ifalner, a Nebraska Re-

publican, resented the remarks of Mr, Sibley
and defended the Secretary. The first speak-
er was Representative Boen, of Minnesota,
who has a blll before Congress for extermi-
nating the thistle, and who described the
ravazes of the weed.

Governor Shortridge said that the weed
had been brought in by emigrants a few
vears ago, and had spread until it covers
seventy thousand square miles. It grew to
a height of three feet, completely choking
out grain. Unless war could be successfully
waged agalnst this weed many farmers
would be compellal to abandon their lands
entirely. State legislation had been direcied
against it for {ts destruction by town and
county agencies, but this proved insuffi-
clent. He advocated a iiberal appropriation
from Congress,

A letter was read from A. 1. Mohler, su-
perintendent of the Great Northern railroad.
He wrote: “Unlessg united action is taken
by the farmers in different communities and
the razilroads the damage to ihe land will
be iInfinitely greater than any of the grass-
hopper plagues these districts have ever ex-
perienced.” Farmers were discouraged be-
cause the weed completely choiced the
growth of grain. Its spread had been within
three vears, and there was daamger of fur-
ther extension to Minnesota and North Da-
kota by shipments of grain.

Another letter from Governor Sheldon, of
South Dakota, stated that the weed had
found lodgment in the southern countles for
years, and was just making its appearance
in northern Dakota, where the people were
much alarmed. He had been surprised to
learn that some of the people referred to the
Russian thistle as foxtall grass,

In answer to questions from Representa-
tive Simpson, Governor Shortridge stated
that 21,000,000 acres of the 25000060 of land
in North Dakota belonged to the govern-
ment. Russian agricultural officers had told
him that large tracts of land In Russia had
h--mn1 absolutely abandonad because of the
Weed,

Representative Sibley, of PPennsyvivania,
asked: “Have you not a letter from the
Secretary of Agricniture savine that the
{“r‘."‘"m should regard this weed as a bless-
ng?

Governor Shortridgze replied that Secretary
Morton had written such a letter, but in
hiz opinion the Secretary must have heen
decelved by newsgpaper articles written by
a man who had sheep to sell

Then Representelive Sibley stated that
the Secretary of Agriculture had written
that the low price of wheat was a blessing
because it could be =o0ld abroad and our
gold brought back in return.

Secretary Morton’s letter was character-
ized by Governor Shortridge, as “‘ror.”

Representative Haliner rose to say that
he wanted to protect Secretary Morton
from attack. The Secretary had a deep in-
terest in the welfare of the agricultural
classes,

“l =ee no necessity for a eulogy of the
Secretary of Agriculture,” replied Mr. Sib-
ley. ““To cuote his words is not to attack
him. I have put no words in his mouth
that he did not use. We ghould have speci-
flcatlions of the Secretary’'s great interest
in the agrieultural clagses as he is to be
discussed, If the Secretary believes the
weaxl Is a blessing he is not the man to
put in charge of thé megsure for [ts ex-
termination.™

Chalirman Hatch, of the committee, de-
clared the discussion out of order and ended
it.

Major Charles W, Butts, of Buttsville, N.
I)., a large farmer and an ex-member of
Congress, addressed the committee upon
the effects of the weed. It choked the grain
binding machines, he sald, and made their
use bhuopossible. The Russian government
had taken charge of Its infested lands for
two vears, feeding the farmers meantime.

WASHINGTON, Febh. 17.—The case of
Mre. Ernest Hart, of Phiiadelphia, who is
charged by the New York immigration offi-
cers with violating the alien contract labor
law in bringing four Irish weavers to work
in Mr. Wanamaker's establishment in Phil-
adelphia, 13 attracting the attention of the
treasury officials. The minutes of the ex-
amination held by Dr. Sonner, immigration

commissioner of New York, reached the
department this morning. Mrs Bart also
came over from Philadelphia, and had sev-
eral conferences with Superintendent Stump,
of the immigration Bureau, and Assistant
Sceretary Hamiin during the day.

The Somonn Agrecement.

WASHINGTON, FFeb. 17.—Thz intimation
brought by the last Australian steamer that
a movement was on feot to change the tri-
partite agreement relative to Samoa, which
was probably tho only means of preventing
actual liostilities between the United States
and Germany a few years ago, Is news to
officials in Washington. The proposition
mentioned contemplated the delegation to
one of the three treaty powers—the (Tnited
States, Great Britzin and Germany—of the
responsibility now divid:d between them of
the peaceful gcovernment of the Samoan
group of islands, There can be no doubt
that the tripartite arrangem=nt has nover
given particular satisfaction to any of the
parties affected, and grobably leest of all
to the unfortunate natives, who are said to
be “governed Lo death.”

Aunstralinn Deef In Austria,

WASHINGTON, Feb. 17.—Notwithstand-
ing the enormous distance between Austra-
Ha and Austria, and the difficulties of trans-
portation by water and rail, it appears that
it fa not only practicable, but profitahle,
to ghip frozen beef from Australia to com-
pete in the markets of Vienna, with native
beef. Mazx Judd, the United #8tates consul
at Vienna, records the arrival ‘therc of a
lct of beef amounting to 5,000 kilos,
which sold at from 0 to 60 Kremizers per
kilo. The charges aside from transporta-
tion expenses were a duty of 7.25 tlorias per
100 kilos—an eziahle tax of 2.Z5 florinsg and
3 per cent commission. This leads the con-
sul to ask why if Australian meal can be
sold in Vienna at a profit Americans should
mot be abie to open up a market for their
product.

Has Myr. Pung Lost His Head ?

WASHINGTON, Feb, 17.—No credence Is
given here to the report that Jr., Pung,
late first secretary of the Chinese legation
at Washington, has been beheaded in China
as the result of his official conduct here,
If there had been any objection to the
secretary's conduct it is believed that the
late minister, Mr. Teul, would have been
tnvolved In the imperial! displeasure, but,
as & matter of fact, Mr. Tsuil, since his re-
turn from China, has been promoted to
one of the highest positions In the Chinese
government, corresponding to one of our
Cabinet places.

Scheme to Conneet Michigan City and
Detroit or Toledo by Canal.

CHICAGO, Feb. 17.—A canal project
which, if successful, will entirely revolu-
tionize the traflic of the great lakss is
sald to be in contemplation by & number
of capitalists In Chicago, New York, Bose
ton and l.ondon. The proposed canal is
designed to immensely facilitate the pase
sage of vessels from Chicago, Milwaukes
and other Northwestern points to the east
and to render entirely unnecessary the prese
ent long route through the Straite of Maoks
inaw, Lake Huron and St Clair river,
thence down the Detroit river to lakas
Erie. The plan said to be under serious
contemplation is to construct a canal dis-
rectly across the State of Michigan from
the eastern shore of Lake Michigan to
either Detroit or Toledo, Should either
of these plans prove to be feasible It will
result in one of the most gigantic enters
prises of the century. A number of cape
italists from Chicago and New York gre
sald to stand ready to back the project to
the extent of £&H0.00,00, and it is also sald
that the English ecapital invested in ths
Central Pacific road has showa a4 disposi-
tlon to render materinl financial ald in
perfecting this great work.
