THREATENED A RIOT

Three Negroes Cause Trouble at
Garfield Park Improvenent.

They Insisted on Having a Fire on
Ground that Was to Be Turned Up
—The Police Called.

The several hundred men employed at
Garfield Park congregated at the corner
of Virginia avenue and Pennsylvania street
yesterday morning, at 7 o'clock, and, as
there was no transportation for them to
the Park, they walked to it. Arriving at

the Park, many complained of being cold,
but for a short time no fires were bullt.

At about 9 o'clock a number of men built
a fire around a big tree stump directly in
the area being worked., The foreman told
them that the fire was In the way and
asked them to extinguish It, which they

did. They were told that they could get
warm at a flre a short distance away.
After the foreman left the spot, three col-
ored men, P. Johnson, William Higgins
and George Lattipee rebullt the fire. Super-
intendent Tallentire immediately went to
the spot and told them to extinguish it
Higgins, with much profanity, declared
that he would kill the first man that did
s0, and emphasized his word by drawing
a hatchet from under his coat and flour-
ishing it threateningly, while Lattipee pro-
dueced an ugly-looking knife and made a

stand with Higgins. Johnson made no
show of a weapon, but talked a great deal.

Superintendent Tallentire telephoned for
police assistance, and patrolmen Hoover
and Corhan responded. When the officers
arrived at the scene of trouble all signs of
riot had apparently abated, and they de-
parted, With the absence of the officers
the men once more grew riotous, and
Superintendent Tallentire immediately went
to the police station in person and asked
for protection. Ten patrolmen were dis-
patched to the Park, and Higgins and Lat-
tipee were arrcsted, Four of the officers
r>mained at the Park until time for the
stopping of the work as a protection to
the superintendent and his assistantsy for
some of the men were evidently in a mood
not to be trusted. However, there was mo
further demonstration,

While the prisoners were being brought
to the police station in the patrol wagon,
Higgins found a five-doillar note in the
bottom of the wagon. The shock was so
great to the officers in charge of the wagon
that for a few moments the prisoners had
an excellent opportunity to escape had
they avalled themselves of it. The charge
against the prisoners was attempt at in-
citing rilot.

COL. L. B. MARTIN CHOSEN.

Appointed a Trustee for the State
Normal College.

Governor Matthews has finally settled
the matter of the vacant trusteeship on
the State Normal School board by appoint-
ing Col. 1ewis B. Martin, of Terre Haute,
to succeed Dr. Spann, who died recently.
The appointment was made last evening
and comes in the nature of a surprisg to
the friends of Mr. Gilbert, of Terre Haute,
who were led to bezslieve, by an apparently
semi-official announcement in one of the
papers here some weeks ago, .that he was
slated for the place. The congratulations

extended to Mr. Gilbert at the time on

the strength of this announcement will now
have to be recalled. Colonel Martin is
about fifty years of age and a successful
business man. He is secretary and general
manager of the Terre Haute Savings Bank,
probably the largest institution of the sort
in the State, and was for a long time
treasurer of the Episcopal diocese of In-
diana.

Evansvile. Mr. Boyd is editor of the Wash-
ington Dalily Democrat, having embarked
in the newspaper business two years ago,

rior to which time he was county super-
ntendent at Washington. He s about thir-
ty-eight years of age and was appointed
to fill the vacancy occasloned by the death
of Solomon Gimble, of Vincennes,

Governor Matthews hopes the boards will
remain intact at least for the time he is
the executive head of the State.

MAIZE MILLS BURNED.

Fire Does $15,000 Damage Near the
Workhouse.

Fire almost entirely destroyed the Indian-
apolis majize mills on the Michigan road
at the Big Four crossing yvesterday morning
at 7 o'clock. Just as the ten employes were
reporting for work fire was discovered on
the third floor. The men made their way
quickly to this floor, but the flames ha«d
made such headway that it was seen the
building’ was doomed, and aceordingly after
gepding in the fire alarm the men began to
carry out the movable articles. In this way

the safe and all the papers of the company
were removed.

The fire department arrived within a few
minutes and two streams of water were
thrown from the fire plug on Michigan road
and Twelfth street. There were no cisterns
near and the engines were "hl\\‘t'rlb'.“ﬂ. By
this time the third floor had been burned
away and the heavy machinery fell with a
grash to the-ground floor, carrving with it
the second floor. The Aames under thelr
great headway had gutted the interior “of
the building and left oniy the walls of the
building standing. The two streams were
allowed to play on these until the fire was
(-xllnp:umm-v‘. The factory was a three-
story structure built two-years ago. There
was a large stock of t‘nrl}] and manu-
factured feed In store and the water did
the greater damage. A car of feed standing
on the tracks was pushed out of reach of
the fire. lL.owe Carey, who owns a con-
troldng interest in the plant and is also
president of the company, estimates the
loss at $15,000, but states that this is nearly
covered by insurance.

A DESERTER SHOWS FIGHT.

George Bulger Arrested at Brazil and
Brought to This City.

George Bulger was arrested at Brazil ves-
terday afternoon for desertion from the
regular army, and was brought to this city
last night by Chief of Police Rouderback
and turned over to the officers at the arse-
nal. Bulger deserted about a year ago. He
led the ofMlcers a merry chase before he
was finally subdued. When first arrested
he fought desperately, and succeeded in es-
caping. The officers fired several shots at
him before they again recaptured him.

A LIFE PRISONER PARDONED.

Frank Cripe, of Elkhart, Secures the
Clemeney of the Governor.

