"Winter Ciire of Trees.
Garden Forest

There is no better time than the present
to examine groves and groups of trees in
order to determine whethe--r they are be-
coming overcrowded, and to designate
those which should be removed to make
room for the reet. The ax Is the only-remed-

for crowding among trees, and
when this heroic treatment is necessary, no
considerations of sentiment should te al-
lowed to interfere with its use. At this
se.ison, too, it is easier to find where
brandies are growing too thickly on a
tree, and where they are rubbing each
other, than it Is when they are in full
foliage, and in the warm days of mid-
winter pruning can be done to advantage.
When it i3 necessary to remove large
branches they should be cawed close to
th, trunk and the edges tut smooth with
a sharp knife. Coal tar applied to the
wound will keep out moisture and fungi,
and thus prevent decay. Any kind of
ochreous paint will answer almost as good
a purpose, and it can lie easily applied
with an ordinary brush. All sprouts
should be cut from the trunk and all
suckers from its base, but tho dead twigs
In the heads of the trees cali be more easily
detected In the summer.

OntN for Horses,
The Agriculturist.

Experience has proven that as a grain
food for horses few feeds arj equa' or su-
perior to oats. Many farmers and team-
sters, however, by experimenting, havf de-
cided upon a combination of feeds that, in
their judgment, makes a ration superior
to anything else obtainable. Some usj a
mixture of ground corn and wheat bran.
Others feed the corn soaked with a sprink-
ling of chopped stuff, while others get Tr.ore
value from cut hay dampened and sprin-
kled with ground feed. For those who ure
satisfied with a standard food and one that
careless teamsters and stablemen will not
t liable to Irj'ire horses with by over-
feeding, oats will prove more satisfactory.
When American corn. 13 worth loss man
a. cent a. pound, and oats sell for over a
cent and a quarter per pound, the fealln:,'
value Is no doubt in favor of corn, but
corn being very heating, great care must
needs be exercised In dealing It out. In
fact, some hordes are mad? dek by a few
rations of maize. Constant feeding for two
or three months deranges the system, re-
quiring a complct? change of die:, and
often necessitates the cr.lllnsr in of h vet-
erinary surgeon. The thick hull ooveiing
the oat kernel prevents fast eating, conse-
quently more saliva Is formed, winch nils
digestion, yet some horses eat so voracious-
ly 'that many of the kernels ar: swallowed
whole. When this fact ia discovered. elth?r
have the grain ground and fd dry or place
several stones two Inches In diameter in
the feed box. Thes will prevent the grab-
bing of a full mouthful of grain at on .e,
and thvs cause twice tho time to bi spent
in eating a given quantity.
