Another Elegant Spread of Irony
Before the Supreme Court.

Official Statement of Jiulee Elliott Cited
Sewer System Case from Va-

lparaiso Is Decided.

The war of briefs being waged In the Su
preme Court by John W. Kern and Eli F.
Rltter over the famous Stehlln saloon case
goes merrily on. Yesterday Mr. Kern, who
represents John II. Stehlln and George
Heldt, owners of the saloon Involved, filed
their supplemental brief on a petition for
rehearing. This brief, which explains itself
fully, is as follows:

"Counsel for applicants, with simulated
earnestness. Insists that we are mistaken
in the assertion that the only question pre-
sented on the original hearing was that of
the constitutionality of the statute licensing
the sale of intoxicating liquors. He emphat-
ically denies that he so stated either in his
brief or on the occasion of the oral argu-
ment, and In a lawyerlike way appeals to
notes taken by nameless bystanders. The
issue of veracity thus tendered is not to be
thus settled. We appeal to the record. Thevery first sentences of the opinion pro-noun- cd

by Judge Elliott are as follows:" 'One question and only one Is here pre-
sented; all others are excluded by the state-
ments of counsel and the record. That
question is: Is the statute of March 17, 1S75,
regulating the liquor traffic, requiring
license and Imposing a tax upon dealers
in tho form of a license fee, constitu-
tional T

"Thl3 decision was concurred in by all
the Judges and settles two propositions for
wmcn we contend in our petition: First,
that 'one question and only one was pre-
sented for consideration in the original hear-
ing, namely, the constitutionality of the act
In question, and second, that 'all others were
excluded by the statements of counsel and
the record These facts thus announced by
the unanimous voice of the court ought per-
haps to have equal weight wdth the copious
notes taken by bystanders.

"In this Issue of veracity, so sharply de-
fined here, we might confidently rest upon
the corroboration of that learned Jurist and
honorable man. Byron K. Elliott, backed
by the other judges of this court then on
the bench, but we will go further. Re-
ferring to the original brief written and
filed in this court by Eli F. Rltter we find
the following language:

" 'The point at issue here Is the validity
of the act so far as the license features are
concrned. If the law In that respect is
valid then the defense aa set up In the re-spct- lve

answers Is complete.'
"We have not only the official statement

of Judge Elliott expressing the Judgment ofthe court, but the solemn declaration of Mr.
Rltter in his printed argument that thesufficiency of the answers depended solelyupon tha validity of the law. Yet withthese facts In the record and his own words
In cold type staring him in the face he has
the brazen audacity to stand before thiscourt and deny them. Counsel for appel-
lants charges us with Ignorance of the law
and commisserates our clients for their un-
fortunate selection of counsel. The writeris willing to concede for all the purposes
of this case that he Is not bo great a lawyeras the opposing counsel, and that he Is butilly versed In the practice of this court. He
does not claim superiority in any regard.

"He has, however, some old-fashion- ed

opinions on various subjects, and one ofthem is that falsehood and deceit are as
reprehensible and hateful in a great Chris-
tian reformer as in the ordinary every-
day sinner, and in most cases are as eas-
ily detected and exposed. It is quite agree-
able to us to be sustained In this issue ofveracity by Byron K. Elliott and thecourt, while our antagonist is, out of hisown mouth, condemned. This court willscarcely be entertained by criminations and
recriminations of counsel. It will lock to
the record and the law. The former we
have quoted, and there should be no diff-
iculty as to the latter.

"We insist that this Is a question of thehighest importance to the bar of Indiana,as well as to trial courts, whose judg-
ments may, as here, be approved, and at
the same time reverse 1. For it Is conceded
that Judge Brown, of the Marlon CircuitCourt, committed no error. He decided
correctly the question presented to him for
decision, namely: the validity of the stat-ute in question.

"It is also conceded that the opinion ren-
dered by Judge Elliott was a correct ex-
position of the law. The court, as atpresent constituted, warmly Indorses the,opinions of both those Judges, and yet re-
verses their decisions, and this anomalous
condition of things grows out cf the factthat the question now decided was neverpresented to either of them, and the fur-
ther fact that this bench has been im-
posed upon by counsel for appellants. He
seeks to construe our criticisms of his con-
duct as an attack upon the court. If by
this he refers to the court as at present
constituted, we deny it. If he seeks todrag into his company one or more gentle-
men not now on the bench, we have noth-
ing to say, having no desire to revive any
of the political scandals of 1S92. We only
plead here for fair play in the courts ofJustice, for an enforcement of consistentand honorable conduct on the part of those
who deal with the courts. We protestagainst this court rendering judgment
against our client for the costs of the ap-
peal, after dechllng that on the only ques-
tion litigated he was right.

"If the counsel desires to litigate thequestion as to whether the business con-
ducted by John H. Stehlln is a nuisance,
let him bring an action to test that ques-
tion, and follow In the way marked out
by iaw. It Is a broad and open pathway,easy of access. The light of truth with
which it Is Illuminated at every step may
be dazzling and bewildering to unaccus-
tomed eyes, but counrel for appellants will
be delighted with it after traveling It for
a little while."

.MUST PAY TOR SEWERS.
Supreme Court Passes on Point AImo

Involved In the rducVciiKh Cane.
The city of Valparaiso won its sewer

system case In th Supreme Court yester-
day. Jamc3 J. Robinson and eighty-fou-r
other owners of lots abutting the system
of sowers complained of, sued the city to
enjoin It from accepting and paying for
these sewers by assessment or otherwise,
alleging defective construction by the con-
tractors. They were defeated In the Por-
ter Circuit Court and appealed to the Su-

preme Court, where the lower court's find-
ing was yesterday affirmed. The dissatis-
fied property owners claimed the work had
not been done according to contract, and
Is so defective as to be worthless and to
constitute a nuisance. In appealing they
assigned but one error, and that wa3 thesustaining by the lower court of demur-rers to the amended complaint.

Chief Justice Howard wrote this opin-
ion, and holds that an amended act under
which the city contracted for the work,
and which was brought into question in
the suit, was in full force throughout theentire process of the work, and was binl-In- g

alike in all its parts upon the city,
the contractors and the property owners.
The act referred to 13 one of whichwas amended in certain sections by the ac
of 1S01.

"In any event." concludes the opinion,
"the appellants, who have stood by until thework Is done and now seek to enjoin pay-
ment, are in no position to complain oftho act of 1S91, which, without adding anvburden, enlarges their remedy, both as toinjunction before the work Is begun andas to appeal after It is completed. Thejudgment 13 affirmed."
