Only four years ago La
Patrle. of Montreal, a leading Liberal organ,
came out naming him as a leader In the
Dominion and Insisting that he should have
a seat In Parliament. If he would accept it.
In recognition of his services toward pro-
moting closer commercial relations between
Canada and the United States.

RELATIONS WITH DUN & CO.
The firm of R. G. Dun & Co. used to ho

known as Dun. Wiman & Co. The public
announcement that Mr. Wiman had left Dun
& Co. was made about March 1, 1803. Some
time after his withdrawal Mr. Dun made
the significant announcement that, "be-
cause of certain actions of Mr. Wiman he
had sometime previously concluded to drop
Mr. Wiman's name from the firm, and that
was the reason the firm returned to Its old
style and title of R. G. Dun & Co." What
these alleged actions were Mr. Dun refused
to state, and Mr. Wiman declared that he
had left the firm only because of the press
of outside business. Mr. Dun then declared
solemnly that the relations between him-
self and Mr. Wiman were and always had
been of the pleasantest character, that Mr.
Wiman's dealings with him had always
been of the most honorable nature and that
there had been no trouble between them in
which money was involved. The statement
was rather remarkable. In view of the factthat he now charges Mr. Wiman with hav-
ing robbed him of $223,000.

The whole story' of Mr. Wiman's financial
downfall, which now finds a nod sequel In
his disgrace, did not become generally
known until on April 29 last he and his
wifo create! a trust for the benefit of his
creditors, thereby acknowledging himself to
be a bankrupt. The trustee to whom he
transferrer! his property was David BennettKing, of this city.

In June of the year prior to his withdraw-
al from R. G. Dun & Ca Mr. Wiman's
financial condition came In question, though
not In a manner to cause any great com-
ment. At that time he Issued a public
statement as follows:

"My chief Income is derived from a part-
nership In the firm of R. G. Dun & Co.,
proprietors of the mercantile agency. This
concern has 145 branch offices throughout
the country, and has a total gross revenue
of over ;2,500.000.

"The profits In the year Just closed yielded
me, with other contributions, over $30,000,
so that I have an abundant revenue. My
living- - expenses do not exceed $25,000 per
year, and I can show a clear gain each
year of J50.0CO over and above all expenses.

'My position in the firm is one of great
strength because of its peculiar surround-
ings. I have been connected with It for
thirty years, and in the last fifteen years
its success is more universally attributed to
me than to any other man."

When the failure of Mr. Wiman and his
absolute bankruptcy became known through
the creation of the trust by himself and
wife for the benefit of his creditors there
was for a long time a good deal of mystery
as to Just 'who his creditors were and what
his liabilities and assets were. The cred-
itors seemed to be inclined to deal with
hLm very leniently, ind this was particular
ly true of It. G. Dun & Co. Mr. Dun said
at the time that Mr. Wiman owed him
more than $300,000, but denied that this was
the reason why he had dropped Mr. Wi-
man from the firm. He added then: "Some
day I may give this matter to the public,
but for the present I do not want to go any
further into it. It is not true, as Mr. Wi-
man stated, that his income from hl? con-
nection with R. G. Dun & Co. was $30,000 a
year. That is absurd. Mr. Wiman is avery visionary man."

DID THEY KNOW THEN?
It was commented upon at the time of

Mr. Wiman's failure that R. G. Dun & Co.
were very generous In refusing to take a
title to a quantity of the Wiman realty to
secure his Indebtedness to them. The gen-
erous spirit to which this refusal was at-
tributed, it would now seem, was due to
the fact that R. G. Dun & Co. had knowl-
edge of the dishonesty of Mr. Wiman
which has now come to light, and were
determined not to enter Into any negotia-
tion which might leave them vith but a
chance of getting back c, small portion of
their money, and. at the same time, wouldhave placed them in a position of having
compounded a felony.

