Casus Belli Furnished at Last by
the Vanderbilt Lines.

Bates on Corn and Corn Products Re-
duced to18 1-2 Cents from Indian-
apolis to the Seaboard.

The Vanderbilt lines, yesterday afternoon,
#ave notice that they wouid reduce rates on
eorn and corn products, on March 27, to
the basis of 20 cents per 100 pounds, Chicago
0 New York, which will make the rate from
Indianapolis to the seaboard 18 cents, with
the usual differentials In favor of Philadel-
phila and Baltimore. ““The fact-ls that the
Nanderblit people have become fully con-
vinced that the Pennsylvania and the Balti-
more & Vhio are shading rates and have
Jooked on as long as they propose to,” said
ene of the officlals. ““The Vanderbilt lines
ean Raul freights, east or west-bound, as
cheap as any of thelr competitors.”

All the conditions are ripe for a rate war
on east-bound business. One of the shortest
and sharpest rate wars in the history of the
roads was in December last, and Investiga-
tion has shown that some of the lines pald
Bo attention to the agreement to ddvance
Pates on Jan. 1, except to make their cuts
B little smaller, as in the case of the Penn-
Sylvania, if what is alleged Is true. There
s a feeling with freight men and shippers
that a twenty-cent rute is falr under pres-

ent conditions, and if the roads will stop
‘there and allow no further demoralization

all will be satisfied, so great will be the in-
crease In business. If it goes below that

The reduction
was made openly, because it {8 well known
that the rate has been in effect, when a de-
mand by shippers was made on certain
lines, for nearly a month. Business has
been =0 dull of late that it is hoped the
new rate will Increase the volume of traffic.

Erie canal boat owners are up in arms,
and have appealed to the Legislature of
New York State to frustrate an alleged
scheme on the part of the Vanderbilt inter-
ests to divert the entire grain traffic from
Buffalo to Newport News, The complaint
asserts that the Vanderbilts control the
Chicago & Northwestern, the Bilg Four and
the Chesapeake & Ohio roads, and intend
to send the bulk of the grain shipments
for export over these lines,

The receivers of the East Tennessee, Vir-
ginla & Georgia lines have issued a notice
to employes announcing a general reduction
of wages on April 1 of eéngineers, firemen,
treinmen and shopmen, whose wages were
restored per agreement on Feb, 1. The re-
duetion is 10 per cent. all round. Of em-
ployes whose wages were not reduced in
the former cut, a reduction of 5 per cent.
will be made; of employes whose wages
were cut 5 per cent., an additional cut of

5 per cent. will be made,

The officlals of the Louisville, Evansville

& St Louis deny that they have been cut-
ting east-bound rates, and claim that
fraight rates are bascd on mileage; that
their line ls fifty-three miles shorter be-
tween St Louis and Toygisville than com-
peting lines, and this gives [t the advan-
tage. This may be true between St. Louis
and Louisville, but between St Louis and
the seaboard the lines via Indlanapolis are
seventy miles shorter than wvia the route
wer which the 1., E. & St. 1. business is
handled.

CURSES OF HERITAGE.

Dr. W. V. Morgan Gives a Talk at the
Y. M C. A,

Dr. W. V. Morgan gave a health talk to
an interezted audience, at.the Y. M. C. A.
auditorium, last night. His topic was the
“Curses of Heritage." Dr. Morgan thought
that the optimist was too fond of expatiat-
ing upon the state which civilization has
reached and paid too little heed to the in-
sane, the invalid, the deformed and all the
ceryving evidences of heredity. Bevond all
these, we have conditions of society which
create and foster diseasge, despalr and des-
peration. It is a very true saying that to
raise a healthy child the beginning must be
with the grandparents; but to turn this say-
ing to practical advantage we must recog-

nize in every child a possible grandparent,
and prepare It for its immeasurable respon-
sibility. The child tainted with Inherited
moral or physical disease may justly blame
its mneestors for the curse, but far more is
soclety at fault. With the Individual it Is a
matter of sentiment, affection or animal
instinet, but society should consider it
strictly a matter of self-protection and of
making good the pledge to the individual

pDr. Morgan thought that it' would pay
to have Cupid placed under the care of a
gnod oeculist, and then to see that he has
competent instructions in the witchery of
archery. The Doctor believes that in health
certain qualities of mind and heart are as
transmissible as form or figure, but that
disease i3 a dice cast into futurity, and it
may turn up as physical degeneracy, mental
incapacity or moral obliquity. The phy=ician
showed that 10 per cent. of all deaths are
from phthisis, and held that In medicine
there are few questions as definitely settled
as the communicability of this disease. He
thought that when the large per cent., of
deaths from other manifestations of tuber-
ruloslis was added that this dreadful dis-
ease well merits the name “Ghost.”

