The Colorado Populist Jumps Out
of One Fire Into Another.

He Apologizes to Mr. Hainer and Denies
He Said the Nebraskan Was “Fuller
of Beer Than Ideas.”

MR. COOPER THEN BOBS UP

And Exposes Mr. Pence’s Motives
in Fighting for Free Coinage.

The Columbus Cuckoo Says the Colorado '

Man Owns Silver Mines and Is There-
fore Legislating for Himself.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 27.-AMr.
speech of yesterday, in which he struck
right and left at his colleagues In the House,
cut a prominent figure in the House pro-
ceedings to-day. Mr. Pence's reference to
Mr. Haliner had been Incorrectly reported,
and, rising to a question of privilege, he
took occaslon to apologize for the personall-
ties he had indulged In, but Mr, Cooper, of
Indiana, was not satisfied, and gave him a
severe scoring. Again to-day Mr. Bland was
unable to muster a quorum on his motion to
close debate on the seigniorage bill, so he
allowed the debate to run on without limit.

Immedlately after the reading of the jour-
nal Mr. Pence rose to a personal explana-
tion. When the House adjourned last night,
sald he, it had refused, on motion, to permit
him to proceed with an explanation he was
making. When he arose this morning he
was amazed to find In a newspaper an
erroneous statement of his remarks, which,
he understood, had been telegraphed to a
number of papers, He sent to the Clerk's
desk and had read this statement, which
made him say that he charged Mr. Hainer
with being fuller of beer than comprenen-
gion of ideas. What he had said was “‘fuller
of beard than of ideas.”” He had immedi-
ately written a letter of apology, which he
sent to the Clerk’s desk and had read. Act-
ing under the advice of friends whom he
knew to be wise and experienced in such
matters, he said he thought he owed a more
explicit apology to the gentleman from Ne-
braska. What he had sald was said in the
heat of the debate following a direct charge
that he had said he desired t see this bul
defeated,

“1 should also say,” Mr. Pence continued,
“that In other utterances 1 believe 1 have
gone beyond the language that should be
uszsed in a legislative body. For such of them
as might by any construction be deemed
vaparbamentary 1 cheerfully and gladiy
apologize, and I now &ask unanimous con-
senl tnat the colloquy between Mr. Halner
and myself last nignt be stricken from the

permanent record.'” There was no objection
and it was so ordered.

CUCKOO COOPER JUMPS UP.
This was not to be the end, however,
Before Mr. Pence had resumed his scat
Mr. Cooper, of Indiana, rose to a guestion
of privilege to call Mr. I"ence to account

for the reflections cast upon him yester-
gay. Mr, Couper read the words to which
he took exception, to the effect that he
(Cooper), Mr. Bynum and Mr. Oates hLad,
last summer, when the sliver repeal bill

was up, “obeyed the commands and de-
mands of the executive, and traded and
swapped openly before the eyes of the
world.”” He asked Mr. Pence to explain
what he meant.

The Colorado Representative again came
forward. He said that even in the clos-
lnﬁ hours of the last Congress, when Henry
Villard, as representative of the Inconlng
administration, was hers trylng to se-
cure the repeal of the Sherman law, Mr,
Cooper had voted for free silver. Yet, last
fall, acting under a Democratic- administra-
tion, he had changed his entire course,
That justified what ne had said, “Although
Mr. Cooper spoke for repeal,’” Mr. Pence
concluded, “*he now se2ks to save his silver
record by supporting this bill in the face
of the coming elections.”

Mr. Cooper sald, in reply, that what Mr.
Pence had said of his sliver record prior
to the Congress was true. But in ths
midst of the panic last sping he had come
to the conclusion that free colnage for
the United States would bring untold Jis-
aster. He made up his mind to that be-
fore he came to Washington to attend the
extra session, and was so quoted. Taken in
connection with the other remarks of Mr.
Pence, his reflections could only mean that
his positlon h.nd been shifted at the dicta-
tion of the White House.

