They Think Grosseup Has Killed
the Interstate-Commerce Aet,

And Have Resolved to Disregard It in
the Future—What Veazey and Morri-
son Say-—Cut Rates to the West.

A dispatch from Chicago says that the
rallmads In neral and Eastern lines In
particular are dancing on what they con-
slder the grave of the Interstate-comimnerces
law. Judge decislon has made
them belleve that the law is a dead let-
ter, and they are not troubling themselves
about it. The Eastern lines wiil take up
the question of freight and passenger pools
at thelr meetings in \ +w York, and no
impending legiglation bearing upon the
interstate-commerce l:;w will be heeded,
Ta* only things now standing in the way
of forming the pools are the recelvership
roads, Orders have been sent out by sev-
eral Eastern lines to conduct operations
exactly as though the interstate-commerce
act had been repealed,

A dispatch from Washington says that
Judge Veazey, of the Interstage-commerce
Commission, In speaking of Judge Gross-
cup's decision, said: “The vestigation
was instituted by the United States
trict attorney of Chicago. We have noth-
ing to do with cases which go into court
for violation of the penal features of the
interstate-commerce law. That s all in
the hands of the district attorney under
the direction of the Attorney-general, the
same as violations of any other federal
statute. We can only assume from pres-
ent information that the judge heid that
the amendment adopted about two years
ago to the interstate-commerce act was
either unconstitutional or was not In its
terms suflicient to meet the provision of
the Constitution, that an accused person
shall not be compelled to make Lestimony
which could be used agalnst himself. In
other words, we cannot tell on what ground
the judge put the decision until we see it
On whatever ground the judge put the
decision, It would seem to limit the power
of the courts in producing evidence agalnst
persons charged with violations of the In-
terstate-commeres act. This declslon has
no direct relation tw the cases that come
before the eommission, because no criminal
viclations ever do come before the com-
mission. The commission has o jurisdic-
tion over such violatlons; as before gtated,
all those go directly to the federal courts
at the hands of the United States attorney.
The decision interferes with the remedies
which Congress provides for the penal
features of the act, and In that way inter-
feres with the general enforcement of the
act. If the decislon s sustained 1t will
have an lnu;*-art4nt r'eu.rmg upon the law,
and probably develop the necessity for
further and more carefully framed legis-

lation.""

Colonel Morrison, of the commission,
gakl: “The decision will probably render
it impossible under existing lew to convict
oneée man by the testimomy of an accom-
lice, unless the latter is willing to testify,
he decislon affects the Interstate-com-
merce Commlission to the extent that It
will make it more difficult to secure con-
victionss. It will have no other effect, for,
of course, it will =till be possible to secure
evidence outside of the parties directly
fmplicated. If the decision stands it will
put us back In the same position where
we were befl e the amendment to the law
was adopted.”™

Will Yot Affect the EFmployes,

Much talk has been heard of late about
the formation of a passenger pool by the
trunk lines for the distribution of competi-
tive business between New York and Chil-
cago and St. Louis. Mr. Scull, general pas-
genger agent of the Baltimore & Ohlo line,
attended a meeting in Chicago last week,
at which the subject was discussed, and he
gsays the pool will llkely be formed, the caly
question being whether the Erie and the
Toledo, St. louls & Kansas City, being In
the hands of receivers, could enter into the
agreement. In speaking of this matter Mr.
Scull sald: ""The cmployes of the rallroads,
like the travehng passercer agents amd oth-
ers, have been (uakl: with fear lest {if
the combination =hould be formed they
would lose thelr positions, Mr. Scull states
that this s a g mistake and not the ob-
ject ¢ thé pool. He savs if the pool is
formed not an employe of the Baltimore &
Ohilo  passenger depariment would be
dropped. The salary liet in the rallway pas-
genger depurtinents is a bagatelle compared
to the payment of commissions and other
us=eloss expensss that could be curtailed."”
