Wheat started firm at about Yc¢ Improve-
ment over yesterday's closing price, There
was some sgelling for a few minutes, and
after a decline in the price from 59%c—its
starting point—to 5H0LESHSe, it turned and
advanced under a strong demand. For an
hour and a half there was a large business
done. Commission houses were well sup-
plied with buying orders, largely in small
lots, but there were plenty of those, and lo
and more was quickly added to the price
after the small decline already mentioned.
By 11:30 o'clock %c was pald for May.
The Cincinnati Price Current said that the
week had been more trying than previously
for wheat. Jt remarked also that interior
supplies were =0 reduced that mills are

obliged to draw Increasing on market cen-
ters. A supplement to that was received
in private dispatches from the Cincinnati
Price Current which gave an estimate of
the wheat in farmers' hands, placing it at
86,090,000 bushels less than at this time a
year ago, 04,000,000 bushels less than the
average for twelve years and 12,000 bushels
less than the smallest stocks of any in
those twelve years. In addition to the effect
of those figures the clearances of wheat and
flour from the four principal Atlantic ports

amounted to about 600,000 bushels. Chicago
recelpts were forty-elght cars, against 243
last year. Mlinneapolis reported 233 cars
and Duluth thirty-one cars, compared with
i1 and twenty-two cars, respectively, on
the corresponding day of last year. Liver-
pool stocks are cabled as being 1,296,000
bushels smaller now than on Feb. L. A
drop of 1% in English consols caused some
addition to this bullish feeling while the
above-named advance was in progress. The
top of the bulge was reached about 12:15,
and then some shifting of the Price Cur-
rent’s figures caused a revulsion of feeling
in the ecrowd. On inquiry of the editor of
the journal he stated that he estimated
the present stocks, exclusive of what |Is
in tha regular visible, at 136,000.000 bushels,
and as the government gave the farmers'
stock a year ago at 135,000,000 bushels that
explanation took the edge off the bull feel-
ing, which the first mauner of putting forth
the statement had produeced.

The strength
in wheat and a little covering by shorts
later on were responsible for a very mod-
erate advance, but the undertone of the
market was weak In the absence of any-
thing like pronounced support, and made
itself felt shortly before the end of the ses-
gion, prices easing off slightly, and closing
airly steady for pork and ribs, and firm
for lard.
