At the
completion of the ealls of the precincts
within the city limits, Center, outside, was
called, and Cyrus Clark, of West Indian-
apolis, rose in the rear of the hall and
called Center outside “solld for Sauley.”

The Wayne township Republican con-
vention was held yesterday afternoon, at
2 o'clock, in MeCaslin’s schoolhouse on
the Osterman plke, three miles west of
Haughville, The one hundred delegates
and a few of those attending completely
filled the room, while hundreds of others
were compelled to stand in the yard, W.
S. MecCormick, chairman of the township
committee, was chosen to preside over the
convention. D, 1. Crone was chosen sec-
retary. At the call for nominations for
townekip trustee the following names were
received: John C. Sroff, Frank Harding,
Frank Smith, A. F. Groff and John F.
Craig. The first ballot found the race an
even one. On the second, third, fourth
and fifth ballots the race was between
John Groff and Frank Harding. On the
sixth ballot Groff received fifly- one votes
and he was declared the nominee, For

The township was then divided equally
Into four precinets, and a constable and
Justice of the peace was nominated for
eéach precinct.

by acclamation. The convention was the
most enthusiastic ever held in the town-
ship. The Demoerats have ecarried the
township for the last two vears, the last
election thelr majority being 42, The two
factions in the Haughville Democracy will
dispel this majority and the evident gains
in other portions of the township are mak-
ing the Republicans vervy sanguine as to
the outcome of the election.

MR. SHAFFER SCORED

Ex-Attorney-General Miller Uses
Some Very Strong Words.

He Befei-s to Mr. Shaffer’'s Conduct in
the Street-Car Deal—The
Court’'s Remarks.

It was nearly half past 9 o'clock last
night when the arguments in the Mason-
Shaffer $25.000 case were finished in the
federal court. Judge Baker took the case
under advisement. The night session was
due to the jude's desire to have the case
concluded before he goes to Chicago. He
leaves on Monday morning to sit on the
Court of Appeals there and will be absent
a month. Mr. Winter concluded his argu-
ment yesterday morning and Mr. Beveridzge
followed on behalf of Mr. Sharfer, occupy-
ing the greater part of the day. Among
other things he said that Mr. Mason had
claimed to be the principal broker in the
transaction and yet he had asked Mr.
Shaffer, the subordinate broker, to divide

with Kim the large commission. This Mr.
Beveridge scouted as unnatural. If Mr,
Shaffer was the subordinate broker he
would have gone to Mr. Mason, he claimed,
with such a proposition. Another claim Mr,
Beverldge made was that with all his sus-
piclons aroused as to the reliabliity of Mr.
Shaffer in the matter of the division of the
‘commission Mr. Mason did not say a word
to Mr. Verner regarding the matter. NMr.
Beveridge maintained that éeverybody in the
case testified to their belief that Mr. Mason
was recognized as the lawyer for Messra,
McKee and Verner; he also urged that had
Mr. Mason an agreement with Mr. Shaffer
for dividing this commission he would have
{inserted it in the contract which he wrote
for the parties to sign in Chicago. Mr.
Beveridge clalmed that Mr. Mason sald not
a word to anybody about his claim for his
ghare of the commission until five months
after this contract was drawn, and that
meanwhile he had told Thomas Steele,
formevly superintendent of the road, that
he had no contract at all with Mr. Shaffer.
Another thing that JMr. Beveridge dwelt
upon was that Messrs. McKee and Verner
had been putting Mr. Shaffer off in the mat-
ter of this balance of hi® commission on
what he denominated as two frivolous rea-
the Fairview Park deed and
the old stock, which no one appeared able
to find. They told him (Shaffer) that Mr.
Mason advised them to have those matters
cleared up before making a final settlement.
When they told Shaffer this Mr. Beverldge
says that he (Shaffer) and Mr. Peirce weant
to Mason and asked him if he knew any
reagson why Shaffer should not be paid the
balance of the commission, and that Aason
replied that he knew of no reason.

Mr. Beveridge dwelt forelbly
following letter of March &, 1583, from Mr.
Mason to Mr. Hutchins, the attorney for
the Chicago owners of the road:

“The release of the Gold claim {8 satis-
factory and 1 herewith return the same to
yvou. The reason McKee and Verner have
not advanced the money I8, [ presume, the
fact that the whole matter ig just about to
be closed up, so that all of Mr. Shaffer's
money will be coming to him at once. It
is possible that my clients are with you to-
day or will be to-morrow, in which case
M. Mitchell can have them retain the 7,60
for closing out this Gold claim.”

