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MODES OF TEACHING

Dr. Riee's Leeture to the Teach-
ers on Seientific Education.

Methods Employed in This Conntry Cou-
trasted to Those in Use in Germany
—Radical Changes Advocated.

There was assembled in Plymouth Church
last evening a large number of the teach-

| ers of the public schools to hear the first

of a series of lectures

School Board for their
at 8 o'clock Dr. Lewls
tendent of the public schools, and Dr. J.
M. Rice, known throughout the land as
one of the foremost men in the interest of
education In America, appeared upon the
pilatform. Professor Jones, in his introduc-
tory remarks, said: *It is my pleasure to
announce that the Board of Education has
taken the introductory steps for an annual
course of educational lectures. They are to
be in no sense popular nor intended for
amusement. They will be of subjects with
which teachers have to deal. We are fortu-
nate to begin with Dr. J. M. Rice, whose
articles in the Forum attracted wide at-
tention and whose lectures have been no
less succegsful.”” He then introduced Dr,
Rice, who spoke for an hour on “Sclentific
Education,” and made exceedingly inter-
esting what promised to be something deep.
Dr. Rice =aid that the method of conduct-
ing a recitation was a science, and that
only in Germany was sclentific teaching
found. In contrasting the German schools
with the American schools, he had found
that in the latter the teachers knew the
art of making the schools attractive and
how to make a happy childhood, and that
he did not wish to condemn when he sald

that we fail in conducting a recitation. It
is the desire of the speaker that the schools
of America shall become the best. In show-
ing the benefit of sclentifle teaching, Dr.
Rice sald he would give illustrations of
teaching from the unsclentific to the high-
est form used to-day; the steps used, how
far progressed, how recitations conducted
by our teachers compare with the highest
in Germany. First, he said that to hear a
recitation from text books I an old-fash-
ioned, mechanical grind; it simply crowds
the mind, and he once heard a teacher say,
“Don’t stop to think, but tell me what you
know.” It is Dr. Rice's opinion that les-
sons learned from a text book are forgot-
ten as soon as learned. As an example of
some of tha methods of teaching the speak-
er had found, he quoted some lessons he
had heard, one of a teacher who asked her
class “How many kinds of literature have
the Hindus?" and when none of the chil-
dren could answer she told them “Three;
poetical, philosophical and religious.” When
they had repeated it after her the lesson
was done. The peculiar feature of thils lies
in using the memory alone, and the sclen-
tific teaching is the natural. The difference
is that In the unscientific for new matter
they use the memory alone, and In the sci-
entific the new matter Is first given in the
class. A good motto i3, “Never tell a child
anything he is able to find out himself."”

‘."':un'nh of {hr_- (ﬂ-l-f;lshll'_lnmi I}-‘t-]l}" would
have been much astonished to hear Dr
Rice advoeate the banishment of class
books. In Munich the authorities have pro-
hibited class books for geography, history
and natural science. In Germany the chil-
dren begin and make thelr own text books,
and in our country the text bhook is flrsu
Proper development is a fine art, and a
teacher must have sympathy, skill and ex-
perience. A teacher must have an {dea of
what she wishes to advance, and not allow
the children to ask irrelevant questions, As
examples of this Dr. Rice told of two in-
stances, one in a geography lesson and one
in physiology, where the children took the
lesson from the teacher hy asking ques-
tions not of the lesson. The lesson fell
short and falled to leave a eorrect Impres-
sion on the mind of the pupil. In pursu-
ance of his plan, Dr. Rice suld that “‘a
teacher should have clearly distinguish-
ing alm in order that something shall be
accomplished. The alm should be told to
the pupil in order that the pupil mayv walk
with open eves. He wills to accomplish the
aim it gives him a title and gives him an
interest. He should have three things:
clear aim, definite development and thor-
ough drill. Dr. Rlee then followed with a
verbatim report of a series of lessons he
heard given by Edmund Scholtz in Jena,
Germany. It was in mathematical geog-
raphy. First he read a ‘description of how
he had heard a lesson in America, when
all the pupils studied aloud from text-
books, and in contrast gave the lessan of
Mr. Schoitz. The pedagogue reviewed the
former lesson to be sure that the pupils
knew it perfectly, then he took hem grad-
ually sep by step from the common meas-
urements of a small sphere by means of a
string to securing the measurements of the
earth by means of shadows cast by the
sun, he acquiring the position of the Polar
star, seaing the star through the elescope,
the distance of a degree, the position of the
meridian circle and so on till the children
knew it perfectly. Only a little was done
at a time, anid at every new lesson ihe
old one was reviewed. When the children
were through with the serles thev made
thelr own text-books of what they knew,
the questions belngz put by the maser so
that the answers were uniform.

The secret of teaching in natural
law of development, and it must be done
according to rule.

Results of the Recent Civil Serv.
ice Examination lere,

Names and Ratings of Those Qualified
for Positions as Clerks and Car-
riers in the Postoflice.

