Year's panie, and a return of confidence on
the Stock Exchange, To close watchers
that process has been in various ways ob-
servable since the opening of the year; but
not until now has the change reached a
point of development at which all recog-
nize it. In trade at large the Improvement
has now become a commonly admitted
fact. In many branches the demand for
goods s plainly ahead of the supply. The
reduction of stocks, caused by the interrup-
tion of manufacturing and the extraor-
dinary falling off in imports, becins to
show |{ts effects upon prices:; amndl that
proves an important stimulus to buying
and to confidence. Und:r these conditions,
and in view of the neas approach to the
final determination of th= new tariff du-
ties, business has gained a much more sta-
ble basis of confidence, and the country
may be regarded as being falrly on the
way towards a steady return to a normal
condition.

“The fact that the first two months of the
year show a marked revival in the foreien
commer-e¢ of Englind, as well as in her
internal trade, affords a reasonable indica-
tion that the ru.'u]wrulh'o tendency is be-
coming internationgl; which iIs an important
backing to the improving drift of affairs in
this country, Taking the whole group of
commercinl sympltoms, as they now pre-
gent themselves, it may be consgiderad safe
o expect from this time forward a con-
tinuous return towards healthlier condi-
tions. In the commercial exchanges the ex-
ceptionally low prices are beginning to
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for a revival of operations in
any well-organizen movement
being undertaken. There are those who
have accumulated very lasge amounts of
stocks pending and following the {_mnh‘.
| they may be assumed to be walting for
an opportunity to realize proflts on their
holdings, It .3 only a question as to when
they may regard the opportunity as sufi-
clently ripe for sction. They would like
y fe¢ fome improvement in the earnings of

allroads, and that may be expected as
an ecarly eflect of the resumption of indus-
trial operations and the export of produce
at its current extreme depression of prices.
They look the conclusion
legislation as removing the great source of
obstruction to home enterprise, and may
be expected to regard that as the best time
f~__-r testing the dispesition of the markets.
The completion of the reconstruction of
some of the great railroad properties now In
the hands of recelvers will also be a matter
of much bull significance. The consumma-
tion of these various matters will be the
more influential because they will be al-
most simultaneous, and then will come the
occasion for a great campaign on the Stock
Exchange.

"“The reception given by the Senate to the
sland seigniorage bill has had a depressing
effect in Wall street generally, and has
distinctly checked the buoyancy arising
from the above-mentioned But for
the general feeling of assurance that the
President will veto the bill the Senate's
action would have had a far more serious
effect; but still it is felt to be a thing se-
riously bearing upon the general credit of
the country that both houses of Congress
ghould be found capable of recommitting
the country to a revival of the pro-silver
policy that has been supposed to have been
finally abandoned in the passage of the re-
peal act. It Is a matter of no small Im-
portance that we have no other protection
against Blandism than the accident of hav-
ing a President who favors sound money,
The export of gold continues on a light
scale; it is a movement always incident to
this season; the only thing exceptional
about it being that the outfiow Is much
less than Is usual in the early months."

A Good Week's Trade with but Few

Fluctuntions in Values Reported,

On the wholesale streets the general busi-
ness comment yesterday was to the eflect
that trade in the week closing Marcn 10
had been quite satisfactory in Iits volume

and in some lines considerably In excess of
any former week of the present year. On
Commission row, with the dry-goods houses
and millinery establishments the improve-
ment was the more noticeable, The com-
mission merchants state that last week
they shippad more goods to the towns and
cities which draw supplies from this point
than In any three weeks previous since
the holidavs of 1893. There has been an
inereased demand for vegetables, especially
potatoes, and the stock of oranges has
been 8o reduced that good oranges are sell-
ing 50 cents per box higher than a week
ago. Eggs advanced Monday to 14 cents,
but on Thursday droppaed back to 13 cents,
and vesterday to 12 cents, losing the eain
of the early part of the week. Receipts
are increasing largely and the market
closed weak on Saturday. Demand for
In-ullr}' in local and Eastern markets is
=28 active and prices easler. All lines of
dry goods have taken on a steadler tone
in the way of prices, and with this coun-
try merchants are buying larger bills. Not
In years past have the millinery houses
enjoyed a better trade than in the last ten
days. Druggists, hardware merchants and
seed dealers all report trade as looking
brighter. Provisions are meeting with larger
distribution, prices ruling easier.