Frank Cripe, a life prisoner from Elkhart
county, was pardoned by Governor Mat-
thews yesterday., Cripe was sent to the

northern prison in December, 1883, to serve
a life sentence for killing a night watchman

named Self in a Grunken row in the town
of Elkhart. In ccwunany with several
young revelers Cripe had been “decorating”
the town, and in an altercation with Self
the latter was shot and killed. Cripe and
a man named Boose were arrested for the
erime, and the latter was sent up for
twenty-one years, ‘but was pardoned sev-
eral years ago. Just prior to the killing of
the watchman there had been two acquit-
tals in murder case in Elkhart county, one

of which—that of Henry Loomis at Mid-

dleburg—so aroused the peopie of that
town that they forced him to leave. The
indignation was so0o great over these
acquittals that much of the feeling was
visited on Cripe, and a life sentence fell
to him In consequence,

the judge, jury, county officers and many
others urging it

There seems always to have been some
doubt as to whether Cripe fired the shot
that killed Self, and the latter’'s brother
{nlneﬂ in asking for executive clemency.

he had served a long enough sentence to
satisfy the ends of justice, the Governor
directed a pardon to be sent to Warden
French for him last evening. Cripe Is a
yvoung man of about thirty-five and Is un-
married,

TOWN PAYING ITS DEBTS.

West Indianapolis Uses a Portion of Its
Bond Money.

The West Indianapolls Town Board has
realized from the issuing of the $20,000 In
bonds, and last night at the regular session
the board began paying the accumulated
debts against the town. Minor bills amount-
ing to over §£,200 were allowed, There yet
remains to be paid the Dbills of large
amounts. A petition signed by many citi-
zens of Belmont was presented to the board
asking that Miller street be opened west
from Belmont avenue to Eagle creek. The
petition was placed on file.

Last night was the time set for the elec-
tion of the secretary of the Board of
Health. The members heretofore disagreed

as to who to elect, but after much discus-
glon Dr. Morrow was re-elected, Trustee
Herlg casting the deciding vote. John
Stockton, colored, presented his bill of $2
as witness in an Injunction suit against the
town flled by M. Sells last June to keep
the town from opening Kappes street.
Stockton was summoned as a witness for
Sells, and, as he lost the suit,
to pay Stockton witness fees. BStockton
having lost several days of work, thought
some one was indebted to him for the
amount, and presented his bill many times,
but it was never allowed. Several hours
were taken last night in rejecting it.

GRAYDON'S BIG WHEEL

A Former Indianapolis Man in
London with a Scheme.

Ferris's Chicm Attraction to Be Out-
done — Three Hundred Feet in
Height—At Earl's Court.

Lieut, James Wier Graydon, formerly of

this city and quite well known, has loomed
up in London as a principal promoter in a

big enterprise, for which, it seems, he has
valuable patent paperss. He made qulite a

reputation in this country as an inventor of
an explosive greater in death-dealing power

than dynamite. “The Gigantic Wheel and
Recreation Towers Company, Limited,”” is
the name of the corporation which Graydon
is interested in. The corporation was organ-
ized in London, England, aad its purpose

is to construct a gigantic wheel, after the
plan of the Ferris wheel, which is to be
operated at the Earl's Court Exhibitions,
continuing from 1594 to 1898, The Ferris
wheel was 250 feet high and carried 1,400
passengers in thirty-six carriages. The
Graydon wheel will carry 1,60 passengers
three hundred feet high in forty carriages.
The patent for the wheel s held by Gray-
don,#so the prospectus would indicate.
About 1,500 tons of steel will be used in
the construction of the wheel, It will re-
volve upon two towers, each 175 feet high.
Each of these towers will have on its top

large saloons with surrounding balconies,
and under the saloons will be three floors

which will be occupied as restau-
rants, buifets, promenades, concert rooms
and other recreation purposes, Provision
will be made for fireworks stations, search-

light stations and other novelties. Electric
lighting stations will be so arranged as to
permit the lighting of the entire wheel by
electricity., The axle upon which the wheel
revolves will be arranged to form a passage
way between the two large saloons at the
top and elevators will carry passengers (o
and from the ground to the saloons at the
top of the towers. The carriages will be
twenty-five feet long, fifteen feet wide and
ten feet high and will be arranged chiefly
for observation purposes. They will, how-
ever, be furnished as drawing and dining
rooms. Special carriages will glso be ar-
ranged for afternoon tea parties in mid-
air. The capital stock of the company Is
£60,000 sterling, or $00,000, and the directors
are Admiral Sir William Dowell, K. C. B,
chairman, (late chairman of the royal naval
exhibition); Lord Henry Thynne, .\iuqtham
Court, Worthing; Col. F. G. Savage Curtis,
C. M. G.;: Captain J. H. E. Allen (director
of Messrs, Maudslay, Sons & Field, limited.)
The stock is divided into 60,000 shares of
f1 sterling. 'The wheel will be constructed
by Walter Bassett, one of the managing
directors of Messrs. Maudslay, Sons &
Field, enginesrs, of Westminsgter Bridge
road and Greenwich, who is under contract
with Mr. Graydon to pay to him £10 ster-
ling each week while the wheel is open
and 2% per cent. on the cost of construc-
tion for a license to use the patent for the
wheel within the district of the London
County Council. The prospectus of the
company has the following to say about the
probabla earnings of the wheel
“Under contract intended to be entered
into with the Metropolitan Distriet Rallway