The real estate which Mr. Wiman andhis wife transferred in trust to Mr. King
consisted of about four hundred acres ofland on Staten Island, including 150 acresknown as the Woods of Arden, 150 acresat Guyon's farm, ninety acres at RoseBank and the place known as Erastlna.In June, 1893, Information was given tothe public as to Mr. Wiman's liabilitiesand assets. The statement showed thatthere were direct liabilities of $531,000 andcontingent liabilities of $315,000. The directliabilities were made up as follows:

cure 525,000 Bail Yesterday,

B. G. Dun Talks About the "Pecula-

NEW YORK. Feb. 23. Erastus Wiman
la still In the Tombs prisort, despite the ear-
nest endeavors of many rrominent gentle-
men who worked hard to-d- ay to procure the
X25.0CO ball, which Is required by the New
York authorities. Mr. J. Frank Emmons,
president of the Staten Island Rapid Tran-e- lt

Company, accompanied by Mr. II. L.
Horton. of H. I Horton & Co., bankers, of
this city, called to-nig- ht at the district at-

torney's office to go on the bonds. District
Attorney Fellows was not down to-d- ay and
Assistant District Attorney V. M. Davis
represented him. Mr. Davis explained to
tho gentleman that he could not accept any
bond that was not secured by real estate
unincumbered and situated in New York
county, and which would be of value for
double the amount of the bond. It was
itated that New York real estate was of-

fered as security, but as it was only valued
at $tS,(W0.

With reference to the circular published
and Industriously circulated about a month
ago by some unknown person. In which
were revealed many hitherto very dimly
understood facta In regard .to mercantile
agencies and their method of doing1 busi-
ness, Mr. Dun said he did not attribute Its
authorship to Wiman, nor did It have the
slightest bearing on the pushing of ths
case against him. He, however, thought
that Wiman had given the author some
valuable suggestions. "The matter," added
Mr. Dun, "was put in the hands of our
attorneys a year ago, but, as before stated,
action was delayed chiefly on account of his
family. His wrong doing, however, became
so general and of such enormity that we
deemed it our duty to the public a3 well
as ourselves to bring action against him In
the criminal courts. When the ca3e comes
to trial all our charges will be fully sub-
stantiated.'

MR. IVIMAX'S CAREER.
Began as a Newsboy and nose to Be

a Repnted Financial King.
NEW YORK. Feb. 23. The World, In re-

viewing the life of Erastus Wiman, says
he has led one of the most remarkable
careers of any man of thi3 age. He has
been an Indefatigable worker and a man
In whose bosom hope seemed to spring
eternal. Nothing seemed to be able to dis-
courage him. Nothing seemed to be too
great for him to undertake. He was a
Canadian born and he never had foresworn
his citizenship. His birthplace was a vil-

lage near Toronto, where he first saw the
light some sixty years ago. His parents
were very poor and during summers he
had to work In the fields so that in the
winters he could get such scant education
as the local school afforded. He was a
newsboy on the streets until he was fifteen
years of age and then he went to work in
a printing office, where he got $1.50 a week.
He drifted from typesetting into writing
on the markets and finance for the Toronto
Globe.-- . Ills fame as a market man spread
so that when R. G. Dun & Co. wanted to
start a branch of their commercial agency
In Toronto, in 1861, the agency was offered to
Mr. Wiman, and he accepted It. Fouryears later he came to the New York of-
fice. He Insisted on the firm branching out
Its business and carried out this policy
until R. G. Dun & Co. Instead of having
sixteen agencies had 105.

Years ago Mr. Wiman became impressed
with the belief that there was a great
future In store for Staten island. He went
there to live. He bought land there. He
built houses. His Idea of the future of the
Island was was not only that it would be-
come a great place of residence, but thatit would be a great commercial territory,
a point at which would be handled a tre-
mendous commerce, export and import.
He thought that Staten island was the nat-
ural terminal for the Baltimore & Ohiosystem. He wanted to see rapid transitestablished on the Island. He wanted tosee it lighted by electric light. He want-
ed to see It made easier of access by linesof the finest ferryboats. He even dreamedof the day when, by tunnels, it would be
connected under the waters of the harborwith Brooklyn and New York city. Not allof these things has he seen realized, butas he thinks over the past in his prison
cell now, he must think of the great dealthat his been accomplished in Staten isl-
and's development largely through his ownenergy.

n,n Staten Island, at St. George on theHill, high above the waters of the bay, hebuilt for himself and his family a colonialmansion, and then planned, and waited, andworked for the boom. But the Baltimore &Ohio company did not follow out the plan
which Mr. Wiman advocated. The resultwas that he has for years been land poor,
a fact which beyond a question has hadvery large bearing upon his financiallownfall and ,hls present disgrace.