BENJAMIN WING PARDONED.

He Killed a Crazy Man in Hendricks
County.

Benjamin Wing, who was sent to the
gouthern prison in January, 1883, from Hen-
dricks county for manslaughter, was par-
doned by the Governor yesterday. Wing's
sentence was for two years and he had
served more than half of it. He Kkilled
Francis N. Adams In the summer of 1802
The farms of the two men adjoined one
another. Adams was crazy and insisted
upon letting down part of Wing’s fence and
driving fifteen or twenty head of cattle
into the latter's wheat fleld. When Wing
attempted to put the fence up again
Adams would ride down upon him flourish-
ing a pistol and compel him to desist. This
proceeding became monotonous and cul-
minated in the tragedy. Adams's brothers
promlised to have him placed in an Insane
asylum, but did not do so, On the day
of the shooting it was understood that
they were to take him away for a trip of
several days on the pretext of buying
stock and in the hope of diverting his
mind from the mania he had for drivin
his horses and cattle into Wing's {leld.
They did not make the trip, however, and
Wing happened that morning to take with
him his shotgun, as he subsequently ex-
plained to shoot a squirrel, though this
was the weak spot in his story.

Adams was waliting at the old place, and
when Wing attempted to patch up his
fence he bore down upon him in a gallop
and with a revolver out. Wing claimed he
fired {0 protect his life. Adams was in-
stantly killed. There was no opposition to
the pardon, except from the two brothers
of Adams., It has been bhefore Governor
Matthews some time, but he would not
act upon it until Wing had served half of
his sentence., The pardoned man has a
family in almost destitute circumstances,
He is about fortyv-five years old, and lives
near Brownsburg, Hendricks county.

CLOUTIER'S HEAVY CLAIM,

A Musiec Teacher Sues the Several Gns
Companies,

By a sult filled vesterday evening in the
Superior Court the Consumers’ Gas Trust,
the Indianapolis Natural-gas Comapny and
the Manufacturers’ Natural-gas Company
were made defendants in a damage suit in
which the claim is 325,000, The plaintiff is
Alphonsus P. Cloutier, who until recently
was a teacher of music in St. John's Acade-
my. The ¢laim is made that the defendants,
on Dee. 25, had certain gas mains along

Georgia street, which they carelessly con-
structed and maintained. It is alleged that
the mains leaked to the extent that the
ground was permeated with escaping gas,
and that by reason of this leakasge the
cellar underneath the house where the
plaintiff resided was ftilled with gas.

On the night of Deac. 25 the plaintiff, ig-
norant of the dangerous condition of the
cellar, went below. The apartment being
dark he lighted a match. nstantly there
was an explosion and the plaintiff alleges
that he was blown into a corridor, that
he was burmed and bruyised, his sight Im-
yalred and four of his fingars so badly
njured that they had to be amputated. Je
avers that he is yet suffering from the
shock and injuries received: that he is rest-
less and nervous, and that he will never
again be able to instruct puplls on the
plano or other instrument. He shows that
before the accident he was capable of earn-
ing from %75 to 310 a month, but that
now his capacity for earning money has
been almost entirely destroved. The court
is asked to award the plaintiff judgment
for £25,000, besides $1,009 which he claims
he has been compelled to pay out for med-
ical attention.

TO FIX A DIVIDEAND DATE.

Judge Winters to Make an Important
Order To-Day.

To-day Judge Winters will fix the date of
the payment of a second dividend in the
Iron Hall claims and will also issue an or-
der providing for the final accounting with
the receiver in Indiana. One-third of the
membership of the order is Included in the
branches of Missourl FPennsylvania, New
Jersey, Maryland and Massachusetts, none
of which have vet accounted to the Indiana
receiver, pending a final settlement. The
funds involved are koown as the reserve
fund, which, in Pennsylvania, amounted to
$100,000. In Massachusetts the fund will

| reach $200,000, in Missouri and New Jersey

it will probably approximate 0,000, while
the reserve fund of Marylaud is nearly as
larre as that of Pennsvivania. The Indlana
rec:ver has petitioned the return of the
money from each of these States 1o the
Supreme Sitting, but is met by the conten-
tion that the funds ought to remain within
the State jurisdiction for the benefit of the
members.

Judge Winters wiil fix the time for all the
receivers to report, and if they fail to re-
spond the money collected by the Indlana
receivers will be shared among those who
have accounted. Thne final order will extend
beyond March 19. It is understood that the
receiver of the Iron Hall has, through the
dividend ordered Dec. 21, been able to pay
to thosa entitled to thelr money about $60,000
besides absut 00 in commerclal claims.
The recelver now has proofs of all claims,
and Judge Winters believes that the pay-
ment of the e‘fv-mi dividend will be speedy.