“While I honor Mr. Cieveland,"” sald Mr.
Cooper, “as 1 do few men, 1 desire to say
that I never had any conversation with Mr,
Cleveland on the subject of the Sherman
law until after the bill was repealed. My
conclusions were arrived at entirely inde-
pendent of others, and 1 consider the re-
flections of the gentleman from Colorado
wholly unkind, unjust and untrue. 1 should
differ from him In any subjeet upder any
clreumstances with the greatest d ee of
reluctance, but 1 sincerely believe that the
gentleman’s utterance and conduct on this
floor are prompted by an Interest which
has overwhelmed him, and that if he would
stop and think where he has placed himself
and where he is going he would speedily re-
trace his steps. He |s Interested largely In
gllver mines. He has stocks in silver mines,
and if he will read the statutes of Con-
ress and the laws of his country he will
eéarn that he has no right to vote upon this
question, much lesa to speak upon it. He
has a direct, personal and pecuniary Interest
in the result of thls legislation, and if he
would exercise that degree of caution, of
modesty, of eommon decency that ought to
commend itsell to a man having a financial
interest in the result of pending legisluiion,
he would hesitate befors he attacked the
motives of other gentlem«n, honorable men,
who are servin? their country, as they be-
lleve, instead of their own personal gain.”

Mr. Cummings jumped to his feet and
brought down a laugh by shouting: “If it
is in order, | suggest that now is an oppor-
tune time for some one to apologize for his
remarks with reference to the New York
Democracy.”

AMr. Gelssenhainer then asked unanimous
consent to conslder a bi!l to save the arma-
ment of the wrecked Kearsarge. Mr. Cum-
mings, chalrman of the naval committee,
stated that he had to-days received a letter
from the Secretary of the Navy sayving taat
it the wreck of the Kearsarge was to he
gsaved, prompt action by Congress was
necessary.

STILL WITHOUT A QUORUM.

Mr. Bland objected and moved that the
House go into committee of the whole to
consider the seigniorage bill. Pending that
motion, he moved to close general debate
to-morrow at 3 o'clock, and on that de-
manded the previous question. The vote
was taken and resulted 159 to 0, fourteen

short of a quorum. He moved a call of the
House. The call developed the presence of
2% members. Mr. Bland moved to digpense
with further proceedings under the ecall
Mr. Reed showed a disposition to filibuster,
whereupon Mr. Bland demanded the yeas
and nays. Further procesdings under the
call were dlspensed with—18 to 3—and Mr.
Bland, seeing that it was probable that a
quorum could not be secured, withdrew his
motion to limit debate and moved to go
into committee of the whole for further
debate, without limit.

Mr. Hatch took the chair and Mr. Bow-
ers was recognized for fifteen minutes. He
spoke in favor of the bill and was followed
by Mr. Allen, of Mississippl, “the wit of
the House,” who made hia first spesch at
this session In favor of the bill, He had

ELECTRIC-LIGHT FACTS.

An Industry that Has Grown to Enor-
mous Proportions in a Few Years,

WASHINGTON, Feb. 27.—The seven-
teenth annual convention of the National
Electric-light Association began here to-
day and will last three days. The total
membership of the assoclation is 250, and
when President E. A. Armstrong, of Cam-
den, N. J., called the convention to order
this morning there was a good attendance.
In his annual address Mr. Armstrong said
that the past year had been a very trying
one on electrical enterprises. As it Is the
newest settled business of the country,
and, therefore, the most elastic, the electric
Industry had felt the financial depression
worse than others. There are now up-
wards of 2,300 central electric light stations
in the country, representing at least $200,-
0000 of capital. Involved iIn electrical
manufactures and supplies of varjous
kKinds are as many milllons more. This
Is a growth practically of the last decade.
Mr. Armstrong sald he had not h=ard that
there has been a tendency recently to-
wards revivial of the agitation of munici-
pial ownership of electric-light plants. He
thought this was largely instigated by
large manufacturing corporations.

A number of communications were then
read, Including letters of regret at not being
able to be present from George Westing-
house jr., Thomas A. Edison and others.

The reading of the Informal report of the
committee on legislation by its chairman,
C., H. Wilmerding, gave rise to some dis-
cussion in the course of which there was
read an act now before the Albany Legisla-
ture empowering small town governments
to go into the business of furnishing light
for their citizens. It was characterized by
'resident Armstrong as a most iniquitous
form of legislation.

A paper eantitled “"Faualts Inecident to the
Protection of Lighting and Power Circuits,”
by Lucius T. Stanley and Walter £ Her-
rington, of DPhiladeliphla, provoked a long
discussion, In the course of which it was
asserted that the percencage of fires In New
England resulting {rom electric lights were
Insigniticant, and of :ne ires in Philadel-
phia in the last ten vears not 1 per cent.
was traceable to electric light wires. It was
declared that electricity was the safest form
of artificial HHluminaiion in existence.

The association listened to an address by
Prof. T. C. Mendenhall, of the coast and
geodetic survey, on the desirability of se-
curing leglslation that will provide for the
establishment of elecrtizal units, nnd at bis
suggestion adopted 4 resolutlon ashingz Cour-
Eress to pass an act for the legal delinition
of electrical units agr=ed upon at the Chi-
cago world's falr electrical congress,

PREHISTORIC GIANTS

Archmological Discoveries Near
Serpent Mound, Ohio.

Ancient Graves That Contained Skel-
etons of Mighty Warriors Found by
a Fox-Hunting Farmer,

Special to the Indianapolis Journal

HILLSBORO, 0., Feb. 2I.—Farmer War-
ren Cowen, of this place, while fox hunt-
ing recently discovered several ancient
graves. They were situated upon a high
point of land In Highland county, about a
mile from the famous Serpent mound,
where Professor Putnam, of Harvard, made
interesting discoveries. As soon as the
weather permitted Cowen excavated sev-
eral of these graves, He informed your
correspondent that the graves wer® made
of large llmestone slabs, two and a half
to three feet In length and a foot wide.
These were set on edge about a foot
apart. Simliar slabs covered the
grave. A sirgle one somewhat larger was
at the head and another at the feet. The
top of the grave was two feet below the
present surface. Upon opening one of the
graves a skeleton upwards of six feet in
length was brought to light. There was
a number of stone hatchets, beads and ore
naments of peculiar worikmanship near tha
right arm. Several large flint spear and
arrow heads among the ribs gave evidence
that th2 mighty warrior had died in battle,
In another grave was the skeleton of a man
equally large. The right leg had Dbesn
broken during life, and the bones
had grown together. The protuberances at
the point of union was as large as an egg,
and the limb was bent llke a bow. By the
feet lay a skull of some enemy or slave,
Several pipes and pendants were near the
shoulders. In the other graves Cowen made
equally interesting finds. It seems that this
region was populated by a falrly intelligent
people, and that the Serpent mound was an
ocbject of worship. Near the graves s a
field in which broken IMmplements,
fragments of pottery and burnt stones glve
evidence of a prehistoric village site. Prob-
ably the people buried on the hill lived In
this village.

THE GRAND OLD A

Rumors About Gladstone that Are
Said to Have Foundation.

According to One Report He Has Re-
signed His Premiership, While An-
other Says He Intends to Do So.

SPENCER TO SUCCEED HIM

Lord Rosebery Reported to Have
Deelined the Position.

Failing Eyesight and Criticism of His
Failure to Roast the Lords Given
as Gladstone’s Reasons.

LONDON, Feb, 27.—"1s Gladstone about to
retire to private life”" This Is a question
that s now agitating political circles
throughout the kingdom. Rumors are flying
thick and fast, and some appear to have
foundation. The Edinburgh Evening News
even goes so far as to say that Gladstone
has resigned; that the Earl of Rosebery
has been offered the premiership, and that
he has declined it. The same paper says
that the premiershlp was offered to Earl
Spencer, First Lord of the Admiralty; that
he has accepted it, and that Mr. Gladstone's
reslgnation goes into effect at Easter.

Mr. T. P. O'Connor, M. P., writing to the
Sun to-day, says, in connection with the
rumor that Mr. Gladstone has resigned, and
apparently intending to conflrm the report:
“For. some time something of a panic has

existed among his supporters in the lobbies,
Yesterday evening the rumor was current
that his resignation was to be expected dur-
ing the course of the week. Competent au-
thority gives his eyesight as the actual rea-
son for his resignation, but the situation is
further aggravated by the position of cer-
tain members of the Cabinet with reference

to the naval pro mme. The Premler had
to face the possibllity of Earl Spencer's
(the First Lord of the Admiralty) resigning.
The cataract in the Premler's eye is not
;;et ripe for operation, but when It occurs

e must spend six weeks In darkness. No-
body has the least idea what any day may
bring forth, though my opinion is that Mr.
Gladstone will retuse to leave the ship.”

The Associated Press correspondent, go
soon as the rumor of Gladstone's resignation
became known, placed himself in com-
munication with the secretary of the
Premier, who Informed the correspondent
that the statements made br the Edinburgh
Evenlng News were entlrely unauthorized.
When questioned as to their accuracy Mr.
Gladstone’'s secretary refused to ve a di-
Ject ‘answer, simply reiteratlng his former
statement that the Evening News had no
authorization to make the statements
wiiich have caused so much excitement in
political circles.

It is now recalled that some astonishment
was caused on Saturday last by the fact
that the Earl of Rosebery, Secretary of
State for Foreign Affairs, while on his way
ta visit the Prince and Princess of Wales
at Sandringham, was hurriedly called back
to the Foreign Office by a dispatch which
vwne® handed to him at Newmarket.

British Museum Trustees Most Pay 20
Shillings Libel Damages.
LLONDON, Feb. 27.—In the Queen's Bench
of the High Court of Justice, Baron Pollock,
in summing up the case of Mrs. John
Biddulph Martin (Victorla Woodhull)
against the trustees of the British Museum,
sald that nobody in England, not even the
trustees of the British Museum, with stat-
utory dutles to perform, could alter the or-
dinary law of libel and make a law for

themselves superior v» common law. Prob-
ably the jury, he adaled, would apply a dif-
ferent test for care «nd caution in the case
of an immense national institution to that
ruling. Continuing, Baron DPollock re-
marked that the library was conducted for
profit, although the law was the same in
each case.

The jury, after two hours' absence, found
that the matter contained in the two books
relating to the RBeecher-Tilton trial com-
plained of by Mrs. Martin was libelous,
though the defendants and their agents
acted upon the bona fide bellef that they
were discharging thelr statutory powers and
duties and did not know the books were
libelous. They were not gullty of negli-

nce, but they did not discharge thelr
uty with proper care and caution, and the
judgment of the jury was that they be as-
sesseidl damages to the amount of 20
shillings. The point of law will be further
considered.

CAPRIVI SPEAKS,

He Urges the Adoption of the Russo-
German Treaty.

BERLIN, Feb 2I.—The debate on the
Russo-Cerman treaty of commerce was
continued to-day in the Relchstag. Chan-
cellor Von Caprivli repelled the attack
made upon him for concluding the agree-
ment, and sald that he would remalin in
office so long as the Emperor pleased to
retain him. He asserted that the treaty
met with universal approval from a po-
litical point of view, and that its rejection
would involve a continuance of the tariff
war with Russia. According to Chancellor
Von Caprivi, the commercial treaty served
the purpose of peace, as well as the army
bill and the Dreibund, and it was the last
link in the chain which commenced with

the Austro-German treaty. The Chancel-
lor reminded the Reichstag that attempts
to bring about an economic approach-
ment with Russia had been proceeding for
nearly a century, and he (the Chancellor)
had only fulfilled a promise which Prince
Blsmarck made in 1873, that the conclusion
of a commercial treaty with Russia should
be effected by himself or by his successor,
The Chancellor declared that the jeading
statesmen of Italy and Austria had ex-
pressed satizsfaction at the conclusion of
the Russo-German treaty, and stated that
a rejection of the matter would moan the
severance of all ties between Russia and
Germany.