He also devoted much attention to the
telegrams which passed l;r-_tn'e-wn Mesars,
Shaffer and Mason on May 15, 1863, and Mr.
Mason and Mr., McKee on the same date,
Mr. Shaffer’s telegram to Mr. Mason was:

“"McKee will settle with me to-day, but
is waitimi'; to hear fromn you about the
park deed.”

Mr. Mason's reply was:

“j have wired AceKee and Verner to
make their own arrangements with you.”

Mr. Mason's telegram to Mr. MeKee was:
*“As I understand you expect to pay my
fee independent of Shaifer's commission
the only matters for vou to adjust with
him are hisg signature to Park deed, which
I prepared and delivered to him, and the
stock of the c¢ld company wiich cannok
be founid. Any agreement you may make
will be satisfactory here, VWe ought” to
have control of that stock or know what
became of it, but Shaffer claims it has
nothing to do with his commission, and he
may be right.”

The contract Shaffer and
Mesara., MoeKee was slzned
Nov. 17, 1882,

MR. MILLER'S ARGUMENT.

Mr. Beveridge did not conclude his a rey-
ment until late In the afternoon, and in
order to give Mr. Miller a chance to close,
Judge Baker consental to hold an evening
session. Mr. Miller spoke for two hours,
his argument being largely devoted to as-
sailing Mr. Shaffer’'s credibility as a wit-
ness, During the course of his arzument
he referred to Mr. Shaffer as a man who
had been accustomed to dealing with
councilmen in regard to the purchase of
franchises, and who therefore did not know
the difference between fair and foul deal-
ings. He characterized the proposition of
Mr. Shaffer to Mr. Verner that he take
$150,000 of the bonds of the road and Mr.

Verner take the other holf, as a direct
proposal to loot the treasury of the Citl-
zens' company. He sald that such a propo-
sition was practically larceny, whereupon
Judge Baker interrupted him, saying tnat
the watering of stock, commonly practiced
by large corporations, was moral larceny,
and that this proposition had nothing to
do with showing whether or not there was
a verbal or written agreement between
Messrs, Shaffer and Mason,

Mr. Miller's argument was very largely
devoted to a most scathing review of what
he considered Mr. Shaffer's duplieity in this
matter. He abused him as a man who, in
the guise of a churchman, had hesitated
at what was nothing short of theft. He
denounced him as a hypocrite and about
everyihing else that i{s In the category of
dishonesty. To emphasize his charge of
hypocrisy he cited Mr. Shaffer's depreca-
tion of Mr. Mason’s having used the word
“damn™” in a heated argument between
them «at the Auditorium Hotel over the
proposition that Shaffer assume the $7.00
Gold claim. Mr. Miller thought that a good
healthy “damn' was sometimes a great
relief, and had the effect of clearing the
atmosphere. He criticised Mr. Beveridge
for appearing in the case in the dual role
of attorney and one of the principal wit-
nesses, saying in connection therewith that
it would be a sorry day for the United
States courts of Indiana if such was to be
the practice. He claimed that throughout
the case the testimony of all the witnesses
agreed except that of Mr. Shaffer as to
the sallent features of the case. Concern-
ing Mr. Mason’s employment as an at-
torney by Messrs, McKee and Verner he
said that Mr. Mason having been emploved
by those gentlemen was bound to render
them every service in his power, wheiher
as attornev, broker or in other capacity.
Had Mr. Mason been a doctor, he said, and
on the trip to Chicago Mr. Verner had had
his finger smashed and Mr. Mason had been
cailed upon to dress the injured finger
Mr. Shaffer might, with the same welght,
have urged that Mr. Mason was employved
merely as a doctor in the case. Mr. Mliler
said that Mr. Mason's treatment by Mr.
Shaffer had been shameful, and asked {f
it was conceivable that if a young lawyer
brought an important caze to some premi-
nent older lawyer the latter would kick
him out of the office an. take the case and
the fee. Mr. Beveridge here remarked that
there was only five years difference be-
tween the ages of the two men, whereat
Mr. Miller replied that Mr. Shaffer was
many years older in making deals of this
sort and in that line of experience general-
ly. He eoncluded his argument by saying
that he felt that if there were no barriers
in law which prevented Judge Baker from
deciding In favor of his client the Judge
would certainly find for Mr. Mason.

Mr. Miller claimed that as soon as Messrs.
Beveridge and Shaffer found they could not
use Mr. Peirce as they wanted, or, in other
words, that he insisted upon telling the
truth, they had no further use for him,

It will probably be some time before a
decision Is rendered in the case.

E.J.CONWAY'S SUICIDE

A Well-Known Man Hangs Him-
self to a Redpost at His Home.

He Was Out of Employment and Be-
came Despondent—Had Been Prome-
inent in Local Polities.

Early yesterday morning Edward J. Con-
way, aged forty-two years, residing at No.
1015 North Mississippi street, committed sui-
cide by strangulation. His wife states that
he had been brooding over financial troubles

for a long time, and had frequently threat-
ened to kill himself. Though the family
were far from being in want, Conway con-
tinually clalmed that as he was not en-
gaged in business there was great danger
of them being in need in the near future.
The home in which the family lives Is a
neat cottage, and the family had every-
thing desirable to make a home pleasant
and happy. On Friday he was more de-
spondent than at any time before on ac-
count of his failure to form a partnership
with a friend in the grocery business.

Yesterday morning, on arising, he was
despondent, as usual, and the family no-
ticed nothing peculiar in his actions. As he
went into the yard to get a drink of water
the other members of the family arose
and made their usual morning arrange-
ments., It is not known at what exact time
he returned to the house, but Walter, aged
fifteen years, the eldest son, saw his father
kneeling, as he thought, by the side of the
bed in which he had slept the night before.
Jesge, aged thirteen years, also saw him,
but he, too, thought nothing of it.

It was when Mrs. Conway went to an-
nounce that breakfast was ready that he

was discovered. She saw her _husband
kneeling at the bed, and, as he did not.re-
spond when she spoke to him, she went
over to him and saw a rope hanging down
from the bedpost. She discovered that the
rope was tied around his neck. She saw
that his eyes were closed, and she at once
knew that he had accomplished what he
so often had threatened to do. She rushed
from the room screaming. Neighbors, at-
tracted by the screams, came rushing in,
and on learning the cause went to the room
where Conway was, and the rope was cut.
But it was too late. He was dead.

The coroner was summoned and rendered
his verdict. Captains Campbell and Quigley
called, as Conway was a personal friend
of both of tnem. He also had many ac-

uaintances with the other police officers.
They were surprised at his action, for on
geeing him many times recently he did not
speak of any financial embarrassment.

Mr. Conway leaves a wife and three sons,
Harry, aged fifteen, Jesse, aged thirteen,
and Oakley, aged three years. The grief
of the famlly was great. Edward Conway
was widely known throughout the city,
having been active in Republican politics
for a number of years. He served as dep-
uty sheriff under Harry Adams, and was
city welghmaster for two terms. He was
deputy marsghal under Mr. Dunlap during
the administration of General Harrison.
While nearing the close of his term as dep-
uty marshal he bought the livery stable
of W. O. Patterson, and, though conducting
the business to the extent of his knowl-
edee, he falled to make a success of it, and
sold it last August. Since thiat time he has
done nothing, and this lack of employment
was the beginning of his despondency,
which finally terminated in yesterday's de-
plorable affair. Conway was well liked and
respected by those who knew him.

PROF. COULTER ON EVOLUTION,

He Reads a Paper Before the Contems-
porary Club.

Professor Coulter read a paper before the
Contemporary Club, at the Propylaeum, last
night on the history of evolution. In the
outstart he said the paper would necessari-
ly be limited in its scope, and would not
give details in any particular. He stated
briefly that the theory of epigenisis was pro-
mulgated by Aristotle, but it was not first
announced by this philosopher. It remained
theory until the time of Harvey, when it be-
came ascertained facts. He sald for a long
time it had been thought that the germ con-
tained in miniature everything that it pro-
duced, and this enlargement was called evo-
lution. In this line it was thought that the
acorn contained in very minute form the
perfect onk tree. Alongz this line of thought
it was the generally accepted opinion that
nothing really new was ever generated nor
nothing ever annihilated. The seeming new
creations were simply the progress of evolu-
tion, and the sceming deaths were simply
a return to the germ form. Professor Coul-
ter said acquiesence to the doctrine of evo-
lution did not compel an acquiesence to
that of involution al=so. The old theory of
evolution, and that the germ contained all it
produced, had since been exploded, and
it was now Kknown that germs were a
homogeneous mass, and that part was
added to part. He said affinity in construc-
tion implied genetic connection. No plant
or animal is perfectly adapted to its sur-
roundings. If it were progres would cease,
The goal of all organization was perfect
adaptation. e