The civil-service commission has econ-
cluded Its examination of the papersz of the
various applicants for enrollment upon the
list of those eligible for positions in the In-
dianapolis postoffice and Dr. S. G. Wood-
ward, secretary of the board, has forwarded
the result to Washington. If, however, the
new administration makes no more changes
than the present one a majority of the
eéligibles will stand a poor prospect of get-
ting an appointment this century. From
last June until last Wednesday HPostmaster
Thompson had no occasgion to make a sin-
gle appointment. On that day a vacancy
occurred and the civil-service list was sought
after it had had a long interval of rest.

As soon as a name has been on the list
a vear it is dropped unless he s re-ex.

Of the seventyv-two applicants examined
on Feb. 6 thirty-nine passed and were placed
on the list. A few of the names have been
continuously among the eligibles for sev-
eral years past and are likely to continue
there as long as the examinations afford fa
chance, however remote, of securing a posi-
tion. Their rating i{s never high enough to
make that chance anything but a long one,
but as they have nothing to lose they ap-
pear willing to take it. If all the employes
in the postoffice should happen to drop dead
some fine day the eligible list might be sub-
fect t¢ a severe strain.

'BRUCE'S BRAVE FIGHT

A Private Watehman's Desperate
Struggle with a Burglar.

Hand-to-Hand Eunecounter in the Iron
Hall Bloek on the Cirele Last Night
—-Watehman Wounded.

A bold attempt at robbery, and one which
came near resulting in a murder, was made
at the Iron Hall Building., on the Cirela,
at about half-past 11 last night.
The victim is Robert Bruce, son of George
W. Bruce, bailiff in Room 1 of the Sa-
perior Court. He resides at No. T3 Wood-
lawn avenue, but for more than a year past
has been employad as night watchman at
the Iron Hall receiver's office. He sleeps
in a room in the rear of the office, and
was just on the point of retiring for the
night when there came a rap at the door
opening on to the walk that extends along
the south side of the bullding, Bruce had
laid off his coat and vest, and went to the
door In his shirt sleeves. When he opened
it he was faced by a short, heavy-set man,
wearing a slouch hat. *“Throw up your
hands,” came the command as soon as the
door was opened. Bruce only partially
obeyed the command. One hand went up
into the air, but the other was thrust back
into the hip pocket after a revolver. The
robber evidently saw the motion of the
hand and knew the purport of it, for he
instantly sprang at Bruce and seized h'mn
by the throat. Then a scuffle for life and
death ensusd. The robber carried a club
in one hand, and Bruce says he thinks he
was struck on the head once with it, but
{s not sure. When the robber seized him
by the throat he was pushed inward, all
the while endeavoring to draw his revolver,
but being retarded in his efforts by the grip

of the robber's hand upon his throar Fight-
ing for his life, Bruce struggled desperately
against his opponent, who was a much
heavier man, and was about to succeed in

Irawing his revolver. The robber saw this
and relinquished his hold wupon Bruce's
throat, at the same time making a lunge
for the hand that grasped the
revolver., As the hold upon his throat was
relaxed Bruce succeeded in getting the re-
volver from his pocket only to ha the
hand seized in the firm grip of the robber.
Then ensued a scuffle for possession of the
gun. In their scufiling they tripped over
a bicycle standing in the hallway, and as
they fell the revolver was discharged and
Bruce received the ball under the left arm.
The robber immediately fled.

A number of persons whose attention had
been atiracted by the shot saw him run-
ning from the scene and gave the same de-
geription of him as was given by Bruce., He
was a heavyset man, with a dark mustache
and wore a slouch hat pulled down over his
eves, After the discharge of the revolver
he ran out the front way and started south
around the Circle towards Meridian street.
Several people were coming from this di-
rection towards the bullding and the robber
turned about and fled across Monument
Place, up North Meridian street and disap-
peared. In the meantime Bruce sprang to
his feet and also ran out on to the Circle.
He went straight to Dr. Crow's oflice in
the Ross Block, adjoining the Iron Hall
building. Dr. Crow was standing in the door
of his office parting with friends who had
been spending the evening with him. DPruce
told him he had been shot and was taken
into the office, where his wonnd wns
dressed, It was found to be merely
a flesh wound of no serious conse-
quence, The ball had plowed a hole
about four inches long through the flesh
under the left arm. The wound was black
and powder burned, indicating that the muz-
Zle the revolver had been very clogse to
the body when discharged. His father was
notified immediately and DBruce was re-
moved to his home.

Dr. Kahlo, the newly appointed police
surgeon, heard of the shooting while walk-
ing upon Pennsylvania street near Market
street and went at once to the block, but
finding the yvoung man receiving attention
from Drs. Crow and Long did not do any-
thing. After the wound was dressed sev-
eral reporters went to the door at which
the sceutfle had taken place and one of them
found the revolver lyving upon the walk
cloge beside the door. It was a 32-caliber,
old stvie single-action revolver. The wound

is not serifous.

Another theory of the affair is that the
assallant was a person with a grudge
against Bruce, though the latter savs he
cannot imagine upon what score any one
should entertain such a hatred for him. He
savs he hag received several letters through
the malil within the past three or four weeks
informing him that there was a person who
“had it in for him."”” These letters, he says,
were written In a scrawling hand and many
words were misspelled.