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WHEAT CLOSED DULL

Unecertainty About the Govern-
ment Report Retarded Trade.

While the Leading Cereal Went Lower
Both Corn and Oats Were Higher
—Pork Deeclifies.

CHICAGO, March 10.—Wheat closed dull
and lower than yesterday. The uncertainty
concerning the expected government report
prevented much trading, and rumors that
it would be bearish caused an easier feel-
ing. Fluctuations were tonfined to a range
of e, Corn averaged firm. The seaboard
reported a good demand for export, with
cash corn in New York bringing lc per
bushel over the May prices. It closed here
with a gain for the day of l%c. Oats are

also .c higher. Provisions were irregular
at a shade lower prices.

Wheat was weak for the first half hour,
but the feeling of uncertainty concerning
the government figures to be issued in th
afternoon regarding the amount in farmers'
hands kept the fluctuations within narrow
bounds, After a decline of ¢ and a subse-
quent recovery, the market remained steady
and with an evident reluctance to do any
more business during the greater part of
the remainder of the session. The matters
which usually affect opinion were disre-
garded. Bven the highly favorable weather
was confined in its influence to an expres-
sion from the traders of physical satisfac-
tion therewith. The week's reports from
both coasts, as reported by DBradstreet,
were £21,000 bushels, including flour. On
the preceding week they amounted to 2,-
972,000 busheis, and to 2,804,000 on the corre-
sponding week of last year. Exports since
Jan. 1, this year, the same authority gives
as 26,000,000 bushels, compared with 33,000,-
0 bushels for the similar period of last
year, and 40,000,000 bushels on the year be-
fore that. The clearances from the Atlantic
seaboard were equal to about 351,000 bush-
els in wheat and flour, Chicago received
41 cars of wheat, against 25 a year ago.

Minneapolis reported 241 cars and Duluth
67, against 3% and 31, respectively, a year
ago. Liverpool and continental markets
were quut-"-ti dull and rather easier. The
closing price for May was bdS@i9%c.

Corn 1ollowed the downward course of
wheat early in the day, but on an attempt
of a commission firm to fill a buving order
for about 250,00 bushela the offerings were
£0 light that 1,0 was added to the price dur-
ing the f»w minutes occupled in filling it
The impending government report was in
corn as it was in wheat, a reason for ex-
treme fear, and the market manifested its
anprehensjon as the snail does, by curling
itself up inside of its shell. The purchase
by Irwin-Green of 250,000 bushels already re-
ferred to was the only notable feature of the
day’'s trade. May opened at 374c, sold down
to 37¢, recovered to 37%c and then jumped
up to 37%e quickly. During a few minutes
of the close the price ruled between 37ite
and 37T%ec. Receipts for to-day were only
182 cars, and for Monday 30 cars are estl-
mated. Under a little spurt of active buying
near the close May advanced for a second to
3i%c. The latest trading was at 37%ec.

There was a good general business trans-
acted in oats and also some large trading.
Schwartz, Dupee & Co. were buying freely,
which was the princlpal cause of the
strength. There was also some sympathy
existing between corn and oats. The mar-
ket started steady at 30%c for May, touched
e and advanced gradually to 31%e. It
close1 with =ellers at that price, which shows
a net galn of 1,¢ over yesterday's last quo-
tations., The prevision market redeemed
the session from utter inanity. There was a
fairly good scalping market at generally
lower prices. The hog receipts were 11,000
head for the aay. For the week they
amounted to 114577, compared with 96,699 for
the corresponding week of last vear.