It was In 1SS0 that he began to organize

the rapid-trans- it company, of which the
late Capt. Jacob Vanderbilt was president
for many years. The Wiman syndicate,
after a hard fight, ousted Captain Vander-
bilt from the management of the company.
Mr. Wiman Is still the president of the
Staten Island Ferry Company, which leasesIts boats and privileges to the Staten IslandRapid-trans- it Company.

Besides being a director of the StatenIsland Rapid-trans- it Company he was fore-mo- s.
in every other scheme for the develop-ment f the island. He was the president ofths C. clone Pulverizing Company, the pres-

ident : the Richmond County llat. L.Uhtand P ver Company, president of the CoalEconoi .er Company, president of the Au-toma- toi

Weighing Machine Company, pres-
ident of tne Assured Building and Loan As-
sociation of New York and president of theMechanic Paint Company. He was also in-
terested in all the charitable and benevolent
Institutions on the Island, in its schools, in
Its churches and In Its clubs. Seven years
ago he was a director In the Western UnionTelegraph Company. When in Toronto hewas largely interested In telegraph matters

"and think onl3' of going to sleep."

Sandow obeyed and the Doctor went
on to talk about hypnotism for a mlnut
or two. Then he turned to his subject.

"Draw deep breaths, deep breaths, deep
breaths," he said. "That's it; deep breaths.
Your eyelids are beginning to flutter. You
are going to sleep. Don't resist me.
Breathe deeper; so. Now you are asleep."

It was true, although It did not seem
possible. It had taken less than thirty sec-
onds, after the Doctor had turned to him
the second time, to make Sandow sleep.

Fort Wayne Business Block and a
Schoolhouse Destroyed.

Democrats Wind Up a Columbus Con-

vention with a Bloody Fight Mini-ci-e

Thief Canjrht in Church.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
FORT WAYNE, Ind., Feb.3. This has

been the busiest day In the history of the
Fort Wayne fire department In years. As a
result of three conflagrations nearly 5100,000

worth of property has been destroyed, on
which the Insurance is Jo3,S30. The' four-stor- y

stone-fro- nt Vordermark Block, on
Calhoun street, was discovered o.i fire at 4

o'clock this morning. It contained the boot
and shoa store of Vordermark & Brother,
the largest In the city, and the building was
gutted. William Meyer & Brothers, next
door, the largest hat and men's furnishing
store In Fort Wayne, also went, and S. B.
Thing & Co.'s shoe store was destroyed.
Next to Vordermark's block was Mergen-thel- m

& Co.'s millinery and notion stora,
which was damaged by being flooded with
water and the stock practically ruined. In
the fourth floor of the Vordermark Block
was the Telephone Exchange, which fell
to the cellar with the ruins and all tele-
phone communication in the city la conse-
quently destroyed.

During the progress of this fire the Clay-stre- et,

four-stor- y school buIIUIng took fire
and the department being inadequate to
cope with both fires, the school building
with all its furniture and hundreds of do-
llars worth of school books was burned.
The schoolhouse was an old building com-
monly alluded to as a fire trap and it will
be replaced with a modern and more com-
modious structure. Later In the day the
barn of Dr. Myers, on West Wayne street,
was burned, supposed to have been fired
by Incendiaries. The school building is
thought to have caught from a defective
flue, but the origin of the fire in Vorder-
mark's Block Is a mystery. There Is a
general suspicion that all was the work of
incendiaries. The insurance is regarded as
far from ample In each case, but the actual
loss will not be known for several days.
The losses In to-da- y's conflagration with
the insurance follow:
